of the town

of Mr. A. D. Heath, a business
has,,, been establlshecMbr- "Which he and
every other business man in Potsdam may
be thankful. A. wide field, including
many states, is included in its selling li»
and covered by its traveling men; numer
ous sound accounts have,beenopened with
thriving business houses which duplicate
themselves; a splendid line of high grade
pants is made and guaranteed and sales
running about $80,408 per year are kept
supplied. There la a pay roll of 48 per
sons working inside the faotory and 18
persons outside, necessitating a payment
evsjry week to working rasrj, women and
Rirjls In this village of about $800.

The company is, however, experiencing
the tame dlfgoulty that every company
does when it finds itself short of working
capital and wishes to inorease its business.

The present stockholders consider
this a very liberal offer. Indeed. It means
taking a business in whloh $25,000 is al-
ready invested, adding $25/000 more to It,
and thus having a $30,000 business aa se-
curity for the new issue of $25,000.

MAN KILLED
AT PAPER MILL

Dlgcater Coyer Slew off and
Alfred Uuvel Olea f rom .

"Burn* and Shook.

At 7:80 a. m. February 5»h,, at the
Bacqaette River Paper Company Mill, the
cover on top of one of the sulphite di-
gesters blew, off, sending its contents of
half cooked oblps, add and steam, with
[great force thrbtigh the upper part of the
bnildlng. / .

Alfred Duval, who lived on Willow
street Is the village had been employed
ia looking utter the chip bin and assist-
ing l u l l i n g the digesters for seteial
Team.

These chip bins ale above the digester
and are ttllett witp chtper1rom~tlHr~wowl~
anlll b> means ot an eihaust fan or
blower. It was part i f the daty of Duval
to regulate the distribution of chips In
the bins and, this was done by means of
dampers in the blower pipe. A. little
while before the explosion occurred,
Duval had gone up to shift the Sow of
chips. This did not necessitate his going
into the bins, and a* all the digesters

' were at the time filled, and cooking, there
was nothing In the line of duty to keep
him in the bins. It develops however,
that he must have gone down Into the
bin.

Wa. Sonlly, foreman ot the sulphite
mill, had jost gone over all the digesters,
noted thelt temperature and the steam
pressure and finding everything in appar-
ent perfeot order, had gone from the
building to the office. Samuel Clements,
eook on the day tour, was jusj beside ths
top of .the digester No. I1 at !abont 7:80
when it gave ont a short sharp, craking
Bound. He jumped for the steam valve
to shut it off and succeeded In nearly
closing it. The lead lining under the iron
cover hung for a moment or two before
giving way and then burst forth with a
report like a heavy dynamite blast, carry
ing the heavy maes,ojt lead up into the
chip bin and wreokisg tha,t part of tbe
chip bin immediately over the digester.

Clements ran down the stairs and out
side, unhurt. A few moments later Duval
was seen to emerge from a trap dour on
the chip bin roof at the end farthest from,
the explosion and grope blindly about,
Men who saw him tried to direct him by
shoute bnt he-fell from that roof to the roof
of the blow pit, some twenty feet below.
He was carried to the offlos and Drs. 0.
A. Barnettand 8. F. Brown summoned by
telephone. Although the roads were al-
most impassable, they arrived in less than
an hour. Meantime all was done that
could be, by removing his wet clothing
and wrapping him in warm woolen blank-
ets. It was found that Duval was terri-
bly scalded by steam over nearly all his
body and that he probably oould notsur-
vive. His Injuries were carefully dressed
and his sufferings relieved so far as* hu-
man aid could go. Bcv. Father Matron
arrived while he was 'still conscious and
administered the last rites of the church.
He died at 2 p. m.

Alfred Duval was a faithful employee,
had worked ateadlly at the paper mill for
six or seven years and before that had
been for many yean in the employ of H.
K. Baldwin * Co.

The digesters and boilers at the psper
mill are insured against explosion by the
Hartford Steam Boiler Inspection-and In-
surance Co. whose inspectors make fre-
quent examinations and reports on their
condition. The last inspection December
15th, 1903, shewed that this digester was
in apparent perfect order. While the ac-
cident is a deplorable one, there seems to
have been nothing.left undone to prevent
suuh an occurrence*..

THE NIMS CASE.
Contractor NIme' Suit Xgalnst

Hannawa-Palls Go. Argued
In (Jourt of Appeals.

In the court of appeals at Albany Mon-
day the case of Alvln F. Nims, respondent
vs. Edwin A Merritt, Jr., Ogden H. Tap-
pan, William B. Cogswell and John L
King, appellants, was argued.

The plaintiff contracted to build the
dam and exoavate < for the oanal of the
Hannawa Falls Fower company in St.
Lawrence county and performed a certain
amount of work nnder a contract whioh
Was worth, according to his fignres,
$21,982.20, of which he had been paid
$4,84)5 83. The defendants wonld not al-
low bis figures, claiming that the work
had not been done in a workmanlike man-
ner. The plaintiff filed a mechanic's l'en
against the real estate In January, 1899,
and in February, 1900, this was discharged
the defendants giving a bond on whioh
defendants Cogswell and King were snre-
ties. The action was brought to have the
mechanics' lien declared valid and to re-
oover the amount for which it was filed
and to haAe it decided that the sureties
wero liable. t

The rase was referred to John Lansing,
and on his report a judgment was ordawd

eclaring the lien valid for the sum of
15.903 49. The costs taxed in the case

were $1,585 63, whloh with Interest
rought the judgment to $20,810.90, An
ppeal was then taken by the defendants,

and tlie appellate division reversed the
decision unless the plaintiff would stipu-
late to reduce the amount of his judgment
by about $4,000. The plaintiff agieed to
the stipulation and the judgment accord-
ingly affirmed under the stipulation.

The case is now oat rid to the oourt'of
appeals. Purcell, Walker & Burns of
Watertown appeared for Nuns and Everett
& Sinn of Eotsdam represent the defend-
ants. ' ,

Mrs. Ferris has lived in every
large city west of the Mississippi river, and
also in New Orleans and Charleston, S. C.
She has'a sister residing in New York
city. The deceased was a devout number
of the Episcopal church.

The farm house on the Lynn Kosher
farm, 12 miles from Gouverneur on the
Russell turnpike, was burned to the
ground one day last week. L. D. Lis-
comb and family, who occupied the house
at the time, barely ^scaped burning to
*eaih-. Mr. and Mrs. Ltscomb.and their
2 weeks-old baby were asleep in the house
and were awakened shortly after I2~by
smoke in there room. Attempting to leave
the room, they found they were surround-

ed by flames. A window was broken,
and through this Mr. and Mrs. Liscomb
made their escape, carrying their baby
with them. They escaped with only their
night robes and some quilts in which the
baby was wrapped. Finding covering in
the barn with which they protected them-
selves, they harnessed a team and drove
to the nearest neighbor's. The house was
practically burned to the ground before
they left.
