Most Americans prefer to believe that
Our roiicjH are the best built, beat man-
aged ami best equipped in the world.
It is beyond dispute that American
Hfles pay more attention to the comfort
8f their passengers than do those of
•ny other country, but It is assuming
something by no means proved to as-
sert that we ean,glve points to the rest
of tlie world in either construction or
administration. We have something to
lenfn in tue matter of public safety
from the malingers of old world rail-
ways. Their immunity from those oe-
cidents which Americans view as some-
thing to be deplored rather than re-
sented is due to causes easily nucor-1

'talned. And these have been given
Wide publicity In tills country, but
without accomplishing a change for
the better. The sojourn of American
railroad men-In countries where rail-
road disasters are the exception rather
than the rule may possibly conduce to
greater safety for the American trav-
eling public.

.There are other things that they may
ptMHlbly learn-regarding the various
ciiises which derange traffic and bear
heavily upon both the railroads and the
public. For instance, a report by these
experts on the practical working of
public ownership, as exemplified in the
state owned rouds of Germany, might
throw light on a question that prom-
ises to become of some immediate im-
portance. ̂

Homicide aud Its Punishment.
A record kept by the Chicago Tribune

shows that there were 8,971! homicides
iu-the United States last year, while
only 123 persons suffered the death
ponalty. While It is impossible, to know
tlie number of cusos of first degree
murder, the penalty of whieli in near-
lj? all the states Is death, it is a fair
Inference from . tlie foregoing ligures
that a man who kills another don not
put his neck lu very serious jeopardy.
'Aie fai't that part of the murderers
hnvo not yet ueen tried does not inval-
idate thin assumption. For several
years tliu proportion of exeiiHlons to
homicides has not greatly changed.
According to h|st year's statistics,
which represent fairly well those of
the previous decade, eighty-seven but
of • every .hundred persons Who destroy
human life fall to forfeit their own.

The simple ligures hardly convey aa
Impression of the portentous size of the
list of homicides. The number of cas-
ualties on the battlefield in tlie Boer
war was regarded as appalling. Tlie
mortality at the Tugela, at the Modder
river and in' numerous engagements
elsewhere was exceedingly high. Yet In
the three years that the- war lasted the
British loss from gunshot wounds was
below 8,000. Without any declaration
of war, with no flurry to call the

, world's attention, the army of murder-
ers; in the United States killed more
persons in one year than the Boer
sharpshooters could Mil in three. Yet
only 123 of those who committed homi-
cide In the United States suffered death.

Tlie figures uuturally suggest the in-
quiry whether murder is to become as
safe us bundling.

Another casus belli- has been furnish-
ed *to Canada by the scandalous action
ofjtJnlted States customs officers In
Michigan in seizing the skirts of the"
faibous Kilties band on the ground that
tUVy had been smuggled across the bor-
der.'

"the conduct of the business of bakers
"as to. beat promote and protect the
health of tile people." " I t is but rea-
sonable to assume from this statute
as a whole • * • that a man la
more likely to be. careful and cleanly
when well and not overworked than
when exhausted by fatigue," w> the
court declares, and adds that, according
to medical authorities, bakers are to be
classified with "stonecutters and file
grinders and other workers whoso oc-
cupation necessitates the Inhalation of
dust particles and hence predisposes its
members to consumption,"

It Is, therefore, on hygienic grounds
that this law is declared constitutional.
The question naturally (irises whether
any law 'limiting the hours of labor
may not lie defended on similar grounds.
There does not seem to be any line that
clearly separates this law from any-
law limiting the hours of labor In other
occupations.

Our JIurlm-H at Seoul.

The Pure Food Lawr.
There are excellent prospects that I

desirable pure fond law will be enact-
ed, by the present congress. The bouse
has passed what is known aa the Hep-
burn bill by a large majority, and aa
its main provisions have at different
time's-been approved by the senate
there Is good reason to believe that the
bill will become a law. The McCum-
ber bill, which has been fayorabiy"re-
ported to tbe senate, is substantially
the same as the Hepburn bill. This
measure is the outgrowth of the agi-
tation of many years and is, as the
committee reported, an ''epitome of the
best thought on tbe subject in our land
today.*'

Many of the states have efficient pure
food" laws, but they are far from mil-
form, and under their interstate op-
eration many abuses are possible.
TIIP proposed law does not apply to tin-
Internal affairs of any state. If'the
state docs not Interfere, 'Impure, adul
terated nnd mlsbrnnded articles of foml
can be produced nnd sold within it?
borders, but tile sWpme'nt..Q.f_jHiy of II
out of the state brings it under the fed~
oral law, congress alone having control
of interstate commerce. And the law'
will be enforced by government officers
and the federal courts, which makes 1'
curtain that favoritism will be elimi
nated.

The agricultural department is tc
make tbe examinations and decide as
to the quality of tbe food and drags
Standards will be established, and adul-
teration, Imitation and misbraniliiir
are defined and made punishable. An
ndulteruted article which is not harmful
and which Is so branded that Its exact
contents will be known by the purchas-
er or consumer can, lie dealt in without
punishment, the Same as oleomarga-
rine can be sold now, but miubrandlnc
or adulterating in a harmful manner
will be a crime. If a dealer has a writ-
ten guarantee of the purity of any ar-
ticle signed by the manufacturer or
party from whom thu goods were pur-
chased who resides within the juris-
diction of the United Stales the penal-
ty for misrepresentation will bo applied
to those who signed the guarantee.
That will enable innocent dealers to
escape punishment when they unwit-
tingly sell an adulterated or ruisbrand-
ed article.

On the wbolc, it is a most excellent
measure, and while In time it may be
found to need amendment It should be
enacted aa soon as possible and. put
into effect. '

XiUbor Law as a Kiygicnlo Measure.
The decision of the highest court of

Uie state of New York sustaining the
law limiting tho hours of work for
bakers lo sixty hours a week, or ten
hours a day, touches an interesting
phase of the labor problem. The Jaw
had been attackpd on tho ground that
it was unconstitutional. The fact that
It Is designated,a labor law gaye color
to the objection that it Interfered with
the right of private contract. The de-
cision of the court, however, which was
written by Judge Parker, places It'as
a measure for the protection of public
health-. Tho police power of the" legis-
lature, says the decision, Justifies the
teuulrgment • that floors,r ceilings and'
•Iflewnlts lie of ''such inaterlnT a's'tliat

The Chicago theater managers Insist
that the new law guaranteeing protec-
tion from flre to the audiences will
cause them to lose money.
