best town In tlio lot made an averagi
profit of 153.77 each. Wo venture
say that there Is not one herd In toi
where there nro twelve or more cowi
that does not lmvo one or more cowi
that It would be profitable to kill out
right. Excellent f»prlng~buliinees eai
be bought for $fi or less, and tho tlmi
required to weigh the milk both nigh
and morning is less than one mlnuti
per cow.

Now for tbo experience. One of my

neighbors who had a silo told me. my
corn wan BO ripe (it was all glared and
fit to cut for the old way; of harvesting
and husking) that if I did not put on
some water It would lieutuutl'dry out,
or, as we call it, "fire fang," and be
worthless. 'He did not say how much
to put on, und I calculated tbat the
heat would be. great and }t would need
quite an amount; therefore >I put forty
barrels on each silo of 100 tons. I had
very fine enallnge, and, feeding two
bushel baskets to each cow.per day
with all the grain that .grew on the
stalks, they unproved in flesh and gave
a good supply of milk. The mlllc v a s
fine, and there was no taste of ensilage
either in the milk or butter mn,de.

A friend of mine who put his in the
silo In the milk stage of the corn had
to stop feeding bis ensilage because of
the milk tanting so that his customers
would not take it. We have continued
to let tha corn ripen and wet it when
put Into the silo, with tho exception of
one year my son thought he would not
wet It, and tbe consequence was that
we lost Hpvorul tons of ensilage, and it
wus largely in the square corners,
which I could hardly account for, but
while Inside mending the bottom of the
silo In-<t year (by tap. way, seven and
one-l.n!l' L'eot of the silo Is in the
ground, or us low as the bottom of the
cellar where tbe cows are tied up) 1
had Home water left, and as I stood
there I throw it up against the hem-
lock Biding Inside and was surprised to
sec how quickly it dried off, and then
It come tn me that the dry siding,
drawing so much moisture from the
pnHihige mid double tho amount In tbe
square comers, was tho source of tbe
loss of HO much ensilage in the square
corners us Is complained of every year.
I concluded to try an experiment on
last year's ensilngo when put in and
put on sixty barrels of w'.er to each
silo and put fully one-half of it into
tbe cm'm-r.4 iwd against the siding. The
result was nil I could ask, not a bushel
of spoiled ensilage. Rather than put
on less water I would put a barrel to n
ton of ousllage.

I would suggest to all that have silos
to thoroughly saturate them with wa-
ter or wet .the ensilage and let tho
tramping of the silage go, as It will be
heavy enough to take care of itself.

Handling; C iu t r Balls.
.In handling old bulls that are inclin-

ed to be cranky a good plan is to have
a strong wire stretched across a yard.
A strong, light chain attached to the
ring in his nose and to the ring on the
wire will allow him to exercise and
still keep him under control.

Dairy Interests In Court

Matting Dairy Calraa Wlthaat MUlc.
>Tho Pennsylvania experiment sta-
tion finds little difficulty in raising
prime dairy calves without milk after
they are two weeks old. The cost of
raising calves on a milk substitute up
to the time they can be put on a hay
and grain ration, or when three or four
months old, need not exceed (10, ex-
clusive or care. CaWes front high class,
well bred dairy stock when raised in
this way are worth much more than
they cost and an tbe only mtana by
which a milk dairyman can raise bis
herd to a high standard.

An Important decision has just been
handed down at Hartford, Conn., by
Judge Platt of the United States dis-
trict court. :.._

Valentine Boh.l . was arrested by
agents of the agricultural department
for destroying stamps on tubs of ren-
ovated butter and selling the contents
thereof as butter. He was charged
with violating rule 22 of the agrlcul--
rural department relating to the act of
May 0,1002. The defense was that the
secretary of agriculture had no author-
ity in law for making such ruling, and
the court sustains the demurred The
court is of the opinion that congress
only provided for tbe sanitary inspec-
tion of renovated butter and that rule
22 In nowise related to this.

The sum and substance of the deci-
sion Is tbat the government has no au-
thority over renovated butter after It
leaves the manufacturer properly
stamped. .'•

Seller Must* K*lc« Goo*.
We are informed that the supreme

court of Massachusetts bas decided
that where suit is' brought against a
milk dealer charged with selling milk
below standard the burden of proof
rests with tbe seller. It has generally
been held that in articles for which
legal standards have been fixed the
buyer must be able to prove that the
goods were below the standard, tinder
this new ruling the seller must prove
that the goods were up to the stand-
ard. .Thus the burden of proof Is shift-
ed from the buyer to the seller, and if
tbe latter otter standard goods for-sale
ho mutt be prepared to "prove tbat they
are pure. Thus step by step tbe' law
Is hedging in the counterfeiter and
helping the consumer of par* food.—
Rural New Xorker.

