Ru«»i«n Admiral Reports Landing of
19,000 Japanese Soldien at Chemulpo.
Battle ta Hourly Expected Near the
Yalu River.

New York, Feb. 15.—The news from
the far east is somewhat conflicting
and uncertain. It may be briefly sum-
marized as, follows:

It is reported from Tientsin that the
Siberian railroad has been wrecked in
six places, covering a distance of sev-
enty miles. -

A Pekta« dispatch says that Viceroy
Alexcieff III practically isolated at Port
Arthur, that the railroad behind Port
Arthur bai been blown up and that
6,000 Japanese troops have been •Ittnd-
cd near Dalny.

Confirmation of reports of the sink-
Ing of a Japanese merchantman by the
Russian Vladivostok squadron came
from Tokyo. A special cable dispatch
said the squadron afterward left for

• the west, but there are continued ru-
mors that three of the Russian ships
were sunk. The Japanese may make
reprisals on Russian merchantmen held
by them for the sinking of the Japa-
nese vessels.

Admiral Alexeieff says that 19,000
Japanese soldiers have been landed at
Chemulpo. Tber«-isre-continued re-
ports of Japanese activity TO the vicin-
ity, of the Yalu rivets'and Russians ex-
pect that a battle will goon take place
there.

Humors of fighting near Port Arthur
and of the presence^of- Japanese war-
ships near that port continue, but they

, are not confirmed.
A special cable dispatch from Berlin

•ays that Kaiser William suggested the
policy outlfnwl'ln the Uiiy note.

The Japanese government has accept-
ed the parole of France for the Russian
survivors rescued by foreign vessels

REAR ADJflUAL DRIB,
after the destruction of the Variug and
Korletz at Chemulpo. It is stipulated
that the prisoners shall not go north of
SJinnslial during the war.

Six Norwegian steamships chartered
by a Russian,.,.nnyal contractor have
been captured by the Japanese, who
have also taken the German steamer
Yokohama^ which had a cargo, Includ-
ing dynamite. forTort Arthur.

It Is rumored at Nagasaki that 1,800
Japanese soldiers have been killed, pre-
sumably owing to the sinking of a
ttansport.

LONDON'S WAR ADVICES.

Little Light on the Situation—Fate of
Ruuian Squadron Unknown.

London, Feb. ]5.—There were a num-
ber of belated telegrams reaching Lou-.
don from the far east last night, but
they added little or .nothing to what is
already known regarding the situation
there. The' mystery surrounding the
fnte of the Vladivostok squadron Is
still unsolved.

The Daily Hail, the Dally Telegraph
, and other papers publish dispatches
from Tokyo, Nagasaki and Shanghai
reporting the destruction of three Rus-
sian cruisers by mines or torpedoes
in the Tsugaru strait, oft Aomori, Ja-'
pan.

The-correspondent of the Dally Ex-
press at Peking, in a cablegram dated
Feb. 12, reports that Viceroy AlexeiefT
is practically Isolated, direct commu-
nication between Port Arthur and
Vladivostok being suspended. He adds
that the. railroad behind Port Arthur
has been blown up and that 0,000 Jap-
anese troops have landed near Dalny.

The.Daily Telegraph's Shanghai cor-
respondent, under date of Feb. 12, says
it IK reported that the Japanese have
bombarded Dalny and landed marines.

The Times' Weihaiwei correspondent
says that on the morning of Feb. 10
the Japanese occupied Chlnghalawen,
a Russian coaling station close to
Masanir>ho,

The Tokyo correspondent of the
Times, cabling Under date ol Feb. 12,
says, "It is said that the Japanese
squadron has sealed Port Arthur."

LOSS OF THE YENISEI.
Admiral Alexeieff Telia of War'a Worat

Disaster.*
St. Petersburg, Feb. 15.—Admiral Al-

exeieff sends more details of the acci-
dental sinking of the torpedo transport
vessel Yenisei. He says that Captain
Btepanoff, the comm.andor of the Yeni-
sei; the engineer, two midshipmen and
ninety-two of the crew perished.

On Thursday the Yenisei found her-
self on a line of submarine mines and
was sunk by the explosion of one of
them.' She noticed a loaded submarine
mine floating on the surface ana en-
deavored to secure it. In doing so she
struck an adjacent mine, which ex-
ploded under lie]1 bows. There was not
time to launch a boat.bpforc she sank.

