NOW PRESIDENT.

. Henry W. Cannon has resigned as presi-
dent/of tba Ohast National Sink and A.
Barton Hepburn, th« vice-president, has
been Uleotwt" president?! Albert H. Wig-
gin, vtoe-presid.mt of the National Park
Bank, aaootsda Ml. Hepburn in the vice-
preeldsBoy «f the Chan>.

The board of directors of tba phase
bank created tha place of ohaiiman of the
board, and to that Mr. Cannon, who de-
sired to be teHmrtd of active work, was
elected. Mr. OtnDon wat long president
of the bank, and at a member of. the
Clearing' House committee has been an
important faotor in nnauotnl affairs.

Mr. Hepbdrn, who hat been the active
vice-president of the Ohase, it a native of
Colton and hat been prominent In State,4

national and looul financial affairs fui
many years. He was at one time a mem-
ber of the Legislature of this State, where
he served on the Banking Committee, and
later he ws» a State bank examiner. Mr.
Hepburn also served as Comptroller of
the Currency, and in this city has been
president of the Third National Bank arid
vice-president nf the National City Bank,
which he left to go to the Ohase. Owing
to Mr. Cannon's impaired health the ao
tive direotlon ot the bank has been for
some time in Mt. Hepburn's hands, and
his conduct of Jhe institution's affairs has
won wide recognition among his banking
associates. H» i» looked on at on* of the
closest stndenta of finance in this conn
try and his published writings on finan-
cial toplet have been accepted at anthort-
ta«r».

Mr. Wiggln, who becomes the bank's
vice-president, oame from Boston to the
Park bank some five yean ago and has al-
ready a reputation as one of the ablest of
local bank < ffioers. The Park bank hts
not announced his suocessor.

LICENSE FOR HOTELS.

Assemblyman Merrltt of St Lawrence
oounty, has introduced a bill relative to a
mranfacturet' brand of cheese. The bill
reide; "Every manufacturer of full-milk
cheese may pnt a brand or label upon
such cheese indicating "f ull-milk oheew,"
and the date of the month and year when
made; and no person ahall nse a brand or
label upon any cheese made from milk'
from which any of the cream hat been
taken. The commissioner of agriculture
shall procure and iasui to the oheese manu-
facturers of the state, on proper applica-
tion therefor, and under snoh regulations
as to the custody and use thereof at he
may prescribe a uniform stenoil brand or
labels bearing a suitable device or motto,
and the words, "New York state full-cream
oheese."' Every auoh brand or label thall
be used upon the outside of the cheese
and shall be used upon the ontalde of the
ohsese and thall bear a different -number
for each separate ftotory. The commis-
sioner shall keep a book In whloh shall be
registered the name, location aid number
of each manufactory using tkt) brands or
labels, and the name or named of the per-
sons at each manufactory authorized to use
the tame. No snch brand or labels thall
be used upon any other than fnll-oream
oheese or packages containing the same.1'

The bill haa been introduced to guard
dealers, manufacturers and the general
publio from the encroachment of inferior
western creamery prodnott and to oheok,
if not wholly end, a virtual and systematic
robbery practiced upon the people of New
York state fat the put tea yean by west-
ern oheese Jobbers. '

Heretofore, and at the present time, the
manufacturers of oheese In New York state
and especially St. Lawrence county having
attained a standard of sicellence unequal-
ed elsewhere In the United States have
sought with the aid of the atate depart-
ment of agrlcnltnre to protect themselves
from the inferior tkim milk products of
the West through the nte ot a brand sup-
plied them by the state. A few years ago
it wat discovered thai the western manu-
facturers were shipping to New York and
to other states where the New York
produot was largely told on aoeount of
its excellence, oheese of their own make
falsely branded aa the New York article.

An investigation followed, and it was
discovered that In tome oases tha brand
was Imitated, and in others deliberately
stolen. It Is said that a abort time ago a
consignment of 100,000 boxes of cheese
shipped from Chicago to New York wen
found to have teen branded with a marked
ttencll known to have been stolen or
bought 'from a New York tUte manufac-
turer. The department at ones sought
some stamp whioh could not be oonnter-
felted or stolen, as the only method of
(topping the robbery. Only within th*
last ftw weeks hat suoh a remedy been
found. The devioe oonsitts of an oblong
strip of porous gelatins, la which is stamp
ed the brand of the oheess. This label is
to be pasted npo» the oheese itself before
it is boxed. Once affixed the label oannot
be pntled off, except in sections, and If it
lssoraped away the label still remains
upon the cheese In indelible Ink.

