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American Attitude In Asia.
While it Is tlio avowed purpose of the

state deparjtment at Washington to
maintain strict neutrality in the war
between Russia and Japan, it will ap-
parently employ all tUe. resources of pa-
cific diplomacy In safeguarding the le-
gitimate interests and peaceful rlgktti
of tills country in the orient. To thin
end Secretary Hn.v has addressed a
note to the principal European powers
proposing a joint notice to Russia and
Japan''that both during the war and
after It the neutrality and Integrity of
China must be respected. This does
not mean that we intend to meddle In
the eonfrovengr or to take sides with
either belligerent. It In no sense vio-
lates the spirit of neutrality to whlcli
we have pledged ourselvesj nor can the
propriety of the action be called in
question. Long ago Secretary Hay pro-
posed to the powers the maintenance
of the same principle, the "open door"

. and the territorial integrity of China in
-time of peace, and secured from them
their explicit and cordial assent there-
to. Precisely the same thing is now
proposed, though under different cir-
cumstances. Though the war will bi"
waged largely In ('lilliu, slip is not oni-
of the belligerents. On the contrary, it
is understood that she has made, or is
abouc to make, u» declaration of strict
neutrality. In tlwt case Hlie is entitled
to lie treated as a neutral by the pow-
ers, and the powers are entitled to in-

' sist to the belligerents that she shall
thus be treated.

The action taken by our government
does not infringe In the least upon the
principle of neutrality between the bel-
ligerents. It may "be regarded by some
as unfavorable to Russia and by some
as unfavorable to Japan. Perhaps it
may be to one or the other. Certainly
It Is not meant to be so, and so far ns
can tie seen it Is as likely to be favora-
tile or unfavorable to one as-to the oth-
er, so that no matter what Its effect
may be Amerlcu cnunot be charged
with partiality for either of them. It to
true that Russia is suspected of want-
ing to Belne and annex Manchuria,
vrlierefore this action of. the United
States might be regarded as a warning*
to her. But then, too, Japan Is suspect-
ed of nn intention to drive Russia out
of Linutoog' at least and1 to take that
part of Manchuria for her own, as she
aimed to do under the Chinese treaty
of lSKi, so that our action might with
equal Justice be interpreted as a warn-
ing to her. It is, in fact, a friendly no-
tice to both of them that, however nineh
they may quarrel and light feetween
thsmwiVM, tliey must not Jet tiiejr
(lgtitlngB lnfi'liign ppoti the lawful
rights of this and ptliei1 neutral notions,

The common Interests of the world's
Kivot nations must be the controlling
Influence to keep within the bounds of
reason the ifnr between Russia and
Japan and In tbe end to impose.coiidl-
tfous of peace which shall forbid that
an advantage be secured by one at the.
cost and loss of jill. The tliuo Is past
when at the close of-« war two inipor-

jfllllt liclllgerput nations can be permit-
IMl' tfi nlrike n "treaty of peace Upon
terius sutlsfaetory and convenient to
themselves In disregard of the Interests
of other nations. The powers Inter-
vened to shape the terms of peace be-
tween Japan and China; they control-
led the settlement between Turkey and
(Jroe.ce. When Russia wan ut the gates
of Constantinople ant) in the treaty of
San Stefauo dictated terms altogether
unacceptable .to the powers, the concert
of Europe Interposed and established
very different conditions of peace In
the treaty of Berlin. So in the far east
the nations of the world will not per-
mit the issue of the war now begun to
extinguish their commercial interests
and bring within the control of a pow-
er jealous of foreign advantages an Im-
portant portion of the empire of China.
It is well that the neutral powers should
define their Interests at the beginning
of the war Instead of waiting until its
conclusion, and In taking the Initiative
the United .Sjtates has acted with ap-
parent wisdom aud discretion and will
doubtless have the approval of the oth-
er neutral nations. This action clears
the atmosphere and will tend to short-
en tbe war.

Of all poultry In Germany the goose
is perhaps the most popular, yet the
number raised (about 4,000,009),, a c '
cording to statistics, haB grown less ev-
ery year since 1802.

There is some danger that Congress wi'l
pass the "Labor Commission bill" this
winter. It provides for the creation of a
LabV Commission consisting of six mem-
bers, T(ve ' of whom shall receive salaries
of JS.ooo each per year, the same as the
salary of our Cabinet ministers. A secre
taty is to get a salary of $4,000 and a bureau
of many clerks is to be constructed All
traveling expenses are to be borne by the*
government: These labor commissions
have proved to be great machines for get
ting rid of public money, and it seems as
if the new Department • if Commerce might
cover the ground which this is intended to
occupy. All that this..commission will
have the power to do is arbitrate a quarrel
concerning wages, unions, boycotts, &c ,
when both'partles conSur in asking for it.
Is this any less than preposterous?

Practical science is making vast strides
In the world, but some of the most distin
guished members of Congress believe that
mere theoretical science in this city Is being
encouraged at too great expense. Prof
Langley, for Instance, Superintendent of
the Smithsonian, has a very large salary and
an Immense appropriation. He has "per-
fected" a flying machine (hit dives like a
duck. He has overturned the Bureau of
Ethnology And there is the U. S. Geolog-
ical Survey. It has published books and
pamphlets galore to what end? It spent

. two million dollars last year. What good
did it do to farmers or any practiat men?
One of its experts has sent to the Public
Printer a book which he boasts that "not
more than six people in the world can un-
derstand". Congress is looking into it.

