Soldier* mill Weight.
These facts are given by'two ameers

who conducted experiments to deter-
mine the effect of weight on soldiers In
full inarching ord-T. The five men who
volunteered as subjects inarched a dis-
tance of fifteen miles aud eighty-two

*' yards. The different weights carried
were forty-eight, flfty-nlne and sixty-
five pounds. With the first weight it
was found that a man at a moderate
temperature could cover the distance
with ease; in hot or close weather slight
inconvenience was experienced, which
disappeared when the march was over,
so that the men could begin the. next
day us, well as ever. ' /

The height of fifty-nine pounds did
•' no KrifinJ "'in'' modern to • weather, but

proved fatiguing when It was hot, and
effects were felt the next day. When
the men carried the third weight the 111
effects were very marked.

The Fate of Korea.
The apparent apathy with which thi

Koreans await their fate Is the most
curious phase of the situation in flit
far east. Their country forms the es-
sential bone of contention and is likely
to be the fighting ground upon which
Japan and Russia are. to settle the
'question of supremacy in the orient,
[with a population variously estimated
at from 10,000,000 to 15,000,000 and a
territory about ns large as the area of
Great Britain, Korea faces the threat
of( national extinction with seeming hi
difference and has less voice in the mat
ter of its future destiny than any othet
notion concerned.

Possibly some light might be thrown
upon the question of Korea's ultimate
'destiny and upon the probable tenden-
cy of its people by an examination of
their racial characterlsUcs, but even
here the student finds difficulties which
defy analysis. The Korean is nn In
dubitable Asiatic In bis modes of
thought, his conservatism, his distaste
for civilization and his preference for
the lower forms of Buddhistic worship
but he is sharply differentiated from
other Asiatics. He is neither Chinese
nor Japanese nor yet, as some ethnolo-
gists would have it, an offshoot froir
remote Caucasian ancestry. The effort
totrace a Caucasian origin through the
singular tribe of Alnoa, the light col-
ored people of northern Japan, on the
"ground that the latter come from a Cau-
casian ran- uf great antiquity, has beci
rejected as untenable. Several theo-
ries have been advanced Identifying the
Koreans variously with Mongolic, Jap
unesi1 and M;ilay sources, but perhaps

..the nmst iiutlu'Mtii1 and satisfactory is
that which rc^nnls them as a distinct
type lutcrtnciiiatc between the Mongo
linn Tiirhir and the Japanese. What
ever their origin, the dlstinctlmi is tor
niaVkcil to jidmit of coniVtunilinjx then
u :n, Mi,. I'tiiin-*,. white tiic contrast

'and In structure. Is but another ovi-
'denee of the fact that the Korean Is a
ity'pe by himself.

The TjincI of the Morning Culm, an
appellation which peculiarly,fits the ICo-,
rean character and temperament, now
|is likely to become the storm center of
one of the fiercest of modern wars, In
which the Koreans may lose their na-
tional Identity.

Singing Gondoliers at St. Louis.
The first of the singing gondoliers in-

tended for the Grand basin floet at the
world's fair has already reached St;
Louis and will test the acoustic proper-
ties of-the exposition site as soon its
the water can be let Into the lagoons
and canals. The singing .gondolier
might, indeed, go- out now and walk
dry shod over the pine bottom of the
(.rand basin or wander up the Cascade
Harden untouched by the Hood and
slug his Neapolitan airs, slopping to ob-
serve the manner in which the arcades
gave back his tenor strains, and to- note
the effect pf a laughing chorus on the
Hall of Festivals. But the water would
produce quite a different effect. Sojtlie
singing gondolier must wait. Mean-
while It is permitted to outline some of
(he specifications necessary to make a
successful singing gondolier. Appro-
priately enough, he should have a voice
(like Ills gondola) or considerable carry-
ing power, for lie will very likely have
to compete with at ,Jeast two brass
bands and innumerable "burkers" on
the Pike, which Is the name designat-
ed for 'the amusement section of the
fair. As the Globe-Democrat suggests—

A good gondoHcrlnff voice ought to
project -Itself against Festival hall, rico-
chet across to. tho Electricity building, re*
buuhd, describe a Jiariibola toward the
Social Economy building and fade slowly
away toward Clayton, Webster Groves
and Klrkwood. When the gondolier sings,
those persons on the pike who may be
using megaphones should be made to stop.

This is excellent advice. The fair
management can't afford to import cost-
ly Venetian gondoliers, with voices
trained to the catchy, audacious little
airs of "gay Napoli," and have their
chest tones drowned to the blare of
brass and the inegaphonlc waillngs and
cajollngs of the I'lke "spieler."

