LOSSMAYREACH$50,O00,000

Firemen Powerless to Check tbe
Flames.

OUTSIDE CITIES SEND ASSISTANCE

Nsarly Every Important Building In th»
City Swept Away, Including Banks,
Municipal Offices, Newspaper Plants,
8tor«t, Hotels and Faotoriea—Blooks
Blown Up by Dynamite In Vain At-
tempt to Check the Flams*.

Baltimore, Feb. 8.—A great confln-
fration which started in the wholesale
dry goods house of John E. Hurst &
Co. raged with unrestrained fury con-
tinuously for nearly twenty-four hours.
The flre swept .its consuming way
•astward on Baltimore street after
having destroyed almost all of the
large stores and warehouses- In the
wholesale district around Hopkins
place and all the buildings on both
sides of Baltimore street from Howard
to Holiday street, from Charter and
Baltimore to Charles and Lexington
and on Fayette street from Charles to
Holliday, Including a total of about
twenty blocks of the most modern and
substantial business buildings In Bal-
timore.
.The loss cannot now be estimated,

but it will certainly reach $40,000,000
or $50,000,000. I

Outside Citiei Send Aid.
The fire department, although aided

by engines from Washington; Philadel-
phia, Wilmington and the surrounding
counties and suburbs, wag utterly pow-
erless to make any impression on the
all devouring element, though for
hour* an niauy as 400 stream* -of -water
were thrown on to tha flames. Indeed,
so terrific wits the.heat and go dense
and suffocating the volume of flying
•parks and burning cinders that it was
difficult for the firemen to stand long
within fighting distance of the flames,
while several trucks and engines were
hopelessly disabled by flying timbers
at an early hour in the notion. After
several hours the situation became so
hopeless so far as effective work by
the firemen was concerned that Chief
Horton decided that the only thing left
to do was to dynamite buildings at
threatened points and thus prevent as
far as possible further spread of the
flames.

In pursuance of this plan a number
of buildings on South Charles street
between German and Lombard were
blown jup. Subsequently tbe splendid
structure of ,T. W. Putts & Co., notion
dealers, at Charles and Fayette Btreets,
was dynamited, and then the Daily
Record building. Ross' drug store and
others. But this heroic remedy mere-
ly delayed but did not seriously imped.
the onward march of the conflagration,
and the fire lighters found themselves
practically helpless and resourceless In
the face of the roaring furnaces which
sent their fierce tongues 200 feet into,
the air and which filled the heavens
first with a pall of black funereal
smoke and then with vivid sheets of
sparks and lurid cinders.

Following the rapid destruction of
the palatial commercial buildings In
the wholesale, district, the cyclone of
roaring flames ' burst into Baltimore
street, licking within a few minutes
the seven story Mullins hotel like some
insatiate monster and rapidly rolling
with irresistible force both eastward
and westward, licking up in Its wrath-
ful course A bolesnle and retail houses,
manufactories shops, Jewelry stores,
furniture emporiums arid'restaurants.
At Charles street the remorseless tide
kept on down Baltimore street, but
ajso turned Into Charles street, where
it quickly Ingulfed the eleven story
Union Trust buildlnff, starting east-
ward on Fnyette street

Newspapers Burned Out.
A little Inter the publishers and oth-

er occupants of the Daily Herald
building, at Fayette nnd St. Paul
streets, nnd of the Record building op-
posite were compelled to vacate by the
onrushlng Humes, as were the occiv
pants of the Culvert and Equitable
structures, two of the most massive
office buildings in Baltimore. Down
Baltimore street a parallel, wave of
roaring, crackling flames shot their
way, consuming everything in its
wake, speedily reaching the Evening
Newg building, from •wutCu' a "iiuhibei
of extras had been Issued during the
preceding hours, but from which the
employees .had to hastily flee, though
not until valuable records had been re-
moved. .

JAPAN BREAK^ WrTH RUSSIA

Govsrnmsnt Officials Profess to Be
Surprised i t Her Course.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 8.—It Is official-
ly announced that Count Lamsdorff,
the Russian foreign minister, has in-
formed Russian representativs abroad
that Japan has decided to break off ne-
gotiations wJtli Russia and to with-
draw her minister and the entire lega-
tion staff from St. Petersburg and that
upon the receipt of a note to this 'effect
from the Japanese minister Russia had
ordered her minister, Baron de Rosen,
and the legation staff to leave Tokyo.

The czar Is about to leave here for
Moscow, as he goes to the ancient cap-
ital to submit his cause and fate to the
Almighty before the altar of the Troitss-
ko monastery, as his fathers had done
:ln the past, before drawing the sword.

Although the fear wus general here
that the presentation of the Russian
note to Japan might be followed by an
act on the part of the Japanese govern-
ment which would plunge the two
countries Into war, the startling action
of Japan in severing diplomatic rela-
tions with Russia before the actual de-
livery of the Russian note came like a
bolt from a clear sky.

