HOME RULE
FOR CITIES.

Senator Ma I by Nsmad • •

The question of loosening nponthe
fatherly oversight which the state has ex-
eroised in'behalf of its cities, has agitated
the minds of some people for many years,
and the gnat cities of the state have been
yawping for absolute home rule for a long
time. They are in the position o£ an un-
ruly oh'lld yelling for something it ought
not to have, and only the constant care
ana supervision of the stateat large has
kept our big municipalities from going to
the definition bow wows. One of the
things that New York olty, or at least a
portion of it, is aBklng fornowu the pass-
age of some measure whioh shall allow the
booze joints of the metropolis to dispense
all kinds of liquid joy on the Sabbath.
District Attorney Jerome, a few pibns bnt
misguided gospel pilots, several eminent
philanthropists and a number of profound
students of social economy are at the head
of the van whioh is clamoring for Sunday
opening. These people together with the
home rulers, tay that the up state people
know nothing about the condition prevail-
ing in a great olty and that hence they
have no intelligent conception of what a
great city needs.

A conference was held in the Governor's
chamber at Albany recently,and after dis-
cussing the question thoronghly it was de-
cided that a committee should be appoint-
ed to inquire into and investigate all these
perplexing matters and to determine
whether or not New York ought to have
more or less home rule than it already
possesses. The selection of this committee
was left to Col. Oeo, W. Dunn, thr chair-
man of the Republican State Committee.
He eeleotod'Hon. George R. Italby as
the chairman of this committee, with
Nathaniel A. ElBberg, of New York;
Franois Hendricks, of Onondaga; Robert
J. Fish, of Hadlaon; Henry Marshall, of
Kings; Seorge A. DaviB, of Erie; William
Barnes, Jr., of Albany, »n the other mem-
bers. The committee is*good one and
with Senator Malby as its head, it is safe
to say that its report will be a proper one.

NO PENSIONS
FOR JUDGES.

Aaesmblyman B. *«. Marrltt'a
forceful Speech In

Opposition.

' When tho bill providing for pensioning
Judges oame up in the Assembly it was
'favored by the leaders. But the bill was
an unwise one. and Assemblyman Merritt
stepped into the breach, leading an oppo-
sition effeotlve enough to kill it. ln the
course of the dlsoasaton Mr. Merritt gave
some cogent reasons for defeating the
measure, and said:

Mr. Speaker, as has been truly said,
this bill does involve a principle and it
seems to be one of those bflls whioh is to
be considered whioh tavolwn prlnolples.
I do sot think that the people of New York
have arrived at the point where they de-
sire to adopt the principle of pensioning
their nublto servants. I think it is true
that the State of New York pays its pub-
llo servants well, exoept In case of those
who take gnat responsibilities. I have
not heard any argument advanced to in-
duce me to think that the oharaoter of
the judlolsry of this State would be any
higher with a pension system than
without. Now, that is not an argument
against it unless they are not receiving a
fair compensation. Bnt I believe that it
is thought that they do receive a fair com-
pensation. It seems to be fortunately
true that men of a high judicial talent
who have their opportunity to .occupy
high judtalal positions will to some ex-
tent disregard their financial interests for
the sake of the honor of. ihe offioe and the
satisfaction whioh the exercise of its du-
ties rive them. That, however, would
apply to but few men who have oconpled
high judiolal position as members of onr
Supreme Court. I think we had in onr
'JMUclal djstriot one distinguished judge,
W40 ss't avgreat' deal in the oity of New
York in the trial cases, the late Leslie W.
'fftJseell, who really sacrificed a great deal
of money to occupy the .position of Su-
preme Court, judge. But it 1B trne that
the exercise of the functions, of the offioe
was most agreeable to him; and I think
that he measured up against the money
whioh he possibly, might have made or
possibly might not have made, we know.,
not which, the pleasure whioh he derived
from the exerotse of the dntieB of the of-
fice. The ordinary oltlun believes that a
man in 'public service particularly in a
olerioal capaolty, and I speak of this as
involving the whole proposition, should
exercise while he holds offioe the same
prudence and economy and oare whioh
the individual holding offioe Is called up-
on to exercise, if he want* to have a
malntenanoe for himself at the end of his

Ive ability to do work. We see men
ln the oivil service. We know them our-
selves, drawn from the ordinary walks of
life; how many of them are getting less
than they oonldmearn at any other voca-
tion! I do not know of one myself. I
do not happen to know of one who I do
not think Is fairly paid. Now, it is their
duty while they receive this compensa-
tion for this servioe, with fixed tenure,
protected by the civil service, to exeroise
prudence and care and economy; and if
they do in moat, cases they won't need
any pension. Thst is the view of the peo-
ple up the State, I think, Whom I have
the honor to represent. I should regret
very muoh to Bee the bill become a law,
not beoause I have any less Ugh apprecia-
tion of the judiciary than any other man
around the' circle, but because I do not
believe the time has yet arrived when the
people of the State, the taxpayers of the
State, want to have a system o.f pension
as broad as this principle if adopted
wonld finally imply, made pu t of the
statutes of this State.

