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Two States For New York.
The proposition now before the legis-

lature of New York to divide' the com'
numwealtb into two states 1B of Inter-
est, to the whole country, though there
Is little prospect that It will be accom-
plished. The Ren$ng bill provides for
securing a referendum vote at the
next election on the question of divid-
ing the state so as to separate the met-
ropolitan district from the rural, or "up
state," section. The city-state, as the
bill Is drawn, would Include not mere-
ly the present Greater New York, hut
.all of Long Islund and two counties
north of the city on the east side of the
Hudson.

Should New York be divided in this
•way. the eity-state would have about
4,000,000 inhabitants, ana the country-
state would have 3,700,000 Inhabitants.
In point of population they would be
respectively, the fourth and fifth of the
states in tyze, being preceded by Penn-
sylvania, Illinois and Ohio- anil follow-
ed immediately by Missouri, Texas
and Massachusetts in that' order.

While the division would liave im-
portant political effects in relation to
the federal governnientTglving two ad-
ditional United States senators and
doubtless changing the political com-
plexion of the electoral vote on the
presidency, the essential motive for the
separation of the commonwealth lies
in the difference of interests between
the two sections hi the matter of local
government. This divergency of Inter-
ests makes a common state govern-
ment and a common code of laws Very
difficult and unsatisfactory in many re-
spects. The same is true of Chicago
and Philadelphia and even.of smaller
cities ili their relations to their respec-
tive states. It cannot of course be as-
sumed offhand that New York city
would Improve her condition by separa-
tion from New York state. Indeed the
opposite might be the result However,
the subject Is one for not wholly Im-
practical discussion, even though no
Immediate practical results are proba-
ble. It would be well enough for the
people of the commonwealth to have
an opportunity to express their Views
on the question at the polls.

Measures Before Men.
Man is prone to underestimate the

value of that which comes to him nat-
urally or which he acquires with ease.
The truth of this statement is, forcibly
brought home to those who observe the
apparent low value placed upon the
elective franchise by many American
citizens. The average citizen is too of-
ten indifferent to the great responsibil-
ity which rests upon him as a voter,
and to this indifference more than to
actual malice are chargeable bad laws
and incompetent and dishonest officials.
On this subject Farm and Ranch of
Dallas, Tex., makes the following pertl-.
nent remarks:

Care should be" exercised in the 'selec-
tion of lawmakers, whether they are to
serve town, county, state or nation. Their
enactments are In force every day in the
year and strike directly at the cttlxen
twenty-four hours in the day. This is
often lost sight of in political campaigns,
and aa a result personalities have more
weight than measures when votes are
being cast. Take the election of members
of the legislature, for instance. The suc-
cessful candidate is usually a good mixer,
who knows his constituents, but fB with-
out a platform. He stands for nothing
other than generalities and looks upon
the ballot box as an avenuo to personal
success rather than the cornerstone of
American liberty. He organizes his
friends during the campaign, but fails to
concentrate his mind upon the needs of
his people when given a certificate of
election. This is not as It should be.

The thoughtful voter should cast his
ballot for those candidates for legisla-
tive positions only who are known to
have the Interests of the people at

/ heart and who possess the necessary
knowledge to enact laws which will bo
of benefit to the community and will
conserve the liberties of the whole peo*
pie. Thus the ballot becomes the voice
of the people and the protector of all
that is best in civilization.

The Inquiry is again raised, Who
controls the United States Steel cor-
Ioration? Possibly a respectful let-
ter of inquiry addressed to Mr. John
D. Rockefeller, inclosing stamp for re-
turn postage, might receive as prompt
and courteous attention us did the
queries of the department of commerce
and labor addressed to the same source
concerning the affairs of the Standard
Oil company.

With General Reyes at the head of
the Colombian government there need
be little fear_ that any serious attempt
will be made by the Colombians to re-
conquer Panama. General Ueyes was
in this country long enough to under-
stand perfectly what its attitude- is and
the difficulty of such a task.

Doubtless President Baer regards the
severity of this winter, which makes
coal bills heavy despite the slight re-
duction in price, as nnother evidence
that he is an object of e,snei:ial provi-
dential. Holicitude. •

Notwithstanding the Inundation of ora
tory in both Senate and House, the appro
prlatlon bills have managed to keep their
heads above water and are likely to effect
a landing at a day not remote. There is
even tan of adjournment by May, bu
this does not signify nraoh except that
members are anxious to hurry home and
repair their damaged political fenoes ti
keep th. Democratic party from poaohlng
next fall. Suoh talk is a- bi-ennial sym
torn of a febrile condition, and is general!'
heard about the middle of erery long ses-
sion. Business Is pretty well In hand in
both housei, and if members make a de-
termined effort to get home, an adjourn-
ment may be bei .by June 1st. Bepnblt-
cans feel that their platforms hare been
written and their enccees at the poll se
cured and guaranteed by the Democrat*
themselves, and they are In a very oheer-
f nl, not to say jovial, mood.

