Official Report of Consul Skin-
ner's Visit to Meaelek.,

A TRADE TBEATT NEGOTIATED.

United States Gains Special Privileges
In Ethiopia—Intoresting Account of
Reoeptiori by and Nine Days' Confer-
ence With the Emperor.
Washington, Feb. 22.—How tin" t'nit-

ed StatesMuis t'oine into fnide-oKlfttlons-
wltli a nW ivgiou contnliiiug 10,000,-
000 people is briefly and modestly
told iu the report to Mr. LoomK the
assistant sei-ivtury of state, of Uobert
P. Skinner, tlie American consul gen-
eral at Marseilles, France, on ills high-
ly successful special mission to Abys-
sinia lust November for the purpose of
negotiating with IClug Meuelek n trade
treaty and to collect ln(oriuatioi(*about
the commercial resources of that coun-
try. " . "

As a result of this mission Mr. Skin-
ner negotiated a treaty which If ac-
ceptable will secure tor the United
States~the most favored nation privi-
lege^ In Ethiopia ami will guarantee to
AiniH-ioan citizens and merchandise
immunity from discrimination in rates

. on all public roads and Hues of com-
munication.

In addition Mr. Skinner prevailed
upon Klnji llcnelek to accept an Invi-
tation for his country to participate In
the St. Louis exposition, nnd iirrnnge-
nients for a comprehensive exhibit at
St. Louis have been luade. The kins
will send during the coming summer a
commission of distinguished and rep-
resentative men who .will have charge
of tin- exhibit. .

A Picturesque Reception.
Mr. Skinner records in detail his ex-

pedition!-to Abyssinia from the time he
left New York on Oct. 8 up to.the day
on which lie set sail, Jan. 15. He gives
this plcluresiiue description of his re-
ceptinn by the/emperor:

"Two lioni^ after .camping, accom-
panied by Ml. Chetne'ux, counselor of
state, the mission set out for the uder-
ich, or -seat of government, accompa-
nied by an Ethiopian escort of 3,000
men under tbe command of a distin-
guished general. Although our recep-
tion nt Harrar had not been devoid of
military pomp, we were astonished and
our appreciation of the picturesque

. gratllled by this flrst glimpse of Ethi-
opian troops upon a ceremonial occa-
sion. Arrayed in gorgeous slim auA
satins, with lion anil leopard skin man-
tles, gold and silver plated bucklers,
carrying lances from which floated the
national colors, mounted upon spirited

» hones, they galloped into - formation
jthe order of which was An apparent
/disorder, a scene as indescribable as it
was 'memorable. A band of Shawm
players 'heralded our coming with
weird nsuslc which has not changed
since the fall of Jericho.

"At the palace, or gueh, our escort
fell back, and the mission, always ac-
companied- by the marines and blue-
jackets, proceeded through a series of
courtyards, nnd after receiving a sa-
lute from a company of 200 native ar-
tillerymen under tlie command of a Eu-
ropean officer and a further salute of
twenty-one guns In honor of the United
States we entered the aderich, an audi-
ence chamber of cathedral-like propor-
tions and form. The emperor sat upon
his. throne, surrounded-by his more im-
portant advisers, representing the ad-
ministrative departments—tho judicial,
the army and the church. Back of tlie
two rows of pillars supporting the roof
were massed several thousand of the
leading people of the Addis-Ababa, all
in holiday regalia. Our reception was
cordial, but formal."

For nine days Mr. Skinner was in
conference with the emperor and his
chiefs of state. At the farewell audi-
ence the emperor received the entire
expedition and bestowed decoration^

• upon all the officers of the mission and
presented medals" to the marines. To
Mr. Skinner* the emperor gave two
young lions and a pair of elephant
tusks, together with a personal letter of
friendship ami good will, addressed
to the president: which he gave as tes-
timonials of his friendship and good
will to the I'nlted States.

