IT FLOATS.

As to Steel Trust Profit*.
Some new light may be shed on the

affairs and methods of t the United
States Steel corporation by the action
which has Just been begun by Alfred
F. Stevens of Newark, N. J., to discov-
er why dividends are denied to holders
of the company's common stock. It
appeal's that Mr. Stevens is acting from
a matter of principle rather than from
any great financial interest he has, for
it is said that he owns only twenty
shares of the common stock. He claims
that 160,000,000 surplus has accumulat-
ed since the United States Steel corpo-
ration was formed in 1901 and that the
stockholders' dividends were reduced in
October last and in January this year
stopped entirely. He asserts that the
officers have by their action violated
tlie terms of the corporation's charter
and decreased the market value of the
common stock. In his bill he alleges
that the earnings of the company were
greatly In excess of the amount earned
in 1901, when the regular dividend, at
the rate of 4 per cent per annum, was
declared quarterly.

Mr. Stevens insists that there is a
twofold object in his suit—to learn why
the corporation stopped payments ob
the common stock and what is to be-
come of the $66,000,000 surplus, which,
he claims, is thus made a trust fund
for the benefit of the preferred share-
holders. As to the first point, the com-
pany will doubtless say that it was~un-
r.iae in the present condition ot its
business to pay dividends; as' to the
latter, that it Is wise .to lay by some-
thing for a rainy day.

Whatever may be said or done, the
thousands of holders of Steel common
will be scarcely less interested than Mr,
Stevens' himself in the outcome ot the
litigation that he has instituted. It is
a matter also In which the general pub-
lic has a keen interest

The recent accident to the guns o£
the battleship Iowa raises a question
wliether the .older guns of the navy
are strong enough to withstand smoke-
less powder. It would be a big ex-
pense to the government if a general
rearmament of our ships were found
to be necessary, but nothing could be
more fatal to the efficiency of the navy
than to have the men lose confidence in
their guns.

Flag l iaw Declared Invalid.
For a number of years certain patri-

otic associations hare been making an
effort to secure state legislation against
the desecration or improper use of the
national flag, and in several states,
notably In New York and Illinois, their
efforts have been successful.

The New York law, which was pass-
ed by the legislature, last year, has
just been declared unconstitutional by
the supreme court of the state. It it
to be noted, however, that the law Is
held to be unconstitutional in so far
only as it relates to the use of the flag
in advertising devices and on trade la-
bels. As the case grew out of the use
of cigar box labels which included the
national Sag in the design, the pre-
sumption 1B that the supreme court
does not regard such use of the flag as
a desecration of the national emblem.
In fact, the majority opinion says spe-
cifically that there is nothing in the
use of the flag as a trademark that
suggests the idea that it Is degraded or
belittled.

The decision naturally attracts public
attention to similar statutes in force in
other states. In 1899 the legislature Of
Illinois, says the Chicago Record-Her-
ald, passed an act declaring it to be un-
lawful for any person, firm, organlza-.
tlon or corporation to use or display the
national flag or emblem or any draw-
ing, .lithograph, engraving, daguerreo-
type,' photograph "or likeness of the
same as a medium for advertising any
goods, wares, merchandise, publica-
tion, public entertainment of any char-
acter or for qny other purpose Intended
to promote the Interests of such per-
son, firm, corporation or organization.
Prosecutions for violations of the act
may be brought by any person in the
name of the people, and the penalty Is
a fine of not less than $10 nor more
than $100 and coBts, in default of
which the offender must go to jail. The
law has been In force since July 1,~
1899;

Throughout the country there is un-
questionably a strong sentiment against
the "Improper use" of the national
emblem, but as to what constitutes an
Improper use of .the flag there is ob-
viously 1 wide difference of ooinlnn.
