. Railroads aud Immigration.
. According to the statement of the

chairman of the Western Passenger
association, the great increase in im-
migration during 1U03 was due largely
to the inducements offered by the rail-
roads to settlers on the farm lands in
the northwest, the southwest and the
far west.* Nearly all the large railway
systems, it is said, have their agents
in Europe drumming up immigrants.

When the -question of restricting im*.
migration by imposing an educational
test was before the last congress, rep-
resentatives of several large western
roads were heard in opposition to i t
They did not say that the proposed re-
striction would interfere with the work
the roads are doing iu planting settlers
on their own lands or on other un-
tilled lands in the regions traveled by
their lines. It was claimed then that
the railroads were hard put to it to get
all the common labor they needed and
.that it would be an injui-y to them to
cut off the European supply In whole
or part.

The railroads do not now feel ua
prosperous as they did two years ago.
They have not the need of labor that
they had then or that their officers
said they had. Immigration is stimu-
lated now not to get labor, but to get
settlers, and also to got the sums which
they pay for their transportation. It
has been surmised that as the steam-
ship lines solicit immigration because
they make money out of it, so many
railroads are governed by the same
motive.

It will be admitted that un immigrant
plauted on a western farm is a desira-
ble acquisition, but that is not neces-
sarily true of an immigrant who, when
he' lands, plunges into the overcrowded
slums of a great city a-nd stays there
either because he prefers to stay- or
has not the money with which to make"
his escape. Only a small proportion of
the steerage passengers of 19U3 appear
to have found their way. to the fat-
west. While 4.T7S settled iu Colorado.
2,43s in Texas, G,!107 in Washington
aud ".Ulili in Oregou, 2.j4,4-i3 made
their homes in New York, 177,100 in
Pennsylvania a«d U.J.737 iu Massachu-
setts.

If, as claimed, last year's increase in
immigration was due largely to the ef-
forts of tile railroads, the roads did
much mure to increase the population
of the large cities of the east than of
the rural districts of the west'. Il is
possible that their efforts brought more
undesirable thaii desirable immigrants
to this country. At all events railruud
and steamship companies should let
the matter of Immigration resulate
itself and not attempt to stimulate and
direct it to promote their, seliish Inter-
ests.

What to do with cr I'm- the superannu-

uU'il clerks iu tlie government service
is a question that Is perplexing con-'
gross mid will continue to be more per-
ploxinj; with e'ach passing year until
it Is settled. On the rolls of the vari-
ous departments are large numbers of
men and women whose working" days
are over, but who are still paid salaries,
being held in their positions by. the
general theory of tenure during good
behavior and whose dismissal without
some provision for their declining
years Is a stop, from which bureau
chiefs naturally shrink. So they are.
kept in the service long after the peri-
od of their usefulness and efficiency has
ceased.

Tho idea of a civil pension list is not
popular In tills country, and there is
small prospect of Its establishment.
There is a general sentiment that gov-
ernment clerks as a body receive high-
er pay for less work than any other
class of employees, and it is quite uni-
versally held that they are in no sense
entitled to protection by the govern-
ment from the Inevitable consequences
of their own misfortune or improvi-
dence. The' expense of the military
pensions is , heavy and increasing,.
which furnishes another argument
against pensions for a favored class of
civilians- whoso lot at tho worst ia
easier than that of most wage earners

I anil whose duties involve none \if the
risks inseparable from the iflllltary"
and naval services.

Nevertheless the operations of the
civil service regulations are producing
a large army of superannuated and
wornout eluployees for whose support
some provision will apparently be nec-
essary. After devoting the best years
of their lives to the public service they

^cannot well. b'*.turned out In old ago
to shift for thi'mselvcs, even though it.
be their own fault that they have not
acquired u competency for declining
years.

Thus is presented the ultimate UP.COH;
sity of providing some form of reliet
for superannuated employees without
crippling the public sorvlea.or.unduly
draining the public purse. A plan has*
been suggested by the civil service
commission which seems feasible. It
is proposed to establish by law a regu-
lar civil pension list to provide for the!
retirement under certain conditions of.]
all persons in the classified service and,
to require all employees entering thut;
service to. pay out of their salaries a
monthly premium sufficient to pay
their pensions after retirement iThls
would mean eventually a scheme of
mutual insurance which would be self
supporting and entail upon the govern-
ment only the expense of collecting and
disbursing the funds and keeping the
books,
