
SHIP ABLAZE IN A STORM
Fourteen Perish In a Disastei

Off the Pacific Coast.

VESSEL FINALLY BROUGHT TO P0E1

The Queen, With Remainder of Her 20C
Paiiengers, Reachei Port Townjonc
After « Harrowing Experiencef-Stor>
of Struggle With Storm and Flames.

Port Townsond, Wash., Feb. 2fy-Th«
' steamer Queen after a burrowing ex-
porlence has put in bere to report' tht
loss of fourteen lives. The steamer L
In a badly damaged condition, the
greater part of her upper deck and
much of her atern being burned out.

Ten of those who lost their lives were
spilled out of the small boats. Thrw
men, waiters on the vessel, were suffo-
cated before they could reach the outei
air from their bunks in the after part
of the ship, and one woman tiled latei
from exposure.

According to the stories told by pas-
sengers and the yrew, the vessel wa&
off Tillamook nnd about thirty miles
from land when the fire was discover-
ed. There was a heuvy seu on, and the
ship wag pitching badly. When smoke
was discovered coining out of the social
hall on the after main deck of the ves-
sel, the e»ew was immediately hurried
out and the small boats manned, while
Jhe stewards went from cabin to cabin
waking up the passengers.

Lifeboats Capsize,
When Captain Cousins discovered the

extent of the fire, which embraced prac-
tically all the roar portion of the ves-
sel, he Immediately ordered the life-

t boats Iftunched. . Fourj tilled with wo-
men and children and sufficient men to
nan them, were dropped over from the
windward side of the vessel, each con-
taining about sixteen people. The first
boat Capsized almost as soon as it
touched the water by getting undet
the stern of tliji, ship. All the passen-
gers In this were rescued by the othei
•mall boats with the exception of Miss
Stelner, a first class passenger, who
was drawn under the ship when the •
boat; capsized. The second boat cap-
sized while being lowered. There were
no passengers in it at the time, but *
the crew of four men were spilled out
and lost. A third boat filled about hall.
a mile from the Queen, and all but foui
of its passengers and crew were res
cu«d by the other small craft In the
vicinity. '

The lifeboats thatjwpre_A)aled-8atei,v
and two -rafts that were thrown ovet
to pick up any who might be thrown

. into the water remained In the vicini-
ty of tlie burning vessel and within
view of it while the -fire was being
fought by the crew.

The passengers and those of the crew
who remained on board continued theli
fight against the flames with increasing
success until at T:40 in the morning
the fire was brought under control.
When it was thought the danger from
fire was past Captain Cousins recalled

-the lifeboats, and the occupants were
taken aboard.

The passengers say that everything
possible was' done by Captain Cousins.
Had it not been necessary to send oft
the boats not a life would have been
lost, but as It was dark when the fire
started and it was Impossible to light
the vessel or to confine the women to
their staterooms it was absolutely nec-
essary to send them away to avoid a
panic.

Were It not for the fact that the cap-
tain, crew and passengers behaved with
the utmost coolneRs.the vessel undoubt-
edly would have been destroyed and the
loss of life enormous. The vessel car-

. rled more than 200 passengers.'

N«gro Rescued at Great Cost.
New Orleans, Feb. 20.—For the first

time in.the'lMstory of the south a negro
murderer has been rescued by a govern-
or from nn infuriated mob and after an
expenditure of $250,000 removed to a
place of safety. This extraordinary
work was accomplished by Governor
James K. Vnrduman of Mississippi, re-
cently elected on an antlnegro platform
and who declared his approval of the
lynching of persons who assaulted wo-
men in the south.

Washington, Feb. 2O.—The Blsmcre

hotel, at 1400-1408 H street, northwest,
has been damaged to the extent of $10,-
000 by fire. The whole Interior was
ruined or damaged by water and smoke,
^evcral congressmen, including Messrs.
Klutz, Pou, Steenerson and Small, Were
among the guests at the house, and
these, with the other occupants, were
obliged to find shelter elsewhere until
repairs are made.

A PLEA FOR JUSTICE.

