Canal treaty was ratified by. the Senate by
the overwnelmieg majority of flfi to 14,
the President and hiB Seorotary may well
be congratulated, and all the hard things
said in the long debate against the Ad-
ministration by Senators, who, it'seems
were talking to the galleries, "may be for-
gotten, if not forgiven. The verdiot shows
that the people trust the President; that
he is a "safe" man, and has no desire to
violate international law or the Oonstitu
tlon of the United States. This vote goes
a long way towards restoring politioal
confidence' and rendering more sure the
nomination and election of Theodore
Roosevelt to the Presidency. In antioi-

1 ation of the ratification the President has

een very busy in carefully and earnestly
selecting the best elvil engineers to be
found in the cpnntry to superintend the
actual construction of the canal. He has
wisely dropped mere politicians who wish-
ed lor a place uponche Commission, but
who possessed no practical knowledge of
engineering. The oanal strip, or "zone"
having been ceded to the United States, a
bill has been introduced into the Senate
providing for the government of the new-
ly acquired territory. It 1B proposed to
create a board of threo governors, and
thla will give the President an opportun-
ity to exeroise his knowledge of men.
