FAVOR JAPAN.

Japanese Navy Undor Admiral Togo
Makes Repeated Attacks at Port bAr
thui—-A Clash on Land tnt Northern
Korea, Where Armies Are Massing.

At 2 n. in. on Koli. 24 four destroyers
approached Tort Arthur mid torpedoed
a ship. roHembllnp: the Amur, the result
being- uncertain.

At U:HI) o'clock the same morning
five steamers, stone ITuleh and curry-
ing explosives for the ptirpone of slnk-
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ins them, 'entered the fleld of the ene-
my's seachliirhtK and receiveil ri heavy
tire. All live vessels were sunk, some

- .by their own crews.
The third operation was the rescue

of the crews of-these stetuners by tor-,
pedo boats, protected by a, squadron.

On the night of Ifeb."24 three divi-
. Rions of destroyers searched Tallen-

wim, rijjeon hay and Port Arthur. At
• the lust uauied place they discharged

torpedoes. The result la unknown;
On the nibrn!ii£ of Feb. 2ii" the main

squadron vstood in at Port Arthur and
bombarded It at Ions ranee.

During the last operation a cruiser
squadron, s.coutlnj,', sighted two Rus-
sian destroyers and forced one ashore
at Pigeon bay, where she was de-
stroyed.

An official report received Saturday
says the day lifter the nftempt to block
Port Arthur Japanese torpedo bouts re-
turned thither, but found no Russsian
vessels outside.

On the mornlnpr of Feb. 25 tbe whole
wiuadruii proceeded to Port Arthur and
observed tbe Bayan. Askold and No-
vik outside. The .THpnnese attacked
at long range, anil the Russian sliips
entered the harbor, thus Indicating,
that the passage wns unobstructed.

Admiral Togo is still before Port Ar-
thur.

The appointment of General Kuro-
patkin to direct command in the field
has been received with enthusiasm, and
bis leadership inspires complete con-
fidence that there will .UP no mistakes
and that Russian arms will be carried
to success on land.

The allegation Is made, according to
this .dispatch from Port Al'thur, that
the^Japiinese have dethroned the em-
p"eror of Korea and annexed the coun-
try.

The railway administration has plac-
ed two trains, each of eighteen cars,
stationary at Halny, to remove to the
north the hospitals, the officials and

- Mines have been laid at Dalny sev-
enteen miles from the shore.

Neutral vessels which arrived after
tbe hostilities began experienced great
difficulty in clearing from that port.

Missionaries report that tbe Japa-
nese landed in force nt I'olssiet bay on
last Friday having light artillery, .and
immediately'began operations against
Hunchan, the main city on the road to
Ivirin from the east coust of Manchu-
ria. Refugees began-to arrive in Kirin
last Sunday, and on Monday, the mis-
sionaries say, tbe officers of the Russo
Chinese bank removed all the specie
to Kwangchengtsl, where n'mnncrclal
interests are seeking safety and de-
fense. When tbe • missionaries arrived
in Kwangchengtsi on Tuesday troop*
were eomin,' south from Harbin with
inarching orders for Kirln.

The first land engagement between
tbe Russians and the Japanese is said
to have occurred on Saturday about a
mile north of Plngynng.

A squadron of Cossacks coming from
the direction of Anjn, about thirty miles
to the northeast, appeared on the Seoul
road find were met by n body of Japa-
nese infantry, who had been warned of
the Anemy'B approach by outposts.

The Japanese opened fire on the ad-
vancing cavalry, who at once turned
about and fled in the direction of Anju.

'The Japanese plan of campaign It be-
ing pushed forward steadily. For a
number of 0ays past transports, almost
entirely unescorted, have been arriving
at Chemulpo, while the landing of
troops at various plnc.es has been equal-
ly successful.

Piugyang is now tbe center of opera-
tions In northwestern Korea, A large
body of Japanese troops with many
guns Is encamped there. They are
faced by a huge force of Russians, esti-
mated to be 30,000 to 40,000 in number,
with fifty guns, who have crossed the
Yalu river during the past week and
are now in touch with their advance
body nt Anjti.

