
AGAINST THE MERGER
Government Said to Have W o n

Northern Securities Case.

I0EMAL AHNOTTNOEMEIJT AWAITED

Report From an Authoritative Source
8aya That Nine Justices Have Agreed
That the Merger Is Illegal In an Opin
Ion Written by Chief Justice Fuller.

•Washington, March 7.—One of the
highest government officials snys that
toe bplnlon in the Northern Securities
easel hus been written and that it is in
favor of the government.

He asserts that five justices of the
supreme court have united in deciding
the merger was illegal, -and it is under-
stood Chief Justice Puller has written
the prevailing opinion.

It is asserted with confidence that
•within a day. at the most the decision
in 'this famous case will be formally
announced, the decision of the court
now being in the government printing
office. It Is further said- that othe deci-
sion will have a sweeping effect'upon
corporations other than railways and
that the court, once for all, has gone
to the root of the entire question as to
•what constitutes restraint of trade and
as to what acts prove the creation of a
monopoly in commerce.

The report of the merger decision
cannot he confirmed, but the man who
is authority for the statement has ac-
curate sources of Information and
could hardly be misled as to the opin-
ion of the court. Joined with the story
that Chief Justice Fuller has written
the prevailing opinion is a rumor that
Justice Day has written a minority
opinion which will be joined in by. two
or three of the members of the court.
This also cannot he confirmed, but it is
said the court stands either five to four
or six to three in deciding against the
Hill-Morgan merger.

A railroad attorney discussing the
result in the Arlington, says that the
Securities corporation has provided
against an adverse decision and that
the directors of the Great Northern
and Northern Pacific will be able to so
shape things as to run the roads in
common interests'. This, he said, can
he done under different boards of di-
rectors controlled by J. J. Hill, J. Pier-
moat Morgan and their associates. As-
suming that the court has decided
aicalnat the corporation, this attorney
says, nothing in its opinion, he thinks,
can prevent the controlling stockhold-
ers from practically carrying out their
original plan to a great extent at least

Dual Stopped by a Blister.

Cuban Sugar Sells Well.
Havana, March 7.—Sugar has touch-

ed 4 cents a pound at Matanzas. Cu-
ba's total sugar product this year is
expected to reach 1,200,000 tons, and
one-third of this amount already has
been sold at an average price ""of 1.81
cents a pound. This is the first time
that such a large proportion of the
crop has been sold so early. All the
sugar to be manufactured during
March has been sold. The sugar now
selling is for April delivery.

New York Democratio Convention.
Albany, N. 1*., March 7.—Ex-Senator

Hill once more asserted his control of
the Democratic party in this state in
the meeting of the state committee .here
when he mustered twenty-six votes to
Charles F. Murphy's twentyrfhree. The
test came on the question of seating
•William H. Fltzpatriek, the committee-
man from Brie county. There was no
open fight on the place for and date of
holding the state convention, which will
be in this city on April 18.

Potomao Ice Dynamited.
Washington, March 7. — Dynamite

has been successfully employed in
breaking up the heavy, compact ice In
the Potomac river above the Three
Sisters, several miles from the city.
Tbe work will be continued for sev-
eral days, with a view to having the
narrow channel reasonably clear so as
to avoid a threatened flood at Wash-
ington when the thaw In the upper
river and mountain streams sets in.

Velei Defeats Reyes.
Bogota, March 7.—The final result of

the presidential election is that,.though
General Joaquln Veless has a majority
of eleven votes over General Raphael
Reyes, the fact must be officially de-
clared by the electoral committee on
July 8 next. Calm prevails here.

