CANDIDATES FOR
GOVERNOR.

S a n a t o r Malby 'a N o m i n a t i o n
Would B e a S t r o n g ona

The Albany Journal of Monday haa the
following:

"The gathering of Republicans in New
York Saturday, who were then to attend
the BepubUoan atate oommlttee meeting,
was mad* the occasion for the advance-
ment of several booms of candidates for
atate offioea. [Then came from up the
atate Mayor Eraetus 0. Knight, of Buffalo
and Lieutenant Governo* Hlgglns, whoa*
hom* I* in Oattanugoa county. Both
these candidata* for gorsrner wen around
a good deal with William O. Warren, the
Brie county leader. If the nomination for
governor goes to the western part of the
atate, Mr.'Warren, it Is believed, will have
a great deal to do with th* aeleotlon of the
nominee. Speaker Nixon of the Assembly,
another leading candidate for governor
from the western section, waa not in New
York. Some of Mayor .Knight's friend*
olaim to have information that the Mayor
stands a good ahow of being placed on the
atate ticket as compromise oandidate, Kx-
Lteu tenant Governor Woodruff of Brooklyn
was In evidence at Sunday's meeting and
theoonspiououa seat he had with Gover-
nor Odell and Senator PUtt in the "Amen
Corner," gave Mr. Woodruff'a friend* th*
notion that he may be sought for as the
only real oompromlse oandldate for Gover-
nor in the atate. Up in the northern part
of the state the sentiment for Senator
Malby for Governor has grown so strong
that the senator Is now acknowledged to
be a factor In the gubernatorial situation.

"So far there are few candidates for
lieutenant governor. If the nomination
for goveraation should be given to some
onrwho is not a resident of the western
end of th* state. Lieutenant Governor
Higgina will be nominated for that offioe.
If a western man should be given the first
place, the lieutenant governorship would
go to aoma other .candidate. Mr. Malby'*
friends are saying that if he doesn't land
the governorship, he will be urged for
lieutenant governor. Senator Horaoe
Whit* of Syracuse has alao been talked
of for that office. He was prominently
mentioned two yean ago, and at that time
It waa thought he might land.

"John F. O'Brien will be nnominated
tat aacntary of state. Otto Kelsey of
Iivinjston oonnty win get the nomina-
tion for comptroller. Mr. Keleey was ap-
pointed comptroller by Governor Odell to
auoaad Nathan h. Miller, who resigned
to beoom* a juatto* of the Snpem* Court.

"State Treaaurer John G. Wlokeer of
Xrl* oonnty has announced that ka will
not be a candidate for ranomlnaUon, a*
hlsbualnesa ha* btoonM *o axteoatv* a*
to raquin Ms whole attention. BarnatB.
Davis of Wayn* oounty, deputy
*ur*r, will beaoaadldaU tot Mr.
asr'splao*. Mr, Davia was the center of
a thrifty boom two yean ago. A* Boon,
a* Mr. Wlckasr was alwted he made Mr.
Davis hla deputy.

"There are aeveral oandidataa for attor-
ney-gaenl, th* on* nodvlng' th* moat
mention being former Deputy Attorney
General Ooman of Madlaon eouty. Mr.
Oomen waa th* BajmbUoaa candidate
two yean ago, and would have been
alwted but for th* vote* that th* Prohibi-
tion party gave to Joha Cuumeen, the
Semoontio oandidate. Senator Bracket's
friends are presenting hi* name for attor
ney-genaral; and. it ia expected that th*
oountle* In th* aoutham ttar will lto* up
for Frank H. Bohlnaon of Steuben.

"Slate Engineer Bond will not be a saa-
diaat* for nomination a* he has accepted
a long term Job a* oneofth* member* of
th* 'expert barge eanal oommlseion. Dirl-
•ton Kagtneer H*nry A. Van Alstyne,
who will probably be ekoted by tie Legit-
Mwc to auooee*. Mr. Band, win ao
doubt b* nominated at the atate convention
next fall for atate engineer."

Conn. March 8rd. H* wa* sixty-four
yaanold. WUUaai B. H. Murray, pt**et-

ofa poor family, and from an early age
aupported himself by manual labor. He
took a oourss in Tata, being graduated in
18M,and subsequently beean* pastor of
the first ooagMfatloaal Church, Merlden,
Coon. WhDe holding thU pastorate he
went on* sumnur into th* Adlrondadk*
andeenttoaOonneoticut paper aooounte
of camp life, whloh wax* afterward incor-
porated In a book. Thla authorship, won
him tha name of "Adirondack Murray."

