Bat this will hard-
ly hold water., as Mr. Elmer Dover, re-
cently the right hand man of Senator
Hanna, already fills the position of Seore-
tary, and his portrait and biography are
going the rounds of the press. Gov.
Odell, of New York, Is a guest at the
White House for a few days, swapping
jokes smoothing out political matters in
his state. There is a susploion that he
may be asked to run the .oampalgn. Op
timistio views regarding all early adjourn-
ment of Congress, say by the middle of

- ' .May, are held by moat Senators who visit
the President.

The Interesting and amusing feature of
the situation is the Democratic mix-up.
What tbereis left of the party has virtu-
ally oeased all opposition to pending leg-
islation, and the great bills for the army
and navy, and othtr department*, will
pass M originally drafted. The air is fall
of ramors regarding all sort* of Demoorat-
io candidates from Cleveland to Hearst.
This latter gentleman is very pernicious
in his activity, and has oansed even ven-
erable Senator Cookrill, of Hiaaonri, to
tremble for the future of his itaU. While
Cleveland Is writing letters, aad Brya* 1*
making stomp speeches, Hearst Is as bo»y
as a bee capturing delegates. The f'yel
low" peril daily ^rows more formidable,

- r Senator Gorman has beootna a shadowy
figure; Carter Harrison has sat down up-
on his little Chicago boom; and Texas' will
instruct its delegates to vote for Senator
Bailey.

The grip has again seized Seoretary Hay
by the throat, as well as several other
prominent office holders, but he is able to
attend to business at the State depart-
ment. A few days since Count Casslnl
called to see the Seoretary, and express
his surprise and grief at the unfriendly
tone of the American press towards Bus-
slasinos the breaking out of war. At the
time of Senator Hanna's funeral the Count
had an attaok of lumbago 'whioh has hap-
pily left him. The Count hopes the anti-
Russian feeling is short lived. The Com-
missioners of the District of Columbia,
who are hard pressed for money to meet
the growing expenses of the city, have

' prepared a bill permitting them to "tax
the jewels worn by ladles of fashion.
They propose to remove the '.'heir-loom"
exemption. Many, of the rich are very
newly rich, and cannot really claim that
their jewels are heir-looms, Prof. Lang-
ley .having had influence enough to get
another appropriation from Congress of
•35,000 for his flying fish "buzzard" is
now very bnsy getting up a thing with
wings for the St. Louis exposition.'

There la a disquieting report that lets
than a baker's dozen oi Congressman have
been caught in the pent offioe fraud net.
They are charged with teasing property to
the government for postal purposes, and
recommending Increase for rentals and
olerkbire. These are bat innocent indis-
cretions, however, and do not involve
moral turpitude. Representative Over-
street, chairman of the Post Offloes and
Post Roads committee, says he la not t a t
ing oharge of any white elephants. All
violations of law will be legally disposed
of. It is now asserted that the new ad-
ditions to the White House, whioh have
drawn so muoh orltlolsm, were only in-
tended aa temporary atruotures to meet
the exigencies of circumstances.

The title to the Panama canal has been
closely investigated by Atty. Gen. Knpx,
and he deoides that it is good and the
money can be paid. Gen. E. 0. O'Brien,
of New York, haa been ohosen Secretary
of the Canal Commission. He was Com-
missioner of Docks und»r Mayor Strong,
when President Boosevelt was Police Com'
mlssloner. The Canal Commissioners, even
at this early day, are overwhelmed with

1 offers of men and material for construct-
ing the great canal. Bat as Admiral
Walker thinks a couple of years will be
consumed in preliminary work, all snch
offers will have to be pigeon-holed for the
present.

Some days since the grand jury of the
United States, In Washington, found true
bills against a number of San Francisco
real estate speculators oharged with oon-
aplring to defrand the government. They
are now out on bail. Your correspondent
called upon Gov. Bicnards, Commissioner
of the Land Offiee, to learn how the game
was worked. By bribing clerks employ-
ed in the "lieu land division," and thus
gaining a knowledge in advance of where
government forest reservations were to be
located, these lndloted men aet up fictiti-
ous olafms to land inside tha reservations,
and afterwaids exehanged them for vain
able lands in other parts of Oregon, Wash-
ington, Nevada, and Oklahoma. Gov.
Blchards aaya the loss falls more heavily
upon the states, and not somuohon the
general government.

The tariff on Philippine goods to this
oountry|wlll either be abolished, or so re-
duced as to be of little moment. Senator

For Alfalfa Growing.

