Solidity of the Globe.
So long ago us 1839 Professor Hop-

kins started the modern theory that
the globe Is solid throughout, save pos-
sibly certain spaces! He drew his ar-
guments from astronomical observa-
tions, whereby it is shown that the
smallest thickness of crust to prevent
deformation must be at least 1,000
mllBB and that the globe as a whole
must be not less rigid than glass. Lord
Kelvin, by independent study of vortex
motions, confirmed this, but extends it
to perfect solidity.

The second,' argument Is drawn from
the tides. The attractive force of the
sun and moon is so grent that, were the
crust Bteel and BOO kilometers thick,
lt would yield very nearly as India rub-
ber and rise and fall w|th a tide of its
own, so that none would be ndttced In
the sea.

TOLEDO BLADES.

Those 01 Modern Mnke Not Oonsi
*ble With the Ancient One».

' Toledo blades are still made in the
government weapon fae'tory, but those
of modern production do not compare
•with the ancient work. It seems to bt
a lost art The genuine_Toledo blades,
made by the Moors, were so elastic arid
tough that they could be curled up like
a watch spring." You can see them in
the arjmory at Madrid, .but only ordi-
nary swords and bayonets, for the
army are made there today. The secret
seems to have been forgotten. The
Iteel came from England. It is the
same as is used for ordinary purposes,
and, as in Japan, where'the art reach-
ed an equal degree ot superiority, the
difference in the product lay in the
skill of the armorer and the process he
used.

In the secondhand shops of Toledo^
and of the bric-a-brac dealers you can
buy old swords for reasonable prices,
but genuine ones, made before the six-
teenth century, when the best were
produced and the art began to decline,
are very rare and are promptly, pick-
ed up by connoisseurs whenever they
are offered. The names of the old mak-
ers are as well known as those of the
painters of gnat pictures, and a BWord
made by Nicholas or Dune or Don Islo
or Correntles In the fourteenth and fif-
teenth centuries Is worth several times
its weight in gold.

Each armorer of Toledo in ancient
times, as in Japan, had bis cipher,
which Is to be found on his blades, and
there was as much rivalry among them
as there Is today among the opera sing-
ers. Julian del Re!, the most famous
of the Moorish swordmakers, always
cut the figure of' a dog on the blades
of his swords near the hilt, and Mor-
rlllo, who was also famous, used a
wolf for his coat of arms.' The sword-
makers of Toledo had a guild for mu-
tual protection, but they worked sepa-
rately. Each bad his own secrets for
refining and tempering steel, which be
concealed from his rivals, but trans-
mitted to bis children, who inherited
the business.—Chicago Record-Herald.-
