
Jspan't Commercial Marine.
In a recent report to the state depart-

ment at Washington S. S. Lyoo, the
United States consul at Kobe, in Jn-
p«n, tells of the remarkable growth of
the Japanese merchant marina In re-
etnt years, which in a measure ac-
counts for the prowess of the Japanese
navy thus tar exhibited in the war
with Russia, .

Before 1870 Japan had "no, merchant
•hips of modem typc;-ona; but alow
progress was made in acquiring them
before the wnr with China In 1894-96.'
In the year prior to this war the total
tonnage was 825,000, and Japan was
thirteenth on the list of nations having
a mercantile fleet. After the war ton-
nage increased rapidly. Japan has now
torge&ahead to the seventh place, with
considerably more than 1,000,000 tons
«f shipping.

The training of officers in the Japa-
nese nautical college did not keep pace
with the merchant fleet, and a large
portion of its officers are foreigners)

According to the report of Consul
Lyon, in the service of the Nippon Yu-

.-'sen Kaisha, a llae which sends ships
to Europe, Australia, India and the
United States, there are 181 Japanese
officers and 100 foreigners. But five of
t ie twenty-seven commanders are Jap-
anese, but six o( the twenty-seven chief
engineers mid but four of the twenty-
seven first officers. In lower grades
the Japanese are in the majority. The
director of the nautical college, howev-
er, decjares that In another ten years,
unless Japan shall suffer a crushingjde-
feat In war, her. merchant marine will
be completely officered by natives, grad-
uates of the college taking the place of
the foreigners.

^_Jgpan_was moving with even greater
celerity in the building of a~navy,
which upon the first opportunity dem-
onstrated both Ms readiness and eftec
tiveness in time of need.

War and the Price of Wheat.
That the Kusso-Japanese war and its

possible complications are bound to
have a momentous effect on American
commercial and financial enterprises is
being made unmistakably plain just
now. The agitation and depression in
stocks have been accompanied by
sharp advance in the grain market,
particularly in wheat, which passed the

' -dollar mark, reaching the highest point
in twenty years. The advance, fol
lowing a similar movement at liver-
pool and on the continent, undoubtedly

] cones in response to a situation for
-which the war is responsible, says the
Chicago News. As had been foreseen,
th« outbreak of hostilities was followed
almost immediately by the shutting off
of train exportations from Russia. To
the prospect of a strong demand with

1 it diminishing supply in Europe ana the
unsatisfactory conditions reported in
American grain producing districts
must be added a growing impression
that months may elapse before the for
eign situation clears.

One need not be a pessimist to be
convinced that the present war is like-
ly" to be of long duration and that i
will be accompanied by complication
which, if they do not greatly increase
the actual demand for cereals, at leas
will multiply opportunities for specula-
tion. Already there is a grave hint o
trouble in the Balkans, where the inter
ests of Turk and Bulgarian dash and
where Great Britain and Austria ai
well as Russia have interests to pro-
tect.

Russia's stake In the War.
It has been said that Japan baB
:»ked her very life in the war with
.usala. It is scarcely less true that
ussla's stake is, If not her very life,
t least the supreme and dominant

Ideal of her national life for the last
00 years. For these two centuries
ussia has persistently sought the open

ea with a desire to become as great a
maritime as shells a land power, erav-

ig to enter into those relations with
ther nations which are possible only

to those who have unhampered access
the high seas. This, is the object

that Russia has had constantly In view
since the time of Feter the Great and
the obtaining of which has been the

ery basis and cornerstone of her for-
ign policy. For this she has fought

wars, conquered realms and poured out
lood and treasure as freely as the Vol-

ga pours its torrent into the Caspian,
et by a strange perversity of fate all

her acquisitions have not gained her
the one supreme desire—access to the

lue water which forms and must ever
orm the world's highroad of commerce
nd of power. And this is Russia's'

stake in the war today.

The history of the world contains no
:oruparable example of so great an em-
ire as Russia so completely shut off

from the sea. Ivan and Vasslli Iva
vitch gave her a frontage on the White
ea and on the Arctic ocean, but these

were not the seas she sought and were
f no commercial benefit to her. Ivan
:ho Terrible gained Astrakhan, but the
lasplan was a mere Inland lake. Peter

the Great secured a window looking
upon Europe at the head of the Baltic,
bat the Baltic is Icebound.- Catherine
the Great extended the empire to the
Euxine, but the Dardanelles remained
barred by an alien power. Alexander
•II. planted .his banners on the shores
of the sea of Japan, but Vladivostok Is
ee locked for nearly: half the year.

Meantime Poland, Finland, Tartary
and many other lands have been afr.
sorbed by Russia, enormously increas-
ing her area, but giving her no port on
an always open' sea.

Finally, seeking the sea by the line
of least resistance, though by fau the
ongest line, Russia built a railroad

across the broadest of the earth's con-
tinents to seek her goal on the shores
of the Yellow sea. It 1B her latest ef
fort to realize her Ideal and may al
most be said to be her last hope of
realizing It, for if after all she has done
to cross Siberia and gain a foothold In
Manchuria she shall be turned back
and barred away from the Yellow sea
her two century old quest seems hope-
less. Realizing that the future pres-
tige of the Russian empire depends
largely on the possession of unhamper-
ed access to the sea, Russia Is fighting
for a most important stake and will
struggle as she has never struggled be-
fore, not even against the Invader of
holy Moscow.

