The Sinew* of War.
Naturally the financial centers of En-

rope have been a good deal disturbed
by the possibility of heavy drafts by
both Russia and. Japan In order to carry;
on the war. So far, however, neither
country has shown any inclination to
draw on Europe for-funds. .

Japan is raising a war loan of fCO,-
000,000 and Is experiencing no difficulty
In floating it at home. So enthusiastic
are the Japanese people that the first
issue of the loan was considerably over-
subscribed. The tender of large sums
to the government has also been made
by wealthy Japanese living abroad.
During the Chinese war nine years ago
Japan astonished the financial world
by raising about 1112,000,000 by loans
absorbed at home and by taxation. Ap-
parently the Tokyo government is not
likely, for .some time at least, to be
embarrassed for want of funds to carry
on the war.

Russia likewise appears to be in fair-
ly good financial'condition for the ex-
pensive contest, having begun by is-
suing treasury notes to the extent of
$25,000,000. Among other resources the
Russian government has over ?500,000,-
000 in gold and bank notes In reserve,
so that, although the financial condition
of the country~!s> anything but sound,
the sinews of war for the Immediate
future are amply supplied.

According to a government report
Just completed, the average price of
anthracite coal at the mines advanced
from $1.41 per short ton in 1898 to
11.96 in 1902. Bituminous coal advanced
from 80 cents in 1898 to $1.12 in 1902.
These figures represent very big gains
for the operators, but there is still a
laree nrofit for the carriers and dealers.

The Distribution of Immigrants.
In accordance with the recommenda-

tion of Immigration Commissioner Sar-
gent there is now before congress a bill
for the establishment of a bureau of
information to assist newly arrived
•liens hi becoming acquainted with
America which ought to meet with fa-,
vorable consideration. Under present
conditions immigrants are becoming
concentrated in the east, for the most
part in the large cities, and particularly
in and about the city of New York.

This congestion of aliens is undoubt-
edly the most menacing feature of the
present Immigration system. It is only
natural that Buch a congestion should
exist if nothing is done to counteract
i t Naturally a stranger will go no
farther from the port-where he arrives
than he has to .go without some good
reason. Then, too, the Immediate ef-
fective demand for labor which the im-
migrant encounters on his; arrival Is
more convincing than a demand which,
though it may be more pressing, comes
at second' hand from a distance. So-
cial congestion, moreover, unlike phys-
iological congestion, Is contagious.
Where-the most foreigners are, incom-
ing foreigners are most likely to find
friends and there most likely to Settle.

The plan of Commissioner Sargent 1*
to establish an office on Bills island, in
New York harbor, where the authori-
ties could put before the immigrants
directly the advantages of various
parts of the country, show pictures of
the south and the west that would in-
dicate to the Italian or the Swede or
the Hungarian the places where he
might find -ft home most nearly ap-
proaching in characteristics the home
he had left and make clear the demand -
for his labor which he-would never
learn from those'who are likely to meet
him at the port of entry. In other
words, the proposed measure is design-
ed to supplement the restriction of Im-
migration with a judicious distribution
of the Immigrants who are admitted.
It would no doubt, to some degree at
least, lessen the evils of the present
system.

Great Britain's confidence that there
will be no general European war would
be more reassuring if It did not so
strongly recall Russia's confidence that
there would be no war with Japan,
