Tbo most startling is that of I'e-ter
Nieclernioyer, who, it' his ytovy is true,
has killed u man for every year of his
life.

"I have killed twenty-three men and
Wounded seventeen," he-deelaretl, -

"Innocent meil are serving tlriie for
my crimes in more than one peniten-
tiary. Rewards amounting to ;?Ki,uO0
are outstanding fur me in different
states. 1 will confess these ei'inios if
the police will RIVO me a written prom-
ise to give a imi't of the reward to my
old mother.

Mystery of Four Years Cleared Up>
Uustiiv .Marx, one of the immUts now

under sentence ot' death, says in a star-
tling confession that lie was one of
three men. who hold up the, Chicago
anil Northwestern express train at
Tower W, near Dekalb, four years ago.
The crime, which bus passed into his-
tory as one of the must desperate ever
committed in or. about Chicago, has
never been fastened uuon uny one of
the numy suspects arrested, and the
identity of the bandits has remained a.
mystery to the police until now.

Marx says,both bis confederates in
the crime are dead and- refuses to give
their names. Uue of theiu, Ue declares,
"died with hiw boots on." The rail-
way authcirities admitted a loss of
$10 ,̂000 by the robbery. Mnrx Bays
the robbers secured only $H,UOO, the
rest of the money 'having been destroy-
ed by the explosion of dynamite used
to crack the safe.

Five Murders For Marx.
In a sort of footnote to this startling

confession Marx admits the killing of
five men in his career of crime.

"Besides John B. Johnson,, killed at
the car barns; Detective Quinn, killed
at tue time of my arrest, and Otto
Bander, whom Koeski is generally sup-
posed to have kilTed, I have killed two
other men," said Marx.

"Eight years ago Nledermeier and I
went to Janesville, TVia., to rob a train
and hid our dynamite alongside the
track. A trackwalker or railway de-
tective—I have never learned which—
came until us and asked us what we
were doing there. I shut him, and we
threw his body Into the Rock river.
The other man whom I killed I had
done criminal work with in Michigan.
I met him at Camp (jultlneld, Colo.,
when Xiederineier and I were there

,• last fall. lie knew too much about
j me, and I killed him and left his body

lying in the suburbs of (be camp. Both
these crimes can be verified by the po-
lice."

Bold Holdup In Rochester, N. Y.
Rochester, X. Y., Maveh 14.—(JeorKe

Gath, an I'lijtiiiver cm the Buffalo,
Rochester and Plttsburg railroml, was
held up and assaulted at 12 o'i»luik in
the morning, receiving injuries which
may prove fatal. Gath wus on ills way
to work when the assault took place.
It occurred near Lincoln park, in the
northwest part of the dry* on what
is known as the Gardner tract, a large
tract of vacant-lots. His assailant got
35 cents, all the money he had, but
overlooked his gold watch.

White Crews on the Mississippi. -
Memphis, Tenn., March 14.—For the

first time in the history of traffic on
the Mississippi river at this port steam'
boats will be manned by crews ot
white men. The change from colored
to white labor among the roustabouts
and deck hands on boats' from
St. Louis has been found to be a suc-
cess, and the announcement is made
by the Lee line that colored labor no
longer will be employed.

Senator Tillman Improving,
Washington, March 14. — Senator

Tillman, who for a week has had seri-
ous trouble with his throat, Is* report-
ed to be very much improved, and con-
fidence is expressed that he wilL be
able to leave the city for the south
during the present week for a period
of recuperation. The marked improve-
ment is due to the relief experienced
from the lancing of another abscess.

Former Abolitionist Dead.
Schencctady, N. Y., March 14.—Colo-

nel Jacob J. De Forest, one of the best
known persons in this part'of the state,
Is dead at his home in Rotterdam,
»ged eighty-three years. He wns Inti-
mately associated with Horace Greeley
during the abolition movement.

Asphyxiated by Gas.
Wapakonetn, o., March 14.—Mrs. J.

II. CSoeke, wife of a prominent attor-
ney, is dead, the result of asphyxiation
by fumes from a gas furnace, and hei
three children and a servant who were
overcome by the fumes are in a critical
condition, but will recover.

8eal Herds on Newfoundland Coast.
St. John's, N. F., March 14.-Large

herds of seals are being carried against
the northern coast line of Newfound-
land by the inshore winds, thus en-
abling the coast folk to kill them.

