perature was like that of a day in August
n the Northland.

;1*ss windows, and obatruoted the view
lomewhat by stloklhg to the outside glass.

>n the Desert, bat after reaohing the Fa-
><fio ooaat and Southern Oaltfornia proper,
it waa something dlfleMai,. Sunrise on
;he Desert was the mbat bssntlful display
>f red light that we had ever seen.

It Is well to observe the sun rise and ann
let, also the diversity and majesty of the
tstant mountains aa they somewhat re-
leve the barrenness and desolation of the
landscape, We seemed always in a valley
with mountains in view from either aide/
Sometimes a vast level waste lay between
the traok and the mountains and at other
times the track, approached the very base
of the mountains where smelting
ilanta were in operation to prepare for
sommerce the gold, silver and copper ob-
ialned from near by mines. As we enter-

ed the Desert a comparatively level waste
spread over the valley as far as the eye
could reach,,-Small"neaps and mounds
are formed and reformed by the dry, light
soil which is shifted about by a continual
wind. Bed aand, covered in plaoesby
beds of white alkali, produoes a oonslder
able growth of shrub cedar and Mexican
dagger. The latter is.a species ofcaotuB
growing in tuftB with green leaves the
shape of ribbon grass. The leaves may
be cut with a knife near the root, but are
exceedingly hard and sharp a few inohes
from the end, In this locality it grows
from 9 to 18 inohes In height, and in other
places larger being a dangerous menace to
the man or beast who attempts to trample
upon it, ' The cedar grows large enough
for fuel, but after a few hours ride gives
place to the smaller and useles* shrubbery,
the green grease wood, white sage and
mesqutte. The mesqulte looks much like
the B»ge but differs in having thorns some
times an inch long and producing beans
which the Indians use for food. Oaotl lu-
orease in variety of species, shape and
size with the arldness of the land. There
is an abundance of the pear oaotns with
leave* as large aa a person's hand, another
kind tied near the center like a sheaf of
grain, and others having a brash or fan
top. The soap weed resembles the Meilcan
dagger In appearance, but the leaves are
more pliable growing larger and sending
up a central stalk sometimes 7 or 8 feet in
height whloh bears beautiful white bell
shaped flowers. The Sowers mature into
a fruit whioh looks like the ban*na,..hul
tastes exceedingly bitter. The root ol
this plant may be used aa soap and is tali
to have as good oleanslng qualities aa thi
commercial product Man muat providi
the water in-this looality, however, in or
der to experiment with nature's soap,
Gravel, small stone and bloeks of lime-
stone are seen in places where the aurfta
has been excavated for grading the R. B,
One stretoh of track for a distance of 7!
miles is wlthont a curve. Ditohes an
mtde to prevent a washout of the1 track in
case of the cloud burst or torrent of rain
fall which sometimes occur. Near one ol
the distant mountains in New Mexico la
seen the Hal Paia (bad land), which is
black lava flow 40 miles in length am
from 5 to 10 miles in width.

In the desert of California lie* a remark-
able salt lake two mile* from the railway
track. A sheet of snow like whiteness 80
miles long and 10 miles wide.' Extensive
worka have been ereoted, where the salt la
packed and shipped on a large wale,
omuional wagon traok may Be seen on thi
Desert, or a trail leading up the mountains,
Along nearly the whole route the track is
enclosed by wire fenolng whioh is built b;
the R. B. Co, as sheep, cattle and ho:
range over most of this region. We saw
one large flock of aheep, numerous horses
in groups of 5 to 35 and many scattered
herd of oattle, all red or red and white i:
oolor.

The oattle werepoor, pitiable oreatures,
an occasional skeleton of one lying upoi
the sand. They exist upon the ollmate,
dry desert grass, and a limited amount oi
water pumped ap by scattered windmills,
At one point water is obtained 300. ft. be
low the snrface.

Grosvenor of Ohio, who asked why the re-
port had been presented,,.what was its
purpose, and what it meant. He indig-
nantly denounoed the oommtttea and ee-
peolally the Fostofflce authorities, for giv-
ing but the information whioh it contain-
ed, and publishing it to all the world. He
said it was' "conceived in Bin and bom in
iniquity" and had gone on its deadly way
until It struck the Bouse, He paid a
glowing tribute to the honesty, fairness,
regularity, and high purpose of member*
of both side* of the House, and said he
doubted if a more respectable body of
men could be found in the world. He
maintained that a Congressman bad a right
to do all he oould for his constituents, and
that it was bis privilege to send ibis ad-
vice and opiniona to the Postmaster Gen-
eral. He deplored the f sot that at a time
whan the pnblio nerve 1* strung to a high
tension over the coming Presidential cam-
paign, such a document, so malicious and
misleading, should be given to the public
The discussion raged all of Monday and
Tuesday, and was continued Wednesday!
