UNWISE AND
UNMERITED

OPPOSITION.

Jealousy S I U W I a f ight
Against th* Agricultural

Golleg*.

The bill whioh is now pending in the
Legislature at Albany for the approprirv
tlon of the sum of $250,000 for a state hall
of Agrioultnre at Cornell University, is
meeting with a determined opposition
whioh, is as surprising as it is foolish.
.This opposition seems to be led by Chan-
cellor D»y of Syracuse University and he
Is supported in: hlir attaoks-npon-tbe-meas-j

~ ure by a'number of prominent edooatlonal
instltattons of the state, among whioh we
are sorry to note, is St. Lawrence Univer-
sity. The opposition whioh Dr. Day has
stirred np against this splendid proposi-
tion seems to be inspired solely by a jeal
onsy of Cornell University, and he is will
ing, and in faot determined, that the en-
tire agricultural interests of the state shall
be defeated in their wished, rather than
that'an Agrionltnral College shall be as
slsted by .the State at Cornell. It is a sur-
prising exhibition for a man in Dr. Day'a
position to assume, and many of his state-
ments and ^arguments are even more sur-
prising. The opponents of the bill offer
no substitute that is reasonable or feasible
bat seek to sell the farmers a gold briok In
the shape of a commission to investigate
and report at some future time. The time
is now ripe for, the consummation of a
soheme whioh theaftgrioulturiats have long
worked and hoped for, the plans are work-
ed out and the legislature stands ready to

• appropriatejthe money. Every man iu the
state who has the interests of education at
heart shonld be doing all in his power to
further suoh a.plan as is now proposed;
and any attempt to block it is deserving
of censure',,...

The argnments iu favor of the establish-
ment and maintenance by the state of an
institution ' whioh shall be capable of ad
equately famishing instruction in agricul-

>. tore are many and cogent, and In faot
there oan be no-successful argument ad-
vanced against.it. There are in the state
of New York more than one million peop e
who live upon and gain their livelihood
from the farms of the state, and these
farmB have a value of a billion- and-a .half
of dollars, while the value of their agrloul
tural produots is over two hundred and
fifty millions of dollars. The greatness of
the Empire State in bssed upon its agricul-
ture, and this, while not yet ranked among
the professions, i Is now being rapidly re-
cognized at'an Industry whioh requires
and demands special scientific knowledge
and instruction. Other states have recog-
nized the needs of their people in this line
and have provided for them. New York
state does not propose to allow itself to fall
behind, but as yet it has no place adequate
to meet the needs of the young men who
desire training and instruction in agrioul-
tnre.

There are three doors by which the state
might enter upon its plan of assisting the
young men to obtain an education in agrl-
oulture. One is by scattering the appro-
priation for this purpose around among
several existing institutions of learning;
another is to establish and maintain a
state college of agrloulture separate from

~ air others, and the third is to enlarge and
build up the institution for inBtruotlon in
agrioultnre which Is already maintained
at Cornell by federal and state aid. The
flrBt of these propositions would simply be
a waste of money without bringing any ap-
preciable results. The second would re-
quire a vast endowment and expenditure
whioh, in view of the present situation, is
unnecessary. Therefore it became evident
to those who.most earnestly desired a suc-
cessful consummation of the projeot, that
to enlarge and oomplete the work already
being done at Cornell, is the proper course
to pursue.

Those who are not familiar with the ex-
isting conditions at Cornell and who may
have been led astray by some of the mis-
leading statements whioh the opponents of
this bill have perpetrated, should bear in
mind that the state doeB not propose to
now favor Cornell to the extent of estab-
lishing a College of Agriculture there.
Cornell already has a College of Agricul-
ture with a. splendid faculty of thirty in-
structors. But the pressing needs of the
young men of this state who desire in-
strnotion in agrloulture are away beyond
the capacity of Cornell to supply, and
therefore, the state now proposes to ap-
propriate |25O,00O for thepurpoBeof erect-
ing suitable buildings at Cornell in whioh
to oarry on the work that has been already
inaugurated there, and whioh the state"
and federal governments are already assist-
ing. This Agrionltural College of New
York was founded upon the federal land
grant of 1882, of whioh New York's share
was nine hundred and ninety thousand
acres. This was accepted by the state and
the state designated Cornell University as
the sole recipient of the funds acoruing
therefore.

