THE BAD KOADS TAX
MUD HIGHWAYS ARE COSTLY, ESPE-

CIALLY FOR THE FARMER.

Some FltfiiroM .Showing Wlmt In Lout
by IlauIliiK Fnrm Produvta" Over
l'iilii>l>Fo\od IloiulN—How the Mer-
chant IM AflVctiMl.

The uanii* "public highway" Indicates
that roads are matters of public rather
than' private concern, and nothing but
the fact that we have all been giving
attention to our private-affairs to the
exclusion lot public affair-! can account
fur the ln,ck of iuterest, that has been
taken in the highways in the past, said
a speaker at a good roads convention
held in Winterset, la. But fortunately
u chnnge is taking place. Interest is In-
creasing. Country and city alike are
awakening to the necessity of some-
thing being done.

The people of Madison county, la.,
are paying a small road tax, 5 mills
being the limit that can he levied, hut
they have for years been paying a
larger sum in the shape of a bad roads,
tux, or a. mud tux, as It Is frequently
called. The largest tax Is paid by the
farmers. The furm products of tlfiB
county, that can llnd a market only
when hauled' to tuwn, are enormous.
If the farmer was always sure of a
good road to town whenever Ills stuff
was ready to market, he could haul a
larger load and luake better time and
thereby muterlally lessen the cost of
production. The Madison county hog
will not walk to market. He must ride.
Every time a farmer Is caught with a
bunch uf hogs ready to sell and the
bad roads keep him away from a good

ifk-efTie makes a substanttftl contri-
bution to the mud tax.

It costs s-Hi to ship a ciirload of, hogs
weighing 17.UNO pounds from Winter-
set to Chicago, line thousand seven
hundred pounds make' a good average
wagon load of liogs, and it wouh^ there-
fore take ten teams to haul sueha! c'nif"
load of hogs to Winterset from the
country at one trip. Allowing $2,per
load for the cost of hauling to Winter-
set from the country, which is certain-
ly a conservative estimate, it costs just
hull' as much to haul a carload of hogs
over the country roads ten miles to
Winterset as it does to haul them froin
Winterset to Chicago by railroad, a dis-
tance of 400 miles. If thehogs could
he hauled over a stone road all the way
to town about twice as large a loud
as the present average load could be
hauled. It costs $2 to haul a cord of
wood eight or ten miles that will sell
in-iVlnterset for $4, the cost of hauling
being one-half ofHlie selling price. If
two cords could be hauled at one load,
the cost of hauling would only be one-
fourth of tlie selling price.
-In the o(ld countries or in localities In

this country .where permanent roud-.
have1 been built the farmer can haul a
load of produce to town when the field-'
are too wet for work. In our country
the roads are usually unlit for hauling
when the fields are unlit for work. The
merchant helps to pay the mud tax.
When the roads are bad he and his
clerks are idle. When they mend he
needs extra help for awhile, provided
his custotflirs have not done without
the article he sells so lung that they
conclude to do without it entirely, as la
very frequently the case. .Many mer-
chants carry a line of goods that must
be sold nt certain seasons of the year.
Let had roads' keep their customers
away'during Unit season, and they will
have left on their hands a lot of goods
that they could have sold at a profit If
their customers from the country could
have, reached them. Every one in Win-
terset who uses wood for fuel must
contribute to the mud tux If he hap-
pens to run out nf wood when the roads
are bad. He must then, pay a. high
price to some person that has stored up
a quality of wood that could not he
sold in competition wl}h good wood.
The rallroiidsjuiy mud tax. When the
roads in the five stock district are bad
the stoekcars and train crews and en-
'glnes nro idle, and when, the roads get
better In their own good time they do
not have cars, crews and engines
enough to handle tlie traffic properly,
traffic Is rushed and wrecks occur. This
explains why It Is that railway compa-
nies are willing to make cash contrlbu-
tyonH to ,ni,d in building country, roads
and to haul nt cost the material needed.

Without going Into details further It
is sufficient to say that there are very
few people living In agricultural com-
munities who do not directly or Indi-
rectly pay in tlie form of a tax to the
bad roads more than the ordinary levy
for roud purposes.

Rural Delivery Notes

The gross receipts at free delivery of-
fices during the fiscal year were su:1..-
4i)il,iK!:i.i:i, an increase of 12.14 per cent
over the preceding year. The cost of
the free delivery service was ?10,:j:i7,-
OSiJ, an increase of 1-.0!! per cent as
compared with the preceding year.

