IRRIGATION MATTERS. .
Three Grent Project* Now Under

Oonffldorutlun For California.
Three great new projects In Califor-

nia whieh^tho government is consider-
ing under tho national irrigation; act
will. If undertaken, add in the neigh-
borhood of a million acres of Wonder-
fully fertile land to the reclaimed area
of the Golden State, says Guy EAMitch-
ill in American Cultivator, in which
the accompanying cuts occur. Govern-
ment engineers have been engaged up-
on preliminary surveys for upward of

very interesting survival. Pope believ-
ed, with many other people, that the lit-
tle nautilus eomes to the surface keel
downward and spreads some fleshy,
oval and ciliary expansions in the form
of two sails and six little oara.

ifornia, now amone; tho most productive
fruit sections pt the world.]

a year, and In southern California a
few weeks ago 4,000,000 miner's Inches
of water of the Colorado river were
illed upon and appropriated by the gov-
ernment, which means In reality the en-
tire flow • of this "Nile of America.'
The entire surrounding, land, over
4,000,000 acres, has also been reserved.
The. ultimate reclamation of lane]
through the grent system' of dams and
canals eventually to be constructed on
thla river alone will be something over
a'million acres, but the first step in
this work will probably reclaim about
500,000 acres of rich delta land.

The second project which has been
investigated is the, storage of the wa-
ters of the King's river, about midway
between Los Angeles and San 'Fran^
Cisco, formed by two large mountain
Btreams heading, far up in the snow
capped Sierras. The regular flow of the
King's river irrigates today an enor-
mous acreage in the fertile San Joaquin
valley, wliile the Btorage of its waters
by "the government would Increase its
Irrigable capacity by at least 100,000
acres. At present its flood waters flow
wholly to waste, as dpes likewise al-
most the entire flow of the Colorado
river running through the extreme

•southern part of the state and empty-
Ing into the gulf of California.

Still another enterprise which has
commended itself to the government
engineers Is what Is known as the Clear
lake project in the northern part of the
state. Situated 1,000 feet above sea
level, Clear lake Is a beautiful sheet of
water covering 40,000 acres. By
stretching a low dam acAisa Its lower
end and raising its surface only six
feet 240,000 acres feet of water could
be stored, sufliclent to irrigate over
200,000 acres of the highly productive
land of the Sacramento valley. Here,
where there is a considerable rainfall,
much less water would be-necies'sa'ry
for irrigation than in the southern
part of the state, where both aridity
and an almost tropical climate necessi-
tate heavy irrigation. Clear lake proj-
ect, all in all, is declared by the fed-
eral engineers to be one of the best
irrigation propositions In the west

Of the $10,000,000 and over now to
the credit of the reclamation fund Cali-
fornia's share is more than $2,000,000,
and It Is desired to begin the expendi-
ture of this sum as soon as the best
projects can be determined upon. In
the .meantime the secretary of the in-
terior is authorized under the act to.
reserve the water rights and withdraw
the land which may be irrigated as

Seed Cora
Cold doea not injure the vitality of

corn when it is thoroughly dried and
kespt dry; but, on the other hand.tt al-
lowed to gather moisture, freezing will
reduce the vitality and may destroy it
entirely.

It is unwise to store seed corn in bar-
rel* or boxes, as it will Rather moisture,
even though it appears to be thorough-
ly dry. This Is especially true during
the fall and early winter months.

The one thing that wenis to be tli«
most essential in the storing of seed
corn is thorough ventilation.—-Iowa Ex-
periment Station.

KENTUCKY TRIES OIL.
Experiment* With It In Road Im-

provement- Pro-re Sneceimfnl.
Oil bus bi'i-n used on a road near

Lexington, Ky« tn render it dustless
and more durubh-, ami it is said the
results are all that 'cnuld be hoppd for.
After a considerable expense and prep-
aration a niile$"and a half on the recon-
struction part of the Newtown pike
were treated, beginning one .niite-from
the limits, soys the Lexington Herald.
A White's oiler, similar In many re-
spects to a street sprinkler, spread the
crude oil, over which sand was scatter-
ed to a depth ot half an inch.

