Failure of tho Irluh La id Act.
It now appears that, the Irish land

purchase act, from whk'U BO rnucU waa
expected in the way of settling the long
standing* troubles of. Irclund, hus turned
out a failure. Amendments are pend-
ing in purllament, and if adopted much
better results may be expected, though
the idea of tholr allaying the discontent
of the Irish people lias been abandoned.
Instead of supporting the Balfour min-
istry, the Irish members of parliament
have steadily voted against it ever since
the law became operative and •will
doubtless so continue to do. Sules of
estates have naturally ceased, and a
condition has arisen where practically
nothing can be done without further
legislation. Agreements of sale -were
reached/in the case of 135 estates, chief-
ly small properties.

The landlords are justly blamed for
this condition of things, the trouble be-
ing the high prices demanded for their
holdings. Under the original act pro-
vision was made for a land court or
commission to finally determine the
price. This was amended so that the
present law has no such provision, the
landlords being permitted to put their
own valuation on the property. In dis-
cussing the matter in parliament a
member related one case within bis
own constituency concerning which the
owner agreed under the old law to sell
at eighteen years' rental. The tenants
agreed to pay the price, but the land
court on inquiry refused to allow the
sale to be oonsurmnated-orrthTgfound
tjiat.the price was too high-and that
the land was not good security for so
large a sum. But under the new law
when the tenants renewed their offer of
eighteen years' rental the landlord re-
fused to sell for less than twenty-five
years' rental, claiming that the in-
creased demand for real estate war-
ranted the demand. .

With such unwarranted demands on
the part of the landlords it is not sur-
prising that the law Is a failure and
that it has done nothing to allay the
discontent of thelrish people.'. It looki
as though the landed gentry would have
themselves to blame, as usual, for any
further agrarian troubles in Ireland.

Reforms In the Consular Service.
The Adams bill to reorganize the

United States consular service, which
has been favorably reported by the
house committee on foreign affairs,
ought to become a law.

One of Its commendable features .Is
that which, provides for the payment
of a salary to every consul. At present
some are paid salaries sufficient to
recompense them, but the great majori-
ty depend largely on fees. These may
be small In the aggregate, while In a
few cases they are large. At present
some consular representatives receive
large sums, .while nine-tenths bf them
are not given a sufficient amount each
to enable them to live- decently. It is a
gross absurdity to expect a United
States consul in a European city to
live on $1,500 or less a year and pay
all bis expenses in going-and coming
from such city. In many cases consuls
spend more than they receive. The
fees are insufficient to.make up a re-
spectable salary In the majority of
cases. Mr. Adams proposes in his bill
to turn the fees into the United States"
treasury and to provide each consul
with an adequate salary, so that he
may be sure at least of paying his
bills. This is a fair business proposi-
tion and ought tq̂  be adopted.

There are other provisions in the
measure that would doubtless improve
the service. This is a subject that is
brought before congress at every ses-
sion, but for some reason not clearly
understood by the public little is' done
to improve the conditions or remedy de-
fects which are generally recognised.

Forestry ana Spring Floods.

The theory generally prevails tHat
the destructive floods which in the
spring of every year devastate consid-
erable sections of the country are caus-
ed, in whole or in part, by, the reckless
destruction" bf the forests of those sec-
tions. Serious as these floods have
been In the past, there is every proba-
bility tbat they will grow steadily
worse unless steps are taken to afford
protection to the lowlands and to cor-
rect the evils which have brought about
these unfavorable conditions.

General public interest will therefore
be manifest in a new forestry preserva-
tion movement which has recently been
Inaugurated by the Northern Pacific
railroad through its president, Howard
Elliott, in conjunction with Frederick
Weyerhauser of the United States,bu-
reau of forestry. The railrdad holds
and operates in the west immense
tracts of wooded land as a permanent
yet productive forest reserve. The
merit of this plan is that it is a prac-
tical one and not afflicted with the ex-
cess of science with which previous
forestry schemes have been overloaded.
Wooded lands properly operated and
managed tre among the most produc-
tive properties in Europe because of
the timber cut from them and other
forest products. The tree crop is one
of the most certain and remunerative
that can be grown, but for success It
calls for a large area, measured by
millions' of acres, for an immense capi-
tal nnd for a long period of time. Con-
ducted as it is in this country, it is
most extravagant, as the timber is cut
down at once and the land left a deso-
late and barren waste, to be visited by
alternate droughts and freshets.

