SENATOR DEPEW
ONJHE

A Masterful Argument For the
Continuance of Its Up-

building.

Hon. Ghauneey St. Depew made a
speech in the United States senate on
Marchjir-wiien the naval appropriation
bill was under consideration. His re
marks in part are as follows:

Mr. President—I have listened wltn
great pleasure, as I always dor to the
speech of my friend, the senator from
Georgia [Mr. Clay]. He seeks to separate
the distinguished secretary of war from
my own state,.who recently retired from,
office, from the Republican party on the
question of the retention of the Philippine
Ialanda, Hy own Impression, is that. i l
Mr. Boot shall, as he doubtless will, dur-
ing the coming campaign, give a full ex-
position of his views from the platform
and not In the way in which an Interview
often misstates a man's opinions, tt will
be found that he does not differ from the
line In which the Republican party has
acted and, I think, will continue to act.
To use a common phrase, the American
people are not "quitters." They never
yet have given up anything which they
darned it advisable to obtain.

I am not at this time going Into a dis-
cussion of the reasons why we will find
atronger arguments every year for estab-
lishing closer relations -wlth~The Philip-
pines, but I will say that I believe no one
now "living will aee those relations weak-
ened. I believe that the extraordinary
progress which has been made by thow
people, as testified to by Governor Taft,
In education, in civilization and in the in-
dustries, will continue with- accelerated
speed as the schools become more numer-
ous, the education more general and the
communication between the United States
and the Philippine Islands raOre constant
and rapid. I do not think we yet fully
understand two things—first, how much
the Philippine Islands are to be' advan-
tageous to us In their own development.
What they are to grow to when they have
absorbed th,e spirit and are putting In
practice the-principles of American liber-
ty, American law and American enter-
prise, and the other, that we cannot yet
comprehend until the war clouds In the
far east are over and years have pawed
by the increasing importance to the TJnlt-
ed States on its commercial and Industrial
tide of the possession of those territories,
with their harbors and their depots sc
near to that market for which all the
world Is contending.

The senator from Georgia was very
vigorous and forceful in demanding that
there should be universal investigations ol
the operations of the government. He was
alarmed for fear that in all the depart-
ments there is either extravagance ot
corruption, which, he said, should be dls*
closed and corrected by an Investigating
committee on the part of congress, lie
took the ground that now thcro Is nu ira-
pervlslon, no care' or attention of the op-
eration of the great departments of the
government. But, sir, every penny which
is expended by these departments has
come here and gone to the other house be-
fore appropriated. The appropriation,
finance, waya and means, the naval, post-
office and military are all of them inves-
tigating committees In perpetual session.
Upon every one of them is a minority
membership, selected by the minority, ol
members on thfir side, who are most
competent to serve their party as well ai
their country upon these great commit-
tees.

They have the opportunity for months,
as the programme comes in from the post-
offlee, navy, war and other departments,
to look at each one of the proposals foi
the future and to examine What has been
done In the past, and If the committee
dared, which It would not, refuse an jn-
quiry as to,any item or as to any offlcet
asked for by a minority member, a. sena-
tor or- member can. go before the house ot
senate explaining that he has been denied
the privilege as a member of a great com-
mittee of receiving information or" -making
an investigation which he wants, and nei-
ther house would for a moment 'Stand be-
fore the country as obstructing any such
Inquiry.

But, sir, there has been an inquiry—an
Inquiry; not made by an investigating
committee or on the initiative of the Dem-
ocratic members of any committee, but an*,
inquiry made by the president of the Hnit-
ed States; when the disclosures might
bring disasters to his party, upon the
principle which he has always maintained
•̂ -of finding rascality If there is any and
punishing the -rascal when he Is caught.

There have been several speeches made
in both hwuscs assailing the good faith
and the1 earnest intentions of the presi-
dent in this regard, but he has moved \
forward on his motto that no guilty man
should escape, regardless of criticisms 01
complaint.

He set the whole machinery of Justice
at work, and the result Is seen In the in-
dictment of men in high position in the
government and out of it, and a few days
ago In tho illuminating: exposition In this '
District of the conviction of men who had !
for years under all administrations had
the conlldence of the department and, aa
far as they were known, of the country.

