
NEW ENGLAND SHAKEN
Early Morning Shocks Along

Eastern Seacoast.

ESPECIALLY SEVEEE IK MAINE.'

Harvard Astronomical Obiorvatory Re
porU tho Soiimlo Disturbance the
Most Severe 8ince 1884—Vibration
Lasted Several Seconds.

Boston, March 21.—An enrthquak<
this morning caused a tremor through-
out the entire eastern section of New
England. Beginning at St. John, N. B.,
•the "seismic "vnjr¥tToifs~traTBrs!!it~the
state of Maine, causing some sllgh
damage to buildings in Augusta, Bun-
gor and Portland.

The shock was felt plainly as far
south as Taunton, in this state. Re-
ports from Manchester, N. H., and
Springfield, Mass., state that the vlbra
tioiis were felt distinctly in those two
cities.

Observers at the Harvard university
astronomical observatory in Cambridge
felt the shock.

At Augusta, Me., lamp chimneys
were broken and crockery smashed
The vibrations lasted several seconds
and In nearly every Instance occurred
about four minuses after 1 o'clock.,-

Most Severe Shook In Twenty Years.
Cambridge, Mass., March 21.— The

earthquake shocks which were .felt
throughout New Eugland at an early
hour this morning are said by officials
of the Harvard astronomical observa-
tory to have been the most severe'ex-
perienced in this section of the coun-
try since the memorable seismic dis-
turbance, of 1SS4. The vibrations were
noiieed_at. four minutes and ten sec-
onds"* after 1 o'clock, and the earth
waves were very perceptible. In the
photographic dark room of the observ.
atory the water tanks, which were
nearly filled, were shaken to such an
extent that a .considerable quantity of
water was precipitated upon the floor.

Shock Jarred rtauses.
Worcester, Mass., March 21.— An

earthquake shock waB felt here shortly
after 1 o'clock this morning. People
were aroused by a distinct jar of their
homes and a rumbling sound. They
called newspaper offices by telephone
to ask if there had been an explosion
in the city. __^___

Tall Buildings Rocked.
Burlington, Vt, March 21.—A slight

shock of earthquake was felt in this
city at 1:04 this morning. Tall build-
ings were shaken quite perceptibly,
the shock traveling east to west.

Mexico Oar Company Organized.
Mexico City, March 21.-Isaac M.

Hutchinson has been elected president
and Pablo Martinez del Rio vice presi-
dent of the new car and foundry com-
pany organized here with a capitaliza-
tion of $1,000,000 in gold. The bond
issue is $000,000-gold. Among the di-
rectors are some of the wealthiest rail-
road contractors and railway experts
of the country. The erection of shops
is already in progress. A considerable
amount of the stock and the bonds is
held in St. Louis, Denver and Pitts-
burg. The company is larfc<;ly_ >an
American enterprise and will malce use
of Mexican wood and steel. —

It was further
agreed that Governor Odell should be
selected as chairman of the state com:,
mittee to be chosen at the approach-
ing convention in April.

Bubonic Plague In South Afrios.
Johannesburg, March 21. —An out-

break of the bubonic plague has oc-
curred in the Indian cooly section.
Thirty deaths have occurred since
Thursday. It was first supposed the
outbreak was one of pneumonia, but
the nature of the disease is sow offi-
cially admitted, and the section has
been cordoned. A plague camp has
been opened at Reltfonteln. It Is re-
ported that Dr. Murals, who was at-
tending the patients, died on Friday.

President Eliot's Birthday.
Cambridge, Mass., March 21. —Dr.

Charles W. Eliot, president of Harvard
university Blnce 1808, celebrated his
seventieth anniversary In happy mood.
In the afternoon' he was invited to
University hall, where lie met the fac-
ulty and was presented with a loving
cup. The cup, which is appropriately-
inscribed, is of Greek design, fifth
century B. C, and was modeled after
a vase In the Boston Museum of Fine
Arts.

Articles of Incorporation of the Pa-
cific Steel company were filed In San
Diego, Cal., Saturday. The company
Is capitalized at $100,000,000, of which
$50,000,000 preferred stock has already
been subscribed, this being the total
of that stock. The objects of the in-
corporation are stated to be the con-
struction of warships, steamships, lo-.
coinotives and cars and the making of
armor plate. Tlie contract for the con-
struction of the steel plant, to cost
$30,000,000, has been awarded.

On- Friday Daniel J. Sully, the cot-
ton king, announced to the Now York
Cotton Exchange his failure. . Five
weeks ago lie had $3,000,001) cleanetl
up in less tliun a year and was prac-
tically out of the cotton market. - It
Is estimated that he was carrying 300.-
000 bales of May and July cotton, on
which he has lost an average of $10 a
bale. The puper losses of his follow-
ing are easily $50,000,000, for every
cotton planter In the south was fol
lowing Sully's lead.

The opinion of the supreme conrt of
the United States In the case of the
Northern Securities company versus
the United Stutes, involving the mer-
ger of the Northern Pacific and the

•reat Northern railroad companies, was
handed down on Monday. It is in fa
vor of the government. The opinion
was read by Justice Barlan. The ef-
fect is to sustain the contention that
the Sherman antitrust law applies to
railroad combinations of the character
In question.

Commissioner of Pensions Ware on
Friday Issued a service pension order
which provides that after the veterans
become sixty-two years old they shall
be entitled to $0 a month without ex-
amination, after sixty-five $8, after six-
ty-eight $10 and after seventy $12. Ac-
cording to calculations made by the
commissioner this will add to the list
entitled to pensions at least 321,000
soldiers. "'

Lightning struck a powder magazine
at Diego Sum-ez, Madagascar, on Feb.
19, causing an explosion which killed
twenty persons in the neighborhood.
The magazine contained 5,000 shells
and $200,000 worth of stores and am-
munition. Seven more persons were
killed- in -a-vUlage- about- two miles
away, where tlie houses were riddled
by falling stones from the magazine.

