£3)T A conference between Gov. Odell,
Senator Platt and other prominent repub-
licans was held in New York last week,
the outcome of which was exceedingly sat-
isfactory and presages a.suie-victoay.next
fall. The battle between .the Senator and
the Governor which the newspapers have
so strenuously and maliciously attempted
to pull off, of course failed to materialize
as both these gentlenvn have never had
the slightest intention of doing anything
which would cause a ruptnre in the party
ranks or jeopardize the success of the re
publican ticket next fall.. The conference
was friendly and harmonious, and a per-
fect understanding was reached by all.
It was unanimously decided that Gov.
Odell shall be chairman of the State Com-
mittee and thus manage the coming cam-
paign, for it is considered by every re
publican in the State who knows anything
about tt, that there is no man .who can
take the reins of a campaign in this state
and drive to a winning finish so well as
can Gov Odell. The long and able lead-
ership of Senator Platt was agi.in conceded
by all those present and every man, th<
Governor included, agreed that his council
and leadership shall continue to be recog-
nized by the republican forces of this
State. The malice that has sought to pro-
voke a rupture between such splendid
republican leaders as Senator Platt and
Governor Odell .has failed of its purpose,
all clouds of misunderstanding or cross
purposes have faded away and the
party will present a solid and united
Iront against the common enemy next
fall.

Roosevelt's Mistakes.

The President ended the caul strike In
1903, and thereby opened the mines, gave
work to tens of thousands of persons who
had been idle for months, and reduced the
price of ooal to 80,000,000 American.

He carried ont the country's pledge with
Cnba, first by withdrawing the troops
from the Mand after pacification bad
become complete, and then by inducing
an apathetic. Congress to grant to the is-
land the reciprocity whioh had been
promised.

He led Congress to pass the national
irrigation aot, which will benefit every

' state and territory west of the longitude of
Missouri's western boundary, whioh will
open to settlement a new empire in the
arid region comprising over a third of the
contiguous part of the United States.

He enforced the Sherman antitrust aot
of 1800 BO that the people oan repeal it
if they dislike it, can stengthen and extend
it if they want to retain it and if it needs
strengthening and extending and in- so
doing give vitality to a statute which had
been forgotten, and he also carried ont a
Republican pledge repeated in many of the
national platforms.

He oalled a halt on England, Germany,
and Italy in their projected attack on
Yenezela, compelling the disputants to
submit their cases to arbitration and thus
gave international and final sanction to the
Monroe doctrine.

He negotiated a commercial treaty with
China, overcame Russian menaces at
Fekin, indnced the empeor of China to
ratify the treaty, and thus opened the
Manchurian ports of Mukden and Antung
toOhe United States.

He induced England to agree to the
abrogation of the Olayton-Bulwer treaty
of 1850, whioh tied the United States'
hands In canal building across "the iBth-
mus; negotiated a canal treaty with Col-
umbia which that country blindly reject-
ed; then he turned to the newly created re-
public of Panama, whioh seoeded from
Colombia on account of the latter's folly
in refusing to accept the canal treaty,
gained a treaty with Panama under

..which the canal is to be built
and a world dream of faur centuries'
duration is to' be transmuted into faot.
for his work in getting an isthmian canal
nnder Amerioan control he brought the
bnlk of southern Democracy over to his
side, and "for the time blotted out party
lines throughout the United States mare
thoronghly than they had been blotted out
before or since Monroe's "era of good feel
ing."

The Amerioan people love Roosevelt for
tome of the "mistakes" which he haa
made.—Leslie's Weekly.

\ Washington Letter.
WFrom Our Regular Correspondent).

Editors Courier and Freeman:
Bepublioan statemen are generally

agreed that the practical, as well as the
.political effect of the deolslon of the Su-
preme Court, made public on the 14th
inst., In the case of the Government
against the Northern Seourltli s Company,
will be good. Stocks have been but little
disturbed by it; and the managers and
owners of the railroads involved in the
controversy, announce that they Intend
to faithfully obey the law as it stands.
Thedcolsion is a blow only against "un-
reasonable restraint of trade," as the r̂e-
sult of smothering free competition; ana
it is an application of the much talked of
"government by injunction" to a trust.as
well as againBt labor organizations, and
as snch should render organized labor less
sensitive. In laying down the rule that
law is suprsme; that it must be enforced;
that the people must be protected; and
that a state may not oreate a corporation
whioh oan disregard a constitutional aot
of Congress, the Court has oleared the at-
mosphere of much uncertainty and doubt,
ending a formidable controversy whioh
threatened the peaoe of society. This,
having been accomplished under'a Bepub-
lioan President,'in effieot deprives the
vDemoorats of muph stock in trade for the
coming compaisn. With thiB deoision to
its credit, with many other things for the
pnblic welfare accomplished, the Republi-
can party goeB before the people with re-
newed confidence.

