13th verse of the 4th chapter, the theme
being "Nature and resurrection oE the hu-

Anthony B. Chase was born In the town
of Stockholm, Jan. 7, 1842, and died in
Stockholm March 12, 1904, aged 62 years,
2 months and 5 days His early home was
one mile south of North Stockholm where
he was born and grew up amid the scenes
of farm life and insured to the labors in-
cident to such environments. Here he
received his mental and physical training
which qualified him for the after work of
life. In his early manhood the dark cloud of
war which had been rising and gathering
for years, burst with all its demon fury
upon Charleston H%rbor carrying down
with it our dear old national ensign in dis-
honor. Mr. Chase's patriotism led him
with hundreds of thousands of others to
enlist for the protection of our homes and
liberties. He accordingly entered the ser-
vice as a private August X2, 1862, in Co.
E. 106 N. Y. Vols , under Captain Joseph
C. Robinson, and served three years, re-
ceiving an honorable discharge" June 22d,
1865. In the fall of '65* Oct. 3d, he
formed an alliance in marriage with Miss
Rosina Bump, with whom he has lived
in happy conjugal relation for neatly forty
years. There were four children born in
he home, viz.: Nellie F., now Mrs Marti.n
Chandler, Carlos H , who is now engaged
n railroad work, Edmond B., who is in
he mercantile business at North Stock-
holm, also actirg postmaster, and Glenn,
who died in infancy. Mr. Chase was for
a number of years employed as solicitor
for the Courier and Freeman, and it was
n this relation that the writer first knew

him. He was postmaster at the time of
his death, His religious life dates back
many years. I think to early manhood
He became a member of the Methodist
Episcopal church at this place, then in
Potsdam, and finally here at his old home.
He never gave up his recognition of tbe
sovereignty of God and resurrection power
of the Lord Jesus Christ. He was a great
but patient sufferer, but endured as seeing
Him who is invisible The funeral ser-
vices took place from his late residence at
NorTti Stockholm, Monday, March 14,1904,
Rev. Tooke having charge and taking for
his theme, "Christ the Resurrection and
he Life " He leaves to earth a wife and
three children who deeply feel their lo*s,
Besides a large circle of relatives and
friends who are sincere sympathizers with
h*m in their sorrow. He sleeps in the

Ellis cemetery awaiting the call ot the
Master.

Laura
is a graduate of Albany BuBlncas College
and has been employed a couple of years
by the Batland K. B. Oo. as telegraph
opsrator, but upon learning of her moth-
er'fl illneBS, resigned her position and has
spBnt the past year kindly caring for her
during her long and painful illneea.
