The first full meeting of the new Panama'
Canal Commission wntheld on the 22nd.,
in this olty, when (notable letter of gener-
al instructions from the president was re-
ceived and read. He told the Commis-
sioners very plainly that he did not know
their politics and that the canal was not a
partisan work bnt for the benefit of the
whole oonntry. He admitted that the en-
gineering feat to be accomplished is the
most formidable ever attempted; and he
warned the Commissioners that if they
did not lender the bent service which it is
possible to procure, he wonld discharge
them and find some one who could. He
also expects all subordinates who do not
come up to the standard to be at once
dismissed regardless of any baoking they
may have. After these admonitory warn-
ings the president entertained the Com-
missioners at linoheon. It will not be his
fault If the canal 1» not properly and econ-
omically constructed.

The Supreme Conrt is taking a vacation
for the Easter holidays. I t has again de-
cided that arailway pssaenger traveling on
a pass cannot reoover damages for Injuries
received. The court Is to decide upon the
constitutionality of the diafranohisement
laws which several states have enacted.
This will relieve Congress from disousaing
the matter, llr. Justice Brewer will go to
Ohioago oothaSfltll, to deliver an address
on "Obedience id the taw'the -first Olvlo

The new interpretation of the pension
laws, as agreed to by the pietldent, and
Commissioner Ware, which regards alj
olvilwar veterans who have reaohed the
age of 43 years as "half disabled", and
therefore entitled to a pension has caused
considerable discussion among legislators
and the legal fraternity, but if it gives
satisfaction to the Grand Army, it may for
a time allay the movement for. a service
pension. **

As the new ruling goes into effect in
April, the Pension Office naturally ezpeots
quite a flood of applications for the extra
allowance. It is too early to say how
muoh the aggregate will be annually.

The proposed trial of Judge Charles
Swayne, of Florida, impeaohed for "high
crimes and misdemeanors" is attracting
some attention in the House of Represen-
tatives, The Committee recommending
the impeaohment divided nearly on partis-
an lines, and the dissenting Bepnblicans
doubt if the charges are sufficient to war-
rant a verdlot of guilty. I t has been pro-
posed instead to abolish the distriotln
Florida over which the unpopular judge
presides and thus dispose of the whole
matter.

The declared Intention of the Secretary
of Agrloulture to have the new building
for the Department of Agriculture BO
placed upon the Mall, in Washington, as
to projeot one or two hundred feet beyond
the building line, and thus destroy the
symmetry of the vista from the Oapitol to
the Washington Monument, meets with
determined opposition, and has become a
Bubjsot of inquiry in Oongress.' Should it
be permitted the scheme adopted for mak-
ing the city more beautiful would be de-
stroyed for all time. The hope and proB-
peot is that Congress will prohibit the pro-
posed encroachment, and will Insist upon
developing the great plan whlob. wa» the
result of the deliberations of the best ar-
chitects and landscape gardeners in the
country.

ID a message tc/tlie navy department
from an officer on board the Kearsarge
the following' remarkable record made
by that battleship In her target prac-
tice, just completed at Fensacola, is
given: One thirteen Inch gun made six
hits out of seven shots In 5 minutes
and 20 seconds. An eight inch gun
made ten hits out of ten shots in 6
minutes and 20 seconds, and a five
inch gun made eighteen hits out of
eighteen shots in two minutes. At the
navy department this record was de-
clared to be the best ever made by an
Amerlcnn warship, and us far as the
officials know It has not been equaled
In any foreign navy.

Senator Thomas O. Platt, Governor
Odell, Colonel Dunn, chairman of the
Republican state committee, and many
other prominent New York state Re-
publicans after a long and earnest con-
ference in New York city are reported
to have unanimously agreed that Sen-
ator Platt should remain, as he has
been In the past, the active leader of
the party.

by a severe windstorm. Many build-
ings were unroofed, and between forty
and fifty tobacco barns were blown
down. In north Christian county rain
amounting almost to a waterspout did
great damage. Two persons were hurt
near Herndon.

The report of the death by starva-
tion of Leonldas Hubbard, Jr., assist-
ant editor of Outing magazine, who
was on an exploring expedition in Lab-
rador, has been confirmed by a letter
received by relatives of A. Dillon Wal-
lace, a former Williamstown (Mass.)
man, who is the surviving white man
of the party. The letter relates terri-
ble suffering and hardship.

