-or jealousy, that they do not desire thia
toonoy for themselves, that the request of
the colleges to the legislature is that a
oommission be appointed/to oonsider the
whole mat^r of agrionltnral Instruotlon in
the state and to report some comprehen-
sive plan whiob. shall serve the Interest*
not of Cornell but of the farming Interests

* 'Of New York State.

There is not a single college in the state,
outside Cornell, that wishes an agricultur-
al department.

Bntltlethe opinion of the Presidents
'Of the other colleges that it is against the
interests of the farmers to have the entire
state taxed to build a great Central station
at Cornell, and to compel the farmer's sons
to go to a not easily accessible sohool for
instruction.

It is impossible to carry Btndents a long
distance for agricultural instruction, the
aohool mnst be brought to them and the
only'policy that-will ttrrfttlwfttmenb
to establish local sebaoj*. :

Yon have In Potsdam a local Normal
School. Ton advocated Its location In
Fotadam. Why did yon not favor one
mammoth central aohool where all Normal
InatmcUouiW thestaW weUMba given.
Ton knew that the boys and girls of
Northern New York would not go to
Albany or Oneonta or New Faltz for Nor-
mal training. The aohool must be near
the peoples' hornet and the. result Is that

There are seven student* from St. Law-
rence County In the agricultural aohool at
Cornell and Itlatiinply Impossible for
that one sohool to serramor* than a frac-
tion of the fuming people of the state.

I have advocated to the Flnanoe Com-
mittee the establishment of local agrionl-
tnral schools indifferent parts of thestate.
and kaw tnggetted thrtthey be asaoolafctd
with our Normal Betook, CorwU is a
private college. It is not under the con-
trol of the atate. The Normal sohoola are
owned by the state. Thejr. are located
conveniently to the farmers. They have
good plants, laboratories, libraries, a con-
siderable portion of the equipment neoes-
aary for agricultural taBtrnotion. By com-
paratively inexpensive additions, agrlonl-
taral insttuotion could be added and <*very
port of the state oould be reached.

,The hiBtory of Cornell doe* not warrant
the appropriation of large grants by the
atate. The land grant was made to Cor-
nell for "a college of agrionltnre and the

. meohanio arts," Immense sums have
been given by the state and the nation and
what have we. One hundred and forty-
two graduates in its entire history; one
third of Its present membership from oat-
side of the state. Its management has ie-
oelved the severest oritloism of the agri-
oultural department at Washington. Its
forestry grant in the Adirondaoks has ex-
olted the derision and indignation of the
people because it has been exploited for
oommerolal purposes. Every year Cornell
appeals before the legtslatnre hat In hand
for some grant for college purposes and
by. Bhrewd political management these
grants have been obtained to build up a
odlege which is no more a atate college
than St. Liwrence University or Hamilton
College and the patience of the other
colleges has been exhausted at the unjust
discrimination that has been shown to this
one Institution.

There Is behind this bill certain agri-
cultural interests whioh have been xnosj
artfully and sedulously cultivated by tln>
managers of Cornell who are past masters
In the gentle art of working up their oas-
es for legislative grants. The farmers
want this oostly building at Cornell be-
oatue they want •omethlng and nothing
«1M seem to be at hand.

St. Lawrence Vnlverslty-is a fairly well
equipped oollege but allots buildings and
til entire plant has ooat lew than this
jwopoled building whioh the-tax payers of
St. Lawrence County mnst help to'build
fora far distant oollege, bnt the buildings
of St. Lawrence have been eraoted by
private gifts,

The sohool at Cornell is over-elaborate
far the plain farmer's sons. They do not
t o baok to the farms. The few who at-
tend become specialists, Protestors In
agricultural sohoola; managers of stock
farms, landscape artists eto. and a costly
building and an over elaborate equipment
will educate the farmer's boy away from
the farm not baok to It. What the farm-
art want la Instruction for their sons,
largely elementary, which shall atop the
exodus from the farms, whioh shall give
Uw boys praotloal knowledge whioh oan
bt> applied to the hundred aore farm from
whioh they went and to whioh they will
willingly return. And these sohools mnst
b* near their home; Inexpensive, open
frwly to those who have not extensive
ptaparatlon, and then let there be estab-
lished, if need be a oollege of agrloultnre
to whioh the few may go who desire to
panue their studies to greater lenth. This

mittei atoneof these looal eptlsn elec-i
tloaa ( ihe qoastlon of gMnMog « hotel
lioense In a town) ahall become the tot
and, moreover, shall be made more com-
prehensive. It shall not be confined to
the question of a lioense to a hotel but is
to read: "Shall any oorpontlon, aseoola-
tlon, copartnership, or person be anthor-
ized to traffic in liquors!"

If the decision is in the affirmative
then the hotels of the preaerlbad sort are
to be allowed to take ont> lioense. The
other ohangea are chiefly the renumbering
of the other thfee propositions relative to
sales by a saloon or a drug store or a
atore. The reason for making the first
proposition general and first on the list is
to catch the vote of all tho«e whq are
willing to have liquor sold in one of the
three ways. Aa the law works now the
advocates of a saloon lioense vote for it
and against all the others. That makes
one vote for the saloon and three against
the sale of liquor otherwise. The hotel
lioense advocate votes for the hotel and
therefore against the other' propositions.
Under the proposed sahemfcall the saloon,
drug store, hotel and atore advooatea
must first vote for the general proposi-
tion of having no license or some kind of
a license. This it 4s thought will enable
the bonafide country taverna to get their
licenses whether any othar proposition is
ortled or not. 1MB bill la expeoted to
get through the Assembly and there are
hopes that it will be made a seheduled
bill to pass snd be signed. The confer-
ence of the liquor men with the Governor
yesterday was devoted to the advocacy of
this, substitute bill aa a part of its ac-
tivity.

