NEW MORTGAGE TAX LAW.

Afier repeated efforss durlig the
TRSU few years (o concetve a law that
Would reach mortgages and personaity
and be deacntly fatr, the Leglstatur:
last winter pessed what may be calieg
a compromise measure for the taxa-
tion of mortgages. We use the word
TOMPromise RNce We  ser No reason
why u gyod five or six per cent mort-
kage should not be taxed the same ax
any prope Property that Ie
cessed In villages aod vitles pays from
two to three per £ent tax. This law
makes the total tax annually on mort-
guges only one-half of onhe per cent
Therefore we call It a compromise
Why was It passed” Its champlons
say that the tax that will be secured
under It will be greater fhan lIs now
obtained which is tantamount to say-
ing that the most of peaple are dis-
honest in that they evade their just
share of taxation.

For the informetion of our readers
we glve & very briet abstract of the
law as we read ft, since it must be of
very general Interess.

1st—The law s already in force,
but only applies directly tb mortghges
recorded after July first next, though
all existing mortgages may be brought
under its provisiens as wili be shown
a tHeTater.
