It was l ighted by elec­
tr ici ty and was almost as br ight a s 
day. We first landed on a bed which 
the divers had previously leveled. The 
moment tbe bell touched the ground 
there was jwrhaps about two feet of 
water in it. This was quickly dr iven 
out by the compressed air, when we 
walked on^cpmparat ively dry ground 
vr i t i r t tw seara:ir aronud us. 

"By sending signals up to the man 
In charge of the great c rane to which 
the bell is a t tached the appa ra tus can 
be moved as its occupants wish. Aft­
er inspecting the smooth bed £>a. Which 
the bottom blocks are laid we went 
out to sea and, landing en the bottom 
again, obtained some Idea of tbe diffi­
culties of d igging a foundat ion on tbe 
floor of the ocean. I t w a s ragged and 
rocky. Four men work In a bell un­
der a pressure of twenty-sevet i pounds 
to the square inch for three hours at a 
t ime, d igg ing up the ground until It is 
perfectly smooth and level. Tbe ma­
ter ial Is th rown Into a large wooden 
box swung In the center of the bell. 

••Climbing to our seats again, the 
man gave the necessary signals, and 
away we w e n t all under water , of 
course, until we landed once more upon 
the stones jus t placed la .position. Tbe 
electr ic l ights In tbe bell are placed 
close to tlie thick l i t t le g lass w indows. 
When we stayed on the bottom quietly 
for a little while the fish dar ted a t tbe 
light, but at the noise of a shovel they 
quickly d isappeared."

Into tbe surface of this p la te the i n 
pression ou tbe rol ler Is forced by great 
pressure, once for each s tamp in the 
subsequent sheet, and then the p la te 
is hardened. These impressions are 
negatives, so that the pr ints from them 
—the s tamps themselves—will be posi­
t ives. 

The reusou for all th is prel iminary 
work is most Interesting. In the first 
place, pr int ing could not be done from 
a single die because of the v a s t quan­
t i t ies of s tamps required. In the sec­
ond place. It could not be done from 
the roller, because on tha t the lines ore 
In relief instead of being incised, and 
ID the. third place,, -it wou ld not be 
feasible to have several dies or a large 
number of them engraved, both be­
cause the expense Would, be prohibi­
t ive and because no two would then be 
absolute iy al ike. Tbfe present system 
makes it certain tha t every s tamp of 
a cer ta in lot is exact ly l i t e every oth­
e r of the same lot—a grea t safeguard 
against counterfei t ing. 

When three pr in t ing p la tes have been 
made they are all fastened to tbe bed 
of a special pr in t ing press. When the 
machinery 1B s tar ted the first p late Is 
Inked, then automat ical ly wiped unti l 
It is lute a mirror . Tbe wiping removes 
all the Ink except wha t cl ings In the 
Hues of the 200 dupl icate engrav ings 
which dot tbe surface. 

Over tbe plate la laid a sheet of 
dampened paper, the p la te is sl ight ly 
warmed In order to permi t t h e Ink to 
swell, and heavy pressure is appl ied. 
Meanwhi le the second p la te is receiv­
ing Its Ink, and then tbe third comes 
Into play, so that , a l though all three 
are on tbe same press* each is a t a 
given moment undergoing a different 
process -from ei ther of the other two . 
This has wrought a great sav ing of 

tbe old process of pr in t ing 
T>y hand. W h e n tue~pfInWd sheets a r e 
dry they go to the gumming machine. 
In which they pass between a d r y 
roller on pne side -and: one moistened 
with muci lage on the other. —r*rom 
these rollers they a re cast out, w e t 
side up, upon an endless web, which 
carr ies tbem through a s team heated 
box. 

T h e y J come out dry , ready for the 
perforat ions, which permi t them to be 
torn apar t easily. These are very easi­
ly made by pass ing the sheets be tween
