London, Ju ly 3.—A dispatch from 
fipvastopol tel l ing of the action o/ Vice 
Admira l K ruge r after a council of ad­

France Turns Over Jo!in Paul 
Jones' Remains to Our Rep­

resentatives. 

WITH IMPRESSIVE CEREMONIES 

Sai lors of Both Republics Unite In 
Rendering Honor* to Founder of 
American Navy—Genaral Portar and 
Special Ambassador Loomii Mak* 
Addr«»es—Sigtbe* Takes Charge. 

On Thursday iu the presence of the 
n i c e s t d ign i tar ies of France, tbe dl-
ipl inuatk' reprefientatlveH of many for­
eign governments and civtr and naval 
ofii^-IalB of the United States the boi^y 
o f Admira l John Paul Jones was form­
ally del ivered to the United States 
goverument . The occasion was one 
combin ing impressive digni ty wi th 
br i l l iant mi l i tary and naval pomp lu 
Which the soldiers and sai lors of 
F r a n c e ' 8 u & t h e sai lors of Amer ica 
uni ted in render ing honors to the illus­
t r i ous fopnder of the Amer ican navy. 

The ceremony of del iver ing the body 
w a s held in the Amer ican church in 
the Avenue de 1'Alma, Par is . The in­
ter ior of th is edifice was beautiful ly 
decorated wi th p lan ts and flowers. At 
the foot of t h e chancel rested the cof­
fin, wound in an Amer ican flag and 
li teral ly bur ied hi masses of flora] em­
blems. The French government had 
taken charge of the a r rangements , and" 

"EulssFera of-ffie "foreign oTfice,"wearing 
impressive silver chains, acted as usb-

After brief rel igious services General 
Por ter , wear ing evening dress, accord­
ing to thP French custom, wi th the red 
anah of tbe grand cross of tbe Legion 
of Honor across his breast , advanced 
alongside the coffin au£ f o r m a l i y d e -
livcred The body to Mr7 Loauds, sTrep-
rewentative of the Uni ted Sta tes gov­
ernment , who a t c e p t e d ^ i t i n the, name 
of tbe government and com missioned 
Admh-al ^Ughee to t ranspor t it to the 

General Por ter said in pa r t : 
"This day America c la ims heir Illus­

t r ious dead. In the per formance of 
my solemn du ty I h a r e the honor to 
deliver to tne government of the United 
Sta tes through you, its designated rep­
resentat ive, the body of Admiral Paul 
Jones, to be borne with appropr ia te-
marks of dist inct ion to the country 
upon whose a r m s his heroic deeds shed 
so much luster. 

"An earnest expression of -recognition 
is due to the accomplished savant* of 
France , to whose acknowledged skill in 
anthropological science confirmed in 
every par t icu lar and w i th ent i re ac­
curacy and absolute cer ta in ty the iden­
tification of the body which is io m a r 
velously preserved. 

"When congress adopted tbe present 
form, of the American flag i t embodied 
in the same resolut ion the appoin tment 
of Captain Jones to command the ship 
Ranger. When he received t h e news 
history a t t r ibu tes to him the fol lowing 
remark : * 

" "The Sag and I are tw ins . Born 
the same hour from the same womb of 
Dest iny, we cannot be par ted in life 

"Alas! They were par ted dur ing US 
yeare . but happi ly tbey a r e now re­
united." 

Mr. Ijyomls said tha t had Jones lived 
a few years longer he would have com­
manded the fleets of Napoleon. 

The final ceremony of tbe t rans fe r of 
the body of Admira l Pau l Jones on 
board tbe United S ta tes flagship 
Brooklyn occurred a t Cherbourg on 
fiatuHHtey and was the occasion for an­
other impressive function. In wh ich the 
ent i re force .ot the Amer ican squadron, 
large detaehmeuts of French soldiers 
and sai lors and an enormous crowd of 
townspeople par t ic ipated.
