The Iridium 1s coated with a cream

I t Is then secured by a process 
of sweat ing, which is nothing more or 
less than melt ing .the gold of which the 
pen Is formed so that it unites"'solidly 
with the ir idium. The blank is then 
passed between rollers of pecul iar 
form to give a gradual ly diminishing 
thickness from the point backward-
The rolls have a small cavi ty in^whTch 
the-asj^eme end of the ir idium bofnted 
nib is place I to prevent, injury to tbe 
iridium. Affer roll ing the n l b ^ f every 
pen is stiffened and penderea spongy 

—This is the most important process-
it! die manufacture oTThB~perr,-asthe 
elasticity of the pen depends entirely 
up in this operation. The pen Is then 
tnmnied by a press similar to that 
tvhii ' i is used for cut t ing out the 
bbtuks or by automat ic machinery. 
When the blank has been t r immed the 
name of the manufac turer and the 
number of tbe pen are stamped on. It 
by means of a screw press. 

Tbe pen is given i ts convex sur face 
also by means i»f a screw press, the 
bh'_nk t e ' n g pressed between a concave 
d ie beneath and a convex one abave.
