The violence of the gale took one of 
the sand barre ls bodi ly t h rough the 
gangway. One of the officers on the 
St. Lawrence said It was the fiercest 
gale he ever exper ienced. In the 
darkness t h e pi lot was hard ly able to 
find h is course. The passengers were 
th rown Into a pan ic of fear. Hal l and 
wind were accompan ied by terrif ic 
l ightning. Fo r tuna te l y t he s to rm was 
of shor t durat ion. AJI escaped Injury.
