STYLES IN COATS. 

Orl f l fc of t h e Cu taway F rock , tt* 
Saclt and t h e Oreaa Coat. 

The modern cutaway sprang from 
the body nt t lug juataucorps of the 
French as known to tlie court iers of 
Louis XXV. and LouL* XV., aud tbe gar­
ment waa ,ln turn probably evolved 
from the-frock O F tun le w o r n In t h « 4 
fourteenth century. 

The first t race of a cu taway In any­
th ing l ike i ts present form, says the 
Sartor ia l Ar t Journal , is seen in old 
pr ints of French mi l i tary uni forms, 
ear l y in the eighteenth cen tu r j For 
civi l ian use It was worn In England 
about 1785 as a r id ing coat, tbe tai ls 
being very long. In 18113 it was adopt­
ed In F rance for wa lk ing as well aa fd. 
r id ing and was then In shape and cut 
m u c h nearer the modern cu taway than 
any of Its predecessors, though it was 
usual ly double breasted 

Ear ly In the nineteenth century the 
cu taway had eight or nine button*, 
Only the fourth, fifth and sixth being 
used. This admit ted of the wearer 
showing his neckcloth, fancy wnLit-
coat . AM), t r i l led shir t to the beat ad­
vantage. Not til l 1340 oc thereabout 

iStd tfie cu taway become a lmost Identi­
cal wi th the modern garment and since 
then the changes In Its shape nave 
been comparat ively s l i gh t In 1841 the 
word "cu taway" became a f ixture In 
tbe language.
