1 Kate P rom Pneumonia. 

There Is a possibility that In the fu­
ture science will have some very grave 
warningsi'tbrSeiiVirTn" 'conKectlrm-wltTT 
the ^Increase.. In the number of very 
high buildings. Already there is an 
open question as-to the increase in the 
death rate from pneumonia, ^ t 'n t l l 
the nature of, pneumonia is fully un­
derstood it is impossible to say with 
scientific certainty that high buildings 
cause the sudden and startl ing growth 
of pneumonia in the United States. 

In 11*90 there Was no question that 
consumption was the worst scourge 
the. country knew. No other disease 
claimed so many victims; the. death 
fate" being fifty points higher for con­
sumption than for' any other disease. 
By the census of 1900 there is hardjy 
a point's difference in the mortality 
rate of consumption and pneumonia.

The sky scrap­
er fulfills these conditions when Mt 
shuts out the light from the city street 
and at the, same time takes many" peo 
pie to altitudes unusual to the pr8c*d 

already'collected enough facts to make 
it possible to form an indictment of 
the modern sky scraper even if there 
be not enough proof to justify "a* con­
viction. 

But until the time comes when sci­
ence can speak positively on this point 
it may be wise for the average man 
to consider whether public policy may 
not justify at least the restriction that 
sky scrapers be not built in the small­
er cities, where they are certainly not 
needed.
