vDr. J. B. Ransom, the physician in 
charge of Clinton Prison, states that 
at the present time it would be diffi­
cult to And an advanced case of tuber­
culosis among prisoners in the State 
of New York except as found under 
special treatment awaiting transfer to 
.Clinton Prison. . The State' of New 
York has been the first to make a spe 
cial prison for tuberculosis prisoners, 
providing for their treatment at Clin­
ton Prison in Dannemora In the Adir­
ondack mountains, where on the 1st 
of May 273 prisoners suffering from 
tuberculosis were being treated in ac­
cordance with the now universally ac­
cepted methods of rest, good and suf­
ficient food and fresh air. The new 
ward recently added to the prison has 
been of great he'fp In the treatment of 
the men and furnishes a curious con­
trast to the old dark, tuberculosis-
breeding cells. It is constructed witlt 
a high vaulted roof ceijing extending 
upwards to a distance of'36 feet, thus 
affording an ample air space and per­
mitting a great amount of light to 
corne^ln through the large windows 
on 'jhe four sides of the ward. 

The idea of .thus furnlnshlng spe­
cial treatment at this prison for tub­
erculosis *• patient^) has grown out of 
the fact that it was found" by experi­
ence that these, men did much better 
at Clinton than In any Of the other' 
prisons. ,_ Owing to this a custom of 
transferring such cases to this prison 
had become established in 1890. Con­
tinued agitation and the excellent re­
sults which were obtained lh cases 
transferred to Clinton, in time led to 
an awakening to the general necessity 
for better sanitary conditions In the 
'prisons and this with special treat­
ment at last adopted at Clinton result­
ed in such a great reduction in . the 

.death, rate from tuberculosis in the 
prisons of the State'that in the period 
from 1S96 to 1901 there were but 72 
deaths, as conjpai.e^with the 263 in, 
the previous five yeaes...,"At'the pres­
ent time when' a physician "In Sing 
Sing, Auburn, or Bast N. Y. Reforma­
tory finds by examination that an in­
mate is suffering' from tuberculosis. 
he places him. in a special Isolation 
cell until a sufficient number has ac­
cumulated to warrant tranf'er to Clin­
ton. Upon admission to Clinton the 
prisoner is stripped.- bathed and given

At Nagaunee the annual dog race 
was held a few days ago and was wit­
nessed by thousands of people. The 
warm sun of the mornlnw softened the 
surface of the street, putting it In. bad, 
condition. -By the time the races were 
over it Is doubtful If the mothers of 
the youngsters' who- drove the dogs 
could ha,ve- recognized theni, as they 
wert Completely covered with mud, 
writes a Calumet correspondent of the 
Detroit Free Press. All of the boys 
ssvore masks at the start but when the 
race grew warm they tossed them as­
ide to enable them to see better. 

There were nineteen entries, all of 
whom appeared in several heats, and 
most of the races were close. A(l the 
runs were down the grades on either 
end of Ii(on street, hut in spite of this 
fact the smaller dogs had difficulty "In 
getting over the course. 

There were numerous fights, parttc» 
ulatly at the^startlng points, and oc­
casionally two or more dogs would 
get Into a • mix-up midway down the 
street or'just before reaching tHe tape. 

No more amusing sight can be Im­
agined than a dog race. Usually at 
the start there is trouble. At the 
Word "go" some of the dogs get into 
a fight and require the Immediate at­
tention of their drivers.. The more 
peaceably Inclined get away, during 
the altercations of their opponent's and 
thus obtain a commanding lead. 
There is. a great overturning and a 
bumping when the rushing mass of 
dogs cross a railroad track or ditch. 

The handling of the dogs and the 
sleighs at these points is most skill­
fully .done and causes great merriment 
among the spectators. 

Bog teams are very.common In the 
northern part of Michigan and there 
is scarcely a town where there Is not 
from one to a hundred dog teams own 
ed by boys who flnd'-them very useful. 
In some cases these outfits prove, a 
source of considerable Income to the 
owners, who use them for hauling the

Owing to the 
favorable results already obtained at 
Clinton Prisrt'n there is in many quar­
ters a belief that the work of caring 
for consumptive prisoners' should be 
extended for beyondjts present'limits 
and that a separate Institution should 
be the next step ln"cieaiing''"w1th this 
questlolf'of tuberculosis In prisons. It 
is a well established fact that a prison 
environment and -life Is specially fa.-
TTirable to the development of t'nber-
eulosl's. the mortality from this disease 
being variously estimated by the best 
ftuthorities at from 4(1 to 55 per cent 
of all the deaths occurring in the pris­
ons of the world. There are many 
caseshvhere mortality from this ills-
disease has reached as high as SO per 
cent ahd at one time in this State it 
was 75 per.cent of the total deaths. It 
is stated by an authority on the sub-
i?ct j ha t by far the larger -number of 
eases of tuberculosis found among 
prisoners are developed while the prls 
oners are undergoing some of the stag 
es of imprisonment. In support of 
this contention attention is drawn to 
the unsanitary'architectural arrange-' 
ments of nearly ail of fhe prisons of 
the past and many of those of today. 
Tuberculosis is essentially a house dls 
r-ns», and It 1« well known that damp­
ness, lack of sunlight, and fresh out­
door .air. added to the crowded condi­
tions to l,e roet with In most prisons, 
are also potent factors in the develop­
ment of tuberculosis. Coupled with 
this are the depressing effects of in­
carceration, and the mental and bodily 
strain Incident to the necessary prison 
discipline. One of the most constant 
factors- tn constituting the so-called 
predisposition to tuberculosis disease 
is an unstable nervous system. The 
age and sex the prisoners are also 
predisposing causes.
