Backus, a man" well 
known around^town, wrho has been 
for several years engaged ih paring 
for horses; and spoke_to.Backus about 
it. The latter angrily denied knowing 
anything about it and left 'the hotel, 
A- little later he went to Maxfleld" & 
Needham's and borrowed ,a.revolver 
^ono about five o'clock in the after­
noon, returned to' the. Fro'ntleb Bouse. 
The" harness matter again came .up, 
and Backus admitted taking it and 
offered IO show Murphy where he had 
hidden it. -Murphy refused to go, and 
there was more discussion, in which a 
teamster named James McFalls/ttobk' 
p a r t . . ' • • 

Backus soon Worked himself into a 
passion and pulling,out his revolver 
fired at Murphy, shooting him through 
the mouth. McFalls' started-to run. 
but Backus brought him down too 
with a shot through the cheek. Back­
us then put a bulIeTfhrough the back 
of^his own head and drppfied to the 
floor. The noise of the shots attract­
ed a crowd, but before-the seriousness 
of the affair was realized Backus had 
recovered sufficiently to stagger from 

-the-hoiel. —He climbed a hoard fence 
in the-rear-.and- went to his home on 
Munson Lane, where'he went ln'toatb,^, 
woodshed and ctft his throat with a 
•razor. He was", foirnd a little later.by 
one of his children and. Dr. S. P. Brow 
was summoned but be ,was past -sav-
inp-.nnd died in a short tliw. 

The =hot which struck Murphy pass 
ed through his mouth and. lodged in 
the hack of his neck.- Dr. G. c. Madlll 
of Ogdensbnrg came out \ Saturday 
morning and dressed the wftund. and 
Murphy ie now doing as well as could 
be 'expected. -The inj.WTes sustained 
by-rSf-Falls were not serious. 

Backus was a man about 411 vfturs 
old. He crime here from Canada sev­
eral years aĉ o, and has had employ­
ment most of the time as hostler. He 
had a bad temper Ivhen intoxicated, 
and has heen in various kinds of trou­
ble, at different times on account, of 
his quarrelsome disposition. He is 
survived by his wife, three daughters 
and a «on. Th"e family are well thought 
of in their neighborhood.
