After nine days the eggs should be 

tested before a;caudlo o r lamp in the 
evening. Hold the large end of the escg 
between the thumb and finger and turn 
steadily round before t he light. If the 
eggs are fertile they will be very, 
cloudy, and a dark speck can be seen 
near the large end, bu t if infertile will 
be quite clear. Turkey eggs, as a rule, 
take "twenty-seven or twenty-eight days 
'to hatch out, but i t is advisable . to 
leave them unti l the twenty-ninth day 
in case so.tne may be la te in hatching
