SIGNS OF RAIN. 
Animals and PUnts,Indicate the Ap­

proach of Storms. 
It Is well known that animals and 

fowls give nojice of the approach! of. 
rainy weuther by their peculiar actUms. 
Dogs and cats are less .energetic and 
show an unusual disposition to sleep. 
Sheep crowd together in a sheltered 
place. Horses neigh, cattle low. pea­
cocks scream, guinea fowls squall, and 
ducks, unci geese ate more noisy thau 
usual. 'All this is.due to the decreased 
supply of oxygen In thgalr and to the 
depfeSslng ectecTot damp air on their 
nerves. It gives them1 some difficulty 
In breathing and make* them listless 
;and uneasy. 

Another sign of ruin la seen when a 
cat rubs her ears and sometimes every 
part of her coat that »h» can reac^. 
This is due in part to the dampness of 
the air, which penetrates the' hair and 
makes the sklu itch, but it is" chiefly 
due perhaps to the alr_being heavily 
charged with electricity. -The hair oJT 
the cat becomes heavily charged, too, 
and she. rubs It to make i t lie smooth 
and to brush a nay, the peculiar sensa­
tion that electricity causes. 

Perhaps you have noticed that the 
leaves of the dandelion and the clover 
fold up and go to sleep, so to speak, 
when rain is near. As these plants 
never open their leaves without the 
stimulating Influence of sunshine, the 
clou'dy sky puts them to sleep. Anoth­
er reason for the change, is the expan­
sion of the air vessels of the plants, 
due to the damp air, which causes the 
leaves to contract and close,Just as pa­
per curls when one side of~ii-is mois­
tened. 

Boys and girls should make a study 
of these things. Not only would .they 
find the study full of interest, but it 
would cultivate their powers of ob­
servation and give them a batter 
knowledge of nature.—Chicago News.
