Bach recurring year the Courier and-J-
Freeman brings to our ritsflce the ob­

or Begt. Is given. To an ex-soldier it 
seems pjtiful indeed, almost l ike,one 
of the unknown. ' Let me . complete 
toils soldier's record, and when done 
A will read Harry Labrake Co. A. 7th 
New York"'Heavy Artillery. He was 
a member of«niy company and-regi- ' j 
ment—the only one among that long 

• list who was a member of the 7th. 
There were two brothers, Joseph and 
Harry, of Co. A'. They entered . from 
their horrte at Potsdam. Joseph, the 
elder brother was shot and instantly 
"killed while going over t h e . Rebel 
"•works at Cold Harbon Va„ the Srd of 

- i JuneT 1$64. Harry was 'at his side 
when he fell'-and he pointed to and in­
dicated his brother's particular body 
lying among many others, the follow­

i n g early morning to* me as we lay in 
> a shallow rifk* pit facing the works 
_.;that 'we captured and held a short 

time, and were then forced back about 
' seventy-five yards and there held our 

ground. Two splendid soldiers were 
those brother's and I am pleased to be 
able to 'complete. the reeoi'd^to one of 

- them,. Joseph "Labrake As' probably 
buried in one of-the national cemeter­
ies-of Virginia and possibly numbered 
among the thousands who bear the. 
one word Unknown, Two other grand 
soldiers from old St.( Lawrence fell 
that sad summer day, the 3rd of June, 
aTCoTH"Hifp^r7^"0_a(e£iside"Sp ,"BraSJ 

- a few rods over and beyond the Rebel 
works. Their names were,Rufus.Lo-
nas and Edward McDonald and both 
of my company. "Let me .go back to 
the day that I enlisted, a smooth fac­
ed boy in my ISth year, and with me 
were enlisted and s\vorn intff ' the ser­
vice the following neighbors^, all mar­
ried-men but myself,".Charles Leonard, 
Rufus Lonas, Edward McDonald.. Gen 
Stark, Alonzo Olmstead, all from .West 
Parishvi l le; Frank Rpjblnson and Levi 
P. Crandall f ' rom.plerrepont. ' _ 

My father, Capt. George" Crandall, 
then of Hannawa Falls, accompanied 
u s ' t o Malnne and saw us off for Al­
bany to join, our regiment. I seemed 
irke'a boy among these<other six men. 
One 'of them, Alonzo Olmstead,' was 
46 years of arte, and father seemed at 
the last to feel l ike^putHng me in^a-
inanner tinder the protection of these 
older"men. - f recall as we were-say­
ing some few last words to fattier, that 
the others called out tn ;h i rh , don't 
worry "at all, Capt. George, we will 

"take good care nf Lee and br ing him 
back all right. My heart chokes me 
as I write the final. Edward MeDnn-

iald and Rufus Lonas fell at Cold Har­
bor, I was badly wounded the follow­
ing day. June 4th, , 1S64, George Stark 
a t ' t he risk nf h is own life carried me 
fully ten .rods under a terrific fire to 
the lower hill side out of range of the 
rebel works, then .he joined our boys 
again in the s h a l l o w rifle p i t . and I 
.never saw him again. He gave up his 
life in the fierce fighting on the Wel-
don R. R. Alonzo Olmstead fell, mor­
tally wounded and died on the field 
at the battle "f Reams Ktntjnn. Chas 
Leonard was taken prisoner while 
bravely fighting on the Weldon R. R. 
and taken to that tiiost terrible of-all 
rebel prisons. Andersonville, where 
his brave life went out among the 
hopeless suffering of that awful place. 
I have the number of his grave.at the 
national cemetery at Andersonyllle— 
the list was prepared by Miss Clara 
Barton of the National Red Cross. 

Frank Robinson was furlou'ghed 
home very ill from disease and ex­
posure and soon after died. _ So that 
when the writer, the boy among them 
all, came back to his home with his 
heal thshat tered from wounds, no.sln-
gle one of those six tr lea and true 
comrades were alive to meet h im. Was 
the price ton much? God alone may 
telli -

The seeing nf those two Incomplete 
records in the Courier's list of soldier 
dead Is my apology for thus reminisc­
ing. I seldom do so-on this line of 
thought. Will the Comrades of the 
Marsh Post G. A. R. at Potsdam kind 
ly see that ^he two records be correct-' 
ed as I have stated above.
