•One of the moat-trying if not one 
of the most' important matters before 
the government today is the relation 
•of this country with Japan, Of coufse 
there has been the talk of war in the 

.yellow papers, for the yellow paper* 
Ihave a great fondness for discussing-
ttie yellow peril. But as a matter of | 
fact, the situation is annoying and i 
nothing else. The State Department 
has been In ;ol"ose conference with the 
Japanese Embassy for months past, 
and it may be said that the officials of 
this government .sympathize with Ja­
pan', believing that the Japanese gov­
ernment has miich the moat serious' 
end of the problem on its hands. 

Secretary Strauss of the Department 
•of Commerce and Labor Is going west 
this week to look over the immigra­
tion problem himself, and on his re­
port will depend In "large measure the 
shaping of the" coming treaty which 
this government wants to negotiate 
with Japan. The treaty to be accep­
table to the American people at large 
must have an exclusion clause In" it, 
and this is Just the thing that the Jap 

"Ilinese-pe'ople probably will refuse to 
sanction. 

' To understand the situation clearly, 
one must realize that the • Japanese 
government is engaged In sitting on 
the lid' ih Its own country and has 
been for months past. The .seat is 
getting warmer all the time, and the 
most likely result will not be war 
with this country but the overthrow 

• —of • the • present Japanese, ministry, and 
the installation of a j ingo government 
that will be much more difficult to 
tleal with than the present one. The 
primary trouble is that the Japanese 
people as a nation do not know-where 
they stand; and their government Is 
afraid to tell them. 

'This situation has existed ever since 
the middle of the Ifusso-Jap war. Of 
course, Japan made a great fight, but 
it takes money as well as enthusiasm 
to carry on a war, and when the trea­
ty Qf Portsmouth was signed the Jap­
anese generals and the responsible 
officials knew that they could not pos­
sibly have carried, on an offensive" cam. 
paign three months longer. That 

" '"was the reason they agreed to the 
rather hard terms, for a victor, that 
they accepted at -Portsmouth. This 
government -understood the situation 
thoroughly and perhaps future gen­
erations will say that PreSidentyJrtos-
evelt did not do a very wise thing in 
forcing peace when he did, but that 
it would have been better for the

better henBelf to pieces against the in­

be m.ade to see any fun in peace sol­
diering. Young unmarried men thro' 
the country might take notice if they 
choose that there 1B a dearth of sol­
diers. The government is wil l ing to 
provide food, lodging, laundry, med­
ical attehdance_and a number of other 
little hixuriea-besidiJ *13 a month for 
the first enlistment. In the latest re­
cruiting circulars, some of the more 
exacting physical requirements have 
been waived. And most of all to the 
liking of boys who cannot get an ap­
pointment to West Point, there' Is a 
chance for an enlisted man after two 
years sen-ice to take an examination 
for a commission. Stilt soldiers are 
scarce, perhaps we could not get up 
a military despotism If we wanted to.

Final plans for an extensive cam­
paign for the, l i fe, health and comfort 
of the 100,000 horsis that drag out the 
hot summer months in New York City 
have been made by the American SoV 
eiety for the "Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals. Water In spray and drink­
ing bowl is as hard to reach by the 
caravan of panting brutes' In many 
sections o {Manhattan Island as on the 
Desert' of Sahara. The. energies, of 
the Society have, accordingly, been di­
rected for the last few weeks to creat­
ing a fountain fund and preparing to-
place large fountains, smaller drink­
ing bowls and troughs in every part 
of such town before the hot wave Bets 
In. It was announced that, ten large 
permanent drinking, fountains, of the 
three pt,l*e designs which recently re­
ceived the award of the society, were 
assured by.donations already pledged, 
to beautify, as'wel l as. forever relieve^ 
of drought, localities which horses 
must now traverse hot and thirsty, 
Their cost ranges from four hundred 
to a thousand dollars. The society 
has presented two of these, while the 
rest will be built by individual donors. 

Scores of smaller iron troughs and 
concrete 'drinking bowls will be placH 
ed during the early summer at points 
In the business and tenement districts 
where they are badly needed at pres­
ent. Many- small contributions - have 
already been received by the managers 
of-the society's fountain fund for this 
purpose and many more are expected 
from every class of persons to whom 
the suffering of the toiling beasts is 
the saddest side of summer life tn the 
town; 

In Greater New York only 200 ot"| 
drinking places are provided today 
by the- city for horses, while almost} 
as many horse troughs are maintain­
ed by saloon. keepers and others for 
business purposes. There is need for 
several thousand of these .drinking, 
stations all over the c i ty and, uhffl-this 
is fuliy met, the American Society for 
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals 
has' pledged Itself to press a constant 
campaign such as It has entered into 
for this summer.

Growing Strawberry Plant*. — 
The most prominent feature of~this

Sixty-five acres are now well covered' 
with matted rows ready for spring 
sales, and from. 0.000,000 to 7,000,000 
plants will be lifted from this acreage. 
The transplanting Is done.'In the "fall, 
setting In rows three and a half feet 
apart, spacing twenty to twenty-four 
Inches- In the rows. After planting 
eight tons of manure per acre are dis­
tributed over' the rows. All hand hoe­
ing is done-by contract;-pay, $20 per 
acre for'the.season. 

For the Muskmdon Crop. 
Seventy-five; acres will be planted 

this year,of Eden Gem and Netted 
Rock Row's five feet, apart and plants 
in the row from eighteen to twenty- \ 
four Inches apart.

This ,was' literal­
ly true, for we had promised to do 
nothing, but the Japanese public took 
it to mean an indemnity and apology 
and it has been waiting In vain for 
this, ever since. 

Now comes the looting of the Jap­
anese restaurants in- San Francisco 
where we are undouhtcdly in the 
wrong, and these Incidents all piled up 
naturally look very large to the Jap­
anese populace. They may result .In 
the overthrow of the present Japanese 
ministry, hut If the Jingo ministry 

- comes into power they will be faced 
by the safe problem nnd will have to 

. handle It in tne same way. Japan 
has not money enough to make war, 
ami cannot borrow jany for that pur­
pose. . But the Japanese people do 
not realise this. Th^yjcnnw they are 
good fighters and they think' their 
credit is good In the markets of the 
world, nnd It Is little wonder that they 
talk very warlike. But they cannot 
d.i.nnythlng and this government feels 
rather sorry for them, that Is for tho-
oiTlciRla who have to hold them in a 
check. 

Japan can and probably will hurt 
our trade irf the Par East, and It will 
make a great, fuss over agreeing to 
any exclusion treaty. Also in the 
course of H generation when : it has 
paid off its foreign debt and iicrumu-
liilml money, it may fight us.
