Scarlet Yarftety 8hmlernv Flowers sit 
TivillKlit. 

One'of the'flower novelties of ' last 
year which were successfully grown by 
many exiierts is a tobacco which pro­
duces scarlet (lowers, Nleotiana sahde-
rae. It Is named for its Introducer, an 
expert of England. The plant was orlg-
luuted by crossing two,,South Aiuerl-
can tobacco plants, one of which had 
wblte«.aad the other red. flowers. The 
result was a flower varying from light 
pink to the deepest red. Tlanted In the 
foreground of a border of the more fa­
miliar Nleotiana anlnis, .'which has 
white star sliaiK'd flowers of a wonder­
ful ly-sweet fragrance at twilight, a 
combination of color most striking is 
produced. 

A pleasing characteristic of this to­
bacco plant' is the " flowering time, 
which begins at twilight and lusts until 
the hot rays of the following day with­
er the blossoms; Thus it Is In bloom 
at the time when It I* most appreciated 
by "persons returning home after a 
weary day's work. 

The plants are grown easily from 
seed sawn on pulverized soil. Another 
method is to sow the seed in shallow 
boxes and transplant to open beds 
when the fourth or fifth leaf has ap­
peared. -• - - .••• ' . ' • 

This plant appears to bear flowers all 
fiummer long and with ordinary care 
should succeed under aTgreat number 
of conditions. . If has been successfully 
tested In England, Germany and the 
United States. It has idone well in 
sunlight and partial shade.—National.

The Dangling Key Informs You -ths 
Tetla'nts Are Out, but Friends Who 

; Call Are at Liberty to Unlock ths 
Door and Enter and Rest../.,.;. 

When the Swedes go calling, they 
lock up and then hang the door key on 
the bell or the doorknob or some other 
conspicuous place. When Uiey go visit­
ing for a few weeks', bolts and bars are' 
Blld into .place, and then out goes the 
key. If the house Is shut up for an en­
tire season or a full year; the gayly 
swinging door key say» ''Not at home" 
topassersby. ' 

There is no kicking your heels on the 
doormat In Sweden while the,bell or 
knocker awakes the echoes In an emp­
ty house. Agents, peddlers, friends 
and relatives all know this message of 
the door key and seeing It out pass by. 
'As can be''"'readily imagined, this 

strange custom has been put to good 
use in many instances when visitors' 
were not Wanted, Instead of telling 
the maid }o Worm callers,that Mrs. 
Jones Is not at home the mistress says 
to Jennie: "Hang out the door key at 3 
o'clock this afternoon and bring it In 
at p. I don't wish to see any one for a 
few hours." . 
• • -Abuu&t&a first of the month in cer­
tain districts door keys swing to The 
breezes in great numbers, and collect-
ors,.knowing the custom and also "its 
misuse, scratch their heads in perplex­
ity at this not nfEbine signal. 

•Many amusing stories are told of 
credlbjrs. sitting down to- await the re­
turn of their man while the debtor sat 
011 the other side of the locked door 
and chuckled. There have been in­

Meat and drink 
were left, aud should the holy man 
stop at n vacant house he entered, re­
freshed hiinsolf/left his blessing in the 
form of "n candle or a bottle of holy 
water or n bit of consecrated green and. 
passed. Thus the custom originated, 
aud. • although these qnalnt villages 
have hecome towns and traveling 
priests have passed away and the in­
flux of other nations has modernized 
Sweden and brought the evil of theft 
with it, the door keys'stlll hang out as 
evidence, of trust and open doored hos­
pitality. 

A thief seldom takes down one of 
the keys and enters, for there Is the 
uncertainty about the absence of the 
•residents spoken of to hold him back, 
and the. knowledge that aii exposed 
door key may utercly mean that the 
owner has stepped across to tbe store 
and -will return any minute makes 
tampering with property risky busi­
ness.-

The.* facts, together with the big 
one that Swedes are one of the most 
honest people on the face of the globe, 
make a custom safe there which would 
be a foolhardy tempting of misfortune 
in our "land of the free."—Los An­
geles Times.
