Postal Telegraph Lines Not Affected. 

Fire has always been the worst en­
emy of the forest. In many cases the 
risk of (fire is so great after lumber­
ing that land owners have not tried 
any system of conservative logging, 
but have instead cut the<5orest clean 
in the belief that young tlmebr would 
be burned, if left, before it could at­
tain sufficient growth, for a second 
crop. This 18 almost the rule in the 
heavy forests of the Pacific Coast, 
where flres have been so prevalent that 
they have come to be regarded as a 
necessary evil. A single flre among 
young trees may not always kil l them, 
but it will check their growtn and 
weaken them so that they wil l be very 
susceptible to insect attacks anil fun­
gous diseases Recurring fires liowev 
er at las'- destroy the whole forest

In 1904 the forest fervice .in co-op­
eration with the stive of Cal .'ornla, 
l-iade a thorough st-idy of forest con­
ditions and their relaflcn'to fire en tho 
tract of the McClqu.!l.,.Rjver Lumber 
C* in Siskiyou county California. '' 

The chief object ot vbis study was to 
dei'se son^e practical- system of forest 
protection. The results, which are 
now' published 1n • circular TS "of the 
forest service, shows that ( I t by prop­
er care and ,the execution of certain 
measures it is possible to decrease or 
even to- eliminate, the' danger from 
forest fires; (2) that such protective 
measures may be carried out at a rea 
sonable cost, and' (3) that the results 
in most cases wiH*fully justify the ne­
cessary expenditures. 

The plan adopted which alms to 
prevent fires from starting by means 
of, patrol along carefully laid • out 
routes, was executed so successfully 
that it has since been extended to all 
the holdings of the .companwy. Tel­
ephone and tool stations have been es­
tablished and broad fire lines on 
which the slash was burned have been 
run through the, cut over land. The 
cost of all this.,.was about>'2" cents per 
acre,'perTannum., • 

The details of this plan, accompan­
ied by a cVscription of the tract and 
the forest types, "and~an estimate of-
the future yield and value of cut over 
lands protected from fire are given in 
the circular, -which is entitled "The 
Control of Forest Fires at McCloud. 
Cal." . This publication wi l l be sent 
free upon application to the forester 
V S. Dept. of Agriculture, Washington 
D. C. 

• The Postal Telegraph Cable Co.-has 
taken the position right along that it 
was not Involved In the cotitfoversy 
which the Western Union Telegraph 
Co. Is having with its employes. Ed­
ward J. Nally, Vice President and tho 
General Manager "has giyen out the 
following statement as to hie. com­
pany's attitude. He says: 

"I know that all the troubles of tjie 
Western Union Telegraph Co. have 
been adjusted. I wish to say that for 
the Postal Telegraph Cable Co. the 
statement to the effect that this com­
pany refused to consider requests or 
complaints from its employes either 
individually or as a committee is en­
tirely untrue. We have always been 
glad to meet any of our employes and 
to consider any matter which they 
might care to • present. For instance 
our Chicago employes recently made 
an, application for a still further" in­
crease of wages. Inasmuch aS we in­
creased the wages of operators, chief 
operators, and managers ten per cent 
on March 1; and on April 1 gave the 
chief operators an additional increase, 
and on the same day Increased the sal 
arles of our clerical force,, we did not 
feel justified in making still further 
increases and we explained to them 
the reasons wny. On June 12 I wrote 
a le t te r on that subject. Mr. Capron 
our general -superintendent in Chica­
go writes-as-follows: "Please say to 
the- employes whose names are"signed, 
to the communication of recent date 
addressed to you and which you for­
warded to me with your letter of June 
0th, that we are unable at this time 
to give favorable consideration to their 
request for shorter hours arid increas­
ed wages. We Trove-already done all 
we can afford to do. We cannot in 
justice to the companies interested and 
with-business prudence do more. If 
in the list of minor grievances sub­
mitted there are any that call for at­
tention and consideration I shall be 
glad to have yours and Mr. Carroll's 
recommendation as to what you think 
should be done in execution. -If there 
are any rules in force which may at 
times'worka-hardship on our employ­
es we should do our utmost in rev!*,-, 
lng them. Great care should be ex­
erted to -prevent under chiefs and oth 
ers from unfair enforcement of rules 
and regulations and unkind discrimi­
nation and unkind treatment of the 
force. It is the earnest desire of the 
management that all employes shall 
be treated with consideration and 
that every reasonable.and proper eff­
ort be 'made to insure their health and 
comfort." • , •

Sjtate Should Make Purchases" i i t j the 
Adirondack!". 

There is a strong and Increasing 
public sentiment in favor -of the ac­
quisition by the state of New York of 
all the forest lands within the boun­
daries of the Adirondack park. Many 
urgent and convincing reasons for the 
adoption of such a policy are advanced 
by those who advocate it and there is 
no mistaking the fact that the value 
of the great northern wilderfiess to 
the people of the commonwealth Is 
coming, to be more and more appreci­
ated as time passes says the JJtica 
Press. The state should have acquir­
ed title to the. whole regfen half a ct-n 
•fury ago. when the land could have 
been had'for little or. nothing as com­
pared with its present monetary value, 
-but as that was not-done the, next best 
thing is to get possession of if as speed 
ily as_possible. The state already has 
large holdings In the Adirondack park 
and it is believed that if a proposi­
tion to issue bonds for the purpose of 
raising the amount of mofiey necessary 
to purchase the remainder were sub­
mitted to the people it would be very 
prom'ptly approved. 

The preservation of the wilderness 
Is essential to public welfare and1 it is 
surprising that the slate- has not" be­
come thoroughly awakened to the fact 
long ere this. The people need it as 
a great national sanitarium, as a place 
for rest and recuperation, and as a 
pleasure resort. It is needed for the 
important influence which it has up­
on the agricultural^ and commercial in 
terests of the state'because of its ben-
efflclent effects in equalizing the rain­
fall, mitigating the severity of storms 
storing and holding back the water 
and thus maintaining a normal vol-
i ime of -water in the springs and the 
streams, and for various other reasons 

Moreover.facts and figures show 
that the money Which the state has 
devoted to the purchase of Adirondack 
lands in the past has been very profit­
ably Invested from a financial point of 
view. They have Increased In value 
very rapidly and will continue to do 
so from year " to, year. Forest land 
which was acquired by the state 20 
years ago Is today worth many times 
the price which was originally paid 
for it, and similar property If purcha's 
ed now will undoubtedly prove a good 
investment, in the end- By way of Il­
lustrating the remarkable Increase In 
the value of Adirondack forest lands 
during the last few years it may be 
mentioned that a man who Is well vers 
ed In the pulp and paper business re­
cently said that the land, which was 
purchased by the', state at the time 
Hon. Campbell W. Adams of Utlca was 
state engineer, was worth today $3.-
000.000 more than It cost the state 
and if It were desired to sell It that 
It could be disposed of for such a pro­
fit.'
