uprising. It will be remembered that 
when- In 1901 Baron Von Kettter, the 
German Ambassador,""'was killed in 
the streets of Pekln and all of the for 
e'lgn legations and embassies were, in 
a state of siege for weeks, that China 

- w a s held responsible. by the powers 
for the international outrage and was 

Jforoed to prom|se heavy damages to 

all the'parties concerned. 
After the alliB<J troops had maroh-

. ed to Pekln and raised the Blege of. 
the legations, China was on her knees. 

,.ThiB government "(JohnHay"was\then 
the American Secretary .of State) sav­
ed the great but helpless empire from 
partitioa iuntag the powers, but the 
powers irere^wroth,-Germany especial­
ly, and China was forced to sign tfn 

-mdemiijtjr'botid-for ovet 1100,000,000. 
Of oourse It was out of the question 
for this immense sum to be paid in 
cash, and China was given thirty 
years to. settle the bill with Interest 
that would run the total far over 
*200,000,000. 

Part pf this 'indemnity was ,a. le­
gitimate 'demand from the powerS( It 
oovered the expenses of the allied ar­
my and Indemnity for the deaths of 
Baron y o n Itettler and a number of 

.Missionaries and other foreign citizens 
who Had been murdered during' the 
rebellion; But part of it w a s ' pure 
.blood money, forced from,China be­
cause the powers were in a position 
to make her pay and she was not in a 
pdsition to "refuse. The legitimate ex 
penses and Indemnity of the United 
States will amount to about $11,000,-
000, and It Is thj» 'remaining 140,000,-
000 that the President proposes to re­
mit. ' That He. will be able to make 
Congress see the. matter ln his light 
there is little "doubt. The United 
States does not need the money,, and 
the remission will be" a generous act 
that China will deeply appreciate, j . . 

The criticism will be bound to. 
come from Europe. It the -TJ. S, re­
mits its claim, the other powers will 
have to do the same or stand before 
the world as less generous than Amer­
ica. Hven if they follow suit, Presi­
dent Boosevelt will have the credit In 
Chinese minds of" having initiated 
the movement Looking a t l t from a 
purely selfish view, the good effect of 
the move on China In the way of help­
ing American-Chinese trade will prob 
ably be worth more than the actdal 

.amount remitted. It wi l l .be apt to 
"'help us materially in any sort of a 

treaty 'we want to negotiate, and I t 
will be apt to make China look upon 
iis as herj>eat friend among the nat­
ions when the- friction comes, as It 
eventually will come between Ameri­
ca and Japan. From the vjewpoint 
of international spittles alone It is one 
of the cleverest possible moves, tho" 
probably that is a small and mean 
view to take of i t 

I t looks as though for a t ime till 
the advance In the price of public 
buildings is settled, the United States 
would have to go very slow about the 
public building operations. I t is rath 

' er an anpmalous condition that con­
fronts the office of the Architect of the 

,.Treasury. This country is better oft 
. than it has ever been before. There 

is a pleasing surplus piling up in the 
coming fiscal year, and at the sajne 
time the- appropriations for • public 
buildings are so much behind the ad­
vancing ?H*e: that it looks, as tho* 
building operations would have to be 
almost suspended," There has been an 
Immense advance in the cost, of labor 
and material, and the contractors are 
sticking-on a little extra profit so as 
not to be behind hand in the acoumu-

latlon of prosperity. The cost of a 
given building now Is from a quarter 
to a half more than it was two years 
ago, and even at the advanced price, 

" it is hard to get labor or material for 
the work. Many of . the appropria­
t ions, are entirely inadequate for the 
buildings contemplated, though they 
were ample when they were made. 
Consequently government building op 
erations are almost at a standstill and 
are likely to be till there Is, a readjust 
ment of building prices or an increase 
in appropriations.

THIs t ime it was 
said to be the Navy that was making 
preparations for eventualities with Ja 
pan, and no less mild-mannered a 
man than Admiral Dewey, was said to 
be concentrating the F*olflc battle­
ship squadron around Sail Francjsco 
to repel the dreaded Japanese, invader 
It Is almost needless to say that 'this 
scare was talk, and nothing 0more. 
Admiral Dewey himself says t.bat when 
he begins to concentrate batti*- ships 
the publlo will know It, but that there 
is nothing doing ln the concentration 
Hn«' Just now. We may get ,our war 
with Japan in time, but this is another 
false start. .

If she is one of 
the people who can't sleep in the day 
time. It is well to loosen the clothes 
and lie dawn,_flat in a comfortable po­
sition, shut the^eyes and relax. 