A lire built under this pipe soon
heats the water in the barrel, as'the
heat causes a rapid circulation of the
water In the pipe and barrel.

' Aasccla of Fsrsmlns;.
Eugene Grubb, • the good farmer of

Garfleld county, has been undergoing
ail sorts of experiences this fall with
his 3,000,000 _pound spud harvest. In
these operations-it bas required the ef-
forts of two drivers to operate the dig-
ger, four sorters drawn by a single
horse with two in mesh, five pickers to
pick and dump the spuds into'the sort-
er, a man to run the machine, another
man to sew-sacks for each sorter, four
men with teams to haul ito'the storage
cellar, SO by 200 feet; teams hauling
sixty-two bushel sacks at a load, I two
men to help load, in the field, two to
store in the cellar, together with the
proprietor and foreman, which—consti-
tuted the working force. One day's re-
sults were 1,407 two bushel centals in
storage ready for market when it looks
good. The potatoes are first class, of
medium size, white and as clean and
free from dirt .as a newly laid egg.
The varieties are Perfect Peachblow
and Grubb's White Cafe. While the
editor of Field and Farm was down in
Ohio not long ago he saw an old man
and a small boy digging potatoes with
a hand hoe in a five acre patch, and
this la what they are pleased to call
farming in.that country.—Denver Field
and Farm.

F1H« SkuiTlngs tut Xaiuun,
Fresh pine shavings contain an acid

and if used in large quantities will
sour the land. When used for bedding
and mixed witb the manure there will
be no damage. The ammonia in the
liquids will correct the acidrin the shav-
ings. They should be need until well
soaked and then mixed in the manure
pile. Shavings handled in this way
have been used for years with good re-
sults. They make a good absorbent
and are easily handled in the manure.
B'resb sawdust Is much'the same and
should be soaked with liquid or well
mixed in the pile,before spreading on
tho ground. Old sawdust from tee
houses that have been in use for some
years may often be used as 'a mulch
or even plowed into the ground with-
out passing through the stable, but we
consider it safer to use it as a bedding
first Pine needles are used at the
south for mulching strawberries, but
the strawberry will thrive hi a soil so
add that many other crops could hard-
ly grow. The prejudice against saw-
dust and shavings can usually be
traced to results obtained from using
them fresh.—Rural New Yorker.

Mce Method of Putt l»« Cp Batter.
Butter cartons are very muoh the

nicest method of wrapping butter for
retail trade, says the Country Gentle-
man, Of course the butter should be
wrapped In parchment paper- first. • If
you are making a uniform grade of
which you have no reason to be asham-
ed have your name^prlnted on either
or both the parchment wrapper and*
tho. carton. Cartons and paper may
be secured from almost any dairy sup-
ply flrnir~-The paper costs from $1.20
to |1.50 per thousand sheets printed
and the cartons $2.25 to $5 per thou-
sand.'

THE SPINNING COIN.

How to Make a Silver Dollar Re-
volve BetwetiTTwo Ne«41eft.

How can we make a silver dollar
urn quickly und continuously on its
xis? "Very easy," says some one,
lulling out a silver dollar and standing
it on its uim. He places the index fiu-
jer of the left band on it and flips thij
join with his right hand. The dollar
Fill turn' with'such velocity that the
>ye cannot follow It. This will lust for
some time until the motion gradually
lecreases and finally stops.
Not bad, but we can do better. We

sorrow the silver dollar, mark the ends
if its diameter carefully and place it
an the table. Then we lift the coin
with the'help of two needles, Inserting
the needles at the two marked points,
bring It Hose to the mouth and blow 4t.
The coin will turn, driven by the pres-
sure of the air, with remarkable veloe-
ty and will remain* in motion, as a lit-
tle blowing from time to-time will keep
its speed from slackening.

But how can-'W.Bifliî  tlie, diameter of
the coin In the right" moment? This Is
very easy. Take a piece of paper and
draw with ,tlic help of a compass a cir-
cle approximately the size of the slWer
dollar mid draw a'strnlgbt line through!
the center. Placing tile coin in this
circle, we can easily mark the ends of
the line on the rim of the dollar.