A summitry of .the losses sustained
by Russia' in the first twenty-four hours
of the war with Japan shows that ten
Russian warships were placed out of
action in one way or another and that
the Japanese did not lose a ship. The
losses m w as follows: Battleship Ret-
vizan, torpedoed and beached at Port
Arthur: battleship Cesnrevltch, torpe-
doed and Deacnea at fort Arthur; bat-
tleship Poltava, hole below water line,
at Port Arthur; armored cruiser Boya-
rin. iiinnbicd by Japanese lire at Port

Arthur; cruiser Falada, torpedoed at
Port Arthur and beaehflj cruiser No-
vik, hole below water line, at Port Ar-
thur; cruiser Askold, hole below water
line, at Port Arthur; cruiser Dlnna,
hole below water line, at Port Arthur;
first claw armored cruiser Varlag, de-
atroyed at Chemulpo, Korea; torpedo
gun vessel Korletz, destroyed at Che-
mulpo, Korea. The Japanese fleet en-
gaged seems.to have consisted of two
divisions under Admiral Knmlmura on
the flagship Idzumo (armored cruiser)
and Vice Admiral Togo on the flagship
AsiUii (battleship).

The Japanese vessels engaged were
apparently, in addition to the Idzumo
and Asahi, the battleship Fuji, the
cruiser Oshima, the battleship Shlklslil-
ma, the battleship Hatguse, the ar-
mored cruiser Ydkmno, the armored
cruiser Asairia, .the -armored cruiser
Iwate, the cruiser Ohitose, the cruiser
Kasagi, the cruiser Takusago and the
torpedo gunlioat Yoshino.

China Proclaim! Neutrality.
Peking. Feb. 15.—The edict issued by

the government declaring its neutrality
In the Russo-Japanese difficulty an-
nounces that war between these conn*
tries has broken out and gays that, see-
ing these nations are friendly to China,
she mint declare her neutrality. Vice-
roys and governors are ordered to main-
tain neutrality and to preserve order
and carefully protect missionaries and
merchants and foreign property. The
Peking authorities are especially warn-
ed against allowing file spread of evil
rumors. The importance of protecting
legations and churches is emphasized,
and disturbers of the peace are threat-
ened with punishment. Grave offend-
ers wll( be sentenced to Immediate de-
capitation.

Peril In North China.
Tokyo, Feb. 15.—United States Min-

ister Grlscnm has held a conference
with Premier Komura, the nature of
which has not been disclosed. It is
thought it related to the effort of the
powers to obtain the attitude of Japan
toward preserving the entity of Chili*!*
as proposed by Secretary Hay. The
situation in the north of China is ex-
ceedingly delicate. The Japanese have
legation guards at Peking and Tien-
tsin hi close proximity to the guards of
the Russian legation, and there is dan-
ger of a conflict.

American Steamer Free.
Chetu, Feb. IS.—The American steam-

er Pleiades, which was detained sever-
al days at Port Arthur by the Russian
authorities, has arrived here, having
left quietly during a storm. On Satur-
day night a part of the Russian fleet
came out. The German flagship Hnnsu
has tnken on board a number of wom-
en refugees, leaving the men, who
have been reaTrsured"and who are pro-
ceeding with their business affairs.
The Betvtzan Is still stranded.

Swedei and Finn* to Aid Japan.
New' York, Feb. IS.—A meeting of

Fiiuilnh ami Swedish residents of
Brooklyn has been held to arrange-for'
aid to be given to the Japanese during
the war with Russia. The aid, it was
announced, would take the form of
subscriptions of money and a corps of
nurses for the ambulance service of
the Japanese. A telegram was sent to
the Japanese minister at Washington
informing him of the purpose of the
Finns in Urooklyn.

Eleven Ships Were Damaged.
Chefu, Feb. 15.—It Is stated that

eleven Russian ships were damaged
In the recent engagement at Port Ar-
thur. The whole fleet has moved Into
the inner harbor. Torpedo boats re-
main outside on scouting duty. Five
extra big guns have been mounted on
the forts, and they are flrffig at every
object suspected of being part of the
enemy's fleet.