The adoption ot this devioe by the state'
.will entail a total expense of about $3,800
additional per anunm to the manufactur-
ers, who will be oompeiM to bny it of
the department, the labels oottlng the
manufacturer about 85 cents per 1,000; but
It It estimated that it will save them near-
ly 100 times that amount through increased
sales of the genuine New York cheese.

Of the utmost interest to every town In
this state containing a hotel, both for
those who favor the measure and for
those who would earnestly resist any
mUfeajfoa.wtaaver of t»« load ojtfop
la», lsta«pl»Mem Ur»ol«d to tb» »i»
just Introduced exempting bops fide ho-
tels in the smaller towns from ttwjopara-
tion of the local option features of the
liquor taV law. Th* bill open* up one at
ths most import»«» and dl&oslt question*
ever- pnt before the Legislature of this
ttste, and thowt the common interest of
both the hotel keepers and the advanced
temperance people in drawing a sharp line
of demarsattori between the genuine,
good-faith hotel and the bogus, "Baines-
Law Hotels, whioh hat been the wont re-
sult of the present liquor tax law.

No state of the union is more favored
in the way of hlgh-clsaa hotels in the
smaller towns than la this state. They
are a source of pride and prosperity to
the towns in whioh they are located, and
oonFolentiout men have invested their al
in these enterprise*.' But, aa was shown
at the meeting, In Albany, of the Ho-
tel Protective Association, this invest-
ment It impaired, sometimes aa muoh as
two thirds, when- the town in which the
hotel it located adopts no-license and
shuts off the reasonsble Bale ot liquor to
guests. Snmmer hotels a>e practically
ruined in this way, and all others suffer
,grea.tJ0M, Otty guests go elsewhere, and
traveling men go on at night to the next
town where lloense prevails. AU hotel
men agree that when the no-license re-
striction it plaoect.upon a hotel, the reduo
tlon ot business in auch aa to make it im-
possible to maintain a high standard of
*xoellenoe- in th* keeping of the house.
The "hotel deteriorates and the business of
the town suffers in oontequenoe. la more
than one town in this state, hotels in
Whloh from $35,000 to $50,000 was invest-
ed were l.rscttoslly abandoned after the
town adopted no-license.

On the other hand ths hotel men are as
much opposed as the most ardent antl-ia
loon advocate to the opening of any door
forth* enctoaohment upon the protection
Of th* local option law by bogus hotels.
They rsoogntzs that the Tale bill of last
year might have had thit result, and in
the present bill have provided ths moil
etringsnt definition of what shall consti-
tute a hotel and how it shall be conduct-
ed In a no-lloenee town, Imposing very
severe penalties for evasion of the restric-
tions prescribed. j .

The legislative leaders hare contented
to th* iulrodocUsB ot the bin because
they iccogrfs* fcoth th* jltUoe of th* ho-
tel-men' olalm and the strength of their
political lnfUenoe. 8ov. Odell la taia to
have encouraged the belief that he wonld
not veto ths measure. Tho hotel man are
working night and day all over the sUte
In the interest of their measure, and de-
olare that the very 111* of their bntlcsts
In the tmtllsr towns Is at stake, ,

No question before th* present legisla-
ture will eiolte greater Interest or demand
closer attention than th* measure* for
which the hotel men are working.

Asatmblyman Marrltt Pro
vldea for Condemnation

Procaadlnga.

Hon -G. A. Merrltt, Jr., has Introducf-d
a bill in the Legislature allowing eleotrio
light aud power companies a right of way
across any lauds for the transmission of
eleotrio rower. The Albany Jonj-iiaTTaa.
the following:

-Within three months this hotel and
other, buildings in Albany will be lighted
by electriolty generated by power brought
all the way from Spier's and Qiy'n Falls,
on the Hudson river."

A'semb'yman Merrltt of St. Lawrence
county, who has introduced In the lower
house a bill allowing electrical Scompan
les to secure by condemnation a right of
way for transporting power to any part of
the stated made the above remark at the
Ten Eyck hotel lait night,-..Mr. Merrltt
continued:

'The railroads in thlt oity are- already'
being operated by the power brought from
the plants on the npper Hudson and the
local eleotrio light company la preptring
to ute thit power foe operating Its plant."