' MARK HANNA DEAD.

D i s t i n g u i s h e d Sonator1 S u c -
c u m b * to Typho id f*«v«r.

t Senator Mark A, Hanna pasned away In
Washington Monday night. Two weeks,
•go he was stricken with typhoid fever,
•sd although he mule • gallant fight foi
life medical skill was unavailing against
the ravages of the disease.

Senttor Hanna was bnrn in Ohio In
1887. When his education waa finished
he entered bnslners life, where hi* ability
enab'ed bim to become one of the promt
nent financial factors of his state. Ha be-
oam* a member 1 f th« Senate of the Unit-
ed States by appointment In 1807, and
was eleoted a* st-n.itor from his state In
1898.

The tame qualities whloh made him
suoowafol in business made him a power
in the state and national politics. Clear
headed, able and logical he foresaw the
trend at events and was'no small factor In
•Wiping the polioy of tbe UoKlnley ad-
ministration. The United States has lost
one of its bett citizen* by the death of
Slarous A. Hanna. '

Tbe Spirit of Baltimore.
Tne hopeful spirit with which the

stricken city of Baltimore.has taken
up the work of repairing the damage
caused by Its great lire Is highly com-
mendable. The temper of the city Is
well Illustrated by the declaration of Its
mayor: "Baltimore will now enter un-
daunted into the task of resurrection.
A greater and more beautiful city will
arise from the ruins, and we shall
make ot this calamity a future bless
!ng." That Baltimore will recover from
Its terrible blow' Is one of the certain-
ties of American life," and of course It
will be a handsomer and better Balti-
more- than before. Indeed, these catas-
trophes are practically the only meth-
od of turnlifgan old city Into one really
modem within a period even moderate-
ly short ,

Happily an extraordinary aprtlon of
the pecuniary loss has fallen' upon
persons whom It will not reduce to
destitution: .Never before-perhaps has
there been a tire as extensive 'as
this that consumed only a single class
of property. Usually such great con-
flagrations destroy homes and' places
of business indiscriminately and so in-
flict nil sorts of- losses and suffering
at the snr&e time. At Baltimore, how-
ever, the devastation has been almost
xcluslvely that of buildings devoted

to commerce of one, kind or another,
and the effects, therefore, are likely to
differ from those of preceding fire dis-
asters. Whetherthey will be harder or
•nsler to bear and recover from is some-

what uncertain. Of course the money
loss Is greater than it would have been
if, the flames bad spread in part or
whole over the residence portion of the
city, hut the Immediate suffering is
very much less.

~ Conservative statements place the ac-
tual loss at $75,000,000. To what figure
the Indirect losses will mount nobody
will be competent to sny 'for a good
while to come. The material calamity
Is Immense, but there Is cause for
praise and rejoicing In the spirit whicfa
the people of Baltimore are evincing.
In the face of an overwhelming calam-
ity they manifest a courage and a,
self confidence which excite the admi-
ration of the country and give evidence
QKJ.J the Monumental City will tri-
umphantly n w &Z- S « "«hes of Its
costly conflagration.

American Investments In Russia:
The Iron Ago lately sent a staff cor-

respondent, JMr. A. H. Ford, to Bttssia
to spy out the .hind in reference ttt
American investments in the czar's do-
main. The information which he brings
back is not calculated to-"encourage, the
extension of Ameriivm enterprise In
that direction, "IB a thousand ways,"
says Mr. Ford, "the American Investor
Is made to me the day he first thought
of establishing n branch plant in tbe
land of the czar." He adds:

. It would seem as though Russia was
bent upon demonstrating to Americans
how greatly, to their financial advantage
would be Japanese success at arms in the
far east. w'

While Japan eagerly offers every poe-
slble Inducement to Americans ,to,.becorae
Investors In the Island Kingd6m,,:Hlis8la
is engaged In hounding from her ̂ ast con-
tinent almost the last American enter-
prises she has so far allowed to remain
and flourish. ~ -

Tbe Russian plan, as Mr. Ford re-
lates it, is simple. The manufacturer
of locomotives, air brakes, agricultural
implements or sewing machines, to
mention a few actual examples, having
built up a trade in Russia, Is Induced
by threats or cajolery to erect a plant
in Russia. Then he is made to dis-
charge bis American workmen and hire
Russians, and then his business Is so
taxed, hampered and interfered with
that.'the American 'finally sells out'in
disgust, and Russia has acquired a new
Industry at a low figure. Says Mr
Kord:

The government interests Itself directly
In every foreign enterprise, with a view
to converting It Into a purely Russian af-
fair, nor are the servants of the czar par-
ticular as to the methods used. From De
Witte down results . have been all—that
was looked for, Russian officials frankly
admitting the charges of .discriminating
against American enterprises, and the
Americans who have, founded machine
shops and factories In Russia are forced
to realize that their progressive methods
Instead of setting a pace have startled
the Russians to a degree that has worked
the downfall of almost every Vankee Ven-
ture- In European Russia. ,.

Herein Is found one of the essential
reasons for the generally prevailing
sentiment against Russia In the war
against Japan. .