"National Arbitration Tribunal."
The formation of- a "national tribu-

nal" which shall make arbitration vol-
untary, but public information compul-
soryvln-eonsideration of labor dispute*
is the gist of a bill Introduced in con-
gress by Senator Cullom of Illinois.
The measure proposes that the new
tribunal shall act as- arbitrator only on,
the Invitation of both parties to a dis-
pute, but provides that on tho invita-
tion of only one party or even without
thi Invitation of either the tribunal
mny inveslfgute the merits "of the con-
troversy and publish a report thereon.

. »For this investigation the tribunal is
clothed with the authority of a eotirt to

require, the attendance and testimony
of witnesses, and the latter, as required
by the fifth amendment to the consti-
tution, are expressly 'shielded from
prosecution or punishment because of.
any transaction concerning which they
may testify.

This measure is drawn along the lines
of the best state arbitration acts, par-
ticularly that of Illinois. Inasmuch as
It applies only to such interstate-or in-
tercountry disputes as are beyond the
field of state legislation, It does not con-
flict with the work the several states
are doing in this matter, but supple-
ments it and makes arbitration a truly
national policy.

Public sentiment is not yet apparent-
ly ready to make arbitration compul-
sory even in disputes between capital
and labor employed in industrial mo-
nopolies on which the public is solely
dependent for supplies, but It is pre-
pared for the kind of compulsion which
this bill contemplates—the compelling
of both parties to a labor conflict to ap-
pear before an Impartial tribunal which
may thoroughly Inform itself and the
public as to the rights and wrongs of
the case. Compulsion of this kind ex
erclses in many cases almost the au-
thority of law* for In labor disputes
both sides have learned to recognize the
present and the permanent value of the
approval of public sentiment.

A Philadelphia clergyman recently
enlivened the meeting of an association
for the aid of self supporting women
by expressing Ills regret that "woman
has ever entered, the race for making
money" because it "submerges her finer
nature." The Plttsburg Dispatch adds
that his auditors patiently abstained
from asking him whether woman's
liner nature would be prevented from
being submerged if she should starve
to death.

The desperate ̂ devices 'to which baf-
fled love will resort Is illustrated in the
story of a West Virginia swain en route
to lie married, who was held up by his
hated rival aud robbed of his marriage
license, delaying the ceremony forty-
eight hours.

Old 'glory Lowered With Honor.
Americans may well feel some thrill

of pride irnd satisfaction in an incident
which occurred at Havana a few days
ago. It was the ceremony which mark-
ed the completion of this, nation's
part in the establishment of the repub-
lic of Cuba, when in the, fulfillment of
our pledges the last vestige of the
American occupancy of Cuba disap-
peared, the American flag was lowered
from the Cabana barracks and the last
battalion of American-soldiers marched
out and boarded, a Unijted States army
transport. Standing* on the wind swept
plainVnear Cabana fortress, between a
line of American and another lfne of
Cuban troops and surrounded by a
crowd of Americans and Cubans, Pres-
ident P'alma feelingly voiced his appre-
ciation of all that the Americans have
done for Cuba. He said:

We are in the presence of the moat ex-
traordinary fact recorded in the annals
of universal history—to see leave our.
shores the last troops the United States
left in Cuba after helping us to secure
our Independence and the blessings of
freedom. They corild stay/ longer under
any pretext whatever or they could im-
pose upon us an unjust demand; bht, on
the contrarv, the government or the
United States, identified as.lt is with the
liberal spirit and noble character of the
American people, willingly proves its dis-
interestedness and the sincerity of the aid
it rendered us by taking these men away
and showing, us at the same time that
we have, as an independent people, the
confidence .of one of the most powerful
nations on 'earth.

The American flag was slowly low-
ered from the staff cm* the'Cnba.na
fortress, n salute of twenty-one guns
being meanwhile flred from the for-
tress. "The Cuban flag was then raised
in its place and also saluted with twen-
ty-one guns.

It Is not usual that we take pride In
the lowering of Old Glory, but this was
an occasion upon which it was hauled
'down with joy and exaltation, hav-
ng fully accomplished the high mission
for which It was raised on the erst-
while oppressed aud downtrodden is-
land. Having given the Cubans inde-
pendence aqd set them In the highway
of national prosperity and peace, it goes
down in lmnor. i

An Anglo** Amen van Treaty.
While the recent banquet given by

the Lotus club of New York to Sir
Mortimer Durnnd, the new British nm-
bassatfor to Washington, was a local
affair, attracting little attention outside
the city where it was griven, it was an-
other" of the many manifestations of the
grotrtng comity between the United
States and threat Britain. The senti-
ments, of good will there BO enthusias-
tically expressed ate generally felt
throughout the country. Though the
two great English speaking nations are
not likely to ©cter^nto any hard and
fast alliance, a thorough understand-
ing between them Is desirable in the
interest of their own and the world's
peace, and the time Is apparently ripe
for a formal agreement on the question
of International arbitration.