It was believed that the receipt of
the note might have unmasked an ulti-
matum, but that Japan should sever
diplomatic relations, a step little short
of a declaration of war, was almost
like a blow In the face under the pres-
ent circumstances, and it is resented
accordingly. The authorities believe
this action places Japan distinctly In
the wrong.before the world and more-
over, after such a "piece of impu-
dence," as it is denominated here, to
make easy an appeal to the patriotism
of the Russian people.

With war Imminent, orders have
been given for a rigid censorship over
all Information relating to naval and
military movements.

The Japanese legation Is a scene of
great confusion.

Japan to 8alxs Korea.
Tokyo, Feb. 8,—Japan will unques-

tionably seize Korea today, and, al-
though Russia has previously intimat-
ed that she would not interfere hi
view of that .country's present attitude,
developments are eagerly awaited. The
indications are that there will be no
formal declaration of_ war. Japan has
publicly defined her position and pur-
poses.

To Reopen III Fated Theater.
Chicago, Fob. 8.̂ -A contract has been

let for refitting and redecorating the
Iroquois theater, In- which 572 lives
were lost on Dec. 80 last. It has been
uncertain -whether the Iroouols would
open again as a playhouse, but the
letting of the contract for repairs lndi
rates that the theater will be reopened
to the public as a place of amusement.
The cost of the repairs will be about
$22;000, and the management hopes to
reopen the house In the early spring.'

President Harper Has Appendicitis.
Chicago, Feb. 8.—President William

R. Harper, of the University of Chicago
Is suffering with an attack of appendi-
citis nt his home in this city. While it
is not expected that any complications
will arise to threaten Dr. Harper's
chances of recovery, all possible precau-
tions are being taken to prevent such
an occurrence.' •

W. C. WHJXu'.r DEAD
END CAME SUDDENLY TO STATES-

MAN. AND,FINANCIER. *'"

Four Hours Before Collapse a Hopeful
Bulletin Had Bean Issued by Physi-
cians—Carssr One of the Most Bril-
liant In Rscent Times.

William Collins Whitney, former sec-
retary of the navy, financier ana horse-
man, died on Tuesday in his home, No.
871 Fifth avenue, Mew York city, from
peritonitis and blood poisoning after
the operation for appendicitis perform-
ed on him on Saturday night,

William Collins Whitney was the
eighth of the American Whitneys and
was born at Conway, Mass.; hi 1841.

WILLIAM C. WHITNEY.
His mother came from a splendid line
of pioneer Americans, being descended
from Governor William . Bradford of
the Plymouth colony. -

He was educated at Williston "semi-
nary, Eusthampton, and Inter went
to Yale, from which'lie was graduated
In 1SC3. He took a two years' law
course at Harvard and in 1S65 moved
to New York, hung up a shingle nnd
waited for clients.

Mr. Whitney, took high rank as a cor-
poration lawyer. For several years he
was counsel for the Continental Life
Insurance.i-ompnny, of which he was a
director, and also for tbe New Jersey
Mutual Life Insurance company, the
Metropolitan Steamship company, .the
Tredegar company of Richmond, Tra.,
ana other corporations. S

With Mr. Lawrence, Mr. Whitney
made his entrance into political life In
1870, at the beginning of the campaign
against the Tweed ring. In 1875 he
was appointed hjr Mayor Wlckham to
the office of corporation counsel to suc-
ceed E. Delnfleld Smith. He i t» i twice
reappointed to the position, resigning
the office In November, 1882.

As secretary of the navy in Mr.
Cleveland's f.r-rt. administration Mr.
Whitney was Instrumental in Increas-
ing the number of fighting ships in the
navy. He exhibited executive ability
and the knack of picking the right men
for the right places, and he became
popular as the creator of the white
squadron. With Mrs. Whitney he set
the pace socially for other members of
the cabinet .

In 1887 Mr. Whitney's bent for reor-
ganization led him to a consideration of
the street. railroad problem. He tac-
kled this with his usual ontlmslanrii,
and, although S4O.O00.000 was needed
to start the consolidation of twenty-
two different car lines, he got the mon-
oy, effected the consolidation and in
nix years Is credited with having miido
(Sljn.OOO.OOO for the Btoekholilers. Oth-
er fields of commercial enterprise too1

numerous to mention were Invaded by
Mr. Whitney.

Afterward Mr. Whitney became In-
terested In the turf unil gathered to-
gether a remarkable stable. Tt is said
that he paid IftW.UOO alone for the stal-
lions and brood mares' at La Belle stud,
near Lexington, Ky.

the three cent stamps, with Monroe's
portrait; 9,500,000 of the five cent
stamps, with McKlnley's portrait, anil
6,500,000 of the ten cent stamps- with
a miniature map of the United States,
showing the territory acquired by the
Louisiana purchase.