The leader of the majority and the
leader of the minority have both stated
that this is not a party question. They
ought to know. If it be not a party ques-
tion it appears to be a professional one
and nothing else. Now, the laymen of
the State whom we, whether members of
the bar or otherwise, represent are tbe
people, who have' got to pay this
premium. As the bill reads the judicial
districts must pay, the counties muBt pay
and not the State; this pension don't mske
It a State pension. It it were a State
pension I should look at It with more
favor. However satisfactory the receipt
of the pension may become to any judi-
cial officer of the judicial district in whioh
I live, I venture to say that no judge in
that district would put himself on record
as in favor of this bill, beoause the peo-
ple there don't approve of the prlnotple
behind it. It has been stated that the
bill emanates from the beneficiaries. Ita
constitutionality will be passed upon by
the same authorities; and I have no doubt
that if the bill is passed and signed—or
passes the Senate and is signed, that it
Will be declared good sound 'law. I see
no reason why it should not.

The laymen of thn State look with ap-
.prehension upon the Legislature beoause
they say it is made up entirely or very
largely or at any rate controlled by the
legal profession—they make the laws,
they interpret the laws. It seems to me
it is most nuwlse. It will be oritlolzed
for many years to come as an unwise act
of this Legislature or any other, to single
out a particular, professiou for exceptional
privilege. There are servants of the State
in other departments entitled to pensions
if judges are. I know men who are in
executive offioe—not Governors, perhaps;'
not the responsible heads of departments,
perhaps—because they change; bnt there
are men ln the office of the comptroller
and State treasurer, men in the other de-*
partments who have devoted their lives'
to the publio service, in the department
of public education, who have to look
forward when they oease to be useful and
when they cease ito.bave sufficient energy
and force to do the duties of their office,
or when polltioal exigenoiea arise whioh
deprive them of the opportunity to serve
the people—they have to look forward to
an old age dependent upon the savings
whioh they have made.

Now, I am second to no man in the re-
spect which I have for the judiolary—
bnt it is up to the judiciary to give to
the people of the State not only the best
of their skill, not only freedom from pre-
judice and wise and .honest judicial de-
termination of the laws bnt to offer them
as well the highest possible example of
all those public and private virtues which
go to give a man security in his old age.

WAR IN THE FAR EAST
RESULTS OF FIGHTING THUS FAR

FAVOR JAPAN.

Russian Navy Reported to Have Hatt
Eleven of Her Ships Put Out of Ac*
tion at the Outset—Accidental Sink-
ing of Vessels Cost 292 Lives.

A large body of Itusnian troops in
hurrying toward the Ya)u river from
Liauyanjr, south of Mukden, the near-
est point on the railroad to the river.
Toward the Yalu tens of thousands of
Japanese troops also are proceeding by
forced marches from various points in
Korea. It is expected, that most des-
perate lighting will take place In north-
ern Korea very soon.

The Japanese confidently assert they
will take Port Arthur with .their fleet

within two months, although the Rus-
sian military strategists regard the
place as a second Metss.

It is said on excellent authority that
Port Arthur? is provisioned for nineteen
months, not for eight months, as bis
been reported*

The departure of Vice Admiral Maka-
roff, the Ice breaker specialist of the
Russian nivvy and until .recently com-
mander In chief at Cronstadt, to take
the place of Vice Admiral Stark in
command of the Russian fleet at Fort
Arthur, was marked by impressive
scenes in St. Petersburg on Wednes-
day. ,4

Toe appointment of General Kuro-
patkin to direct command in the field
has been received with enthusiasm, and
his leadership inspires complete con-
fidence that there will be no mistakes
and that Russian arms will be carried
to success on land.

News comes from St. Petersburg of
another terrible disaster for Russia,
this time inflicted by the elements in-
stead of the Japanese, is reported here
on good authority. It is announced
that 600 Russian troops have been
frozen to death while marching across
Lake Baikal, eastern Siberia*

It is reported from Tientsin that the
Siberian railroad has been wrecked in
six places, covering a distance of sev-
enty -milesi--

A reliable authority says that three
Russian torpedo boats have been sunk
by guns from the fortB. They were
mistaken for Japanese vessels.

Admiral Aiexeleff reported to S t Pe-
tersburg on Monday details of the ac-
cidental sinking of the Russian torpe-
do transport vessel Yenisei. He says
that Captain Stepauoff, the command-
er of the Yenisei; the engineer, two
midshipmen and ninety-two of the
crew perished.