The death of Senator Hanna tends to
postpone adjournment somewhat, for thi
monrnlng, obituary speeches, and funeral
oocupy nesrly the entire week. Not less
than forty or fifty members of Senate and
House will accompany the body homo and
participate in the funeral services al
Cleveland.

Is not this a good time toTftspectfully
remonstrate against the practice ot.ohart-
erlng railroad trains>t enormous expense
to convey to;'.their tomes Congressmen
who'die In servioet On more than ono.oc
oaalon Senator'(Hanna protested against
snqh an expenditure of publlo money and
said that, as both parties, were responsl'
ble for it, both parties ought to nntte in.

It is aoruel mockery to re-
peat the performance over his bier. What
was at first a comparatively simple and
Inexpensive Inoidentlin Congressional life
has developed into proportions which are
nothing less than soandslons.' The trains
whioh the Senate has chartered will pro-
bably oarry at least seventy-five people
to Cleveland, and they are fitted npwith
buffet oars loaded with everything to
tempt and satisfy the appetite, all furnish-
ed perfectly free to the participants In the
journey. Senator HorriU used to make
oonstant fight against this abuse and'we
oan imagine .what Senator Banna wonld
say about It if he oonld express his opin-
ion. His burial will cost the government
•10,000 to $15,000, and the country will
be lnoky if that is all it oosts.

It is obvious la this capital that the
death of Senator Hasma after a determin-
ed fight for life has tended to soften his
lineaments and give to the publio a revised
opinion of his character. It is seen that
his vigor and sternness were not incompa-
tible with a strong emotional nature and
a tender-hearted regard for the poor. He
was proud and ambitions, and the hor-
rible cartoons in which a New' York
newspaper used to indulge filled him with
grief and sometimes with mortification
and rage.

The President wss a oonstant caller at
the Arlington hotel dnring the sickness of
Senator Hanna, and was visibly affected
byhisdeath. He^wae anxious to go to
01evelana,;ohio, to attend the final obse
qules, but was prevailed upon not to do
so, his friends thinking suoh action
might invite criticism. On the 15th inst.,
the President received 800 delegates of the
Women's Suffrage Convention. The cere-
mony took place in the Blue room and
Miss Susan B. Anthony stood by the side
of Mrs. Roosevelt., On the morning of
the same day. a large delegation of cotton

isnnfactnrers invited the President and
his oabinet to attend thelraunaai meeting
lo be held in Washington on
slay. They gave him thanks for his open
door polloy in the Orient..

A vote on the Panama treaty will be
taken on the 28rdinat., and it is estimat-
ed that the opposition will muster from
.4 to 18 votes. Just before his death
Senator Hanna had Senator Foraker of
Ohio Introdnoe a bill' providing for a
naval station at; Fut-in*Bay, on Lake
Brie. The bill carries an appropriation of
•200,000. Senator Ktttredge of S. Da-
kota, is working on a bill for regulating
offrirs' In 'the Panama canal zone. Har-
tlal law .is to be enforced; gambling,
liquor and prostltntion are to be prohibit-
ed; and sanitation, pure water and sewers
are to be provided for. There will be no
aotnal digging on the canal for a couple
if years yet.

With the mercury at-even zero and the
wind blowing bitterly cold, large-crowds
)f people collected about the oapitol on
the 17th lost., to witness the funeral of
Senator Hanna. Only those who had
speolal cards sent out in blsck bordered
mvelopes were admitted to the building.

Ten large florists vans were required to
irlng the floral offerings whioh consisted
jf palm wreathes and numerous pieces of
violets, orohids, carnations, hyacinths,
red and white roses, lilies of the valley
.to. The Hussion Ambassador, the Presi-

dent, Mrs. MoElnley, Seoy, Hay, "the
ieople and Minister of Panama" and

many others contributed the flowers. The
Basket was carried np the eastern steps of
;he Senate wing exactly at noon, covered
with roses. Some of the earliest arrivals
were Senator Lodge, Senator Gorman,
the British Ambassador, Chaplain Hale,
and Mr. JuBtloe Harlan. The aged Jus-
iloe came to the capltol' on foot as did

Senator Depew wrapped In a big coat
lined with Persian lamb aud swinging a
lane vigorously. Senator Daniel arrived

in a street oar and as he walked across
She plaza with the help of crutches, the
wind took his hat off and whisked it Into
'.he park. ' It waa recovered by a colored.
ioy. A long line of elegant carriages,

with now and then an automobile,
irought the Senators, ^Representatives,

For Water Storage.
K s s s m b l y m a n M«rr l t t In t ro

d u e s a I m p o r t a n t BUI.