Corpse Stood In tha Pulpit.
Evansvlllo. hid.", Feb. 22. - In the

General Baptist church at Folsomville.
a small town In Wnrrlek county about
twenty miles from here, the corpse of
the Rev. Jiuncs Hart stood behind the
pulpit while his funeral sermon was
preached. The glassy eyes of the old
preacher looked out over the immense
audience that cuiue to pay homage to
him. The Rev. Mr. Hart was seventy-
six years old and had been pastor of
the Folsomville church for fifty-five
years. A few years ago he asked his
congregation to stand hit* corpse up in
the pulpit Willie IIIM funeral sermon
was preached.

Pdrry 8. Heath rlesigna,
Washington, Feb. 22.—The resigna-

tion of Perry S. Hsuth as secretary of
the Republican national committee is
announced, as la also Its acceptance.
The duties of secretary will devolve on
Elmer Dover, the assistant secretary of
the committee, until the full committee
meets a few days before the national
convention, when a secretary will be
elected to succeed Mr. Heath.

DEATH OF M. A. HANNA
STATE FUNERAL HELD IN THE

NATIONAL CAPITOL.

Illnesi of Senator Had Extended Over
Nearly Two Months — Widespread
Sorrow and Regret—Remarkable Ca-
reer In Businoss and Politics.

There is general mourning over the
loss of Senator Marcus Alonzo Hannn,
who died i{f 0:40 o'clock Monday even-
ing lit the \famUy apartments In the
Arlington hotel at Washington.

The senutor's illness extended over
nearly two monthB, filled with appar-
ent recoveries, followed by~r"ela'pse»> a'ml
finally drifting Into typhoid fever,
W(hleh in bis weakened condition he
was unable to withstand.

Spontaneous outbursts of unstinted
tribute were heard on every side. Men
who are acknowledged leaders of their
political parties, kings of finance and
commerce- and men sel«cted to serve iu
the hlfihcst positions In the nation
were iunoi\p those who expressed the
country's immeasurable loss.

Funeral services were held in the
seiuite clnynlier at noon on Wednes-
day, nml later the remains started for
('levehuul.

Tho multitude that assembled to do
honor to the dend statesman Included
President Rooni'velt and Ills cabinet,
senators and representatives, diplomats
and distinguished citizens from many
walks of life /m\ from many states.

The service's were brief, but impress-
ive, and were conducted by (fUiaplaiu
Hale of H* United States senate, as-
sisted by the chaplain of the'iiouse. -

Friday afternoon, after lying In state
in the chamber of 'Commerce in Cleve-
land for nearly a day, the body of the
dejid senator was removed to St. John's
church, where a formal -funeral service
wa« held. At Its dose the remains were
taken to Lakeview cemetery and placed
in the Wade vault. All business in the
city was suspended at the hour of the.
funeral. •"

1 Senator Htimm was born in New Lis-
bon, (').. Sept. 24, 1837. His father.
Leonard Manila, was a country doctor
and general storekeeper at New Lis-
bon. His mother was Samantha Con-
verse.

Leonard Hniuui amassed a considera-
te stun of money, in his dunl capacity

of storekeeper and physician for Ne\>
Lisbon.-.,-'With this he embarked iri the
grocery business in Cleveland, the firm
being Hnuua, Onrretson & Co.

In 1802 Leonard Hanna died, and
Mark Hanna, who had made rapid
strides, succeeded him as the head of
the firm.

He married a daughter of D. P.
Rhodes, one of the first great coal min-

ers of the lake region, and in 1S67 ns-
sooiuted himself with the firm of
Rhodes & Co., successors to Rhodes,
Card & Co., the pioneer coal'and iron
firm of Cleveland. He mastered'the
details of this business as he had the
grocery business and watched every
opportunity • to extend It. In a short
time he had coal mines in p'hio and
Iron mines in the upper Michigan re-
gions. ' .

1 The need of vessels to transport his
ore and coal impelled Mr. Hanna to
build ships, and soon he owned one of
the greatest fleets of carriers on the
lakes, representing millions of dollars
in value.

Senator Hntma'jj friendship for Pres-
ident Mclvinley was deep and earnest.
President McKlnley was a young law-
yer when Hauna first became ac-
quainted with him.