Booker T. Washington Deprecatas Ne-
\ -> {fro Burnings,
j Birmingham, Ala.. Feb. aft.—The Age-
Herald today publishes the following
Jatter from Booker T. Washington:

"Within the last fortnight three
members of my race have been burned
at the stake. Of these one was a wo-
man. Not one of the three WHS charged
with any crime even remotely connect-
«d with the abuse of a white woman.
In every case murder was the sole nc-1

cusation. All of these burnings took
place in broad dnyllght, and two of
them occurred on Sunday afternoon In

Sight of a Christian church.
"In the midst of the nation's busy

and prosperous life few, I' fear, take
time to consider whither these brutal
and Inhuman practices are leading.
The custom of- burning human beings
has become so common as scarcely to
exolte interest or uttract unusual atten-
tion. I hace always been among those
who condemn In the strongest terms
crimes of whatsoever character com-
mitted by members "of my race, and I
condemn tlien'i now with equal sever-
ity, bqt I maintain that the only pro-
tection) of our civilization is a fair and
calm trial of all people charged wlt\i
crime'and.In..tliejj-..legaljjuntshment If
proved guilty. There la no shadow of
excuse for departing from legal meth-
ods in tlie cases of individuals accused
of murder. The laws are, as a rule,
made by the white people and their ex-
ecution by the bands of the white peo-
ple, so that there Is little probability of
any guilty colored man escaping.

"These burnings without trial are in
the deepest muse unjust to my race,
but It is not this Injustice alone which
stirs my heart. These barbarous scenes,
followed-as- they arc by the publication
of the shocking details, are more dis-
graceful nnd degrading to the people
who' Inflict the punishment than to
those who receive it.

"If the law Is disregarded when a ne-
gro Is concerned it will soon be disre-
garded when a white man Is concerned,
and, besides, the rule of the mob de-
stroys the friendly- relations which
should exist between the races and in-
jures and interferes with the material
prosperity of the communities con-
cerned.

"Worst of all, these outrages take
place in communities where are Chris-
tian churches, in the midst of people
who have their Sunday schools, their
Christian Endeavor, societies and Young
Men's Christian associations, where col-
lections are taken up for sending mis-
sionaries to Africa and China andjhe
rest of the so called heathen world, is
.It not possible for pulpit 'and'press to
speak out against these burnings In a
manner that shall arouse a public sen-
timent that will compel the rtiob to
cease Insulting our courts, our govern-
ors nnd our legal authority, eease-brlng-
ing shame and ridicule upon our Chris-
tian civilization?"

CUBAN ELECTIONS.

A Quiet Polling In the Island For Con-
' gressional Delegates.

Havana, Feb. 29.—According to re-
ports from the first congressional elec-
tions in ' the island under Cuban aus-
pices, —the—RepubHcims-elected—nil oT
their congressmen in the larger cities
and provincial councilors In Santa Cla-
ra province, a majority of those in Ma-
tanzns province, while In Plnar del Rio
they were divided. The Liberal Nation-
alists won practically everything In Ha-
vana and Santiago provinces, while the
Moderate Liberals prevailed in Puerto
Principe. In Santiago the main contest
was between the Moderate Liberals and
the Radicals.

While the Liberal representation In
the lower house of congress appears to
have been Increased by several seats,
the small Republican majority in the
senate will prevent any radical change
of policies.

Predictions of disturbances at certain
points caused some apprehension, but
so far ns reported nothing unusual oc-
curred.

New White House 8tables Needed.
Washington, Feb. 20.—Because Presi-

dent Roosevelt's valuable horses are
being mined by the damp and un-
healthy White House stables"Secretary
Taf-t of the war department asked for
an appropriation of $90,000 Instead of
$80,000, a former estimate, for new
buildings. The president, who owns all
bis horses, has tried to get along with
the old stable, wlilch was built In Pres-
ident Grant's time.

New Patriotic 8oci«ty. '
Boston, Feb. 20.—The number of na-

tional patriotic organizations Is to be
increased by the organization of an or-
der composed of the grandchildren of
the soldiers who fought on the Union
side during the civil war. I ts founder
Is Mrs. John A. Fowle of Dojgghester,
who was a widely known civil war
nurse.

British Army Estimates.
London, Feb. 20. — War Secretary

Forster's explanatory statement of the
army estimates has been Issued. The
estimates for the coming year will be
$144,000,000 against $172,500,000 last
year. The principal reduction is in this
year's estimates for South Africa,
which total $3,070,000.