All of the foreign and Japanese houses
have been requisitioned for the qunrter-
ing of troops, the owners being paid fio
wnts a day for officers and 21)-cents a
day for soldiers. ' •

The soldiers remain only .until the
trains, which run at Intervals of every
few hours, tike them to Seoul, a short
distance away.

Hague Decision of Venezuela (<u»e.
While the award of the high tribunal

of The Hague In the Veilraiiela case
nnwt perforce be accepted in good
grace, it Is not at i)ll to me liking of
Americans^ For a clear conception of
the meaning of tbe decision an accurate
knowledge of the contention from the
beginning Is requisite. The record' of
the case, briefly stated, £ollow.s:

Early In December, 1902, Germany and
Great Britain, weary of Prealdent Cas-
tro's blustering methods o£ responding .to
tho demands tor payment of their claims,
amounting to something, llk.e $600,000
apiece, assembled a fleet of war vessels off
the eoast of Venezuela and began a forci-
ble blockade of Puerto Cabello. Castro at
once appealed to the United States for
proteetton under tho Monroo doctrine.
The "Washington government replied that
it had notified the German. and English
governments that no objection would be
made to the forclblo collection of their
debts BO lung as no permanent acquisi-
tion of Venezuelan territory was contem-
plated. Itfily subsequently Joined the
blockading powers, and after the blockade
hud been established President Roosevelt
Was appealed to by the powers to arbi-
trate the case. He declined and urged
reference or It to The Hague tribunal.

This wns agreed to by Venezuela and
the blockading'and other powers that had'
elalms against Venezuela. Minister Bow-
en, acting for Venezuela, went to Wtish-
hiKtun early In 1803 and there drew up
with the ambassadors of Germany, Great
Britain and Italy the protucol containing
the terms In which tlie case was to be
placed before Tin; Hague tribunal. These
protocols were" subsequently signed by the
United States, France, Spain. Mexico and
other neutral claimants who had not
sought to collect their debts by force. In
accepting the protocols and as a condi-
tion of raising the blockade Venezuela
agreed to pay certain sums In cash. In
live monthly Installments, as Indemnity.
All other claims were referred to The
Hague for adjudication.

T-he Hague tribunal has mm render-
ed Us decision, which accords prefer-
ential privileges to tho three powers,
(treat Brltahi, Germany and Italy, In
the collection of their claims against
Venezuela. It did not pass directly
upon the question of using force as a
means of collecting such debts, but
Jmscd its decision upon the technical
point that the negotiations at Washing-
ton gave the blockading powers a pref-
erence that no other action could an-'
mil. Wayne 'MncVeagh, who repre-
sented the Vnlted States before the tri*
htinal, says of tbe decision:

The judges having placed this construc-
tion on the preliminary negotiations In
January, 1303, It necessarily-followed that
they- would not feel themselves at liberty
to decide on the questions which we rais-
ed as tu the character of the warlike
operations of the blockading- powers or
whether they exhausted all pacific means
to avoid the necessity of employing force.
They have therefore decided that the pre-
liminary negotiations for raising the
blockade gave the allies the right to have
their claims paid without reference to the
claims of other nations.

Tlie^Wkjisiun in effect confers a re-
wai'uof Tiipiit upon three powerful nil'-"
tlons for going to war wltb a weak
little Spanish-American republic, torn
by civil_conyulslona,_to collect money
claims and damages which had never
been subjected to any Impartial exam-
ination. Practically the court saldtbat1

by blockading tbe ports of Venezuela,
sinking her gunboats and bombarding
her land defenses these three,1 powers
followed a course so meritorious, as
compared with the United States,
France, Mexico, Spain and other claim-
ant nations, wliich refrained from hos-
tile demonstrations, that they are enti-
tled to preferential treatment over the
other creditors, fp Is in fact a direct
encouragement to. European powers to
unite In a blockading enterprise as of-
ten as they may chiitn to bave money
due them from South. American repub-
lics. It directly encourages, tbe repeti-
tion of sucb disquieting international
incidents as, the sordid little campaign
against Venezuela and Is likely to fos-
ter even more serious complications.
On the whole tbe decision is one not
calculated to be-ighten respect on this
side of the Atlantic for the judicial
wisdom and fairness of the high court
of The Hague or to encourage the sub-
mission to it of cases In which Ameri-
can states are interested parties.