TWO THEATERS BURNED.
Elmira, N. Y , Has Bad

dlarism Suspeoted.
Elmira, N. Y., March 7.—Fire broke

out in a cigar factory .under the Ly-
ceum theater at 11:18 o'clock last
night, and soon the entire block was a
mass of flames. It started from a nat-
ural gas explosion, it is claimed. The
Lyceum theater, one of the Reis cir-
cuit holmes and owned by Colonel D.
C. Robinson, was totally destroyed;
loss, $68,000. The rest of the block
was badly gutted, and the loss will be
over $50,000. The Elks' lodge rooms
were totally destroyed. Henry Boulle,
a stage manager, was nearly suffocat-
ed by the smoke when rescued.

At 1 o'clock this morning a burning
rag was found on the Auditorium stage.
This theater is in the Realty building,
next to the Xyceum block. The Audito-
rium theater was soon burning fiercely,
and, the entire Realty building being
threatened, the local fire department
called on the Blmira state reformatory,
Elmira Heights and Horselieads for as-
sistance.- It is now thought that both
theaters were set on fire by an incen-
diary.

The second Blmira theater followed
the first to the flames about 2 o'clock
this morning. The Realty building,
which waB occupied by the Auditorium,
took fire from the sparks and is a total
loss. Great crowds watched all night
about the streets, and a large district
was roped off by the police.

The total loss of property will be
about $200,000.

Bad Blaze at Oswego, N. Y.
Oswego, N. Y., March 7.—The gener-

al office building of the New. York Cen-
tral railroad here has been entirely de-
stroyed by fire, involving a ioss esti-
mated at more than $100,000. The
building contained, in addition to the
general offices, the ticket office, bag-
gage room, the American Express com-
pany's, office, four retail stores and the.
Lake Shore hotel, which was recently
vacated. Several adjacent buildings
were damaged. The origin of the fire

MURPHY FOR CHAIRMAN.

New Jersey Governor Slated For Na-
tional Committee's Head.

Washington, March 7.—It is announc-
ed that Governor Franklin Murphy of
New Jersey practically- has agreed to
accept the chairmanship of the Re-
publican national committee and that
the vice chairman -mill be Charles P.
Henry of Indiana.

Coupled with this is the positive
statement that a majority of the Re-
publican leaders have conveyed to
President Roosevelt their belief there
will be no opposition to Senator Fair-
banks as a candidate for vice presi-
dent. In fact, the leading senators,
including Senator Quay, regard the
nomination of Roosevelt and Fair-
banks a settled question.

Searching For Baron Toll.
St. Petersburg, Slarch 7.—Answering

an inquiry^pneerning the fate of Bar-
on Toll, the explorer who was recently
reported to have perished in the Arctic-
ocean, M. Doubruvln, secretary of the
Academy of Sciences, says that he has
received not a word of news for some
time. Another expedition is now search-
Ing for him. The accepted belief Is
that the ,baron - has been lost. The
Bourse Gazette offers $500 for specific
information establishing the explorer's
djiath. .

Three Burned to Death.
Buctouche, N. B.,' March 7.—Three

sons of Mrs. Louis Savole, a widow,
were burned to death and a fourth
probably fatally injured hi a fire that
destroyed, their home at Black River
during the night. The bodies of Jo-
seph, aged twenty-six years; Thaddeus,
aged fourteen, and John, aged twelve,
were found in • the ruins. Alphle es-
caped the flamefby jumping from a
window, but was dangerously Injured'.
The .mother was unharmed. ,

Berlin, March 7.—The funeral of the

late Field Marshal Count von Walder-
see, who died on Saturday, will be-held
at noon on Wednesday. Emperor Wil-
liam and Empress Augusta Victoria, all
the members of the-house-of-'Hohenzol-
lern and .the sovereigns of all the Ger-
man states and also many eminent per-
sons abroad have telegraphed condo-
lences to Countess von Waldersee.

On Saturday Justice Fritchard over-
ruled the motion of Samuel A. Grdff,
one of the recently convicted 'defend-
ants In the postotfice trial, and sen-
tenced him to two years In the Mounds-
ville penitentiary and to pay a fine of
$10,000, sentence to begin on arrival at
the penitentiary.