At. a dinner in" connection with the
Sportsman's Show at Madison Square
Garden, New York, last week, aeveral
prominent sportsmen sounded a note of
warning in the after-dinner speaking, ad-
vising liberality and leniency in the treat-
ment seconded natives of the Adirondack*
by owners of preserve* or private parka in
thatngion, aa the surest and best guaran-
tees of sstisfaotory reciprocal relations.
Ex-Ltcut.-Gov. Woodruff, who haa a par-
ticularly fine, though not very large,
private part, declared* gainst undue harsh-
ness In dealing with' trespassers, arguing
that the men of th* woods and their
father* before them, had taken no more
thought as to whose lands they hunted or
whose streams they fished, than a* to
whose air they breathed. "It is not un-
natural," he said, "that the; shonldbave
a feeling of resentment when theyffind the
hunting grounds they have been taught to
believe theirs, plastered with trespsss
aigns, and it is incumbent upon tha
•owner* of the prtarrven to extend
the greatest consideration to them."
That ta excellent advloe, ancVobservanoe of
it would be eure of good reeulti. It would
create a better feeling on the part of red-
dent* toward park owners, it would stop
poaching more effeotually than patrol* or
guards could do it, and it would make the
region safer against fine.

Gardner Post Check Currency BUI.
Olio of tur>. commercial necda^of th*

country has long been some safe, cheap
and convenient system of transmitting
money by^nall. We have.already the
express and postal money order sys-
tems, but these are not altogether sat-
isfactory, though they are no doubt aa
safe as any plan that could be devised.

The Gardner post check currency bill
now before congress appears to neat
til the requirements of a safe, cheap
and convenient mallablc exchange,
without the annoyance and dlfflcnlUes
attendant upou the present system.
The bill, which was introduced by Rep-
resentative Gardner of Michigan, pro-
vides that all one, two and five, dollar
notes printed In the future shall con-
tain certain blank spaces, but will pass
fron/ hand to band like other1 govern-
ment' currency until they come into
possession of some one desiring to send
money through the mall. Then the
blank spaces are filled with the name
of the payee and hia address, and a two
cent stamp is placed on the bill. By
this simple process the bill Is trans-
formed into a check, with many of the
safeguards and none of the inconven-
iences of the present postal order sys-
tem. When these bills are paid at any
money order postofflce they will be at
once canceled and withdrawn from
circulation. They will go forward as
"mutilated currency" to the treasury
for destruction and reissue., If the post
check notes of the dollar denominations
prove the great convenience expected
congress may then be asked to author-
ise an Issue of $50,000,000 In fractional
notes of the post check form In denom-
inations of 10, 25 and SO cents. In place
of that amount of large notes now in
circulation.

The great need of such a mallabl*
currency is shown by the fact that a
total of 30h\9S» letters containing loose
money, checks, drafts, stamps and mon-
ey orders was handled in the1 dead let-
ter office during the last fiscal year.
Of this number 224,715 letters contain-
ed stamp*.

A further argument In It* favor Is
that while the scheme would not in
any manner change oar financial sys-
tem It would insure > constant aupply
of dean, crisp paper currency as well
as a safe, convenient method of mak-
ing remittances through the mail.

Some of the comments in the Pa-
risian press upon the Russian naval
disaster at Port Arthur, are suggestive
of anything but an enthusiastic faith
in the advantagebuBness of the Russian
alliance. The more serious journals, of
course, are conservative In their utter-
ances, but others give free vent to their
feelings. The Gil Bias, tor instance,
says that a quarter of the Russian Pa-
cific fleet has been done for without
even having seen the enemy. It speaks
significantly of the Russian ships as the
"friendly and allied" navy and describes
the result of the Japanese attack as a
disgrace as well as a catastrophe.

In eight byelectlona recently held In
Canada to choose members of the Do-
minion parliament the Liberal* won
five of the seats. The only change was
in S t John city, Nova Scotia, where the
Conservatives gained a seat owing to
dissatisfaction with the government
railroad policy. The general result en-
courages tb* Laurier government party
ta expect success at the next election.
The Conservatives a n agitating tm a
higher tariff, but it does not appear as
though they will meet with success.

New fork has Just discovered that It
has successfully run a municipal gal
plant for some years. The plant ia.slt-
uated on Randall's island. The gas
costs 60 cents a thousand feet and is
much better than that furnished to the
rest of the city by the private corpora-
tions, for which $1 a thousand is ex-
acted. *

The fact of the formation of a na-
tional; association of managers and
salesmen of piano concerns ought to
give ground for hope that some day a
society trill be organized to protect mu-
sical instrument* from Miss Bedelta
and her friends.

Decadence of Sacred Music.
Is there a decadence In sacred music?

So It would seem flora the published
fact that a committee appointed to re-
vise tlie Lymiml of the Methodist
church, after making a pretty exhaus-
tive search for new sacr'ed songs, was
forced to report that within the past
twenty-five years no new hymns.wortli
incorporating In the hymn book have
bemi written.