In view of the Interest in the matter of
growing alfalfa, in this section, and In line
with the disoussion at the recent Fanner's
Institute as to best methods foriU success
ful oulture, and the proven neoesslty, in
some sections at leaat, of inoculating the
soil with baotorla" favorable to~ita growth,
Mr. Geo. W. Slsson Jr. has arranged to
get soil infected with alfalfa bacteria. Be
teams that it can be seonred at about the
following prices: 100 lb. sack $1.00,900
lb. package $3.00, Ton lots $10.00. This
should be applied broadcast and harrowed
into the snrf ace soil.' .

It is advisable that this be tried in a
small way at least using a piece of clean
rich ground.

If it proves successful then we can use
our own beteria Infected soil to enlarge
the acreage.

If those who wish to try this will oom-
moaioate with. Mr. Slsson, he will make
up • eoatbined order and secure shipment.

TILLAGE EXPENSES.

]><r« th«y Too Large? Whsra
' (San.tti.y b.tX.duc.dT

From time to time the question arises,
is the village of Potsdam paying more
than It can afford to for running expenses.
That more money is spent hen every year
than is used in most villages is oonoeded.
The tsx rate is consequently higher. Can
our expenses b« reduced by economical
administration, and still maintain properly
the necessities and luxuries whioh oontri-
bute toward making Potsdam oils of the
prettiest and best kept villages in the
State.

Conditions here vary some from what
they Were ten years ago, and it may seem
that the. village is now living beyond its
income. Thirty thousand dollars a year
is a lsrge sum for a small community to
spend in running expenses. Whether the
people would be satlf ffied with an admin-
istration whioh practiced drastic economy
In village finances could only be told by a
trial. It is an easy matter to oriticise
after money is spent, while the laying out
of a policy of economy which is not stingi-
ness requires the calm and carefnl judg-
ment of good business men. This village
ought not to spend more than'-$15,000 a

ear. Where Bhall the pruning knife be
applied!

Report On The Tower.
7~" o

To the Honorable Board of Trustees of the
Villaqe of 'Potsdam.
At yonr request I have examined the

wrecked Fire Alarm Bell Tower, that fell
in the gale of the 3rd; inst. and find as
follows: The tower was twenty-two feet
square on the .base setting on four con-
crete piers the fonr feet castings having
no fastenings to the piers. The piers are
now intact and have not moved. The four
comers or posts of the tower were in
height six twelve*!"oot lengths of 2J^ inch
wrought pipe, The girts holding the four
corners or posts were V/, inch wrought
pipe placed at the ends of every twelve
foot length of corner posts. The corner
posts and girts were connected" together
with a oast iron socket or coupling (not
screwed). The pipe slipped Into the sock-
ets bat 2}£ inches with a shoulder in the
casting for the endB of the pipe to rest on;
this Was held in place with a small %
Inoh pin or pivot. To strain np the posts,
girts and sockets there were % inoh diam
rods with turnbuckles and threaded mak-
ing the strength of rods about J£ Inoh
diam. The oast iron sockets were very
light, only about 5-16 inch .of metal on
the outside of the 2}£ inch pipe posts. '

I find that" these cast iron sookets or
couplings we're imperfect, having several
of them with Saws—cracks and cold shuts,
which mast have very evidently been in
oastings before the collapse of the tower.
Some of the oastings have been taken
from the wreck showing the condition as
Indicated. One was at the top of first or
bottom length of post, another at the top
of the third length of post, and still an-
other was at the top of the fifth length of
posts. In my opinion the tower did not
fall over bodily but buokled, bent or broke
at some of these couplings or sway rods,
as many of these rods are broken, also
many of the sookets or couplings are in
pieces. The flaws in these castings are
visibly ahown. The pipes and rods ap-
pear to be good iron.

FIRE ALARM BOXES.
H o w t o 9 « n d in sin A l a r m ,

The fire alarm system is now connected
with the gong at the engine house, and la
in working order. The following direc-
tions should be used in sending in an
alarm.

Break the small glass front of the near-
est box to the fire, turn the key and open
the outside door; pull down the hook AS
far as possible, once only. Then let go.
Do not olose the door for at leaat two min-
utes after sending In the alarm.

Do not open a Signal Box except in case
fire, and after pulling down on the hook,
wait at the box to direct the firemen to
the fire, also to prevent malicious persons
.from tampering with the same.

Do not pull the hook if the fire bell or
the small bell in the box Is ringing, as
that indicates that an alarm has already
been given.

If you have a telephone oall up the
central and give them the number of the
box nearest your house and they will give
the alarm.