The Canadians need hardly be asham
ed of the showing they are making In
the matter of the development of their
country and the encouragement o
homo enterprises. The .Dominion has
about one-sixteenth as many people
the United States, yet it has one trans-
continental line of railway already con-
structed, another one practically pro-
vided for and a third one in contem-
plation.1

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HINTS FOR FARMERS
Value oft Front.

The other day while riding on a rail-
way train a traveler was complaining
of the cold. It was plain to me that he
was not familiar with farm life or the
value of frost or his complainings
would never have begun. It is true
froat may be too severe at times, but
at this season nature does her best
plowing with severe frost. With a
fairly long period of such weather as
we had on Jan. 1 and 2 the farmer will
find bis land In such line condition on
the opening of spring as no amount of
cultivation would produce. The past
season was so wet that very much of
the land became sodden and sour, and
nothing In so welcome to the well in-
formed farmer as the frost plow to
mellow the clods and pulverize the
chunks left by rain and sun and as-
sisted by careless ranging of sto.cls in
muddy fields. Probably the most po-
tent reason for the marked fertility of
the soli in a belt 300 or 400 miles wide,
with the fortieth parallel for a center,
is that the frost plow geta In Its -work
regularly every winter and plows and
subsoils the farm as no mechanical
device could ever do. Therefore while
the cold weather causes stock to use
up the hay and grain surprisingly,
there is satisfaction iu knowing that
nature is doing her share In preparing
for another bountiful harvest—Farm-
ers' Advocate.

Farm Insurance*
The grange seems to be doing, good

work In getting the insurance rates ret
duced on farm property. Formerly the1

companies took almost any risk offered
arid to whatever amount the owners
chose to ask. Now the tendency Is to
inspect properties carefully before In-
suring and to permit insurance only to
a less amounl.,tM.n.,thS,.,'.u.!L.y.ft.I.u.e....9f..

"tfie fiuiidings.' Farm insurance has for-
merly proved very unprofitable to the
companies as well as costly to the own-
ers, but now that the grange haB shown
how, by taking only selected risks, It is
possible to avoid many losses and to
insure at low cost the old time compa-
nies are showing a disposition to adopi
similar methods. The' Massachusetts
grange insures its members for, say,
$1,500 at a rate of $0 a year and finds
itself able to pay back a small dividend
to those who renew. This is about one-
half the rates which some of the regu-
lar insurance companies exacted a few
years ago, together with some veiy
troublesome rules, fines and restrictions.
There was apparently an attempt to
establish a kind of insurance trust or
monopoly, and the co-operative efforts
of the grange and various small mutual
societies have tended in a measure to
prevent such a result—American Culti-
vator.

The average railway journey in the
United States is twenty-eight and a
half miles. ;

Cotton Acreage For 1804.
Reports come from all sections of the

cotton district, extending from the semi-
arid regions of the Panhandle and west
Texas to the red hills of the Carollnas,
Bhowing that every acre will be planted
to cotton that can be scratched in or
plowed In during the spring season.
This because of the price ruling for
cotton during the past fall season.

With fair weather conditions prevail-
ing we may safely count on a crop of
11,500,000 bales for 1004.

With favorable weather a crop of
12,000,000 bales; 1904 -will be a year of
strenuous cotton production.

The cotton farmers of the southwest
will make a determined effort to fill the
gap between consumption and supply.
It is safe to say that no idle cotton
mills will be found anywhere in the
world during January, 1005.

What about the price of the cotton
crop? The trend of prices will be "down-
ward. Just how low the point reached
will depend upon the slie of the, crop
and general business conditions that
favor or discourage the consumption of
cotton goods. The wise fanner will
cost anchor to the windward and will
not stake all of bis prosperity upon the
cotton crop of 1904.—Farm and Ranch.

V*lue at Cr*p«*
The official estimates for 1903 place

the value of this country's farm crop8

at $2,834,187,367, exclusive'of cotton.
Now watch some wise city editor bob
up and tell how prosperous farmers
must be with all that money. Farm
production andfarm dividends are very
different propositions. The estimate of
the value'of farm crops Is no more 'an
index of prosperity than an estimate of
the output of factories is of their pros-
perity. It is true in both cases that
years, of greatest production have often
been less prosperous than those of mod-
erate production. The cost of running
the plant, of the raw material, of labor
and of marketing the products all fig-
ure in agriculture as they do In manu-
facturing. But no figures are so apt to
be misused as those in relation to farm-
ing, because many who use them do
not understand their significance.—
Stockman and Fanner.

Good >nd BaUt Compoitl.
Composts are necessary in the finer

processes of gardening, but they should
be made in a cleanly manner and be
kept free from contamination. There
is nothing better than compounds of
~clean sods free-fronrweed: seeds and
manure from grata or forage fed ani-
mals, mixed in varying proportions
and well worked together as decomposi-
tion progresses. It takes about two
years to, make a first class article, but
much may be accomplished in one sea-
son by frequent turnings. If you start
such a compost, do not degrade it with
doubtful organic wastes. Keep them
separate, burn where possible or bury
deeply. The ounce of prevention in
this matter is worth whole tons of the
disease "cures" our scientists have so
far provided.—Rural New Xorker.