. New York Lunacy Report.
Albany, ,N. Y., March 14.— The fif-

teenth annun 1 report of the state com-
mission in lunacy is to in' presented to
the legislature this evening. The to-
tal cost of maintaining the :>4.1H7 in-
sane In the statei hospitals duriiig the
paBt year was $4,104,081), and the av-
erage weekly per capita cost wns .$3.82,
an increase- of; 20 cents per week ovei
the preceding year, or a gross addition
to the maintenance fund of $182,342.
In addition the commission expended
$632,000 for new buildings and extraor-
dinary improvements. Five thousand
new caseB of insanity developed during
the year, or 434 more than during the
previous year. There wotfe" 1,203 re-
coveries, and 1,100 were also sufficient-
ly improved by treatment to enable
them to return to their homes. The
percentage of recoveries was 24.72 as
against 24.60 the preceding year. The
total number of Insane in all institu-
tions was 25,034.

Between 700 and 800 delegates to the
world's' fourfli Sunday school conven-
tion, to be held at Jerusalem April 18,
li) and 20, on Tuesday sailed from
New York on the specially chartered
steamer Grosser Kurfurst for a seven-
ty-uius days' cruise of the Mediterra-
nean. They represent nearly every
state, territory and province on the
North American continent. A similar
contingent, sailing from England and
made up of European Sunday school
workers, will JWet the.American party
in tile Mediterranean, and in nil lie-
tweon 1,200 and 1,-iOO delegates will
attend the convention.

In Chicago on Saturday night the so
called "cur barn bandits"—Harvey
Van Dine, Peter NeMenneir and Gus-
tav Marx—were found guilty of mur-
iler and sentence'd to be hanged. The
trio attained noturiety by a desperate
all day battle that started in a dugout
near Liverpool, Ind., where they had
taken refuge after a series of remurk-
ahle crimes, including the murder uf
two employees of the Chicago street
railway at one of the company's barns
in tliiit city' the .motive in each in-
stance living robbery. .

The lai-ge.-t land deal ever made in
Mexico has just been consummated.
A solid tract of 4,000,00(1 acres of
grazing and agricultural land, compris-
ing, the Flores Hola estate, has been
sold to a syndicate of New York men.
E. H. Harrlmau, president of the
S<—" rn'Pacific railroad,'is said to be
Inleivsted. Tlie new owners have
made application to the Mexican gov-
ernment for concessions for tile estab-
lishment of large irrigation and other
iiidH"' -:ul works on the laud.
_ The railroads of the Wyoming valley
suffered severely by reason of the re-
cent Ilootl. The roadbeds are washed
out In many places, and bridges are
torn and twisted by the masses of ice.
The total damage in all towns be-
tween I'lttston and Sunbury is esti-
mated at $<i,5un,ooo. Over 2,000 fami-
lies weue rendered. homeless by1 the
Hidden rise of water. The damuge in
other sections of the state was heavy.

On Friday afternoon President B. It.
MeAdoo of the New York and Hudson
River Tunnel company, Chief Engi-
neer Parsons, General MeOarter and
fourteen din-tors of the company
made a trip on foot through the just
completed tuhe under the Hudson riv-
er, from J.ersey City td New York. The
event was fittingly celebrated at the
New York city terminus at the foot of
Morton street.

On Tuesday Governor Odell signed
the unification bill under which the
new educational regime will be insti-
tuh'd in New York state. Dr. Andrew
S. Draper, president of Illinois uni-
versity and formerly superintendent
of public instructinn of New York
state (.1SSH-18II2J, will be elected com-
missioner of education.

The worst rain and wind storm in
thirteen years on Thursday swept
along the Pacific coast, doing much
damage to shipping, railroads f and
frame buildings through the statei The
storm extended from San Diego to
Vancouver island, and many marine
disasters occurred along the coast.

On the steamer Lowther Castle,
which has arrived from the far east
with a $1,000,000 cargo, were two wild
animals, a baby lion and a hyena, for
President Roosevelt from King Mene-
Iek of Abyssinia. The king also sent
to the president a pair of elephant
tusks valued at ?2,000.'

The New York and New Jersey Rail-
road company's tunnel under the Hud-,
son river, connecting New York with
Jersey City, was on Wednesday com-
pleted, and it Is now possible to walk
under the water from shore to shore.

WAR IN Tllr; FAR EAST
JAPANESE FLEET BATTERS PORT

ARTHUR AGAIN.