In addition to this Congress afterward
passed a second land grant act whereby

twenty five thousand dollars more is an-
nually appropriited to aid the land grant
colleges and whioh of conne goes to Cor-
nell bnt It was provided that no portion
thereof shall be used for the erection of
buildings. It was contemplated -that the
state should do Its share in this work by
erecting the buildings. Therefore lnas-
mnoh as the Agricultural College is already
established at Cornell, and is now doing
splendid work, and inasmuch as the state
has praotioally agreed to assist in the work
being done there, it Is certainly proper
that it should ereot buildings which shall
be adequate and suitable. Aside. Tom the
jealousy mentioned above, there seems not
to be the shadow of an exouse for opposing
this bill.

The agricultural interests of this state
are very muoh In earnest in their desire
for suitable instruction in the profession
of Agrloulture and they have repeatedly
asked the state to asxist In the work.
Every agricultural' sooiety and interest iu
the state favor* this project, among those
most aottve being all the GrangeB, the
Dairymen's Association, the State Fruit
Growers Association, the' State Breeders
Association, the State,/ Sheep Breeders
Association, the Shropshire Association,
the State Poultry Association, the State
Agrionltural Sooietiesl the State Q ange,
and in fact everybody representing agrl-
oaltural pursuits. \ /

These people are in favor of this bill and
they hope to see the Legislature pass it.

The bill is now before the finance oom •
mlttee of the Senate, of whioh Hon.
George B. Malby Is ohatrmau. Senator
Italby is heartily in favor of the projeot as
a whole and believes that this is the prop-
er way to bring about the muoh - desired
result. The following letters la answer to
.QpmmunicatipnB from Dr. Day eluoldate
thesltuatlou andar'e'of interest:

" University, Syracuse V. Y.
My dear Sir:—I am pleased to acknowledge

kthe-reoelpt-of-y-oar-esteemed favor of the
1st. instant, in-relation to the proposition
to ereot an agricultural building at Cornell
University. I have given all you say very
careful consideration, - and my'reply there*
to is as follows:

My entire life-time has been spent among
the farmers, having been a farmer's boy
myself, and in recent years I have been
their representative in Assembly and Sen-
ate. I have therefore had some opportun-
ity of observing and, knowing the oondi-
tiou of the farmer and his family. I have
no possible personal interest in the propo-
sition of the erection of an agricultural
college anywhere. My only interest Is to
serve as best I onn the vast number of
people in our State,'Who Ibelleve have re-
Oftlved as .little atteutiou and as few favors
from the State and National government
as any class of our oiiizens and who have
upon every occasion and iu every way con-
tributed as much, if not more, to the
general welfare than any other olass. For
several "fears I have been* of the opinion
that the conditions on the [ farm would be
Improved if the State were to establish
and maintain a suitable agricultural college
and to this end I have given my best
efforts, and have recently had some lesson
to believe that my wishes might be grati-
fied. All of the oommunloatlonB whioh I
have reoeived from those who attended
the recent meeting and others in opposi-
tion to the bill in- that it shonld not be ee-
.tabltshed at Cornell for the reason that It
might discriminate against other colleges
or universities. Very few, if any, who
have written me In opposition Beem to be
opposed t6 the proposition that an agricul-
tural college should be established They
simply obJHUt to Cornell. I presume that
were the proposition before us, to establish
an agricultural college in connection with
any other college or university,- the same
objeotlonB would arise and from precisely
the same people and for the Bame reason.
The appointment of a commlesloc for the
pnrpose of considering ,tne whole subjeot
would not, in my judgment, relieve the
situation from the present oritloisms or
tend to a more equitable solution of-the
question. What yon s y about the fav rs
extended to Cornell are probably true.
The question, however, remains to be de-
cided by ns as to where, If at all, we are to
make a start. It must be admitted that
Cornell has made some use of the moneys
which it has reoeived and has already es-
tablished a School of Agriculture, whioh
Is of great value, and has performed some
good work for that olass o£*citi*eens who so*'
muoh need and who are so deserving of
assistance. I am very free to confess that
to establish an agricultural college where
there is none at present, or to establish
several brandies at our different oolleges,
is entirely beyond my power or those who.I
have an interest "in this subjeot. I am
very frank to say that under the most ad-
vantageous oiroumstances it is a matter of
the~j*u:eatest dlfRoulty to secure an appro-
priation, even for Cornell, whose condi-
tions are looked upon most favorably, by
the members of thlB legislature. I am of
the opinion that, should'thia sohool at Cor-
nell be improved and the good effects
shown, It would be easier in the course of
a few years to establish a branch at some
of the other oolleges or universities whose
looatlon would be suitable for suoh a pur-
poBe. I presume that we should never tire
in onr efforts to accomplish results whioh
we regard as good, but I must admit that,
after years of trial, I have praotlcally con-
oluded olet this last one effort of mine
In this direction, to do something for the
farmer, be the last, feeling that is Is a use
less expenditure of energy, and that the
opposition whtoh has been set persistently
maintained In the past, would Buooessfully
dominate all future aotionB. While there
is undoubtedly some manufactured Benti-
ment in favor of Cornell, I feel absolutely
certain from the nature of my correspond-
ence that there oan be no possible doubt of
a tremendous pnblio sentiment both In
favor of the appropriation and Cornell as
Its looation. It la to be regretted that all
oannot be satisfied. From a per-
sonal standpoint, it wonld be the greatest
pleasure of my life to have this college lo-
cated in connection with St. Lawrenoe
University and within the bounds of the
greatest agricultural—county in America.
I had hoped and I still believe that the lo
cation of an agrionltural college anywhere
would greatly benefit my fellow oltizenB
of this entire State.