The resignations of 12.S71I carriers
were accepted during tlie past year,
about ID per cent of the whole number,
many of them stating that they find it
unprofitable to continue in the service.
Seventy carriers were removed for
cause, of which number seven were ar-
rested for violation of the postal lnwa.
The deaths of eighty six carriers were
reported.

There were 4,46"2 pnstofilces discontin-
ued during the past year, being 40:1
more than during tlie preceding year.
The principal cause for the large In-
crease In the number of poHioflice-i dis-
cgi!tln.uedJiiiB-been-the'p\i'ensioii of flje
rural free delivery service, which re-
sulted In the discontlnuanci' of. 2,103
.postotiices during the year, the salaries
of postmasters of said ofllces aggregat-
ing $121,^32.

' The Exploiting of Kx-0ut)awB.
Tlie reason advanced by Cole Young-

er, the noted Missouri bandit, who
wns convicted and Imprisoned in Min-
nesota, but who is now out on parole,
in his application to the governor of tlm
latter-stnle for full pardon deserves
consideration. For some time Younger
has been on a tour through the country
with an exhibition of the "wild west"
variety, but under tho terms of bis pa-
role he e.tnuot exhibit himself in per-
son, so he only lends his name to the
show, together with that of another
noted ex-outlaw. Younger desires to
maintain a show at the St. Loula ex-
position, and to this end he wishes to
be wholly freed from the restrictions of
tho law. Now, therefore, he prays for
the relief of a pardon.

This is perhaps us good a reason as
he could offer, though it would seem to
be a good enough reason why- the par-
don should he refused. Younger "and
James, with whom he is associated in
the ostensible management of this par-
ticular exhibition of rough riding, tar-
net shooting, Indian, baiting and oth-
er mock daredi'V-ifo'xplolts supposedly
typical of the plains life of years agone,
stand in the public mind for a series
of the most dastardly crimes, for which
they were convicted and punished. It
is impossible to permit them to exhibit
themselves without in some degree in
certain minds glorifying them and
their criminal doings. The influence
of such exhibitions is wholly bad,
tending, as they do, to lend a glamour
of heroism and romance to outlawry
and crime. Only evil can come of the
exploitation of Hie personalities and ca-
reers of outlaws. Under the circum-
Htances not only should the-ofllcers of
the law refuse lo enlarge the scope ot
Vounger's siiKgeslive enterprises, but
they should strive to limit him more
narrowly thun heretofore.

" Again the Billboard Nuisance.
A correspondent of the Indianapolis

Journal contributes a suggestion to the
crusade against the unsightly bill-
boards which disfigure the streets and
avenues »f the capital of Indiana and
the highways and avenues leading to
the city nnd asks:

Cnnnut something be done about thla
public nuisance? The east has learned
the folly of It, and loud protests ar«
heard, but how can the evil bo reached?
If railroad and trolley lines have any re-
«pon»lliiltty In the matter, haw soon will
they Ifiirn that city people will begin to
choose for their excursions those car
lines which do not pass through a llippant
panorama of billboards hallooing of the
very things' from which they wish relax-
ation?

The recognition of the billboard as a
public nuisance is general, nnd protests
against it come from all sections of the
;.'ountry. Only by the creation of a
strong public sentiment can the nui-
sance he abated, and It Is gratifying to
not" the growth of sentiment in this di-
lectiOll.

In New Jersey, which is perhaps the
greatest sufferer from the billboard nui-
sance, an effort is lleltfg"inade .tir tax
nut of existence the unsightly signs
which line the principal railways and
highways of the state, and the effort
will he watched with keen interest
throughout the. country.

Chutes For Grain.
In a great many farm barns the feed-

Ing grain Is kept on the upper floor, and
all that is fed out is carried down tn
one way or another. An American
Agriculturist writer hast a barn ar-
ranged thus and with no suitable space
in the basement for a grain bin. As a
wny out of ihe difllculty he put in some
grain chutes to run from _the bins
nliove, as shown In the accompanying
cut. In s o m e
cases the chute
could be allowed
to drop directly
from t h e b i n
a b o v e without
any jointa. Un-
der few circum-
stances will a
chute with less
than half pitch
be satisfactory.
Oats will run
through such a
pitch with lit-
tle diff iculty.
Wheat or ' rye
will follow even
a less slant, but A n n A l x [ I I U T E '
with bulky stuff like ground feed there
Is considerable danger of clogging.