Recently a large roller va t passed
over i t In the time intervening be-
tween laying; ..and...rollinR...tb.e,. lighter
oils had evaporated and the sand and
penetrated limestone had set In aa as-
phalt coat, the effect of the roller be-
ing still further to compress and
smooth the surface. Despite several
disadvantages, of which inability to
heat tlie oil and the cool seaaon were
chief, the results are probably all that
could ha_ve been hoped, for. Water-
proof, dustless and elastic, the road
has also been made more durable. This
last feature of the process, the discov-
ery of which was incidental'to the orig-
inal use of oil as a dust layer, has
brought it to the attention -of the en-
tire country.

In tho west the first treatment of oil
Is charged to the construction account.

About 4,000 gallons of oil and 1,000
bushels of sand wore ..required on the
mile which fiirnlsheB the test.

The road
had been reconstructed two years ago
and is a type of the flfty-two miles
around Lexington which the Homje
Construction company is remaking. If
tho coimty nndu it advisable to oil all
of the reconstructed pike the goal of
perfection will have been closely ap-
proached. On the basin of a mile the
cont of oiling the Newtown pike, ex-
clusive of machinery, wan $244.

DRAINAGE OF ROADS.

JL Few Simple Principle* to Folloiv
to Get Good Ileftnlta.

Water Is.thcniost destructive agent
to a road, and yet if a few simple prln
ciples are fallowed it can be easily deal
with, says W. O. Eldrldge, assistant d
rector of the bureau of public road in-
quiries. Earth is more susceptible t
the notion of Water and more easll
dissolved arid moved by it than an
other road material, and for this rea
son too much attention can hardly be
given to the drainage of roads. Drain
age alone will often chauge a bad roa
into a good one, while, on the other
hand, tho best road may quiekly go t
rain for Jack of drainage.

Most country roads are too flat on toj
to shed water.. Indeed a great many o:
them are not only flat, but concave, th
center being the lowest part In other
words, their crowns are inverted. Th
sides of the roads are often square
shoulders which obstruct the water
Its passage to the side drains, and as
result the water lies on the surface un
til It is absorbed by the material o
evaporated by the sun. It is often al
lowed to stand in the traveled way un
til the material sotonj and yields
the Impact of the honres' feet and the
action nf the wheels of the vehicles.
The holes and ruts rapidly increase In
number and size; wagon->after wago
slOkR deeper and deeper until the roai
becomes utterly bad.

The importance of drainage has.hcci
lUupluMsizi'd In the statement that th
"three prime essentials to good ronds
are, first, drainage; second, better drain
nge; third, the^iest drainage possible."
On open or pervious soils surface drain
ago in connection with heavy rolling
usually quite satisfactory provided th
slope is good and the traffic is not toe
heavy, but for the close, impervious, al
luvlal and clajvy soils subdrainage i
somi'tlnius m-.-essary. With heavy traf-
fic, narrow tires and long continued
rains, freezes and thaws the surface oi
iiny (llrt road is liable to be cmnpletel
d' nivyi d. nnd in this «isi» the onl
remedy is u consolidated mass or crus1

of gravel or broken stone, forming
roof to keep out and cany off the wa-
ter. This, of course, constitutes "the
best drainage possible."

t..* A Good Inver t inent .
Gnlllu county, O., issued bonds itev-

oral years ngo for macadamizing til
county roads. Since then lt<3 miles o
splendid road have been built at a cost
of $335,000, and bonds wore issued t
that amount. According to the pub-
lished statement of tho auditor of th
county, the Increase In taxation on a
count of these bonds was only 25 cent
on $100 valuation. Tho farmers con-
sider it tho best Investment that th
county has ever made, as they are cm
bled to get to market at any season o
the year and can haul very ijeavy load
with ease. Before the road* were Im
proved, during winter «ea«ona it wan
almost IitlposBlble to haul halt « lewd
over them.