The Northern Pacific railroad pro-
poses to go into the forestry business,
bnt on a grand scale. It has asked
the co-operation of the United States
bureau of forestry in studying its for-
est holdings and recommending a plan
for their most profitable utilization.
The railroad expects to make the en-
terprise pay in Itself. It will, In addi-
tion, be advantaged In two ways—first,
by the freight which the proper devel-
opment of these woodlands will assure,
and, second, by tho Improved climatic
conditions in the matter, of wind, snow
and frot&ets.

Tbo great cost to the railroads from
freshets and floods due to the deforesta-
tion of the land is an important item.
The loss amounts to millions of dollars
annually and is not confined simply to
the bridges destroyed, tracks washed
away nnd freight loss, (tat the.injury
caused to business by delay and de-
moralization is a most important item.
A railroad would bo justified ha spend-
ing n great deal of money in prevent-
ing freshets, and even if It made no
profit on its forestry transactions It
could count it to the good. If, on the
other hand, it secures a profit on this
business, at the same time assuring it-
self protection against what Is one of
the most troublesome nnd expensive
dangers to which railroads are subject-
ed- Jp this country, it will have good
cause for congratulation.

The Northern Pacific is of course go-
Ing Into this enterprise solely for com-
mercial reasons and not with any al-
truistic motives, but the whole public
will be benefited by this new and ap-
parently practical and common sense
forestry movement. The experiment 1B
also of importance because, if the
Northern Pacific realizes all that it
hopes for, other lines may be expected
to follow its. example.

American cotton growers will be In-
terested in the statement of the secre-
tary of state for India that the cotton
acreage in India will be greater this
year than ever before and that the vice-
roy of that country Intends to use every
effort to encourage the development of
new cotton fields. The British govern-
ment has been working for years to en-
large the cotton acreage in' the empire,
but i t must be taken as a fact that the
wild speculation in the United States
markets in the last few months has
done more to hasten efforts In this di-
rection than all the demands that the
British manufacturers have made In
former years.

If utterances from Berlin are correct-
ly interpreted, Germany will maintain
neutrality unless China does something,
in which contingency it will take a
hand in the game and retain choice
bits of territory as a reward for doing
its painful duty. <

England and Our Civil War.
Writing from Toronto to the Sprlng-

fleia fcepublican, Professor Goldwin
Smith contributes some apparently new
material to the ancient controversy
over the attitude of William B.« Glad-
stone and other eminent Englishmen
toward the north and south during the
civil war. ' Gladstone's Idea, according
to Professor Smith, was to mediate, not
to intervene, and when the emperor of
the-French suggested the latter the
British government unanimously and
without hesitation refused to entertain
i t The professor says:

Gladstone no doubt woula have had the
north let the south go, but ho waa never
otherwise than friendly to the north. He
wrote' a letter to a friend, suggesting that
if the north would let the south so Can--
ada might in time join the north. The let-
ter would have done no good at tho time
and might have done much harm after-
ward. The friend to whom it was writ-
ten, therefore, kept it to himself. Seeing
what has gone on since and what is now
going on, I have more than once been
half inclined to doubt whether Olad-
stone's policy may not, after all, have
been the best.

It is not altogether improbable that
the friend to whom allusion is here
made was no other than Professor
Goldwln Smith himself, nnd now that
he has told this much he might as well
give the public the whole letter. It
would be of great interest to the Cana-
dians as well as to the people of the
United States.

The great Napoleon, in exile on St
Helena, pronounced' the Russians the
most stubborn fighters in Europe, ear-
ring the British, but said they were
Infinitely less formidable because of a
conspicuous lack of Individual Intelli-
gence. Here 13- where Japanese superi-

ority asserts itself. They, are quick
wltted and possess rare Individual in-
itiative powers.