But, Blr, I intend to make a few remarks
upon the broader subject which was so
ably discussed this afternoon by my
frlona the distinguished senator from
Georgia [Mr. Clay].- The present naval bill
provoked much more debate In the house
of representatives than It has done here.
The general charge against it has been
very much on tho lino so vigorously por-
trayed by the senator from Georgia
against the size of thts appropriation and
the dangers of Its Increase In the future.
'Mr. Clay—Mr, President, I spoke entire-

ly In regard to what should be the sIsTe of
our appropriations In the future. I said-1
did not believe we should continue at the
rapid rate wo have been going during the
last six or seven years, and I did not
apeak against tho passage ot this hill;---

Mr. Depew—I accept tho correction. I
misunderstood the senator. But certainly
In the other house the objection was ot
that character.

Now, I flnd fto fault with rigid econo-
mists In public life. I believe In th«
"watchdog ot the treasury." It is a most
disagreeable and unpopular position, but
it,Is one which ought to be held by some-
body In every deliberative body. ,No mat-
ter how rich we may be, and our ̂ calth
Is constantly exploited. It la no reason tor
extravagance or foolish or unwlste ex-
penditures.

But, sir, wa have been liberal In every
direction and especially in those direction*
about which complaint is made that In
order to take care of the navy we are neg-
lecting Internal improvements and th«
construction of public buildings. We hav« j
bemn engaged for years in the most liberal i
expenditures for rivers, harbors and bays.
Wo have matto those expenditures, though
'they ore entirely local, out of the troa«-
ury of ,tfî . whole people and out oC tax**
tlon ofi'th* whole people because wfl.be-
llaved that it la the duty of the govern-
ment to promote navigation and safe oar- <
rlttga of our goods everywhere In the
country.

We have gone a step further And made
large appropriations for Irrigation in ter-
ritories which are sparsely inhabited.
which will never have larg* population*,

iphieh 99 per cent of our people will hever j
aec-, because we believed that \vhat\ was :

for tha benefit of une par<> of tha country
was the benefit of all and that if we could ,
bring vast regions pt desert into procluc»
tive agriculture we would be accomplish-
ing a good result in the increase of
wealth, the' opportunities for humes and
employment and the good living of our
citizens,

We have made like appropriations with
great liberality for the construction of
public buildings all ovur the country until
the criticism has been made that many of
them are beyond what the needs of the lo-
calities aro or ever can be.

Every great power has found it neces-
sary to provide protection for Its com-
merce, Its foreign trade, Its ports and its
people doing business or traveling in other
countries., We have become a great power.
It is not an Idle expression; It is a fact.
We today line up alongside of the five
great powers oS the world. We have as-
sumed responsibilities by this expansion
from which, we cannot escape and ought
not to if we could.

Therefore it is incumbent upon us to act
on the lines- of the nations which are our
rivals and competitors and whom we hope
to keep our friends. We are free from in-
vasion. Nobody supposes for a moment
that It would be possible for any nation tc
send here an army that could secure a
foothold upon our land. Our forts in our
harbors and our submarines are protec-
tion for our coasts, and the volunteei
army, which is always ready on call,
would annihilate any army which any
fl«et, if by possibility It reached our coast,
could land upon our shores.

But, sir, we are and have become with-
in a few years,- In being a world power,
subject to perils And conditions, which
never existed .before."~JWe have obliga-
tions to rhe Island of Cuba, where we have
said to the world, "We will protect her
against assault or Invasion, against any
attack upon her Independence or the In-
tegrity o£ her territory orTier institutions.
We have Porto Rico, which can be de-
fended only from the aea, as Cuba can be
defended only from the sea. We" have
Tutuila, Guam, Hawaii and the Philip-
pines, far from the United States., all of
which must be protected from the sea.

But-we have assumed another obliga-
tion which is much greater, and that is
the isthmian canal. We have the longest
line of seaeoast of any power in the world
except one, 7,000 miles, and in addition to
that Alaska. Alaska la growing in wealth
and In population to an extent which Is
enlisting attention everywhere, and ha* to
be defended from the sea.