The German bark Mona ran down
the English ship Lady Cairns off Dub-
in bay early Sunday morning. The
Lady Cairns sank̂  in a few minutes.
Her crew of twenty-two was drowned.
The Mona, which was much damaged,
was assisted into Dublin harbor.

The palaces of Emperor Joseph and
the Archduchess Clothilde in Budapest
were stoned on Wednesday by a mob,
resulting in the windows being broken,
because the buildings were not dec-
orated in honor of the anniversary of
the revolution of 1848.

In a fight March 13, near Owikoko-
rcro, German Southwest Africa, with
the Tetjo tribe of HereroB, the Ger-
mans under Captain Galsenapp lost
seven officers and nineteen privates
killed and several wounded.

MIKADO OPENS DIET
DECLARES RUSSIA'S INSINCERITY

CAUSED THE RUPTURE.

Japanese Parliament Convened to Pro
vide the Sinews of War-̂ -An Impos-
ing and Brilliant Ceremony Witnessed
In Tokyo.

In Tokyo, Sunday, with stately cere-
mony the special sessioiuof the Japa-
nese diet, convened to provide money
to wage the war against HussiaT was
opened. The emperor, clad In the unl-i
form of a generalissimo, rode in the
great state coach from the palace to
the parliament house and personally
read his address to the peers and com-
moners. For the first time the crown
prince attended the ceremony. He fol-
lowed his father to an improvised
throne in the peers' hall and stood
•close by his right side while .he read
bis appeal to his subjects.

The emperor left the palace at 10;30
o'clock, accompanied by a group of
Imperial princes, aids and members
of the imperial household. His escort
consisted of two troops of lancers, one
preceding the other. Following came
the coaches carrying the emperor,
princes and staff. The brilliant uni-
forms, coaches and pennant of red and
white silk carried by each lancer made
tf-e imperial procession an attractive
picture.. Lines of police and gen-
darmes kept the streets clear and wall-
ed back the populace, which received
its ruler in absolute silence, the highest
murk of respect.

When the-emperor entered the mem-
bers of parliament bowed low. The
emperor, advancing to the front of the
platform, bowed to them and immedi-
ately ascended the throne. Premier
Kutsura advanced to the throne and
handed the address to the emperor.
The* latter read it in a voice low, but
firm, which carried to every corner of
he chamber. The address was as fol-
lows:

"We hereby open the imperial diet
and address each and all the members
f the house of peers and the house of,
•epresentatives. We announce with
lgh satisfaction that our relations

with the treaty powers are steadily
growing in cordiality and understand-
ing. Prompted by an.tearnest desire
o maintain apermanent peace in the

extreme east, our government by oui
ommand entered into negotiations

with Russia, but we regret that, ow-
ing to an absence of sincerity on the
art of Russia in her peaceful profes-
'Ions, we have been compelled to ap-
jeaj_ tp arms, and, having taken that
ttep", "we cannot hesitate until the ob-
iect of the war is attained.
"We trust that you will, In compU-

tnee with our will, fulfill the duty in-
umbent upon you and give cordial

consent to these budgets and bills
which are. specially urgent in connec-
tion with the situation and which we
have ordered the ministers of state to
lay before you."

A dispatch .from S t Petersburg to a
ews agency says there has been no
hange in the situation and that all It

quiet on both land and sea. Between
he Russian line from Pingyang to tht
Yalu river and the Japanese line to

ensan there have been Blight skir-
mishes between scouts, but no battle
has taken place, as the distance be-
tween the opposing armies isi great
The bulk of the Russian forces, tht
dispatch adds, has not yet passed thi
Yalu river.

DR. FENNER'S

The New York Grounds and Later
Crashes Into British 8hip.

Southampton, March 21.—The Amer-
ican line steamship New York, Captain
Young, from New York March 12 for
Plymouth, Cherbourg and Southamp-
ton, has met with two mishaps.

Very early /in the morning she
grounded off Ctape la Hoguej France,
sixteen miles northwest- of Cherbourg.

Later she was in collision in the Eng-
lish channel with the Peninsular, and
Oriental steamship Assaye, under con
tract to the British government and
used as a troopship, bound for Bombay
with 500 troops t>n board.

Tlie New York grounded at 2:80 a. m.
in a fog when nearlng. Cherbourg; The
sea was smooth and the tide rising,
and an .hour and a half after' she
grounded she floated without assist-
ance... Her bottom was damaged, and
there was water in the holds, but she
was able to proceed.,

Iu steaming up the channel a dense
fog set In, and off Hurst castle, Eng-
land, the Assaye suddenly appeared,
and It was found impossible to avoid a
collision. , '.. ,,.,-•

The'"Sew York's bow^ crashed into
the Assaye's starboard Cow, "tearing a
great gap in that vessel.

The New York's bowsprit and figure-
head were carried away, the latter be-
ing crushed to fragments. There was
great excitement, but no panic, on ei-
ther vessel. '

The Assnye's boat'S were lowered
and the troops w,ere mustered, but the
bulkheads saved her.

Both vessels were able to enter
Southampton, j nd the New York was
docked at 4:30 p. m. for temporary re-
pairs. Nobody was injured. ,

It will be impossible to estimate the
damage to the New York until she has
been put lit drydock. It is believed
that both vessels have been seriously
iniured. '

man and ungodly crime of burning hu-
man beings.

"Fourth.—That we heartily approve
of and applaud the action of Governor
Vardaman in his recent successful ef-
forts to save a criminal from a mob
bent on burning."