The MoCall committee authorized to in-
vestigate the oharges against Congress-
man, made in the Bristow report, Is hard
at work, and being, non partisan, has the
confidence, of both parties and the people.
There was mnch .reason why members of
CongreBB should feel sensitive over the
revelations laid before the country, even
if they had not violated law. At least the
ethics of their relationship with an exeou-
tive' department-needsd—hrbe-tnore pre-
clsaly defined. It will be a good thing
for all ooncerned when the Post Office de
partment and all the other sever* Depart-
ments are taken out of politics, and Con-
gressman have no occasion to make recom-
mendations and suggestions, or quarrel
over spoilB. There is a growing feeling
that new conditions must prevail, and
that the representatives of the people
should give more attention to legislative
matters. As one of the results of the
pending investigation there maybe a re-
distribution of dntleB iu the Post Office
Department, and Mr. Wynn Assistant P.
M. General may be relieved of much of
the work, which now falls to him.

The President has no Intention of push-
ing things against the trustB, or disturb-
ing existing economical conditions. At-
ttorney General Knoi will proceed slowly

with cantion. As was to be expected
many telegrams of congratulation have
been received at the Which House. - Sec-
retary Hitohcook, and Pension Commis-
sioner Ware, have recently had many con-
ferences with the President, and while
Mr. Ware denlea that he has any inten-
tion of resigning, it is believed that there
is a plan on foot to abolish the PenBion
Office and transfer its dutic-B to the War
Department. If this Is done Brig. Gen.
F. O. AlnBWorth is to be,the head of the
office. There is more or less friction be-
tween the Pension Commissioner and
some of the officials of the Interior De-
partment. The President has felt obliged
to decline invitations to see the battle
ship Virginia launohed in April, and to
address the general assembly of the Pres-
byterian ohuroh in Buffalo in May. Be-
sideB the Eegular Army" and the National
Guard, the President saya he would be
glad to see a "third line of defence" for
the nation to be known as the National
Marksmen's Reserve. Be would like to
see a rifle olnb in every city, town, village
and hamlet. The proposition is to have
Congress authorize -the. Issue of govern-
ment arms to civilian .rifle olubs. In a
few years this plan should give a reserve
force of 200,000 men.

The two Secretaries who are talking
most to the people at present are Taf t and
Cortelyou. For a man of his size Seore-
tary Taft covers muoh ground. On Mem-
orial day he will apeak at Topeka, Kansas.
Seoretary dortelyou has just Bpoken to
the'Merobants' club of Chicago, when he
pleaded for more "community of inter-
est". He says all olasses of men are
workers, and he believes in organized
labor. S i s department in Washington
has grown immensely. It now hae 15
bureaus, 10,000 employes, and annually
disburses $10,000,000. Secretary Wilson
is in Florida for the benefit of his health.
Postmaster General Payne is confined to
his bed with the gont.

AB the new statute of limitations is not
to be retroaotive it is likely some post
office rascals may escape. Next Monday
the Republican members of Oongress will
meet In joint oauous to seleot a commit-
tee to take charge of the coming congres-
sional oampaign. The case of Gen. Wood
is being daily considered in executive
session. On Tuesday the 15th, Senator
Blaokburn made a two hours speech
againBt the proposed confirmation. He
was followed the next day by a speech
from Senator Qnarles in favor of the pro-
motion. The fortification bill haa passed
the Senate; and the same body has au-
thorized the purohase of a submarine tor-
pedo boat for a quarter of a million of
dollars. Mr. Grlggs of Georgia, has pro-
posed that the Congressional Record be
abolished and In its place a bnllltln of in-
formation of work in the departments be
published for the people.

On the 15th inst., Mr. Burton, of Ohio,
in the House, made a speech pointing out
the steady growth of expenditures in car-
rying on the government. He oautioned
the representatives to be more economical.
The pure food bill is yet to pass the Sen-
ate and may meet with some opposition
and considerable modification. Many do
not like the idea of a swarm of spectators
going all over the country to taste and
smell of food product*. There Is a great
oontest on between capital and labor over
the eight hour bill, the antl-lnjunotton
bill and the arbitration bill. The discus-
sion may continue for ten days yet be-
fore the committee having these bills in
charge is ready to report. Senator Dick
has returned from Ohio In a silent mood,
and la diilnolined to disouss polltlos. He

is finishing up his business in the HouBe
and will appear In the Senate next week.

Many propositions are before Oongreas
concerning the future government to be
provided for the canal zone In Panama.
Gen. Davis of the Commission would like
a governor, a seoretary of state, an attor-
ney general, a treasurer, a sanitarian, a
superintendent of schoola, justices of
peace, police judges, and three judges of
the courts. _ •