One of the most severe storms known
in many years passed over Chicago
late Thursday night Great damage'
was done In the suburbs to the south
of the city, and considerable loss was
sustained north of the city proper. At
Indiana Harbor several persons were
killed and twenty-five Injured. The
storm was also severe in portions of
Michigan and Wisconsin.

Two trainmen Tvera killed and one
fatally Injured late Tuesday night.noar
Oakland, Md~ on the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad. A fast freight train ran
Into a rock which' had fallen from- the
mountain side. ' The enitlne nml twelve
cars were derailed and bndly smashed.

Five negrora who had been arrested
as a result of tho ruro troubles at St.
Charles were taken from tile guards at
Hewitt, Arlj.,1' Thursday night by a
crowd of men and shot to death. This
made nine npgrops killed within a
week in that vicinity.

The town of Malone, N. Y., Ua/bocn
suffering from an epidemic of cerebro-
spinal meningitis the past two weeks,
and eight deaths have resulted. The
disease has been confined solely to

A gale on Saturday swept over

Louisville, Ky., and vicinity, doing an
immense amount of damage. Houses
were wrecked, telegraph ltneB pros-
trated and many persons injured.

On Friday afternoon two workmen
were killed and two others seriously
scalded by the explosion of a steam
pipe in the American Sugar Refining
works in Jersey City.

Three people were run down and kill-
ed, Friday night, at Suter Station, four
miles west of West Newton, Pa., by
the Duquesne limited on the Baltimore
and Ohio railroad.

Alexander Hemsley, a Philadelphia
chemist, was killed on Wednesday by
the explosion of a quantity of flash
powdej while experimenting in his lab-
oratory.

Two men were killed on Wednesday
by the .bursting of the boiler of a
freight engine on the Lehigh Valley
railroad at Wende, a few miles east of
Buffalo.

By 'the collapse of a brick building
being erected at Houston, Tex., Tues-
day, eight persons were injured, three
probably fatally.

Governor von Pnttkammer of the
Cameroons cables to Berlin that the
revolt of the natives has spread to
Cross river, one of the points marking
the boundary of German territory hi
West Africa, and been extended to
British territory in Nigeria and that
the British customs station at Obokum
waR attacked on March" 10™The" gov-
ernor adds that Colonel Mueller is at
Cross river and has the situation In
hand.

A cyclone caused widespread ruin
throughout the island of Mauritius on
March 21 and 22, doing an enormous
amount of damage. Twenty-four .per-
sons are known to be killed, and thou-
sands' are without food or shelter.
Crops, houses, bridges and telephone
lines were destroyed.

No less a sura than $32,000 was paid
for a Louis XV. gold snuffbox at the
third day's sale of the Hawkins art
collection at Christie's auction rooms
in London. This is the biggest price-
ever paid for such an object in any
auction room.

Riots of a- somewhat serious nature
attended the strike of the dock work-
ers at Marseilles on Friday owing to
the efforts of the police to prevent
picketing. There were several colli-
sions between the police and th» riot-
ers.

The Bank of England at its semian-
nual meeting declared a dividend of
only iVi per cent for, the past six
months.

FLOOD IN THREE STATES
Michigan and Indiana the Great-

est Sufferers.

30LD OEBOKS NEW T0EK TBESHET

All Records of High Water For Quarter
of a Century Broken Along the Grancl,
Wabash and White Rivers—Breaking
i-eveo Makes Many Homelesi.

• Detroit, Mich., March 28.—About the
best that can be said of the flood situa-
tion in Michigan is that at many nffoct-
ud points conditions are no worse. This
is not true, however, of Bay Oity and
Saglnaw. The neighborhood of these
two cities supplanted Grand Bapids
and the Grand river as the center of
greatest danger. The cold spell ncted
us a check on the flood, but a rise in
temperature now indicated makes the
outlook anything but promising.

At South Buy City the water has
risen beyond all records for twenty-five
years, Fortieth street being among the
thoroughfares that are flooded.

Some improvement is noted at Flint,
yet no attempt Is being made by the
Fere Marouette railroad to send its
midnight newspaper train through
from Detroit to Saglnaw owing to the
blockade at Flint At Lansing, Battle
Creek and other affected points the sit-
uation Is comparatively unchanged,
though the Grand Trunk succeeded in
getting one train through Battle Creek.