Mr. Cann's Statement.

And be-
cause of this fact together with the belief,
that during said period of time, that he
has and is now running hie hotel in strict
compliance with the law, it was my in-
tention on that ocoasion, to commend Mr.
Barnett for the manner in whioh he had
been and is running his hotel; bnt onao-
oount of lack of time I neglected so to do.

The record from whioh I read Mr.
Burnett's name among others, as persons
holding U, S. Licenses, waa furnished me
from the U. S. Internal Bevenne Depart-
ment, at Syracuse, N. Y. and I believed it
to be oorrect. *"

I have alnee however become convinced
that the U. S. Ltoenae held by Mr. Bar-
nett, was taken out by him, abont the
first of Ootober 1908, for the express pur-
pose of protection, for the short time
prior to October first, during which his
bar had been open.

I therefore aak the people of onr Tillage
and town, to join with m« in commend
ing Mr. Barnett for the manner In whioh
he has run and Is running the Arlington
Hotel.

Editors Courier and Freeman:

Abont 90 years ago, when an old friend,
Mr. Addtaon Child, was living in his com-
fortable tome at Chlldwold, he Invited a
small party of Potadam experts to com* up
and visit him and inoldenUUjr play a
friendly game of seven up. The writer of
this artiole was fortunate enough to be
one of the number and aath»,meeting
was called in the month of February,
when the snow lay about four feat deep on
the level, a ride of 60 miles in the wilder-
ness to visit an old friend wosld suggest
that there mnst be something at the end
of it besides simply a friendly gameot
seven up.

We reached OhUdwold. jnot at the (upper
hour in the midst of » blinding snow
storm and were warmly welcomed by our
host and seTV̂ dj with an excellent supper
which was muoh enjoyed. Alter supper
was over we were Invited into Mr. Child's
sanctum and the game of seven np was
commenced. It proceeded without any
unusual events except! an occasional glass
oi cold spring water)and a freshcigar,
until abont ten o'ofook in the evening,
when Mr. Child laid down his cards in a
very dignified manner and said, "Gentle-
men would it not be well to have a little
brandy and wateri" Hy answer was, "We
are not suffering any for water." Mr.
Child never forgot that remark and for
many years after that he would refer to it
when I had the pleasure of meeting him.

Beading the artiole in the lait issue of
the Courier & Freeman entitled "Our
Water Supply" brought the above oironm-
stancemost foroibly to my memory and it
naturally occurred to me that perhaps
th* same answer might be applicable. Is
it water that - the people of Potsdam are
suffering for! Would it not have ba*ai
better If the profeealonsl gentlemen had
prescribed something fat sort of sterilise
onr present water supply and not
only destroy the microbes but at the same
time render it a little mor* palatable!'
The writer is not surprised that after
faaslnf through a winter of sntst onnfnal
•orerltyon nothing but ioe water every
doctor in the village should call for a bet-
ter quality of water, but cannot our pres-
ent water supply be braced up to mett
the requirements!

There is not a property owner in the
town of Potadam upon whom the burden
of taxation is greater than upon the firm
of IveV Mne, and yet the Wilier cannot
turn hit back upon the necessity of a
mom safe water supply for our village.

The question of how it shall be ac-
complished is an important one. It would
never be good judgment or good manage-
ment toiohange our present water aupply
(at a great expense) for one that admits of
a single question of quantity-or quality.
Before any auoh change is ever made or
contemplated either of the above qualifi-
cations should not have room left for
argument. Personally I'have never been
a very warm advocate of the so-called
Parkhurst Brook or Haywpod Spring
sohemea, simply because both of the above
points admitted of a qnestion, or atleast
-they were both used by parties who were
anxious to defeat the scheme upon any
available pretext, and I have no personal
doubt but that a weakness in both these
Vital points did and does really exist.

I have a scheme in my own mind, and
have had for some time, by whioh it may
be possible to supply the village of Pots-
dam with an abundance of pure soft
water. Of course I have no''praotloal
knowledge of the avatlabllityof jmy scheme,
or of the possibility of its being carried
out, but my plants this. Take the water
supply from Cold Brook, above Sonth
Oolton. Lay a pipe line from a practical
point on Cold Brook to Potsdam. Supply
en route the .villages of South Colton,
Colton and Hanawa Falls, and perhaps
all the beat farms along the line. Then
if an arrangement could be made with
Norwood continue the pipe line to that
place. (They must be in need of some-
thing to drink down there.) Cold Brook
oan furnlsh an ample supply for Potsdam
and Norwood at all seasons of the year,
and also fnrnlsh all intervening points.
It also has another advantage. The coun-
try is so primitive up there and land so
inexpensive that the expense of protecting
the stream above the Intake from any im-
pure contamination for time to come
wonld be comparatively slight,
. - Qt course, .we know that this will in-
volve a large amount of expense, but at
the same time it would be productive of a
large income "With small expense to keep
it in running order after the oonstrution
Is completed. The cost of a few miles of
iron pipe outs no figure when an ample
tupply it taken into consideration in con.
treat with a questionable one, and one
oase of typhoid' fever is of more con'
sequence to our village than a long string
of iron pipe.

As I have said before I have no praotlo-
al knowledge or sclentlflo information aa
to the practicability of the scheme, and I
only suggest it as the only possible way
for us to secure an ample supply of pure,
soft water. It may not be possible for us
to accomplish it or to be able to furnish
the means to carry it forward, but if we
oould do so and see our way clear to pay
even the interest, to say nothing about
the principal, it la my opinion that,the
sooner we gat at It the better it will be for
the welfare of our village.