Relaxing is an art not difficult to 
acquire. Just flop, limbering every 
Joint in your body as a baby does. Do 
not allow any stiffness to remain any­
where in your anatomy. Begin with 
your neck and thinkabout' every Joint 
from there down to your, toes, until 
they~are all loose. "Then try to think 
of-nothing whatever or of something 
trivial and pleasant. Fifteen minutes 
passed in this "way will rest you more 
than hours of restless troubled sleep. 
Tour nerves will regain their tone and 
small troubles will be easily passed 
oyer; your expression will be cheerful 
and attractive, and ugly lines will be 
smoothed out and driven' away mak­
ing you appear years younger, When 
sweeping, have every window open so 
that the ^lust will fly out doors In­
stead of settling on the wallsrand fur­
niture! You'won't take-cold even in 
winter. The exercise will keep you 
warm, -4 

When washing arrange your work 
sa .that you don't stoop over. Get a 
washing machine, a bread mixer,-and 
any ' other labor saving device that 
makes your work easy and effectual 
A carpet sweeper and a supply of dry 
mops will keep your house so~Btean 
that the regular sweepings need- not 
occur oftener than once a fortnight 
in most of the rooms. Look for pleas 
antness and-cultivate the habit of see­
ing the funny side of things. Leajai 
to laugh. A good laugh saves doctor's 
"bill. "Singing' makes de load light", 
the old darky said, and he was right. 
Learn to greet your friends with a 
«mile. Everybody has troubles but 
the man or woman worth while bears 
their -burden on their own shoulders. 
It Is only the weakling that complains 
and trieaJtOL shjtft-_her trouble on to 
others. 

Bring the children up to be helpers. 
The small tasks faithfully attended to, 
mould the child's character, and give 
him an appreciation of the dignity and 
pleasure tha i conies to every human 
being from good work well done. Let 
the smallest tot be brought up to help 
Mother ln every way that a child can. 
and you -have laid the foundation for 
good manners—consideration for those 
about one—and are cultivating one of 
the important elements fof the future 
happiness of the household. 

Let the ~dfet consist largely of fruit 
vegetables, cereals and milk, rather 
than of meat and stimulants if you 
wish to cultivate health and that pleas 
antness of disposition that goes with 
good health and gentle breeding. And 
teach the children the importance of 
coming to table looking neat and well 
-groomed. Supply them with plenty 
of good soap like Pears, and always 
have a piece of pumice ready- to re­
move any bad stains from the fingers 
Habits of neatness eariy Inculcated 
last through life. 

Neatness and order are not as diffi­
cult as carelessness and disorder. More 
time Is lost looking for the things nils 
laid than in keeping them ln their 
proper places. The boys as well as 
the girls should be required to take 
proper care of their clothing and be­
longings. No manly boy will make his 
mother's tasks harder, if he Is made 
to understand about it. Looking out 
for mother and helping father become 
a habit, that occasionally goes too far 
where parents are selfish, but the dan­
ger is usually the other way round. 
Have a good time with the children, 
enter Into their plans and pleasures 
and you will hold your place with 
them when they have scattered to 
make 'homes for themselves. If moth 
er comes to be considered a back hum 
her. It is usually the fault of early 
training. ' The flower Is like the seed, 
the crooked shoot makes a crooked 
tree too strong to be straightened, tho' 
it might easily have been, trained to 
uprightness in the beginning.

The official Postal Guide, tlw month 
ly publication of the pdstofflce depart­
ment, for June contains many-matters 
of Interest to persons using the malls 
and to employes of the postofllce, and 
among the moat Important of them 
are the orders pertaining to special de 
livery letters, the new classification of 
postofilce employes and designs for 
new stamped envelopes and Wrappers 
The Guide also contains a table show­
ing the deductions for absences to be 
made hereafter from the salaries of 
the men in the different classes. 

Concerning special delivery letters, 
an prder made on May 1'5 states that 
on and after July 1 any letter can be 
made.a special, delivery letter, by af­
fixing to such letter stamps to the 
amount of 10 cents over and above 
the stamps required for postage,Tand 
printing or writ ipgthe words "Special 
Delivery" on the outside ot-the enve-
Iope. 

The order also states that postmas­
ters will receive the same percentage 
on the delivery of suoh letters as they 
would If the regular special delivery 
stamp were affixed. This order Is ex­
pected to be of great benefit to persons 
living a distance from postofflces and 
a great convenience in the matter of 
special delivery. . 