Why the'Variag Wai Taken.
Nagasaki, Feb. IS.—An authentic re-

port says that-the" reason the Varlag
was unable to escape to Chemulpo was
owing to the poor condition of her
boilers, which rendered her unable to
steam at a greater speed than eleven
knots.

MARINES QUIT COLON.

Destination 8»id to Be Santo Domingo
on Hurry Orden.

Colon, Feb. 15.—Hurried orders from
Washington have been received to em-
bark a battalion of marines on the
Prairie. A special train left Colon in
the niornlng and returned at noon
with tile 4r>0 marines who were en-
camped at Bas Obispo station, on the
Panama railroad.

The Prairie's boats were kept busy
all day embarking the camp fittings,
baggage and stores.

Major Lucas will command the bat-
talion, and the Prairie has sailed un-
der sealed orders. It has leaked out
hero that the marines are destined- for
Santo Domingo. Only about 100 ma-
rines now remain at Bas Obispo.

Colombian Legation Gfased.
Washington, Feb. 15.-W. Herran,

the Colombian Charge d'affaires here,
has notified the state department that
he Ims closed the Cplorbblan legation
and ilmt hereafter all c6mmunicatlons
from the United States government
should tie addressed to the' consulate
general of Colombia at New York.

This will result in big Impor-
tations from Belgium.

A deal has been closed at Cheyenne.
Wyo., whereby the state land board
sells l'ujKlO acres of land in the Big
Horn country to Apostle Woodruff and.
a syndicate of Mormons. The Mor-
mons purpose to start big irrigation
projects and to settle the land with at
least 20,000 Mormons. The colony al-
ready numbers about 8.000 settlers.

With more than 20,000 car's of freight
last week reported stalled between New
York and Buffalo on Parlous railroads
the freight blockade has become very
serious. Snow, extreme^ x?old, unusu-
ally heavy traflic and lacfc of motive
power are blamed for the congestion.
It will be several weeks at least before
the situation can be relieved.

4,000 flint glass workers, 800 of who.u
are skilled workers, members of the
American Flint Glass Workers' union,
are on a strike as a result of the opera-
tion of the plants by nonunion men
and the proposed reduction in wages.

The National Tube company of Pittg-
burg, a/constituent concern of the
United States Steel corporation, has
won the strike at the Continental
works, The company attempted to
start the works In August without
signing the scale of the Amalgamated
Association of Iron, Steel and Tin
Workers, and the men went out on a
strike. A few nonunion men were en-
gaged at different times, and depart-
ments were operating Irregularly. The
plant Is now running with a full foroe.
This is the beginning of a fight by the
Steel corporation against organized la-
bor.

The "United States Steel corporation
is said to be lining up for a struggle
with the Amalgamated association at
the close of the wage agreement June
30. The principal light will be among
the tin plate workers, and it will af-
fect several thousand sheet workers.
In preparation for the conflict the
warehouses of the tin plate plants are
being filled to overflowing. In addition
the storage houses of. the American
Steel and Wire company are being
packed full of (plates, and the Steel
corporation in securing additional stor-
age space. \ , /

After a stubbornly 'fought trial in
the superior court in New Haven,
Conn., for three weeks a jury found
nine union teamsters guilty of con-
spiracy in trying to Injure the business
of certain trucking lirms in the team-
sters' strike there last spring.

The swiftness and potency with

which Japan delivered her first blow
upainst Russia argue well for her suc-
cess in the war, though it cannot of
course. be taken as presumptive evi-
dence that she will win against so
powerful and resourceful an adversary.
The results of the first hostile move*
aients at Port Arthur and Cliemulpo
demonstrate a preparedness and a ca-
pacity on the part of Japan which are
wholly wanting'on the part of Russia
and give the former a distinct advantage
In the outset. Beforathe outbreak of
hostilities the relative naval strength
of Japan and Russia in far eastern wa-
ters was reckoned at 10 to 14. By the
successful raid at Port Arthur, Japan
has greatly increased the ratio of her
preponderance. It is fair to estimate
that now the. effective Japanese
strength, is more t£an double that of
Russia. By "Bee energy and gallantry.
•Japan has secuw^-x:e4upl£te_conta)l of.
the sea and is in a position not only to
land her troops at will anywhere with5

ln the zone of conflict, but also should
iTb̂ e to cut off the naval re-enforce-

ments which Russia is sending to east-
ern waters.