If Mr. Merrltt'. bill is passed, an elec-
trical company, whloh proposes to f nrnish
power for publio service corporations,
may ereot an overhead system of wires
anywhere In the state or lay conduits in
any city without carrying on protracted
negotiations for the consent of individual
property owners. The land neoeesary for
the system may be taken immediately by
condemnation.

Mr. llerritt says that he has introduced
his bill primarily in the interest of north-
ern New York, where there are a number
of electrical companies ani rivers that can "",
be readily utilized forwate.r power pnr-
poaesV'"He"*eiieveB-thst the' transmission
of power throughout that section by
meant of .overhead eleotrio wires will mate
the conntles from Syracuse to Qgdenthurg
thriving and prosperous. He also believe*
that, if Ms bill is pasted, the Hudson val
ley will in vBttort become the greatest
manufacturing district in th* country

"I'd rather have these two bills passed
than tee the coal mines of Pennsylvania
legislated into New York state," said Mr.

In considering tills measure there are
two qwmlnns to he decided—Is it a
proper service for the government to
be engaged in? and, If so, Is it expedi-
ent? The Boston Transcript answers
both these questions in the affirmative,
•xpressing tbe belief that—

The nation would be repaid for ex-
penditure of this kind In Increased Dros-
toerlty, enhanced values and a genf-ral
raising of the moral, the religious and the
educational tone of Its people. There \a
altnOBt a discernible difference today be-
tween the citizen who lives on a good
road and the one who lives on a bad one.
They have different aspirations and dif-
ferent standards of business. Good roads
are among civilization's beet missionaries.

The Springfield (Mass.) Union also
approves the theory of the Brownlow
bill and says: '"

Th.e government should come to the as-
sistance of the financially weak states in.
precisely the same way It did In carrying
out its railroad policy: Good roads mean
Increased prosperity, and from every
standpoint they better the condition of
the people. The government has enough
money logked'up arid idle in the'treasury
to makeajme appropriation asked for in
the Brownlow bill, and this measure
should receive the cordial support of our
representatives in ths congress.

Tbe Minueapolls Progress lu an'edi-
torial on good roads legislation in gen-
jeral says:

Public sentiment' has lately grown In far
vor of state aid and national aid com-
bined. State aid alone can accomplish
much In co-operation with local authori-
ties, but backed by national aid the work
of road Improvement Is put upon the most
substantial basis. National aid has been
given to river and harbor Improvements,
to the building of railroads, to the erec-
tion of public buildings and to other pub-
lic workV and institutions, but the-farm-
ers, to whom good roads are. a necessity
for agricultural prosperity, have had com-
paratively little national aid In the way
of improvement- appropriations or helpful
legislation.

The Duluth (Minn.) Herald is of tbe
same opinion and says:

Good roads are economical. The farmer
knows it and the consumer knows It, and
their Influence Is being felt

The Omaha (Neb.i Bee thinks that
the government "must stimulate .and
aid the people In the work of provid-
ing good roads, but adds:

It is unlikely that there wllj oe any action
taken In the matter by the present con-
gress, or, at any rate, at this session, but
If the agricultural Interests of tho country
earnestly espouse the public roada cause
It will certainly In. time receive from
congress the consideration to which its
obvious importance entitles it.

The Tacorua (Wasli.i News estimates
that the passage of the Brownlow bill
would result in the construction of be-
tween 0,000 and 7,500 miles of splendid
roads, and the News thinks that there
should be no need for argument In fa-

tiie measure since Its merits are
so plain and tbe need for better roads
BO great. It says:
"While the United States has more miles

of railway than all the other countries
of the globe combined, it Is a lamentable
fact that we Have the poorest wagon roads,
of any civilized country. The federal gov-
ernment has aided the .construction of
transcontinental railroads and has ex-
pended hundreds of millions of dollars In
river and hanbor Improvements, but" IVaa
done nothing to "aid the Improvement of,
roads. It is justly argued that the fed-
eral government may-now fairly lend its
'aid to tho commonwealths In the* Improve-
ment of wagon roads throughout the
United States.

As to the desirability of having good
roads there is of course no dissenting
argument, but It is not quite certain
that federal aid Is the best way to se-
cure this end. It is urged that jthe sev-
eral localities of the country should
take care of their own highways and,
further, that any community which baS
not the public spirit a'hd enterprise to
construct its own roads would scarcely
have sufficient appreciation of them to
keep them in repair If they were built
hv somebody else.