A conference was recently held in
Washington, presided over by ex-Secre-
tary of St/ate John W.-Foster^at which
this government was strongly urged to
enter into an arbitration—treaty kwith
Great Britain similar in its general
features to the treaty defeated in the
Vnlted States senate In 1807, Follow-
ing the conference a number of eminent
educators, publicists and. leaders of
public opinion have been asked for an
'Xpression of their views regardlr*" the

proposed treaty with Great Br..atn,
and extracts from some of the replies
received are given below.

Judge Simeon E. Baldwin of the'su-
preme eouVt of Connecticut says:

No two nations were in a better position
to unite in .a. general arbitration treaty
than.'Great Britain and' the United States
are now. .There'is no s«rious question at
present In controversy between, them. The
relations of the two governments have
been for several years practically cordial.
The tone of public opinion in each Is much
the same. sot far as relates to the discus-
sions of matters nf international interest.
The Hague tribunal was put In existence
in no «mall degree through their mutual
co-operation and. has already proved Itself
a working furce in the world, all the
greater because it has no force of arms
behind it. Both nations have already been
suitors there, and the" way has therefore
been smoothed toward making it a court
of general resort. If France and Great
Britain and France and Italy can enter
Into general arbitration treaties as to cer-
tain classes of controversies) the United
States and Great Britain certainly can,
for they come far closer together in lan-
guage, laws, institutions and public senti-
ment.

Samuel Gompers, president of the
American Federation of Labor, says:

In my opinion the interests not only of
the Industry and commerce, but of the
human family, require that all wars be-
tween nations shall cease, and to that
end the first step of the abolition of war
and the lubmlnalon to International arbi-
trament of all que»tkma In dispute be-
tween" the two great English speaking na-
tions of the world is essential.

President Faunce of Brown unlver-
*.'••«• s a y s : _ _ - ) — - . -

The proposed treaty between the United
States - 1 Great Britain Is a long step
toward Ughi ani.pegce. The. two nations,
already bound so closely in blood and lan-
gî age and history and institutions and
religion, ought not to leave their future
differences to be settled by the passtoa of
the hour or the- uncertain methods of
diplomacy.

Clinton Rogers Woodruff, secretary
of the National Municipal league and
of the Mohonk arbitration conference,
says:

There should be such a manifestation of
sentiment throughout the United States
in favor of obligatory arbitration that the
•senate can no longer afford to neglect It.
If we can gr>t the sentiment of America,
as I believe wi? caii, to demand a treaty
far obllKutorj- arbitration, the senate of
the UnlU-d Stilus will no longer stand
In the way. Already a majority has ex-
prossed ituf-lf in favor of such a treaty.
We need only to secure the peceasary
two-thirds. It is not a question of race
feeling or-feelings transmitted to us from
the past; it la a question of the future.

Hon.. Walter fv Logan, member of.
the Mohonk arbitration conference and
former president of the New York Bar
assnviatiun, says:

The .direct remik of an Jirbitration.be-
twenn cur nation and England is, t o my
mind, the U>nst important result. Bo far
as the two nations lire cuncefned, wo can.
if need by, wttlis our future difileultlea us
we have t)ui;'iUill<"ultIea in the pnst—since

Senator Quay's Statehood Bill.
There Is one feature of Senator

Quay's bill providing for the formation
of Oklahoma and Indian Territory Into
a single state which attracts particular
attention and which In some quarters
is regarded as a joke. Thl* is the pro-
piston which' requires that one of the
senators from the new commonweaitb
shall be an Indian. Whether or not
this is to be regarded as one of tue
Pennsylvania senator's humorous ec-
centricities, it raises again the old ques-
tion whether the federaf government
can restrict the powers of a sovereign
state. This was pretty thoroughly
thrashed «ut in 1820, when the house of
representatives proposed to prohibit
slavery in the future state of Missouri,
and it came up again in 1894 in tbe dis-
cussion of the enabling act which pro-
posed to admit Utah to the Union "only
on condition that the new state should
agree forever to prohibit polygamy and
that It should pledge itself to religious
toleration.

Whatever may be the correct theory
as to tlie equality or the states, the fact
Is that congress has frequently felt the-
necessity of admitting them to the
Union under various restrictions. Thus
Ohio was forced to make an ordinance.
Irrepenlable •without the consent of the
United States, by which the new. com-
monwealth was not to tax lands sold
by congress during five years after the
sale. Louisiana watt obliged to pledge
itself to keep the Mississippi free from
toll. All the reconstructed states ac-
cepted conditions with regard tty negro
suffrage and the public debt.

Thus it would appear that Senator
Quay has precedent ou bis side in so
far as concerns the power of congress
to compel the new state to agree that
one of its senators should always be of
Indian descent, though, it is not nppar-
ent Just how the United States would
enforce this peculiar statehood contract.
Perhaps, however, It-is only to be taken
in a Pickwickian sense.