On Thursday the Yenisei found her-
self on a iiue of submarine mines and
was sunk by the exp^osiarvot one of
them. She noticed a loufted submarine
mine floating on the surface and en-
deavored to secure it. In .doing so she
struck a'n adjacent mine, which ex-
ploded under her bows. Ther.e wn» not
time to launch a boat before she sank.

The Russian second olass cruiser
Boyarin was blown up by a mine Feb.
13 In the same manner as was the
Russian torpedo transport Yenisei.
She had on board 197 officers and men,
all of whom, it is understood, .were
lost. No details of the disaster have
been given out.

It is officially stated that eleven Rus-
sian ships were damaged in the open-
ing engagement at Port Arthur Feb.
9-10.

Six Norwegian steamships chartered
by a Russian naval| contractor have
been captured by the Japanese, who
5r*ve also taken the German steamer
Yokohama, which had a cargo, includ-
ing dynamite, for Port Arthur.
"The Japanese'forces in northern Ko-

rea have been steadily re-enforced for
the past week.

Wiju Deolarad Open Pert.
Mr. Allen, the American minister at

Seoul, cabled the state department
on Wednesday that Wiju has been de-
clared open to tbe commerce of the
worJd by the Korean government. The
United States was thejBrst power, so
far as known, to apply to tho Korean
government for the opening of Wiju to
the world's trade. This action was tak-
en while Japan and England were urg-
ing the opening of Yongnvnpho; lying
at the mouth 6f the Yalu river on the
Korean side.

Secretary Haĵ t Proposal Accepted.
Secretary Hay's note of Feb. 10 to
ussia and Japan urging them to con-

tine, hostilities within as small an area
us possible and to respect the neutral-
ity ana administrative entity of China
will be accepted by Russia as well as
l>5- Japan, nndall the nations will join
the Washington government in Invit-
ing the combatants to agree- to the
proposition.

The tact that Russia has removed the
men unpointed In Manchuria by Sir
Robert Hart, the bead of the Chinese
customs department, and replaced
them with Russians, and thus makes
the collection of the customs a Rus-
sian affair, shows how completely that
nation has assumed control of Man-
churia. This removal of Sir Robert
Hart's appointees is in direct contra-
vention of tlie agreement concerning
the collection of the Chinese customs,
but it appears that agreements, inter-
national or otherwise, are not allowed
to interfere with Russian designs in
Mjinchurla.

Schneider
has been arrested.

RECORD 'Building, one of the

-largest structures in
Minneapolis, Minn., was completely
gutted by lire on Tuesday. The loss on
building and contents will exceed $120,-
000. The building was valued at $40,-
0C0, and the remainder of the loss is
distributed between several printing
companies.

The chemical laboratory at the Ohio
State university was destroyed on Fri-
day. The loss is estimated at $100,000,
of which $75,000 represents the value
of the building and the remainder
equipment and material. There is no
insurance.

The large paint manufacturing plant
of the F. W. Deyoe & C. T. Reynolds
company, on Jbti'n street, Brooklyn,
was destroyed Friday night. The loss
is about ?2SO,000, on which there is an
insurance of ^ about two-thirds that
amount. •

Racine County Insane asylum, locat-
ed at Gatllff, Wis., one of the finest in-
stitutions of the kind In the state, was
burned to the ground Friday night. In
the building were 133 patients, but
they were nil taken out safely.

In Ashtabula, O., Thursday, the dry

Qn tt« Osd<V?-Luclen cutott on the
Southern Pacific railroad exploded with
terrific force at Jackson Station, Utah,
eighty-eight miles west of Ogden, kill-
ing twenty-five persons, injuring as
many-<-more and destroying a large
amount of property. Window glass
was shattered in towns sixteen miles
away.

Lieutenant McRae and six privates
of the Philippine constabulary were
killed on Thursday'by a bolo rush of
500 fanatics while patrolling the east
coast of the island of Samar. Private
Salomon of the Fourteenth cavalry, sta-
tioned at Jolo, has also been killed by
jpolomen.

F. T>. 'Spaulding, one of the best
known mine superintendents in Idaho,
has been killed near Boise by a snow-
slide which struck the cabin in which
were Spaulding and his Chinese cook,
carried the building 200 feet down the
mountain side and smashed it to splin-
ters.

In a raid on Thursday night on a
poolroom at fcladisonj.,.111,, just across
the river from St. Louis, six persons
are reported to have been shot, two of
them fatally. Fifty or more citizens of
Madison, armed with shotguns, took
part in the raid.

The Florida limited on the Western
and Atlantic railroad, southbound, was
wrecked on Tuesday near Atlanta, 6a .
The cars were overturned, and twelve
persons were injured, two of whom"
may die.