The wster storage bill Introduced in thi
Assembly last week by Mr. Merrltt, of St.
Lawren6e, is one ot the most Important
measures presented to the Legislature this
year. It affects the whole state, providing
for the establishment of water storsgi
reservoirs in the mountainous distriots.
These reservoirs could be used to furnish
power for transmitting eleotrioity to any
part of the state. The measure gives thi
state engineer unrestricted powers. Its
salient provisions are:

Any oonnty, olty, town or vlllago, locat-
ed upon a river or a water course, may
present a petition to a special term of thi
Supreme Court, setting forth that the re
strloted or unrestricted flow of the stream
is a menace to publlo health and safety,
and asking that the flow be regulated. II
there appears to be reasonable ground foi
the petition, the court, shall appoint ft'
residents of the munclpal oorp .ration in
which the lands likely to be affected an
Wholly or partly' situated, as commission-
ers of Investigation. One of the commiss-
ioners mnst be a olvil engineer.

The commissioners are to determane
Whether the regulation of .the flow of any
river is important enongh to ths publlo
health and safety to warrent Interference
on the part of the state. Publlo hearings
must be held, and in oase the commission
decides that relief' is necessary, it shall
have made the preliminary surveys and
investigations, and shall file a report with
the state engineer and snrvyor. The tiate
engineer is then to make a complete sur-
vey, showing the lands to be taken or
damaged.0

The state engineer is empowered to
enter npon any lands, structures and
waters which he may deem necessary for
the purpose of the aot, and if he cannot
agree with the owners npon the eompen
sstion and damages to be paid, to appro-
priate the land* and* proceed to acquire
the title by condemnation.

One-half the ooet of the improvement
is to be paid by the state, The remainder
is to be apportioned between the towns,
cities, village's and individual properties
benefltted by the improvement. The ap-
portionment is to be determined entirely
by the state engineer. Provision is made
for the payment of the cost in instalments.1

The care, control, operation and main-
tenance of the reservoirs and storage ays
torn shall devolve upon the commission
appointed by the court in the original
proceedings, and the expense of oaring
for and maintaining the system i» to be
oharged against the' municipal corpora-
tions and properties benefltted.

The bill carries an appropriation of
$5,000 for preliminary work.

The Merritt bill is essentially different
from the so-called Adirondack water
storsge bill of last year.' It has no pro-
vision for a state oommieslon, which was
the conspicuous feature of last year's
bill, tinder the llerritt bill, the commis-
sion is to be a local one, named by the
Supreme Court.

Japanese Paganism vs. Russian Piety
The amusing thing in connection with

the Russo-Japanese war—if there can
•be sold to be anything amusing in a
state, of war—Is the "I am holler than
thou" attitude assumed by the Bus-

and the attempt to make it ap,
pear that tills is a conflict between
Ihristlunity and paganism, with the

Slav as the divinely appointed cham-
pion of righteousness. Truly Japanese
paganism has nothing to fear in a com-
parison with the Russian sort of Chris-
tianity, H3 the barbarities of the con-
flict, both as reported on .authority and
given as rumors, are all thus far as-
cribed not to the so called pagan na-
lon, but to the one which' calls herself
"holy llussia."
\Vhen the war broke out, Russians iu

Japan were treated with consideration.
They were not forced to fly for their
lives after abandoning their property
or selling it for any song that the Jap-
anese might King for it. On the con-
trary, they have taken their time and
ileparted when and as they pleased,
courteously being bidden farewell.
Russian prisoners in Japanese hands
have been considerately treated,, and
'rom the pagans noncombatants have

suffered nothing so far as known.
From Manchuria, however, are com-

ing stories of a kind that recall the
blood relation of the modern Russians
to those terriljle Tartar hordes whose
ideal of war was wholesale and indis-
irlnilnate slaughter. Not many Japa-
nese civilians have been killed, indeed,
'or the offense of being Japanese and
In the bands of the enemy, but a good
many of them apparently have been
eaten and robbed for no better pur-

pose than' to relieve feelings which dr-
•unmtances have made it Inconvenient
:o vent on aimed foes.

The fact is that Japan, even'if her
lourse has" no higher motive, is well
aware that she is on probation as one
if the civilized countries and is acting

with scrupulous regard for the estab-
ishment of her new position. Russia,
m the other hand, has no reputation

to lose and la apparently Indifferent to
lie good opinion .of the world, though
.•oiistimtly assuming an attitude of

'moral 'superiority which, In" view of
Russia's well known record for brutal-
ity, in little less than amusing.

In their "righteous Indignation" over
the "perfidy and treachery" of the Jap-
inexe nlght-nthtrk on Port Arthur the

Russians seem to have forgotten the
Ittle mnBsacre with which the Crimean

war was begun.