It was In 1884 that to both MeKinley
and his friend Hanna the time
seemed ripe for the former's nomina-
tion for the presidency. Twice before
MeKlnley's name had been prominent-
ly mentioned for the place. Mr. Han-
na, knowing how McKlnley was stead-
ily rising in public esteem, was flrst to
suggest his name for the place, and
later, to destroy the opposition of cer-
tain Republican leaders, he summoned
the party chiefs to a conference- at his
winter home In TUotnasvllle, <3«.

Loug before the convention assembled
nt St. Louis the result was a foregone
conclusion. From almost every state
came delegates pledged to MeKinley.
Their duty was perfunctory. They had
merely to answer when their names
were called. When they arrived nt St.
Louis they went to a little room in the
Southern hotel' to meet the man who
had marshaled them under one flag.
That little room, with Hanna coatless
and perspiring, was the focus of {he
convention. At the convention's close
he was chosen chairman of the nation-
al committee.

The assassination of President Mc-
Klnley was a bitter blow to Mr. Han-
tin.

With the accession of President
Uoosevelt Mr. Hanna's influence at the
White House Increased rather than di-
minished. He was regarded as the
new president's closest adviser.

Mr. Hanna was appointed to the
United States senate in 1807. and last
fall he was elected to succeed himself.

Foreign l'rado In Irou and Steel.
The government figures of our iron

and steel exports and Imports for the
closlua month of last year, which have
just been made public, show plainly
the effect of the changed conditions of
the trade The exports were ?1,<500,000
larger than In the corresponding month
of l!K)2, while the Imports were $3,000,-
(Hill smaller. This makes our total Im-
ports for the calendar year 1903—$41,-
•jn:i,:5a:!~ fijual almost exactly to the
Imports for the calendar year 1002,
while it brings the exports to iJ
till", » figure ii little more than ?l,000,-
fttlO huxer'tliim that for 1002.

The question will be at once raised
as to whether the gain hi exports has
been as groat as was to have been ex-
pected, considering the extraordinary
measures the steel trust,took to secure
foreign trade when it found that the
home market was shattered. Hixcep-
tlonally low rates were quoted, It will
be' remembered, on rails fbr foreign
shipment, so that rails woro\even sold
for delivery In Asia Minor at a price
$5 or $0 below the price charged at the
factories to American purchasers. To
help themselves out the manufacturers
secured railroad freight rates on steel
for .export at a discount of one-jjjjrd
below domestic rates.

It appears now that; the December
exports were 20 per cent larger than
the exports of December, 1902, 17 per
cent larger than those for November,
1003, and in per cent larger than the
average for. the first eleven months of
last year.

Taking steel rails alone, it ,appears
that the December exports were $203,-
741 as against $21,210 In December,
1002, ?1SO,OOO in November, 1903, and
an average of $06,700 for the flrst elev-
en months of 1003.

The increase Is noteworthy, but it is
,hnrdly sufficient to answer positively
the question as to whether a sufficient-
Iy large market for our surplus steel
products can be obtained abroad to
bring our exports again up to the rec-
ord figure of $120,633,000 for the cal-
endar year 1000. ,,:

Statute of Limitations Not Applicable
The statute of limitations has of late

been brought much Into requisition as
the means of shielding alleged often'd-
ers from the consequences of their dere-
lictions. It Is therefore interesting,
whether or not It Is important, to know,
that it is not applicable, at least within
the jurisdiction of the supreme court
of the state of New Xork, to breach of
promise cases. i

it appears from the record of the
case in question that in 1882 Edward
Graecon promised Miss Caroline Smyth
to marry her "within a reasonable
time." She waited patiently until the
spring of 1902 and then called upon
Graecon to fulfill his promise. When
he refused to marry her she brought
suit for ?3o,000 for breach of promise.
To this claim Graecon's attorneys filed
a demurrer wherein the original con-
tract was admitted, but the plea was
made rtfot the lady was a trifle tardy
in insisting upon compliance with the
contract and that in consequence of