Hearst Gets First Delegates.
Cleveland, O., Feb. 29.—At the first

Democratic convention in the United
States to name delegates to the S t
Louis convention, held at Warren, O.,
W. U. Hearst of New York secured the
two delegates, besides getting a strong
Indorsement as the candidate for the
presidency.

Brass and Iron Works Destroyed.
Reading, Ea, Feb. 2O.-Fire in the

big plant of the National Brass and
Iron works here resulted in the entire
destruction of the property* causing a
loss of 1100,000.

After a trial n't Washington lasting
nearly seven weeks all four of the de-
fendants In the postotUee conspiracy
trials were late Friday night found
guilty.

As the Repub-
licans have a large majority in both
branches, General Dick's election is as-,
sured, and the balloting on March 1
will be only a'formality.

After two days and two nights of an-
miated debate and discussion by- na-
tional committees in St. Louis repre-
senting the fusion and the middle of
the road wings of the Populist party
schisms were finally healed and dif-
ferences smoothed over, and the two
political factions agreed to hold joint-
ly the People's party national conven-
tion In Springfield, 111..

War u a Public Educator.
As a partial offset to its evils war la

a great educator. In these days of ca-
ble and wireless telegraph, rapid print-
ing processes and unlimited news gath-
ering enterprise the world Is kept fully
acquainted with the details of military
movements in a manner to familiarize
millions of people with the geographical
facts of far distant regions of which
they • have previously had only the
faintest glimmering of information. •

There was a conspicuous illustration
of this la the case of Admiral Dewey's
victory, <?n. May 1,1898, in the harbor of
Manila. It is safe to say that a few
hours before that memorable stroke
was announced in this country the*
great majority of tho American people
had but the most hazy notion of where
the Philippine Islands were or where
Manila was located. Within a week
the whole country had been informed
in such detail that the lesson was nev-
er forgotten. True, we had an acute
personal Interest in the situation there,
and'the subsequent months of fighting
tfn land pointed tbe lesson with many
painful periods. - ,

So, too, the Boer war widened tho
horizon for vast numbers of people.
Scarcely had the fighting begun than
the mnp of South Africa became as

rammar to tne average person as that
of his own state. Names of places nev-
er before heard were In the mouths of
persons who gathered in places of pub-
lic resort, and in tho social circles wo-
men talked freely and intelligently of
the details of the campaign.

Likewise in 1900 the siege of the le-
gations in I'eklng gave the western
world a close acquaintance with the
geography of that part of Ohlna, and
despite the difficulty of identifying the
names of places, owing to their remark-
able formation, a permanent lesson was
taught The'seene Is now shifted slight-
ly to the cast and north, and we arc
learning more than we ever knew be-
fore about the great Siberian • region,
Manchuria, Korea and Japan. When it
is all over, the world will have added
very much to its store of knowledge.
But for the Russians and Japanese it Is
an expensive way-of Imparting infor-
mation, and, on the whole, the world
would be much better off If it could
learn Its lessons In geography by some
less rapid and more pacific process.

An InBtauce of the Liiw'i Delay.
An extreme illustration of the tra-

ditional law's delay and hazards ap-
pears in a case which has just been con-
cluded in New York after twenty-one
years' lighting in tho courts. In 1882
a railroad brakeinan named Williams
sued the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western railnoad for personal injuries
sustained while In the employ of that
corporation. On the first trial he got a
verdict for $4,000. He has since then
had ilve more trials, at least four differ-
ent appeals, In one of which the court
of appeals reversed itself, and has
finally obtained an» affirmation in all
the appellate tribunals of the last ver-
dict for $4,500. .

There seems little doufi't that such a
case exhibits positive defects in the
prevailing system of jurisprudence.
That a man who by his occupation can
be presumed to be poor was obliged to
fight for twenty-one years to win a
claim which was supported by every.
Jury to wnicn' it was suomitteu is in
itself a positive injustice. Though the
man has finally established his claim,
it seems practically certain that the
amount of the verdict is consumed by
lawyers' fees and court costs and that
he really gets no compensation. The
fact that the court of last resort decid-
ed on one appeal exactly tbe opposite

wiat-ltbadireldmTBTprevlpus ruling"
is calculated to impress the public with
the uncertainty of judicial logic'and to
evoke the sarcasm that justice may be
blind in more than one meaning. The
case is but one of many which demon-
strate the necessity of reform in the
methods of American jurisprudence.