Now Dig the tircut Ditch.
The diplomatic details of the build-

Ing of the Isthmian waterway having
been completed by the ratification of
the canal treaty with the new republic
of Panama, the way is now clear for
the digging of the great ditch * whiclf-
shall connect the waters of two ocen^ei"
For half a century or more the Ameri-
can people have dreamed of the time
when their ships should pass unlnter1'
ruptedly from one to the other of thesu
oceans through tbe narrow neck of land
Joining the two continents, and It Is
now with satisfaction that they note
the prospect of an early beginning of
the great work.

It Is a stupendous task which" this
government has undertaken and calls
for tbe outlay of vast sums of money
and tbe exercise of great engineering
•kill. The engineering; phase of the
work Is now the "all important one.
The first problem to be confronted Is
not tbe digging, but sanitation. The
late George S. Morlson, who was a
member of tbe commission which re-
ported on the relative merits of the two
routes and who held first rank In this
country and others as an engineer, was
of the opinion that at least two years
would be required In simply preparing
to begin—that is, In sanitating the Isth-
mus, in making detailed surveys, draw-
Ing up complete plans and specifica-
tions nnd forming the complete organ-
ization necessary for carrying forward
the work. He said:

The filth of 400 yearn must be taken from
under tho houses and dumped somewhere
In the Pacific or Atlantic. The Isthmus,
which has been occupied for 400 yearn,
practically has not a water pipe In It.
There is plenty of excellent water, but It
must bo brought to thu towns and to ev-
ery place there, and people must be com-
pelled to use it instead of drinking from
the swamps. 1̂

In regard to the difficulties of the
sanitation problem, it, wrfs the oplnfon
of Mr. Morison*i'hftt-one-vof the benefi-
cent effects of our war with Spain was
to teach us how to occupy tropical hinds
In such n way as to get good results.
"The clly of Panama," he said, "Is a
pest hole, but It has nevtV been as bad
as Santiago formerly was, and (here is
no reason why Panama should not be
as Ueallhy as Santiago Is now." The
first condlllon, he urged, was absolute
military occupation, With the>j*aniecon-
trol (or nollce, sanitation* anil oyery-
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thing else that we had in Cuba." That
the government shares tbe opinion of
Mr. Morlson on this point is evinced by
tbe sending of additional troops to the
lstUmus to aid In the work of sanita-
tion;

Just what was meant by the czar by
the 'statement In Ills "supreme mani-
festo" that herculean efforts had been
made to "consolidate tranquillity In the
far east" it Is dlfllcult to understand.
It is presumed, however, that the tran-
quillity which Russia sought to "consol-
idate" by seizing upon a large province
of China, violating her pledges to evac-
uate it at a specific time, filling It with
Russian soldiers and in every practical
way making its occupation a menace to
China, Japan and Korea, is the same
sort of tranquillity whlcU was "consol-
idated" in Poland and is being "consol-
idated" in Finland.

It is stated that a universal peace so-
ciety has asked the president of the
tlnlteiLsiates to Intervene In the Russo-
Japanese conflict, but it Is not believed*
that President Roosevelt will go fur-
ther than to insist that we shall be. in-
formed in case the belligerents find
those open ports at Mukden and An-
tung.

The Japanese consul at New York re-
marks that one of the most useful
things that his countrymen Have learn-
ed from us is David Harum's Golden
Rule, which, it will be recalled, runs
this way: "Do to others is they'd do to
you. but do It fust." And the Japs ap-
pear to have put it promptly into prac-
tice.