The court held
that a sulB«*5S| showing'had' been
made to warrant a reopening of the
case and ordered a supplementary In-
vestigation for the purpose of estab-
lishing all the doubtful points which
have been the bases for the present
application to reopen the case.

It Is reported from Belgrade, Servla,
that the government has ordered the
arrest of a number of Macedonian rev-
olutionists in consequenve of an in-
surgent attempt to cross the frontier.
The revolutionary leaders were In-
censed, held a secret meeting and de-
cided to retaliate on the Servian pop-
ulation In Macedonia.

Owing to tbe great rise in the price
of wheat on the Spanish markets, the
government on Thursday presented a
bill in the chamber ot deputies which
provides for a considerable redaction
of the import duties on wheat and
flour.

WAK IN THE FAR EAST
JAPANESE FLEET BOMBARD8

VLADIVOSTOK AT LONG RANGE.

Russian Commandant Reports No Dam-
age From Enemy's Lyddite Shells.
Another Report 8ays Five Wers
Killed. '

The commandant at the fortress at
Vladivostok reports that at 8:50 Sunday
morning seven vessels were sighted
south of Askold Island. At 0:45 they
were seen to be warships making for
Askold island. About noon tbe eneiny'i
squadron was midway between the
coast and Askold island, making for
Ussuri bay. They were out of reach of
the shore batteries. At 1:30 tbe enemy
formed In line of battle, but did not ap-
proach to a closer range than five and
one-third miles. They directed their
flre against the shore batteries and the
town, but no damage resulted, as most
of their 200 lyddite shells failed to burst.

The Russian batteries, commanded
by Generals Vcronetz and ArtamonofC,
did not repli awaiting a closer ap-
proach of the enemy.

The Japanese Sre ceased at 2:20
p. m., and the enemy retired1 in the di-
rection of Askold island. Simultane-
ously two torpedo boat destroyers ap-
peared near Askold Island and two
more near Cape Maldel. The Japanese
ships w«re coyered with Ice..

The attack resulted in no-'loss to the
Russians, but cost the enemy $100,000
in ammunition. Most of the projectiles
were six and twelve inch shells. -

The population of Vladivostok was
warned in the morning of the presence
on the horizon of a hostile fleet and of
tbe prospect* of an attack during the
day, but it remained tranquil.

During the bombardment by the Jap-
anese fleet private dispatches -say that
five persons were killed, lour sailors
and the wife of an engineer. It is ap-.
parent the Japanese were afraid to risk
exposing their ships to tbe plunging
flre of the land batteries, and it is con-
sidered probable here that the attack
was really for the purpose of drawing
the flre of the Russian forts, compelling
the Russians to disclose the position
and caliber of their guns and also for
the purpose of ascertaining whether the
Ruslan squadron was in port. If this
was the object of the Japanese, it Is be-
lleved to have failed signally, as the
batteries did not flre a shot and if the
squadron was In port it could not be
seen from the Japanese position In the
bay of TJssurl on account of the high-
land wbich rises from the coast on that
side, obstructing the view of the har-
bor.

Two vessels In the squadron are sup-
posed to have been the first class cruis-
ers Idzumo and Yakumo.

The advance of the Japanese onto
posts from Plngyang to Anja is re-
ported from Seoul. .This seems to be
the main line of advance toward the
Yalu, and there are fresh confirma-
tions of a landing of troops at Fosslet
bay and heavy re-enforcements of the
garrison at Wonsan. Some of the
stitewdest military men predict the
concentration of a Japanese right wing
on the upper Yalu "fronr Wondan and
other points on tbe coast and a rapid
march across the country to Mukden.

A special dispatch from Tientsin es-
timates that there are 30,000 Tunguse
irregulars in southern Manchuria,
largely led by patriotic Japanese who
volunteered for the dangerous work.

The Russian cruiser Aurora has ar-
rived at Suda bar, Turkey.