Speculation us to the reason for this
falling off in sacred composition has
taken a wide range. Some persons are
inclined to the opinion that/all musical
composition of the higher' grades hat)
undergone a sort of decadence, which
has particularly affected,' sacred music;
others believe that the cuBtom of leav-
ing the singing to the choir rather than
to the congregation has much to do
with the dearth of acceptable new sa-
cred songs, and yet others, in a sort of
spirit of levity, Insist that the BO called
"coon" songs and ragtime ballads are
more attractive to the average church-
goer than are the grand and inspiring
melodies which come alone from the
spiritual founts. •

The Chicago Inter Ocean ventures a
theory of its own, which is reprinted
for what it Is worth. It says that the
last generation has not been an age of
f tilth, but rather one 'of doubt and in-
quiry, especially among men whose ed-
ucation fitted them to write verse ac-
ceptable to educated people. The In-
fluence of this tendency is seen in the
popularity In educated circles of "Lead,
Kindly Liglif," which Is not a hymn of
trusting faith, ..bijt-only an expression
of Iiope'for.faith. One of the striking
religious tendencies of recent years has
been the attempt to escape from creeds
—that Is, from the reasoned statements
of a positive faith. This was natural,
for men dpubtful of JuBt what they do
believe are averse to giving pledges of
positive belief. A generation that hesi-
tates'to pledge itself to a creed lacks
the faith that is expressed"tn hymns of
praise that bite Into the mind and be-
come really popular.

The writer of an •editorial article in

the Scrlbner Magazine Insists that In
spite of the new awakening .-upon
health questions and the overwhelm-
ing interest in athletic sports there ta
no doubt that this It a nervous age.
(The prevalance of nervous diseases ta,
he says, the penalty enacted by our too
systematic methods of life. This state-
ment ta supported by Dr. O. T. Os-
bcrne of the Tale'1 Medical school in a
paper read before the American Thera-
peutic society at Washington, who
says:

The unremitting perWiteney of effort ta
be on time throughout the worklns'. If not
the waking, hours—rising-, breakfastlnf,
reading the newspaper*, reaching the of-
fice, keeping; a aerie* of engagements,
each within an allotted minimum, or do-
Ing the dally stint of routine work, all
according- to schedule—mean* an uneased
strain on the human machine.

There seems to be much reason In
this statement, though it is rather dis-
couraging to know that the systematic
life, so commendable in Itself, and the
habit of being on time, always counted
among the rare virtues, should really
be health enemies more dangerous than
any microbe breeders. Yet if i t be
true it is high time that people relax a
little and that they make unsystematic
efforts toward banishing this great
modern physical foe.

Child Iialwr and Race Suicide.
The Boston Globe regretfully notes

the fact that Massachusetts, which It
thinks really ought to rank first, holds
fourth place among the states that have
enacted particularly beneficial legisla-
tion. In behalf of children consigned to
factory labor. There was a time, It
says, when the grand old common-
wealth "led all the rest" In labor legis-
lation generally and especially in stat-
utory protection of women and chil-
dren. She should have maintained that
honorable pre-eminence.

The Globe, however, rejoices that
Massachusetts ta still very far in ad-
vance of some other states, notably
New Jersey, in the matter of child la-
bor. It states that Chief Garrison of
the New Jersey bureau of statistics has
]ust been furnishing accounts of some
of the scenes In the New Jersey glass
factories inspected by him personally
at midnight, where young children
were confined at labor, it being claimed
that the work can only be done in the
night He found sitting there little
children, he says, in cramped positions,
mechanically performing the work of
opening and shutting the molds, with
an overpowering desire to sleep that ta
most pitiable. He reports that when
work is done these Uttle ones throw
themselves, in spite of their effort*
to keep. awake, upon th* ashes at
wherever they happen to be and some-
time* drop to sleep on their way home.
Such things, Chief Garrison says, are
common. The Globe correctly eon-
dndes: "Wrier* such conditions are per-
petuated and such inhuman scenes are
possible race suicide ta inevitable. We
need go no further."

Tae Eights of Tramps.
The supreme court of Iowa insist*

that the tramp ha* rights which must
be respected, It says In effect that
when a nomadic individual ta uncere-
moniously tossed from a moving: rail-
way train by an Inconsiderate con-
ductor- and injured thereby he may re-
cover damages from the railway cot-
potation.

It appears that one Joseph Johnson,
a gentleman of leisure and of peripa-
tetic habit, was forcibly ejected from a
moving train for Insisting upon riding
without paying his fare. Be sustained
lnjnrles and Drought suit against the
road for damages. • The lower court of
Pottawattainle county held that a
tramp had no rights and that the train-
man was Justified In throwing him
from the train, no matter what the re-
sults might be, A new trial was grant-
ed and a favorable decision rendered,
and unon taklnc the case to the su-

preme court this, last decision was sus-
tained, giving the tramp complainant
Judgment for injuries sustained. '

It has been popularly supposed that
the tramp has no rights which any one
is bound to respect, but the Iowa de-
cision puts another phase on the mat-
ter. It is a stern admonition that tno
tramp must be handled gently. If you
toss him from a moving train you must
do it'In such a way as not to injure
him. If he comes to the back door' to
make\ inroads upon the family larder
the "bulldog must be tightly chained.
The decision opens up a great field of
opportunity for sagacious tramps.

'Every penny of the $4,600,000 voted
by congress for the exposition is to be
returned to the government. There to
no gratuity in the matter," observes
the St. Louis Post-Dispatch. It is grat-
ifying to be assured In this positive
manner that St. Louis expects to live
up to the conditions on which it got
the money, though if the fair does not
prove the financial success that Is an-
ticipated It need surprise no one if It
asks to be relieved of the obligation.