Rumor Afloat That Russians Have
Evacuated the Stronghold—Alexeieff
Reports Battle Between Torpedo Flo-
tillas.
It is reported that" a collision he-

twoen Japanese and Russian troops
has occurred near Haiju, Korea, Mty-
four miles northwest of Chemulpo,
which resulted In the defeat of .the
Russians.

It is also reported that the Japanese
advanced from the i'nlu river, cap-
tured Fungwangehang and drove out
the Russians in the vicinity to the Ta-
kuUnft-eastern-ptiss and are in force
seventy miles east of Newehwang.

In a message to the ezar Viceroy
AlexeieCt telegraphed from Mukden
March 10:

"The commandant of the fortress at
Port Arthur "reports that nt about 1
o'clock this morning the outlines of
vessels, apparently torpedo boats, were
seen at sea within the area swept bŷ
our searchlights. Our batteries open-
ed fire upon these vessels. Our torpe-
do boats put .out for sea at twenty
minutes to 3 a. m. and at about 4
o'clock met the enemy west of the
Liuotishin lighthouse. After firing sev-
eral shnts the enemy retired to the
south In the direction of Shandun.
dm torpedo boats returned to the har-
bur at (I o'clock.

"Lator torpedo boats were again sent
. sen to reconnoiter. They returned

in half an hour, having learned that an
enemy's squadron was approaching.

"At S o'clock tlie Japanese opened,
fire upon our cruisers and thi» fortress.
The enemy had fourteen ships and
fired the entire time from behind Liao-
tishin."

On Sunday unconfirmed reports from
Shanghai, Tientsin and Cliefu were to
the effect that I'ort Arthur had been
evacuated by the Russians on Friday.

Special dispatches from Tokyo and
Yinkow also give reports of heavy
Russian casualties at Port Arthur,
amounting to forty killed and) 100
wounded, but they are so conflicting
in'details that it is not wise to give
tliem much credit.

In a. dispatch from Tokyo, dated
March 13, a correspondent of the Daily
Telegraph says that in the latest at-
tack on Port Arthur two! Russian tor-
pedo boat destroyers "were sunk, and
great .damage, was, done to tlie docks,
forts and arsenals, including the ex-
plosion of a powder magazine. Dalny
ls_ reported to have been almost entire-
ly destroyed. Several guns there were
dismounted, and the crews of four tor-
pedo boats In the inside harbor are
said, to have deserted.

WORLD'8 BIGGEST TRUST.

Lnited States 8t««l Corporation's Re-
port Gives 8tartling' Figures.

New York, March 14.—The annual
/Ueport of the United States Steel cor-
poration, the world's biggest trust, giv-
ing the earnings and general results
for Its fiscal year ended Dec. 31 last,
represents ffgures of stupendous size,
with results In some exhibits reaching
to billions of dollars. The report easily.
compares with the balance sheet of an
empire.
, As the preliminary reports indicated,
an unfavorable comparison is made
with the results for Iflo2, the banner
year of the corporation's existence.
Decreased earnings are shown, and In-
roads are reported as a consequence
upon the company's surplus. The com-
pany ends the year, however, and be-
gins 1904 with an undivided surplus of
$«IS,006,000, of wbicu ?oO,000;000 is
cash in Its banks. -•

Gross earnings fell from .?iiHO,BO0,OO0'
in 1002. to .$.-3t!,B00,0fl0 in 1903, a
shrinkage of $23,n00,000 for the year.
Net earnings were $109,171,000 in 11)03,
and in 1W2 they were .$133,300,000.

—T4ie^ rgport_ deals extensively with
the conditions" and finances of the
great property, telling the extent and
value of the improvements made, the
earnings since its organization in
March, liXM; the products of its mills
and furnaces, its ore and coal lands, of
its fleets of boats and the multitudi-
nous industries which make the com-
pany the largest Industrial factor in
the world. Armies of men are em-
ployed, as Is evidenced by the number
of workmen and oflleern on the pay-
rolls. The report shows that on an av-
erage 107,709 men, far greater than
the United States standing army, were
workmen of the United States Steel
corporation.

There was distributed to the employ-
ees of the big steel trust during the
year a total of .$120,7fl3,89« In wages.
The.vnlue of the business done reached
the sum of$ri3f>,572,871. Besides pay-
ing the wages to the men the company
distributed .$43,000,000 to its stockhold-
ers during the year and $19,000,000 to
the holders of Its bonds.