My dear Sir:—I am in reoelpt of., your es
teemed favor of the 3rd. instant, in reply
to mine, with reference to the appropria-
tion for an agricultural oollegn to pe locat-
ed at Cornell University. You entirely
mistake my inter-ut in Cornell. I have no
son attending Cornell University and
never liad. I have a son attending Oasca-
dllla School, who has expressed a wish,
after his graduation, to go to Harvard,
whioh I am very muoh inclined to grant.
In fa* t, I never had a relative in my life,
far or near, who attended Cornell Univer-
sity. 1* may nay in the beginning that
which ban been my guide at all time*** in
the past, I regard the rights <>f the people
to have constructed an agrionltural college
for their ednontion and advancement ar*,
paramount to the rights or interests of any
college or < of any Tooaltty, In the dia-
oharge of my publio duties in relation to
this subject I may be pardoned if I say
that I have not seriously considered simp
ly oritloisms whioh dealt with the place of

its looatlon, If I judge aright,
and I think I do, the people

are demanding an agrionltural oollege, not
a dozen of them, bat simply one to »tart
with, and owe when the State feels able
to assume that obligation. They want
and are positively demanding at least one
college properly equipped for agrionltural
Instructions. I am of the opinion'and
that opinion 1B shared in by a large num-
ber or people who a,re Interested only in
the subjeot that Cornell off-re the be-t fa-
ollitieB at the present time for its location
Of oonrse it has not been the policy of the
State np to the present time to make dl
rect appropriations to oolleges tor higher
edtioation. Nevertheless I mav say to you
that I am In favor of their doing so, and
there is no university in the State whtoh
I would regard as more entitled to such
instrnotion than yonr own. However,
until the policy of the State has teen
changed with reference to this matter, no
appropriations oan probably be made.
Yon will pardon me for saying that most
of the communications whioh I have re
celved. not excluding your own, appear to
be Blmply against Cornell. No argument
has been addressed to ns that it should be
looated at any other place, or any reasons
suggested why it should be. Of course I
exceedingly regret that this attempt on
our part to answer the demands of along-
felt want on the part of most all of our
agricultural comunities should have met
* lth this opposition, as the only possible

Tec*, of it oan be that no institution what-
rer would be looated anywhere. I1* oc-

( ira to me that if this is the result,
hat those who have omised
it will be held responsible by our

people. So far as my Senatorial District
is concerned, the farmers are practically a
unit in demanding this legislation^ I as-
sure yon that I am not mistaken in rela-
tion to the feeling of the agriculturalists
there or any where throughout the. State.