The Interior of tho chute ought not to
he much less than six inches square—
6 by 8 would be even bettor. The In-
terior should be free from all obstruc-
tions. The hopper shaped device Just
under the bin is quite necessary with
oats and ground feed to give greater
headwny. The cut-off, A, is an ordi-
nary draw supported by two cleats on
either side. ~An extension is also made
to tho rear board of the chute so that it
projects about half nn inch outward,
thus giving chance for holding a bag
If necessary. •

Long and Costly War Probublc
Whether or not other powers than

Eapnn and Russia become embroiled In
(he armed conflict nuw going on in the
far east, It seems certain that the war
will bo a long, costly and sanguinary
struggle, in which the comhutunta will
tight well nigh to tlte puint of exhaua-
tlon. This ia the opinion of all who
are well acquainted with the; situation
nnd understand the spirit, motites and
(resources of the contending 'powers.
For example, Ucncral Miles, who is not
only a soldier of recognized ability and
an intelligent student of military con-
ditions, but. has within a year or tyro
been n visitor In all' those parts of the
world immediately Within the sphere of
operations, does notv expect the war to
be a short one." Tlie battles thus far
fought, he says, are only preliminary
moves on the chessboard,- "leading up
to encounters of greater magnitude.
Both armies are controlled and direct-
ed by experienced veterans in the art
of war, and everything so far tends to
indicate' a prolonged struggle between
tho two nntlous."

By virtue of superior preparedness
and brilliant nnd rapid movements in

.Jbe. opening of hostilities Japan has
clearly a present advantage and has
forced the Kusslans to take a defensive
position, but.this must not be taken as
presumptive evidence of speedy or even
ultimate victory for.the, Japanese. Rus-
sia may be clugglsh and slow moving,
but her resources are much greater
than those of her antagonist, and she
will be more able to maintain a pro-
longed war. For some months It may
be expected that the Russians will be
forced to light a defensive battle and
bo likely to suffer other serious reverses
before achieving any positive or de.ci-
alve victories.

According to the St. Petersburg ad-
vices of_.the London Times, the total
force of Russians in tlie far east does
not tfxceed-iTTjUUO; and of .these an.UOO
are-railway guards. It is also stated
that this is fully- as many troops as
"eon be supplied with food and muni-
tions necessary for active operations
over the Siberian railway within the
next fortnight. If this estimate is cor-
rect—and It comes from trustworthy
sources—the practically defensive atti-
tude of tho Russians can readily be un-
derstood.

Again, Russia ia placed at a present
disadvantage in the mobilization of
troops and their maintenance so far
froin the base of supplies. Vladivostok
Is farther from Moscow than is San
franclsco from Boston, and the Held of

operations is connected with the base
of supplies by a aingle track railway
of immense length, not yet wholly com-
plete, very hastily built, interrupted by
a lake over which there is a ferry, of'
more than twenty miles, witli a run-
ning capacity not exceeding eighteen or
twenty miles an hour, through a very
thinly inhabited section of country and
with constant danger of interruptions
by skillful enemies perfectly posted in
regnrd to the location and condition of
the road in all parts. In the opinion of
a good many military experts in Eu-
rope, £50,000 men represent the largest
army which llussla can properly sup-
port in Manchuria.

Despite these disadvantages and the
disasters Russia has suffered on the
Bea, practically rendering her navy use-
less, the Itu.—.Inns will light on with
the persistency which marks the his-
tory* and character of the Slav. In
some res-ic'-trf the present contlk-t re-
calls the dramatic story of Napoleon's
Russian campaign. There Is more than
one point ol similarity between the
French of that day and the Japanese
of tills de»-ude. The peculiar feature
nf tire case was that the war worked
out along lines In exact harmony with
the types uf the combatants. The
French iron the battles, performed the
brilliant feats, but Russia, by endur-
ing the inter desolation of half its em-
pire, by exhausting the enemy, won
the war.

All the indi-
cations are that unless other powers
shall intervene to stop It the Russo-
Japanese contest will be the greatest
of modern wars.

It may be observed that the law abid-
ing citizen never gets a chance "to take*
advantage of a technicality.