But, sir, the Isthmian canal has opened
a new era for America and the world. Al-
ready the treaty has been signed, the ne-

, gotiations have ended, the commission
has been appointed. We are to establish
soon a government upon the tract ceded
to us and assume the responsibility for
order and law. The spade is on its way.
The steam drill and the dredge will be
heard within a few months. One of the
most Inspiring lines of literature is Emer-
son's, "Here once the embattled farmers
stood and fired the shot heard round the
world," and the sound of the dredge and
the drill on the Isthmus will be heard
around the world because it Is to alter the
paths- of commerce and to change the re-
lations of nations.

The future of the Monroe doctrine iff in
the custody of our navy. Its peaceful
recognition will be the tribute which other
nations pay, not to the doctrine, but to
our sea power.

We do not appreciate until we study the
subjpet that th*> acute commercial Jeal-
ousies and alarms which now exist In Eu-
rope against us will be accentuated- by
thtj construction runS completion of thia
canal. Not alone uur states on the Pa-
cific, but the whole line of ports on the
Atlantic coait, will come Into this compe
tition, for the ports on the Atlantic coast
will be as near in miles to Japan, China
and the orient by the isthmian canal aa
are the reservoirs that gather for distri-
butinn abroad the products of continental
Europe or London through -the Suez ca-

, nal.
"We all remember that during the Span-

ish-American war the prime minister ol
Austria did his best to bring abnut' a
holy alliance against us among European
powers because of what he termed an in-
dustrial invasion which threatened the
living of the"" people of the old world. He
failed In forming that combination -be-
cause of international jealousies, but with
the opening of the Isthmian canal, those
Jealousies are to increase, for the highly
organized industrial nations of Europe
are now making so.much more than they
can consume that they must havu 'either a
.congestion of .population and production,
with its result of desperation, poverty
and anarchy, or they must flnd markets.
There Is only one market which is free,
and that is among the dependent peoples
of Asia and Africa.

Then came the Spanish-American war.
We had progressed somewhat in the na-
val programme then, or I do not know
where Dewey would have boon or how we
could have conducted the Cuban cam-
paign. We hud not the proper armament
in our forts. We had nothing adequate In
our harbors In the way of torpedoes, sub-
marines and, the like. If thut war, 'coming
up In a night, had been with Germany,
Great Britain or France our situation
would have been'deplorable. Happily for
us It was with a nation which could not
compare with us as a sea power, and
therefore Its fleet was quickly destroyed.

Now, sir, the situation is changed. We
have a programme which was adopted
some fourteen years agor It has been
pursued with reasonable consistency up
to the present time. It has given us ships
which have raised us from the twentieth
in rank to the fifth, and with the ships In
course of construction and tHe programme
carried out which Is in this bill we will bo
second in sea power.

. One of the most valuable presentations
made on this question has been the very
able speech of the senator from Maine
[Mr. Hale},' the chairman of the commit-
tee on naval affairs. But I will go for an
instant outside of the limits of the official
statement Into the general character of
this question.

Tho necessity for a navy which will
place us third or second In rank I have
already In a measure outlined. It takes
five years to build a battleship. It takes a
proportionate number of years to build
armored cruisers, torpedo boats, subma-
rine boats and torpedo boat destroyer*.,
A navy cannot be extemporized or con-
structed In a day or a year.

I have no doubt, in addition to the tariff
walls which have been put up all over
Europe against ua and which • prevent
further expansion of our trade on the
continent of Europe, that Mr. Chamber-
lain will succeed in England. I think he
will be defeated In tho next general elec-
tion, but the sentiment will grow, and
there will bo a short life for the party
which cornea-into-power on the old free
trade programme. Mr. Chamberlain will
find himself In five or six years, with an
Increased majority, behind him, coming
Into power on an( entire reversal of the
traditional policy of Great Britain.

Tho example of the United States, the
tremendous development of our resources
and industries by reason of the protective
tariff and our enormous growth in wealth
because we have made America for Amer-
icans, have already made Germany,
JFYance, Russia, Italy and Austria adopt
the protective system.
"Their tariff walls are raised against us
because tho enterprise of our manufac-
turers and. the skill of our artisans and'
cheap transportation aro making our com-
petition dangerous. When England re-
verses her policy, when she'censes to. be a
dumping ground for our surplus, when
ner ports aro no longer opon to our cere-
cla, our fabrics In cotton and wool, our
manufactures In wood and steel,'when she
onaPts a tariff which will kei-p her facto-
ries going and herf. own workmen em-

ployed at living wages against foreign
producers, then we will flnd that the
American business man, ,the American
factory, the American farm and th
American wnrlclngman will rfemand that
we enter those markets of the east which
will not be opened and kept open for us
except by an adequate navy.