A large portion of the business dis-
trict of Saglnaw is flooded, and thou-
Mnds of dollars damage has been done.
There has been no communication
with Zilwaukee, four miles north, In
two days, and 1,300 people there are
reported to bellying in the upper part
of buildings and suffering from the
cold and lack of load. The Pere Mar-
quette railroad connection with Bay
City hns been cut oft by a washout.
The water there is several Inches high-
er than ever known heretofore, and It
is thought the worst is yet to come.

Three Lost In Flood.
Marion, Ind., March 28.—Three lives

have been lost In th« flood between
Gas Olty and Jonnboro. Theodore
MoGov«rn, Robert Howe and William
Carter, ln efforts to rescue the family
of James Martin from a dwelling
caught hi midstream, were drowned or
frozen to death in the branches of
trees and hi the. driftwood. Willie
Carter, who was'taken out of a float-
ing house after more than twelve
hours spent in the flood, is dying from
exposure. The family of James Mar-
tin, five in all, were rescued unharm-
ed before the house broke In, frag-
ments and was carried away.

Whit* River Dots Groat Damage.
Brownstown, Ind., March 28.—The

country for miles around Brownstown
Is under several feet of water, and
White river is still rising rapidly. The
pumping station and the power house
and nearly all of the factories have
been flooded and have suspended oper-
ations. The levee, which protected
thousands of acres of fine farming
lands, has broken, and the entire terri-
tory is inundated. The railroads in
Jnckson county have sustained im-
mense damage from'the flood.

Water Subsiding In Mohawk Valley.
Utlea, N. Y., March 28.—Tho floods In

this city and vicinity have subsided.
The lowlands are still under water, and
a portion of the New York Central
railroad Is still partially covered. The
mark reached by the water Saturday
evening was the Juighest since 1865.
Passenger and freight service was at
a standstill for twenty-four hours. The
total damage caused by the high water
will aggregate many thousands of dol-
lars.

Frost Checks Flood,
Blnghamton, N. Y., March 28.—Freez-

ing weather has checked next to the
highest flood that this city has experi-
enced in thirty-nine years. For a time
the Susquehanna and Ohenango rivers
were one foot lower than on March 2,
1902. Low sections were flooded, but
no damage was done aside from filling
cellars. For twenty/four hours1 the
lower end of the Syracuse division of
the Lackawanna was out of commis-
sion.

Fatal Hotel Blaze.
Quincy, 111., March 28.—Fire broke

out ln the Newcomb hotel annex short-
ly after midnight, and the main build-
ing was soon filled with smoke. Two
women employees of the hotel leaped
from a third story window and were
killed. Three others were severely iri-
Jurcd.

Calls Dowis a Disgrace.
Adelaide, Australia, March 28.— In

consequence of a speech insulting King
Edward the government has refused
the tise of public buildlings to John
Alexander Do\yie. The mayor of Ade-
laide wrote to Dowle, telling him he
wag a disgrace to his nationality.

Austrb-Prussian war was

ie Prussians at the battle ,St
e Franco-Prussian war end-

ed at Sedan by the defeat of the
French; the Ohino-Japan war found
the Japs ahead at its close; the Greco-
Turklsh war went to. the Turks, and
the Spanish-American war was won by
the Americans.

It is interesting to note also that
wars designated by a single word have
generally contained in that word the
name of the vanquished. For instance,
the Trojan war was won ~ by the
Greeks, the Punic (Carthaginian) wars
ended in the victory of Rome, and the
so called Napoleonic wars came to an
end with the overthrow of Napoleon.
The Indian war of 1841 resulted in
Great Britain's establishment of hei
Indian empire; the Crimean war came
to a close with the defeat of the pow-
er that governed the Criineh; we won
the Mexican war; at the end of the
Sleswick-Holstein war Denmark had
to surrender Sleswick-Holstein to the
Austro-Prussian combination, and the
Boer war was won b/BnglaiTd.

Whether or not the Japs have on
their side Providence and the heaviest
battalions, it is clear that - they have
historical' precedent in their favor.
With the "men behind the'guns" they
have the added prestige of the "power
behind the hyphen."