On July 1, the hew classification of 
clerks goes-jnto effect. The men are 
to be divided into six classes, at .sala­
ries ranging from *«00 to *I,?00;' In 
accordance with the law, all clerks and 
carriers "who have served without in­
crease since July 1, 1906, will on July 
1 of this year be'eligible for promo­
tion and a raise of from |50 to 1100.

At [Wilmington, Del., last week was 
unveiled a bronze statue of Hon. Tho»: 
F. Bayard, given by an Englishman, 
whosel Identity has not been revealed. 
At' the\ unveiling ceremonies a tribute. 
written by ex-President Grover Cleve­
land, was read by Prof. John Bassett 
Moore. It contains thoughts on the 
life of Mr. Bayard which were worthy 
ot, the subject and worthy ot the con­
sideration of every American-citizen. 
He .said:-
. "My association with "Mr. Bayard 
began with our mutual participation 
in the responsibilities ot- the highest 
public service,' We shared-a* Intimate' 
Iy as it Is possible for men to share, 
in public anxieties and national emer­
gencies, and our constant conferences 
concerning delicate and-Important na­
tional-affairs had no shade-of reserv­
ed thought-sr feeling. I always knew 
that of counsel and service he was 
giving all he had to give. I need not 
assure you that such a relationship 
could not exist between us without go­
ing further and giving to each, a clear 
yiew of the other's qualities ot heart 
"and creating a mutust-feeling of per­
sonal affection and close comradeship. 
And thus I came to know not only the 
patient wisdom of my colleague, but 
the heart of my friend. 'It was like 
fire, for It was warm; it was like snow, 
for it was pure; it was like death, tor 
it was- strong." Deep in his heart he 
closely held beyond the gaze ot even 
many who knew him well a reverent 
realization of guidance and " loving 
kindness surer and better than human 
ity can offer. ! 

"It was long, long before his death 
that he wrote the following words in 
a private record of his thoughts: 

" 'After the experience of more thau-f 
three-score years, If I were asked for 
the'^best recipe for happiness—for an 
exaltation above the power of mate­
rial conditional—I should say devo­
tion to a clear, belief^—strengthened In 
to a conviction—which was""usually 
under the shadow of adversity: That 
the more-lt.was oppressed and threat­
ened, the more clear its demand for 
faithful adhesion; and that a Joy 
springs out of such' eondltions-ihat 
mere success can never know and 
which enables a man to smile In se­
cret happiness when others deem him 
an object of sympathy and pity.' 

"I have' never knojKnjtjnan,; and l„ 
do not believe th^re ever, lived a man;] 
who accepted the guidance of. Duty 
more loyally] .and ..more unreservedly-)-; 
than Thomas F. Bayard. 

"At this time there are among Us 
thoughtful men—not In the least giv­
en to hysteria—who fear that evil por 
tents are to-be found in our own pollt 
leal -skies. Whether their fears are 
substantial or not, a mere hint of na-. 
tional peril should cause every loyal 
American to devoutly wish, that as a 
guaranty of greater' safety there were 
in the present generation of our polit­
ical life more fiien as wise, as disin­
terested, 03 bravely devoted to duty 
as he-whose memory we are honoring ^_ 
today. 

"Hts example, his earthly influence, 
his honorable career are ours—be­
queathed to us J>y one who loved us 
and loved all his countrymen. Let, us 
not fail at this hour to fully realize 
the value of this precious legacy. The 
youth, ot our land should learn from 
the record of this useful life that duty 
to God, to country and to 'clear be­
lief "strengthened into a conviction' is 
'the best recipe for happiness—for-our-
exaltation above the power ot mate­
rial conditions'.' Let them learn, too, 
that tbeir privilege„of American 'citi­
zenship imposes upon them~fhe-obli--
gatlon of preparation for the custody 
and preservation of the freest and best 
government ever vouchsafed to hu­
manity. And let those of mature year 
who bear the heat and "burden of the 
day learn that Jhere is to be found In 
an atmosphere"of^political activity a 
power>far higher andJmore potent to 
save than is found in the mean and 
conscienceless strife of unprincipled 
partisanship. Let u» be steadfast, in 
our belifs, unmoved by clamor and 
untempted by an inordinate desire for 
success at any cost of principle and 
inconsistency. .Thus will we serve 
bur country best, thus shall-we know 
a Joy 'that mere success-can never 
ksow,' and thus will it be, that the 
life we here memorialise " shall not 
have been lived in vain.