The worat that has been said of the
lack of discipline and weakness of gun-
nery ln the Russian navy seems to be
confirmed, and the suspicion grows
that Russia has been trained In the
same school as were the Spaniards. On
the other hand, the Japanese ships In
every way Reem to be as at as our own
proved t& be ln the war with Spain.

The antialcoholk' congress of France,
called to consider methods of checking
the evil of alcoholism, adopted the fol-
lowing resolution: That the number of
saloons shall be restricted by law.
Debts for liquor sold by the glass shall
not be legal; that the proprietor of a
saloon shall be held responsible' for
crimes committed by a person or per-
sons who have become intoxicated in
bis saloon; that the court shall declare
the forfeiture of paternal authority in
•all cases where habitual drunkenness
shall have been proved; that protects
shall exercise more frequently the right
conferred upon them by the law to
close saloons. France ranks first among
alcoholic nations, with an annual per
capita consumption of 4.8 gallons,
which is three and a half times that of
tlie United States, and has a saloon for
ovorv eighty-three inhabitants.

Should the war in the cast last long,
this country will be drawn upon for
large quantities of supplies by both
combatants. It i» not improbable that
the Missouri mule may become as prom-
inent in the orient as he was In South
Africa.

* It has bec-u assumed that Mrs. Flor-
ence Maybrick, who has long been con-
fined in an English prison under con-
viction of the murder of her husband,
will return to this country, the home of
her nativity, upon her formal release,
which will occur in June of this year.
Various reports' have been circulated
that she had already been released from
Aylesworth prison and was now In re-
tirement awaiting the time when she
would formally be declared free through
the intervention of royal clemency. The
question now arises as to her right to
enter the United States under the terms
of our Immigration laws. Immigration
Commissioner Williams of New York
bas been interviewed on the subject
and sayss

So fa/ as I am able to tehrn, Mra. May-
brick, /if «he came to this country, would
be classed uniler the head of undesirable
immigrants, and If ahe came in by the
port of New York It would' be my duty to
deport\her; The law »ay» that,any alien
who has committed a felony and been
convicted thereof is undesirable and must
be deported. The question will then hinge
oa whether or not Mrs, Maybrick Is an
alien. 1 understand that she was born in
this country, of American parents. She
married an Englishman, and I believe
that by doing so she surrendered her, right
to American citizenship. However, I am
not going to say what we will do if she
comes because she may not land here, at
all. She has certain rights which must be
respected, and 1 cannot predlot what will
happen if she comes.

Thus Mrs., Slaybrlck's case may pre-
sent a new phase of importance aftei
having hovered for ye&rs on the verge
of becoming a subject ofTHWrnattonal
exchanges. It Is by no means, certain
that she is an alien under the terms of
our immigration laws. On this point
the fullest possible light Is thrown by
the latest authoritative work on citi-
zenship, that of Frederick Van Dyne,
assistant solicitor of the state depart-
ment, recently, published. Sir. Van
Dyne says that there is nostatutory
declaration to the effect that an Amer-
ican woman becomes an alien by mar-
riage to a foreigner,'although the con-
verse has been expressly established.
He cites all the available minor court
decisions and rulings of" commissions
and Instructions of the state depart-
ment- official;?, however, and thus con-
cludes: j

These authorities are.not entirely uni-
form, but the decided weight of author-
ity is to the effect that the marriage of
an American Woman to an alien confers
upon her the nationality of her husband.
• • • The tendency.*>f opinion seema to be
In favor of allowibg the woman, upon
the death of her husband, to relume her
American citizenship, if she desires, on
^condition that she Return to the United
States, if residing abroad.

Hr«. Maybrick was accused very
shortly after her husband's death, prac-
tically at qiice, and thus she had little
or no opportunity to proceed to avail
herself of the right to resume her Amer-
ican citizenship. Her forcible deten-
tion may 6e~cited by her ip argument
in case she returns and is denied ad*
missionr -The extent of the application
to her case of the Immigration law may
turn upon the question of whether or
jiot she .was an alien at the moment of
her conviction and whether that alien-'
ship, whatever her subsequent rights
may have been, forever barred her
from access to her native shores. It is
evident that the case offers opportuni-
ties for an interesting discussion.