Honesty and Taxes.
The late Professor von Hoist of Chi-

cago university, whose recent death
made a large gap In the ranks of great
historians and political economists, was
the hero of an unusual experience in
the matter of personal taxes.

In 181)!) the eminent scholar and oth-
ers were called upon by the city au-
thorities to make out a schedule of
their persona) property subject to tax-
ation. This he promptly did, setting
the total at $37,1547. The learned schol-
ar had an ethical standard that re-
quired him to tell th« truth even to the
tax collector. Presently by inquiry he
discovered that citizens of his acquaint-
ance of good repute, men -scrupulous to
a penny in all business affairs, made
out their returns of property for tax-
ation according to another formula of
morality. They assessed themselves
not for what they actually possessed,
but for a certain percentage ef it, vary-
ing according to the different degrees
with which they could compromise
with conscience. Some deducted 50
per cent from the total and some a
much greater sum.. Thereupon he wrote
an appeal to the board ot review, apol-
ogizing for his unintelligent proceeding
and asking that his statement be re-
turned to him la order that he might
make it out in accordance with the
practice of others and not have to pay
an extremely unfair proportion ot tal-
es. The board declined to return the
schedule"'be had submitted, but recog-
nized the reasonableness of his appli*
cation by reducing the sum on 'which
he was assessed nearly 80 per cent be-
low the amount he Jin his honesty had
returned, so that he did not. fare great-
ly worse than his fellow citizens.

Several timely and pertinent morals
might be drawn from the incident, but
it is perhaps just as Well to leave them
to the sagacity of the reader.

Record Br*aklii|( Kotelgn Trade.
There is reason for national gride and

satisfaction in the fact tbat five new
•trade records were established In the
year last past despite the depression
witnessed in certain financial circles.

Our foreign trade (exports and im-
ports) reached the high water mark
of nearly $2,500,000,000. The month of
December showed the highest record
of monthly exports, ?175,000,(*0, and
all records In the exportation of cotton
,were broken, the cotton exported dur-
ing the year amounting to $378,000,000.
Not only was our foreign trade the lar-
gest in aggregate ever known, but it
was the largest in both imports and
exports reckoned separately.

The statement of the department of
commerce and labor shows that the to-
tal foreign trade for the cqlendar year
ended Pec. 31 amounted to $2,480,141,-
228 against $2,830,002,803 for the pre-
vious year and $2,345,795,77p for 1901,
when a new record was made. The ex-
ports aggregated $1,484,668,127, an in-
crease of $123,982,194 over 1902 and
$0,722,014 over 1001, which was the
highest previous record. December ex-
ports aggregated $l74,734,3fJ8. The
highest preceding record lor a single
month was that of October, 1900, when
tlie total reached $163,889,680. The im-
ports for 1U03'aggregated $995,473,101
ns compared with $969,316,870 in 1902
and $SS0,419,910 In 1001.

The exports for the first half of 1903
.led many to think that tlie aggregate
for the year would be bolow that of re-
cent years. There were gains, however,
toward the end of the year, due largely
to the heavy shipments and high prices
of cotton. ' During the year cotton ex-
ports aggregated a little more than $1,-
000,000 in value per day, while in the
lust three months of 1003 they averaged
more than $2,000,000 per day and in the
closing month, of the year nearly. $2,-
600,00© per day. The value of cotton
exports for the year was $378,518,il8
88 compared Witt »290,491,22B in 1802
tad $314,252,580 in 1900; 3,022,351,911
pounds 'of eott«n were, exported. The
exports of breadstuffs for the year
•mounted to $193,000,000 as ngainst
$I8T,000,000 in 1902, while the ship-
ments of provisions, such as cattle,
beef, tallow, hogs,' etc., amounted to
$199,000,000- as against $190,000,000 In
1002.

The Treasury Deficit.
The prediction of Congressman Hem-

enway, chairman of the house commit-
tee on appropriations, that the country
was facing a deficit of $42,000,000
seems "to have been warranted in view
of conditions shown by the United
States treasury statement for January.
According to this statement, total re-
ceipts for that month were $41,588,370
and the disbursements $48,372,553,
showing u deficit of $0,784,183. A
shortage in customs receipts was re-
sponsible • for nearly $3,000,000, while
the falling off of internal revenues- ac-
counted for $1,000,000. ' The first six
months of the fiscal year-ended on
Dec. 31, 1903, gave a surplus of nearly
$8,500*000. In a single month this has
been reduced to- little more than $1,-
600,(100.

The appeal of Mr. Hemenway for
economy in congressional appropria-
tions thus- receives an urgent second hi
the treasury statement. The estimates
presented to congress at the beginning,
of December amounted to $727,000,000,
and since then- supplemental estimates
amounting to $10,000,000- more have
been made, and further demands for
appropriations are expected.