Mrs. James X. Torretti and five of
her children perished on Wednesday
night in* a fire that destroyed her home
in a settlement known as Little Italy,
near Croton, N. Y.

The com^
pany attempted to start the works in
August without signing the scale of
the Amalgamated Association of Iron,
Ste'el and Tin Workers, and the men
went out on a strike. A. few nonunion
men wefe engaged at different times,
and departments were operating ir-
regularly. The plant is now running
with a full force. This is the begin-
ning of a fight by the Steel corporation
against organized labor.

Unless the United Mine Workers of
America 'and the coal operators of
Plttsburg, Ohio, Indiana and Illinois
can reach an agreement on a wage
scale for 1904 the biggest shutdown in
the hiBtory of the coal industry will
take place after April 1. Committees
from each of the contending parties
will meet again on Feb. 29. Both are
firm.

It is reported that the Republic Iron
and Steel company at Sharon, Pa., and
other Independent companies have ad-
vanced the price of bar iron $1 a ton.
rne advance In price means an increase
in wages for puddlers and finishefs at
the next wage adjustment

The situation In the
Balkans is creating

nial of the rumors of the mobilization
of Austrian troops has failed to reas-
sure the public, and It is still asserted
that the government Intends to mobil-
ize two army corps provisionally foi
the purpose of guarding'"the Balkan
frontier because of fears that Turkey
will provoke Bulgaria Into war.

At "Sydney, N. S. W., the Eev
"Elijah" Dowie is having a turbulent
time. Rowdy scenes have character-
ized his meetings, and these cul-
minated Monday night when a crowd
broke up the exercises and drove Dow-
ie out of the hall. The "prophet1/ es-
caped in a cnb, but a howling ui6b of
3,000 followed him to his hotel. iTbe
police were absolutely powerleHK to re-
strain tbe people, and Dowie, fearing
for his life, fled from the hotel by a
back-door.. The present whereabout
of the fleeing "prophet" Is unknown.

Many\thousand Albanians are In re-
v61t in Jfilukova ngnlnst the reform
plans or tho powers for Macedonia
and obnoxious taxes. In conflicts which
have taken place between Albanians
and Ottoman troops tho latter were
worsted. Large re-enforcements have
been dispatched to Diakova. The Al-

unmans attacked tbe town or mnKovu
and plundered and burned a number
of houses, Turkish forces subsequent-
ly attacked the insurgents' main posi-
tion at Kabnjhoal. The Albanians were
routed, with the loss of 800 men.

The carnival festivities have resulted
in disorder and bloodshed in southern
Italy and Sicily, Troops -and police
were obliged to intervene, and a score
or more persons have been wounded.
Many arrests have also been made. At
Trani a number of socialists in Mas-
querade costumes started the trouble
by insulting state institutions, and in
the fighting which followed several offi-
cers and soldiers were wounded.

The Russian government has abol-
ished the censorship upon all news and
.other telegrams going abroad. The lift-
ing of the embargo, which has existed
for generations, upon the' free transmis-
sion of news from the RusBlan empire
came as a direct result of consideration
of the subject by the czar himself, jbd
in some respects this abolition 1B re-
igarded as the most important act since
/the emancipation of the serfs.

After a long discussion in the British
houso of ' commons, Wednesday, the
amendment to the address in reply to
the speech from the throne moved by
Herbert L. Samuel, Liberal, which was
against the admission of Chinese la-
borers to South Africa, was defeated
by the comparatively small majority
of 01,

Paying For the Canal.
In announcing the method by which

Panama canal funds will be raised
•Secretary Shaw of the treasury de-
partment anticipated the action, of the
United States senate, but in view of
the moral certainty of the ratification
of the treaty such action was not pre-
mature.

The $50,000,000 required for the canal
—$40,000,000 -for the French canal com-
pany and $10,000,000 for Panama—will
be provided by withdrawing from the
national banks 20 per cent of the Unit-
ed States funds in their possession. As
additional sums of $5,000,000 for bonds
maturing this month and $5,000,000 for
the St. Louis fair loan are also to lie
raised, it is to be supposed that provi-
sion f6r those payments is to be made
in the same way.

To reduce the possibility of disturb-
ance to the minimum the secretary has
provided that banks which may desire
to sell bonds that they have deposited
in the treasury to secure tbe govern-
ment may transfer the securities direct
to new holders. The depository banks
will be obliged to release a part of their
surplus funds, but as they are liberally
supplied with these funds there Is, no
reason to apprehend any real stringen-
cy In the circulating medium or mate-
rial advance in money rates by reason
of the withdrawal of the money needed
to begin.-work on the canal. Happily
Uncle Sam's bank account is in good
shape for the large expenditure.