•utributory negligence on her part the
goods which led the defendant to make
the contract in the first place had suf-
fered some detriment through the rav-
ages of time. But an attempt to ap,-
ply the- statute of limitations would not
work in this case. The court ruled

'that Graecon's demurrer was not well
founded and overruled It, saying that
had the contract of marriage fixed a
particular day for the ceremony the
defendant's refusal to perform the con-
tract on that day might have preclud-
ed plaintiff's demand for performance
twenty years inter, but as no specific
time Was fixed plaintiff's readiness to
perform her part of the contract at
any and all times since may be deemed
to have continued, as she alleges it has.
Her charms may have somewhat de-
preciated, but this gives the dilatory
and faithless suitor no ground for shel-
ter behind the much employed statute
of limitations.

The Price of Beef.
The recent statements of the secre-

tary of agriculture regarding the pres-
ent price of beef on the hoof nnd the
prices that are'eharged by the retailers
Indicate that there is a big "rakeoff"
somewhere. .In fact, Mr. Wilson does
not leave the consumer to draw any
vague deductions. He makes the ex-
plicit statement that "beef should he
20 per cent cheaper to the consumer
than It is now."

The small independent dealers have
been eliminated In most cities, nnd In
their places wo find the direct distrib-
uting; agents of the packers. '

Tlte Birth of Advertisements.
The first pariodlcnl newspaper of tbt

English press appeared in 1622, but
advertisements were not developed till
1047. In April of the hitter year was
published No. 13 of "Perfect Qcour-
rencies of Every Dale Journal! In Par-
liament and Other Moderate . Intelli-
gence," which contained the following
announcement:

"A Book applauded by the Clergy of
England, called 'The Divine Right of
Church Government,' collected by »un-
dry emliient Ministers in the CItle of
London,, corrected and augmented Jn
many places, with n brlefe Reply to
certain 'Queries against the Mlnlstcry
of England; Is printed and published
for Joseph Hunscot and George Cal-
vert and Are to be sold at Stationer's
Hall and at -the 'Golden Fleece' In the
Old Change."

The London Gazette was the first
newspaper to publish commercial ad-
vertisements, which soon began to oc-
cupy so much space that the proprie-
tors, not wishing to "charge the Ga-
zette with advertisements unless they
be matters of State," Issued a Special
Advertisement Supplement, "printed
apart and recommended to the( Publlck
by another hand."

Older still Is an advertisement In a
black letter Dutch paper of an auction
of sugar, ivory and tobacco held at
the close of 102G.

Shaking Hft'ndn.
The custom of shaking hands origi-

nated in the ancient practice of.adver-
saries grasping the weapon hand dur-
ing a truce* as a precaution against
treachery. When twft friends met they
extended their weapon hands to each
other as a sign that there was no need
to stand on the defensive, and a band-
shake wns but the natural outcome of
a hearty and vigorous grasp.

Shaking hands appears to.have be^
come usual In the middle ages. Qrarp-
ing hands made its appearance in early
.times as a legal net symbolic of the1

parties joining in compact, peace -or
friendship. This Is well seen in mar-
riage, where the hand grasp was part
of the ancient Hindoo ceremony, as
was the "dextrarum junctio" of Rome,
which has passed Into the Christian
rite. We see- It also used as a mere salu-
tation, as where the tiresome acquaint-
ance met b y Horace in his stroll along
the Via Sacra selxed his hand.

Giving the right hind of fellowship
(Galatiftns 11, 9) passed naturally Into a
salutation throughout Christendom.

A; Great Old Castle.
Iiaby castle, the seat of Lord Bar-

nard, is a famous old structure. On the
ground floor is a mighty hall Into
which one might drive a coach. Above
it runs a dining chamber ninety feet In
length and thlrty-slx In breadth. It re-
mains today as it -stood in the days
when the burous for whose entertain-
ment it was fashioned were almost the
paramount power in the land. Seven
IMindred of tbe mightiest and noblest
in the kingdom dined simultaneously in
this ball when the warlike Nevilles
were established at Eaby castle. The
ancient chamber is good for as many
today, and there is accommodation
enough for the cooking.