It-will-be quite in accord with Rus-
sia's diplomatic; methods to do some-
thing to China to provoke British hos-
tility in order to drag France into, the
conflict as her active ally. France pos-
sesses the second largest navy in the
world, and warships are much needed
by the Russians. ;

Convict Lnti'or In I'ennsylvpinia.
The people and officials of Washing-

ton county, Pa., are well pleased with
the plan of working jail prisoners on
the public roads, wliich has been In op-
eration about two months and ha:*
proved its feasibility and advantages,
says I food Roads Maguzlne. The pris-
oners are pleased with it also and wel-'
come the days when they march to tbe
stone quarries or the roads. They of
course receive no pay for their work,
but their fines are remitted, so that
they only have to work out their time
sentences. The work is done nnder
contract with the township of South
Strabane, which pays $2 a day. for the
services of the necessary guards, fur-
nishes dinner to the prisoners and pays
transportation charges if the work in
more than two .lnileff̂ from the jail. It
costs tlie township about 15 cents a
IK'rch for quarrying the stone, which Is
then crushed by a stone crusher and
placed on the roads by the prisoners.

old method of working out the road
tax by the farmers and with far better
results, us the muds so built are perma-
nently improved.

Our Trr.de With Russia.
Attention is allied to me extent of

our trade with Russia and the possible
effect ol! the present hostilities upon
that trade by the fact that the agent in
the United States of the Great Yarl-
slavl Cotton Manuftiloturing company
of Moscow, the largest concern of Its
kind in Russia, has been obliged to
cancol large orders for cotton machin-
ery In this country on account of the
war with Japan. It is bis prediction
that the war will have a most disas-
trous effect upon commerce betweer
Russia and tbe United States.

According to latest figures obtainable
the total commerce between these coun-
tries in ,1903 exceeded $30,000,000.
American* exports to Russia aggregated
$20,000,000, or more than'double those
of 1901.1 This Increase of more than
100 perVcent is especially significant
when It Is remembered that exports to
Europe as a whole show a slight de-
creuse. Our exports to the United
Kingdom In 1003, for example, are $55,-
000,000 below those of 1901.

The chief growth of our exports to
Russia In tho last two years has been
In cotton, agricultural Implements, cop-
per and naval stores. Raw cotton, of
which our exportations to Russia in the
fiscal year 1901 were less than $2,500,-
000, showed in the fiscal year 1903 a
total export to that country of over
$8,000,000. Agricultural implements
have, grown from $1;692,597 to $3,036,-
145 and manufactures of copper jump-
ed from $700,724 to $1,364,272.

Thus it Is apparent that the United
States has considerable at stake in the
war between Russia and Japan and
that while there may^he an increased
demand for our foodstuffs in tbe event
of a prolonged conflict we are likely to
sustain losses in other lines of trade
more than offsetting any gain which
might accrue from the war.

Tallc of an Early Adjournment*
The announcement made in Washing-

ton that congress is preparing to ad-
journ as early as the 1st of May will
not displease the American people, who
are perfectly -willing that their law-
makers should take a rest. An ad-
journment thus oarly woumTglve both
political parties an opportunity to go
over the work of the present session
thoroughly before the national conven-
tions meet and bring the record to beat,
m its entirety on tbe platforms. More-,
over, members of the hpuse seeking re-
nomlnation would be able to take per-
sonal command of their campaigns at
home all the sooner, and that is a point
of importance in a spirited contest.

The work of the session is well un-
der way, and all that will be accom-
plished should easily be competed' by
the 1st of May. With the Panama
canal matter out of the way, there re-
mains little to be done besides voting
the regular appropriation bills, and
these are well advanced. Several meas-
ures of moment are on the stocks, but
just preceding a presidential campaign
nobody expects them to be launched.
The tariff revision and the shipping
biff are sure to go over until the next
congress. The service pension bill, if
it emerges from the committee room,
will at least encounter difficulties, anil
the Foraker trust measure is as good
as dead so far as this session is con-
cerued. The way Beems clear for tbe
speedy passage of tbe supply bllla, and,
though some of them may provoke
partisan discussion, they need hardly
dela^the session beyond the date Indi-
cated for adjournment.