I desire tp reiterate, that there oan be
no possible doubt as to the demands of
the people in general as to the wisdom of
this appropriation, and, so far as lam
concerned, it will reoeive my most hearty
support. Let the defeat of It, if defeat
oomes, rest upon those who are responsible
for it.

FREDERICK M. HEATH.
O n « of P o t s d a m ' s Promln«*nt

C i t i z e n s P a s s e s A w a y

The unexpected news of the 'death of
Mr Frederlok M. Heath brought nion*cn-
ing to many hearts, for though re]
moved from ns for a year and a half
Potsdam still claimed him a* her own; a
resident here for nearly twenty-five years
of aotive bnstneiis life, dnring whioh he
was pr mlnent in all intellectual and liter-
ary efforts, as well as active in every
movement for the moral good of the town,
Potsdam may well feel that in his removal
from nil, and still more in his death, she
lost a valued oitizin and loyal friend. He
took np his residence in Fotsdam in 1880
to live with bis nnole, Col. Milton Heath,
and assist htm in his business of land
agent, for which he' was well prepared,
having a thorough knowledge of survey-
ing, mapping, etc, Mr. H. S. Perrlgo,
with whom he had a joint office for twen-
ty-three and a half years says of him:
"Frederick Heath was a first-class business
man, a natnral mechanio, an exoellenV
penman, and very exact in all his work.
Our friendship grew year by year, until I
oame to regard him aB a brother. There
has gone from us * good oltizen, a
scholarly, oonscientious, Christian gentle-
man."

-Frederlok Milton Heath was born in
Molra, N. Y., Jan., 1 1844; he wasmarrled
in 1875 to Hiss Julia Fulleitnn of Middle-
town, N. Y , who survive* to mourn with
her two ohildren the loss of a loving hus-
band and father. The son, Mr. Julian
Heath, la in a real estate and loan office in
New York oity, and Miss Flora is studying
in the School of Expression.

(Sf~ The early date set for the Bepubll-
oan State Convention necessitates two
sets of. caucuses And district conventions
in this county, aa It Is thought best not
to depart from onr UBual custom of hold-
Ing the regular nominating conventions
in June. Therefore the distrlot oonven-
tions have heen called for Monday April
4, for the purpose of selecting only the
delegates to the Btate and CongresBional
Conventions. The oanonaes throughout
the county are called for Saturday, April
3 The first Congressional ^ Convention,
which will soon be called, will choose two
delegates and two alternates from the
Congressional diatriot to attend the He-
publiean National Convention and vote
for Roosevelt. The nomination of Con-
gressman, Senator, Members of Assembly
and county officers, will all be made at
the second set of conventions in June.

Eg" The bill to pension jndges, whioh
was temporarily defeated in the Assem-

bly through the opposition of Assembly-
man Merritt, took a new lease of life and
finally passed the AsBembly by a Bmall
margin. The Senate, however, concluded
to bury it beyond the hop?, of reonsolta-
tion and to attain this end a caucus of the
Repnblioan Senators was Galled. Senator
Malby took the bull by the horns and very
forcibly pointed oat the numerous reasons
for not passing this bill. The Senators
agreed with him and voted to kill It. The
policy of entering into a plan of civil pen-
sions is a very dangerous one and one
which would be oapable of limitless abuse.
Furthermore the judges are very well
paid aB It is, and, to put it bluntly, their
income is far beyond that received by
most men and shonld be snffioient to main-
tain them comfortably after they have re-
tired from the benob.

•Writing from Warsaw, a correspond-
ent of one of the London newspapers
declares that the "Jews are vying with
Christians in their protestations of
patriotism and fidelity to the czar."

Mr. Heath had made a brave fight
against disease, having attended to busi-
ness and planned for the future up to the
last, but "fell on Bleep," as waBthe qaaint"
saying of the early Christians, TneBday,
March 8, at 5 o'clock, lovingly ministered

friends here to know that Mr and Mrr.
Rnfns L. Sisson were in Hew York and
hastened to the grief stricken home.
Services were held iu Yonkers at four
o'olook, Thursday, Maroh 10, in charge of
Bev. Mr. Freeman, a olergyman whom
Mr. Heath greatly eVteetoed; there fwere
beautiful floral tributes and many Potf-
datn friends and former neighhore were in
attendance; besides Mr. and Mrs. SieBon
there were Mlns Kirby, Miss Anna Clark-
son, Miss Waldo, Mn". Chas. Partridge,
Dr. Witherbeu and Mr.E'lmund Kirby; also
Mr, Harry Duncan, who oame from Phila-
delphia to be present. These three young
men. had all been clerks at Oztnia and
were very muoh attached to Mr Heath.