I do not know what will resul.t from
this war between Russia and Japan. We
are taking no part with ono «ldo or tho-
other, but we do know that whatever
happens is of Infinite moment to us. 3

1'tm years ago, from a commercial
standpoint, we would not have, eared what
happened to China. Today -what becomes
of that ancient "empire is vital to Ameri-
can commerce, industry and trade. If
Russia should succeed, for instance, and
take Manchuria, which Is a large portion
of Chlneae territory, with its millions of
people, with -what Great Britain, Ger-
many and France have sliced off from
that country; If In the general adjust-
ment ther,e, should be further division and
occupation, it would all mean that other
doors were to be closed and other barriers
to be raised against American production
ami its entrance into those markets"

So our policy la and must be to main-
tain as far as possible the Integrity of
China and her autonomy. We are going
to be consulted when that time comes and-
this Russian-Japanese war Is over, no
matter which side is tho victor. We are
to be consulted because the adjustment ia
not to be made nor to be permitted by the
rest of Europe to be made by those two
powers, but by a European congress, the
same a? it always has been.

My observations on this question ara
based upon broader lines than the possi-
bilities of our going to war. They are
based upon tha position which the United
States will hold among nations so Jealous
of one another that our friendship, even
In a moral was', will be eagerly,sought.

The partition of China Is. not' to be done
without immense friction. It is not to b«
done without tremendous antagonisms
among European nations. Why are they
now accepting... a Yery unpopular note
from Secretary Hay and assenting to it
when wehave"no"adequate navy? It Is
because none of the, great powers of the
world wants any Irritation of any kind
with the United States, even with her
present equipment, for they recognize our
boundless resources.

To return, Mr. President, from the poli-
tics of the world to the construction of
our navy, we all know that a navy can-
not be built In time of war. We all know
what supreme folly it is to Walt for that.
We can raise an emergency army In a
month, but it takes five years to build a
navy.

I remember being In the executive man-
sion at one time and in Mr. Lincoln's of-
fice when a telegram was handed to him
which gave the information that a briga-
dier general, through foolishness of an
extreme sort,* had been captured down In
Virginia. In his command was a long
train of pack wagons and mules. Mr.
Lincoln read the dispatch and then took
up his pen and said. *'With that pen I
can make a brigadier general in a min-
ute, but I cannot reduce those mules."

Now, some one In the exaggeration of
American description has said, while that
may bo true 'In the creation of brigadier
generals, It takes- forty years to make an
admiral. We must have, If we are to oc-
cupy the position which seems to be ad-
mitted on all sides to be ours, the ships on
which the future admiral can be trained.
Our navy happily differs from every other
navy In the world because it has devel-
oped a-democratic tendency. There Is no
navy except' that of the United Stutea
where the sailor has the Incentive to work
because he can reach a commission. But
with us the sailor is trained so completely
in every branch of the- service that If he
has the genius, industry, temperance and
ambition he rises through the several
grades until he gets his commission.

We all know that during, the Spanish-
American war when we endeavored to
secure additions to our navy there were,
no ships for sale. One of the moat Inter-
esting competitions in trade which ever
occurred was between the United Statea
and Spain in trying to buy warships.. We
knocked with a golden flat on the doors
of every navy department of every nu-
tion. great or small, and the answer of all
was, "No matter how much we want
your money, it takes us too long to rc-
plur-e a ship, and you cannot have It.""
Finally we . discovered there were two
building in the shipyards of England fur
a South American republic. I happened
to be in London-iit the time, and the
amount of diplomatic business and trad-
ing ability which'was brought to bear,
each bidding over the other, surpassed
anything I had ever seen before in any
trad*. Of euurae the Yankee ttiU-nt fur
barter came out ahead, and we got the
ships, but the Spaniard ran us u much
closer race In trade than he did on the
sea.

We know that In the present war b-
Russla and Japan tried to buy warships,
and In the whole world there was only
one available.

I agree with what the senator frmii
Maine has said In regard' t» nur p'sitlnii
of neutrality in this war. but tho i'aot
cannot by concealed that evorj rnnn. w><-
man and child in thu Unite* Stjiiw* te
lined up on one side or the other in thh
fight, as Americans always are. Wnui
there la a fight on, no matter whsit It is.