The March of the Trolley.
The development of the trolley is one

of the marvels of the age. Sleeping
cars have lately been put Into service
on a street railway line connecting two
Ohio cities, between which the running
time is something like eight hours.
And now it is proposed by an electric
line running between Cleveland and
Toledo that dining cars be provided.
The proposal Is not to hitch a regularly
equipped dining car to the motor -vehi-
cles as a "diner".is switched Into a
steam train, but to arrange a buffet at
the end of an ordinary trolley car and
put a man aboard with collapsible ta-
bles. A Cleveland electric railway com-
pany has equipped Its wrecking car
with an electric hoist, which is capa-
ble of raising five tons and which can
be operated either from the trolley wire
'overhead or by "plugging in" on the
motor accompanying the wrecking car.

All these improvements, not to men-
tion the case of the East St. Louis com-
pany that lately equipped its suburban
cars with telephones and the tendency
to donble track electric lines over long
stretches of country, Indicate a distinct
friendliness toward electric motive
power. Combined with the rapid ex-
tension of the telephone systems over
the country districts, the rural free de-
livery service and the tendency toward
Intensive farming, the modern trolley
invites one Into the country. The be-
ginning has already been noted of the
metamorphosis of the butt of the com-,
ic paper joke from the farmer to the
city dweller, and it is perhaps no dream
of the dun future when the farmers
shall Invade metropolitan financial cen-
ters with stocks in some dairy compa-
ny, limited, to seir or with an '(attrac-
tive proposition" for grafting wheat on
comstAlks.

VILLAGE OF POTSDAM.,
Curfew Ordinance.

Section 1. it shall lie and is hereby declared to
beuniawfulfor any minor under thc-ORe of six-
teen years to ho abroad in any public street*,
lanes, ulleyB, parks or other public-places in the-
Village of Potsdam, N. Y., after the hour of eight
o'clock p. m., from the 1st day of October to the

accompanied by the parent or guardian or other
adult person having the authorized charge and
control of such minor, except that such minor
shall.Bhow to any official who shall demand it &
statement in writing, dated that day, Hgned by
such parent or guardian or other custodian, that
such minor is on a lawful errand, or 'except that
the business or employment of such minor or
guardian or other custodian of such minor makes
ft necetsary to be upon the fitreet or other public
places in said village at the hour' specified
therein; provided, however, that these excep- .
tiona shall not apply when such minor shall be
playing or unnecessarily loitering in or upon any
•treet. lane, alley, park or other public place in
said village.

Section 2. It shall be unlawful for any parent
guardian or other custodian of any such minor to

provisions of this ordinance, or to permit such
minor to violate the provisions of this ordinance
in any manner.

Any person violating the provisions of this sec-
tion snail on conviction thereof, be punishable
for each violation, by a fine of two dollars and
imprisonment in the jail of St. Xawrence Connty
untilsnehflnehe paid, not exceeding one day
for each tine dollar for each line imposed, oj: by
both such fine and imprisonment.

Section 3, Each member of the police force,
constable or peace officer, while on duty, Is here-
by aDthor'zed to arrest, without warrant, any
person wilfully violating the provisions of Sec-
tion 1 of this ordinance, and retain such person
for a reasonable time in whinh complaint can be
made and a warrant can bo Issued and served.
Be it further ordained, tfcut no child or minor-
person arrested under the provisions of this ordi-
nance shall be placed in confinement until they
have fiist been taken home,nor until tbeparents.
guardian or other person having the legal control
or custody of such -child or minor person shall
have been personally'nbtlnecTof *nch arrest, anoV
shall have refused or shall omit to becorc — "
aponsibletor the observance of'the prbvlfl
this ordinance by said minor person.

Section 4, It shall be the duty of the Police
Justice, or of any Magistrate or Justice of the
Peace bavins; jurisdiction in the ]
the arrest of any child or minor 'person, wh'ere
the parents or guardians have refused to become
responsible for laid minor person fm violations
of (he provisions of Section 1 of thli ordinance,
to Inquire into the facts of said arrests and the
condition and circumstances of such child or
minor person, and if it ihall appear that Bald
child or minor person, for want of proper parent-
al care, Is growing up* Inmendicancy or vagrancy
or is incorrigible, cause the proper proceedings
to be had and taken, as authorized and provided
by taw-In such cases, ^ MBMBMibr

Section 6. The Board of Trustees o! the Village
of PotMamBhall provide from time to time for
the ringing of a bell in said village, to be desig-
nated by resolution or-otberwuie, and such bell
sbfell be rung as a Curfew Bell, and such ringing i
of such bell shall designate the hours herein
mentioned for the purposes of this ordinance.