Mr. and Mrs. SlaBon accompanied Mrs.
Heath and her famliy to Potsdam, which
they reached Friday at 1 o'clock, and were
met by friends and by Dr Kirby and the
eight bearers, vestrymen of Trinity chnroh,
who escorted the remains to the ohuroh
where services were held at 8 o'clock.
The casket of plain black cloth was nn-
ornamented except by the silver plate
with name and age,..and the silver tar at
the sides; it vras oovered with flowers
brought .from Youkers, besides whioh
there were numerous tributes from friends
here. , A large congregation was present,
the Fortnightly Club sitting in a body;
the burial servioe was read by Dr. Kirby
and hymns of victory and holy joy were
sung by the choir; the bearers were Dr.
Thatcher, Dr? Dewey, Prof. .Flagg, Prof.
Aldrioh, O. a. Howe, S. A. Bedway, S. L.
Barnhart, and C. E. Batohelder.

Mrs. Heath and her family have the
sympathy of the entire community in their
deep Borrow. They will remain in Pots-
dam a few days, guests of Mrs. Landers,
but have not deolded on their future
movements.

Mr. Heath was a man of sterling char-
acter, generous culture and high ideals;
although not demonstrative he had a
genial and eympathetio nature, and was
best loved by those who kne*^ him best.
During his restdenoe in Potsdam he was a
communicant of Trinity ohuroh, and held
the offloe of vestryman for many yeafs.
He was also a lay reader, frequently offici-
ating at services, even delivering a sermon
at times. In failing health for several
years, it had been his onstom to seek a
less rigorous climate during the winter
months, but the spring brought him again
to his home in Fotsdam, preparatory to
going to Ozonla, whioh he had redeemed
from the wilderness, christened to snlt the
balmy and invigorating air, opened up by
fine reads, and toward which an annually
increasing nun^ber of people, like himself
refined and nature-loving, made yearly
pilgrimage, finding in the atmosphere of
Fernwood Hall spiritual balm, as well as
refreshment for tired bodies and wearied
nerves. Hia kindly spirit rebelled at the
slaughter of the deer and Ozania 'was no
place for the hunter, though there was
good hunting; the same gentle oourtesy
that manifested itself toward human kind
was extended to bird and beast and' plant;
to wantonly break a f er.*i or pluck a wild
wood fiower was almost as unpardonable
an offense as to be guilty of rudeness
toward a fellow being.

Hen was ,a retreat from whioh liquor
was exoluded, for Mr. Heath was strongly
opposed to both the liquor and the tobacco

habit, and. never failed to boldly and
strenuously oppose them In public and
in private. He could always be counted
as upon the aide of law and order in the
community when any issue involving
these was before the people, and articles
from his facile pen are well remembered;
those artloles were always Interesting, al
ways the fruit of honest conviction, direct
and incisive in sty'e.

Mr. Heath was a man of storked origin-
ality, shown in various ways, bnt especial-
ly in Ozonia, where he had scope for o»i-
rying out his ideas. His personality was
expressed in everything, the Hall, the
boat house, the rustic bridge leading from
"Ellen's Isle" (as his friends called the
lovely rounded island)to her smaller Bistor,
and espeolally in his own cottage, where
was a fireplace and huge ohlmney along
the outer wall, ev-ry stone of whioh had
been selected in the violnity by his own
hand for Its size, Its shape, its oolor,, and
even for its grotesqueness, for he did not
slum the grotesque, his unerring eye see-
ing its place in the constitution of things
in uaturs and In art. He had a keen sense
of humor, that "saving sense" whioh un-
doubtedly prolonged his life. This hnmor
was shown in the artistic sketches with
which he delighted his family and his
friends', in the songs which he wrote, or
rendered with snuh "abandon," and his
frank manner and hearty langh'oounter-
bulanoed the dignity and reserve by which
he was characterized, so that all were at
eaie in his presence. Mr. Heath with his
stately manners and punctilious courtesy
wonld have been called "a gentleman of
the old school" except that suoh term be-
longs to an older generation, of whioh his
hnole, Col. Heath, was.a 'couspionous ex-
ample. As a friend said of him, "He was
always a gentleman and always a Christ-
ian."" At Ozonia, besides morning prayers
in his family, to whioh guests and cot-
tagers were Invited on Sunday mornings,
he'h»d servioe every Sunday evening at 8
o'olook in the Hall. If clergymen were
present they were asked to officiate; it not,
Mr. Heath read the Bplsoopal evening
prayer, sometimes reading a sermon,
sometimes giving a short one of his own.