-whether a battle between nations or a
strife between parties or a content be-
tween individuals or baseball or football
or a horse race, Americans Instantly luki!
sides, and they are lined up on one aide or
the other of this contest. But so-far as we
as a nation ore concerned our position bus
been expressed by the president of the
United States In h'is proclamation, and we
unanimously approve his action. Behind
that wo individually can say what we
like.

Now In this connection, for I had hoped
that my friend the senator from Mary-
land tWr. Gorman] would enlighten us as
the leader of his party In regard to the
views of the opposition upon the naval
programme this afternoon, I beg to call
attention to a speech which he made on
Feb. 4, which created a preat deal of com-
ment in this country and Interest abroad,
as the utterances of the distinguished sen-
ator always do. He said:

mr. rresiaeiu, an overgrown navy, an
unnecessary navy, an unnecessary army,
mean what? It la inevitable that the offi-
cers, the admirals without number and
captains too many to be counted in the
great ileeta which ure unnecessary for our
protection will nnil a way to make trou-
ble. It appears to me that the action of
the commander in chief, the president of
the Unlttid.States, In the occurrences now
upon the orient in moving that unneces-
sary fleet from the presence and from the
very ground where a conflict, if it comes,
ia likely to occur, was a wise precaution.
There was more statesmanship shown in
that act than in any other order issued to
the navy. It was done so that we might
be kept out of what,- as everybody thinks,
was the desire of the patriotic and bravo
commander of that fleet to participate.

"We have naval vessels everywhere.

Everybody
will answer 'Yes,' unless It Is true, as was
floating around In high naval circles, that

valued frit-nd, that eminent New Yorker
who recently Oieil and whose death Is a
loss to the country? William C. Whitney-
there is nothing in the history of our
navy under Its expansion by Republican
presidents, nothing In that navy aa It ap-
pears today In all tho waters of tho, glr»l«3,
whioii justifies a suggestion that the war-
ships of the United States, aro erulfilng

The
Jupttneat?-Russian wurj each aide com-
plains, eamo on unexpectedly when they
wore negotiating. I will tell a little Inci-
dent, and I do not vouch for Its absolute
ftcciiracy, though I received it from a dis-
tinguished mini who was In every way
credible, which Illustrates how a hnlr 's
breadth stands between peaeu and war.

I was tulil by thiR wontlt-man that when
President Clevrlanrl's Venezuelan message
rtrrived In Ijondnn one of the. RtroiiRt'Ht
and moat eminent members of tho Britlah
cabinet said:

"This evincr-H a disposition and a dwlro
for war. If a war is to occur between Great
Britain nnd th« Dnitcd States and If thu

this mrsstifco, then the time to light Is
nnw. Anifrlcri hiin no nnvy that ouitnot
be swept "-by ua loff the sea in a - few
mahthn. Her 'ports havo no fortn. They

Her harbors are unpro-
tected by torpedoes or any other appli-
ances. The war would be a calamity be-
yond any which has ever occurred in his-
tory and would leave both nations harmed
to a degree that the Imagination can
hardly picture. 1J: would set back civiliza-
tion, but It Is the time, if war is inevita-
ble, when Great Britain can fight success-1
fully for a peace with honor, because th«
Americans will appreciate soon what a
sea power la, and when they do. the Unit-
ed States will be the most formidable
power In th«rworld because of their Inac-
cessibility upon land."

Now, that statement, so I am told, was
overruled by the ununlmous Judgment of
his associates and by the unanimous feel-
Ing of the British people that they would
have good relations with the United
States under any circumstances. But the
incident shows, it the incident was as nar-
rated by my friend, that there stood Just
a hair's breadth between peace with hon-
or, as It came in tho arbitration which wa
brought about, and the most disastrous
war of modern times, with the United
States absolutely unprepared.

My friends the enemy have frequently
assailed the president on account of the
danger to tha country with a great navy
In his han'ls. ThroiiRh several speeches
which have been madu there hue run that
current that it would be dangerous to
pluce in the hands of the president a na-
val power such a» wo will have whon the
ships now under construction aro com-
pleted and thl* programme la carried out.