His originality and artistio tastes wen
shown in the new house he had built at
Lowerre Park, and particularly in the
lib'rarr, where he had a stained glass
window with the portrait of Washington
Irving as appropriate to the locality.

he searched long, until he at last fonnd it
in the musty den of an antiquarian with
taste* aa fastidious as his own. The
carved mantel was a delight, and before
his glowing grate he used to sit and read
in td,eal enjoyment, for he held with the
old motto, "A jollie goode Booke, Where-
on to Iooke, Is better'to me than Qolde."

His house and heart were always open
to the Club, and his hospitable home is
associated with the thofaght of many inter-
esting social events, Buoh as the Tenth
Anniversary of the founding of the Club,
all joining in love and thanks to him
whom we delighted to honor. In the last
letter received from him he said in speak-
ing of the Club, "Give them everyone my
love," words which will now rest upon the
members-like a .benediotion,^

Mr Heath was'very muon int&tesled'ih
the Centennial held here laBt June, having
been President of the Fortnightly Club
when the movemeat was inaugurated
there, and chairman of the original com-
mittee of arrangements. He was in at-
tendance at the celebration and did not
fall to express his pleasure at its success.
. The facets of a preolous Btbne set
in a different light show different'imes.
Mr. Heath was many-sided, but the
strongest side of his nature was con-
stantly toward the spiritual; his life
attested this, and he expressed it tn
many ways, as iu the song's he used to
write for the Fortnightly and for others.
The laat verse of the century song com-
posed for the Club reads;

The'-ladder Jacob saw Is at our feet,
With joy, oh let us rlsel

*E*ach day attain a bigher plane of life,
Each day more near the Bklesl"

While he shrank from speaking of
death he lived as in the presenoe of it.
On pleasant evenings at Ozonia boat loads
of people would gather at Sunset Rock and
Bing their happy songs; in allUBion to this'
Mr. Heath wrote "A Sunset Chorus;" the
last verse has gained wonderful nignlfl-
cauce the last few days • and will remain
an inspiration and incentive.

"My friend*, civc me thy dexter hsnd,
'Zonla, Ozonia;

In bn'pe that In yon shining land
Celntial >-oats there still may be,

To bear UB over the eryBtal sea;
Oh Heiveu 1B wondrous near to tbee,

'Zonla, Ozoaia!"

A Tribute to (Wr. Heath.
Editors Courier and Freeman:

No doubt many will, contribute to your
columns reminiscences of ourtlate respect-
ed fellow citizen, Mr. Frederiok M. Heath.
Perhaps very few in Fotsdam know that I
was associated with Mr. Heath in a busi-
ness and social way when we were young
m°n. There was but a few years differ-
ence in onr ages and we were congenial
spirits. I can therefore give a few faots
in his biography which may be interesting
to his many friends.

When I first met him at Fompton, N.
J., he had just graduated from the Sohool
of Mines, Columbia University, New York
City. I was at that time engaged as a
OlvllEnglneer in the construction of what
is now the Montolair and Greenwood Lake
Railway. My office was in one end of my
honse, (my mother and sister lived with
me) and Mr. Heath was in and out of it
constantly, as he was a near neighbor.
He often assisted me in my office work,
and I have a book in my possession whioh
contains drawings done in his character-
istioally neat and carefnl manner, beauti-
fully lettered and colored, to Illustrate the
engineering problems I worked ont in my
field work. In the evenings he often
came in to see.my mother, who was a
great reader and writer for the press, to
read aloooVto her and to discuss the latest
literature with her. She often Bpoke of
him, of the pleasure she had in his com-
pany, suggestions and criticisms, and of
the respect she entertained for him..

Shortly after this I was married, and a
year later met with the accident which

,eventually drove mfe out of my profession.
Withlb a few hours after I had been taken
to the hospital, as quiokly as the train

could bring him, Mr. Heath stood at my
bedside proffering his sympathy and offers
of assistance.

Mr. Heath built a comfortable home in
Fompton planned by himself, and them,
for many yean he cared for his mother,
to whom he was a loving and devoted son,
.He was a striot ohuroh man, and having
a fine bass voice he sang every Sunday in
the choir of the church where he was ad
mired and respeoted. He was ready to
help in all ohuroh matters and entertain-
ments, and was noted for his love of the
humerons, I remember that once, in a
tableau of "The Three Fishers," where he
impersonated one of the dead fishermen
thrown up on the sand, lying with his
back to the audience, he made horrible
faces at the young lady who took the part
of the bereaved wife. She, facing the
audience, almost went into a spasm in her
efforts to oontrol her eonnteuanoe. He
never lost this trait of oharacter, as we all
know, and his humerons caricatures of
men and animals have given muoh pleas-
ure to his friends. I always felt that if
he had taken np the study of caricature
'seriously he wonld have become noted in
that line.

When Heft Fompton to live in New
York City, Mr. Heath was in charge of the
business for the Bame railroad^ had helped
to build. Occasionally he'oalledon me
in my study. One day the last time he
was there I had just stretched a sheet of
paper on whioh to make a oharooal draw-
ing. My tools lay beeide me. "Paper,
oharooal and stamps," he exolaimed,
"What possibilities are before you."

J&ventually I gave the jiioture to my
wife, and many years later, when we bad
drifted together again here in Fotsdam,
I had the pleasure of showing him, upon
my parlor wall, the development of his
"possibilities "

Having thuB been acquainted with Mr.
Heath from his early manhood, it is my
pleasure, while mourning his loss, to con-
tribute to the testimony of respect due his
memory. He yrta always a man of integ-
rity, an affeotlonate and dutiful son, a
kind husband and father and a delightful
companion. He loved literature and art
for their own • sakes, and aimed at self-
improvement from his youth. More than
onoe he praised and enoouraged me in my
work as a teaoher in the Norbal. We \
oannot lose from onr lives our Intercourse
with snob a man without experiencing
the deepest feelings of regret.

A New BU of Slang.
New York has a new slang expression

which the balance o£ the country seems
inclined to assimilate. The new term
of speech is based on the noun "lid"
and came into vogue as the result of
the last mayoralty, campaign, when an
eminent divine predicted that in the
event of a Tammany victory .certain
sections of the city known locally as
the "Tenderloin" would resemble the
infernal region "with the lid off." The
Baying was long ago applied to Pltts-
burg by John Burns, the English labor
leader, though in a physical rather than
a moral sense on account of the numer-
ous blast furnaces in and about the
Smalty City. „

The picturesque* expression, however,
spread through the metropolis with the
rapidity of an entire novelty. Police
Commissioner MuAdoo gave it renewed
life some time ago by Insisting thai the
"Tenderloin lid was clamped down and
would be kept so." This was hint suf-
ficient for the Bowery creator of slang,
and the "lid" is no\y in good standing
in the language of Gotham. District
Attorney Jerome's rumored investiga-
tion of the shipbuilding combination
was heralded as '-taking the lid all the
trust." The cabman who wishes to
convey the idea that his liorst's are fast
says that the , auimnls "have their
speed lids off." A flight}1 New Yorker
is'now accused of having a "leaky lid,"
and the cilterpi'lsing merchant an-
nounces a bargain sale by saying that
there is "no lid on prices." Japan is
said to have "put a lid upon" the Rus-
sian fleet at Port Arthur. The expres-
sion has as much reasonableness and is
quite as picturesque as many another
which has come into general vogue,
and we may expect to see the "lid" in-
corporated into the language of slang.
